Property at Parnassus.

SCOPE AND NATURE OP THE DEAL.

in Opening Presented for Many Industries
and the Germ of a New Town.

XAMES OF OPEEATORS A CLOSE SECRET

Concerning the bic deal ia acreace prop-
erty at Parnassus, it was stated yesterday by
Mr. M. P. Howley, of Howley & Son. who
is identified with it as agent, and who spent
several days there last week, that the syn-

dicate has already secured between COO

and 000 acres, and has secured quite a
number of options covering the entire tract
which it had in view when it com-

menced operations. The last purchase, that
or the Dr. Hale farm, was effected about 3

o'clock Saturday afternoon. The price ap-

proximated $500 an acre.
In regard to the extent and characteristics of

tho torrltory in question. Mr. Howley said, in
ao interview with The Dispatch representa-
tive yesterday: The syndicate's first move
was to take In a river frontage at nearly 1J

miles. This cave It about 2 miles on the
railroad. The eastern boundary of the tract is
the Freeport road, extending from Valley
Camp to Parnassus. The western boundary is
the Allegheny river, the northern is Valley
Camp and the southern is Parnassus, of which
borough it takes in about 60 acres. In addition
to this, the syndicate has leased about 300
acres of as fine and promising cas territory as
there is in Western Pennsylvania, The entire
tract, as stated by Mr. Llctrett, is underlaid
with a vein of coal between six and seven feet
thick. The land is so situated, and possesses so
many and great advantages, that I consider it
uncqnaled for manufacturing and residence
purposes.

"The primary object the syndicate has in
view is the establishing on its purchase a
variety of manufacturing interests, by afford
ing inducements unsurpassed by those of any
other locality within 20 miles of Pittsburg, or,
in fact, west of the Alleghenies; but they also
propose to lav out a town, for which purpose
surveyors are now at work on plans and de-

tails. There is sufficient territory outside the
manufacturing portion to give 15 miles of
street frontage.

"As to the parties directly interested in the
deal I am not at liberty to speak at present,
but can say that they are Pittsburgers, and
have such standing as men of business and
means that failure in anything in which they
engage is unknown to them. I can also
say that neither the Westinghouso nor
the Pullman corporations are connected
in any way with the business. I will say noth-
ing of individual members. The promoters
havo already received assurances that a number
of industrial plants will be erected on the pur-
chase as soon as details can be arranged. The
purchases and leases aggregate nearly. If not
quite, 1.000,000. The syndicate could sell out
tOHlay at a profit of nearly 100,000, but such a
proposition would be, in my judgment, perfect-
ly absurd. To show the influence of this move-
ment on surrounding property, I may add that
land which a few days ago could have been
bought for 100 an acre, but was refused by the
syndicate because of its inferior location, was
sold to outsiders on Saturday for 1,200 an
acre."

A further attempt was made to find out the
names of some or all of the men engaged in
this mammoth transaction, but without suc-
cess. Mr. CH. Love said: "It is being worked
as a close secret. I know that one of the
shrewdest men in the city went up there on
Friday in search of names, but he made an
utter failure of it. It is my opinion that the
syndicate is operating through middlemen,
and they will not reveal their identity until
everything Is closed up."
