BeeLrs, June 28.—The Eeichstag passed
the ermy bill %o its third reading without
sn smendment. The minority consisted of
the Freisinniege, Socialist and Volks par-
ties and 18 members of the Center party. OF
the OCeatrist members who voled
sgminst the bLill, 16 were from Ba-
varia and Ywo from Berlin. They
refused to follow Dr. Windthorst in se-
cepting Chancellor Vom Caprivi’s assur-
ances that extensive leaves of absence woula
be granted after two years' service, and that
snnual badgets wonld be presented which
would enable the Reichstag to cosntrel the
fixalion of the peace effecting. The Chan-
eellor's concessions practically ameunt to
little, but they sufficed to give the bulk of
the Center purty an excuse for voting for the
bill.

The House next passed to its second read-
ing of the Budget Committee's report, strik-
ing out the eredit aemanded by the Govern-
ment for raising the pay of officers below the
rank of Colonel. Baron Maltzahn, the Im-
perial Sscretary of the Treasury, and Gen-
eral Verdy Du Vernois, the Minister of
War, again advoented the reiosertion of the
credit, without avsil, The supplementsry
estimates, amountiog to 73,600,000 marks,
which are mainly intended for military pur-
poses, were referred to the Budget Com-
wittee,

AN EARLY ADJOURNMENT.

The Government baving now secured the
passage of the army bHI, the House can ad-
journ early in July until November, wheo
bills besring on the labor question will
form the chiel work of the Reichstag. The
bill concerning the acquisition of Heligo-
land apd the fingocial plans of the Govern-
ment, by which the increased army expendi-
tures are to be met, will remsin undisclosed
until the wiater session.

8ir Edward Alalet, the British Ambassa-
dor, had an important conference with Chan-
eellor Voo Caprivi yesterday on the subject
o! the opposition of the French Government
to the East African agreement. The note of
M. Ribet, the Fremch Minister of Foreign
Afluirs, protesting against the establishment
of a protectoratsa over Zanzibar, affects the
German elaims to the Littoral within the
Sultauate, and so the proposed sequisition of
Mafia. The conference resulted in an agree-
ment to take simultaneousaction in opposing
the right of France to interfere.

ENGLAND EEPLIES TO FRANCE,

The Ecglish Goverament has prepared a
reply to M. Ribot to the eflect that il the
Seltsn accepts the protection of England or
any other power the treatyof 1882 given
Franee no right to object, and further that
the Anglo-German arrangement does not
attack the independence of the Bultan, pro-
tection not involving subjection, The En-
glish mote will be presented to M. Ribot
early next week and will be supported by a
diplowatic intimation of Germany's con-
currence, The French press reports that
Lord Salisbury’'s reply was handed to M,
Ribot to-day are untrue,

The Reichsanzeiger to-day vindicates the
Anglo-German sgreement as made in the
interest of the German East Atriea Com-
pany. Instead of peglecting the interests
of the company, the Goveroment, after the
transier of the const loe with Mafia, will
askist the company to ecolonise, and the
Germaus who are trying to develop trade
nnd agriculture on the coast will find ample
support from the Government. The article
is obviously a response to remarks made by
Prinee Blsmarck to & dJdeputation that
waited upon bhim recently. England, he
suid, would crush the German trade in
East Africa,

RENEWING THE TREATY.

The rerewal of the Dreibund until 1895
bas becn the subject of negotintions between
Sigoor Crispi, the Italian Premier, and
Count Kalooky, the Austro-Huongarian
Prime Minister. Thoe new treaty, thongh
unsigned, is effectively assured, the commu-
nications which have already been ex-
changed committing the Governments to the
extension of the period of the compaet.
Prime Minister Crispi accelerated the re-
newal of the ngreement by calling Geveral
Vou Caprivi's uttention to the nttacks made
epon Italy by Dr, Windthorst and the tae-
ties of the Germun clericals in atlemptine
to limit the allisnce to Ausiria. General
Von Caprivi seizad the occssion of the de-
bate oo the army bill to declare that the al-
linnes with Italy would continue, even if
Signor Crispi were not Premier. Although
Criwpi represents guaractoes of peace, an«
other Italian Minister might find himself
copironted by serious difficulty.

EUICIDE BY STARVATIOR,

The Desperate Attempt of a Young Girl, &
Victim of Unrequited Love,
MSPFECIAL TELEGRAM TO THE DISFATON.]

READING, June 28, —Miss Frances Potts,
& beautital girl of 19, residing with ber pa-
reats at the village of St. Peters, over the
border in upper Chester county, has tasted
neither food nor drink since June 8 last, just
20 days. On that day, after repeated at-
tempts fo commit suicide by other means,
she succeeded i shooting herself in the head
with a revolver, but without fatal effect.
Siace then she has declared s dozen times a
day that she wishes (o die, and
has doggedly refused to partake of
nourishment of auy kind, either lignid or
food. For some time previous to making
the attempts to tnke her own lifeit was
noticed thas Mies Potis was despondent, the
cause presumably being her unrequited
afiection for a certain young man of the
village of St. Peters.

An effort wss made to maintain a watch
over her without her knowledge.

She was
rescued each time, though much against her
will, and afterward seemed to be in brighter
splr{:I but iater she procured a revolver
and to end her life with it. The bullet
wound fis serious, but her physicians be-
lieve she would recover intime.

Thirty Persons Sericusly Hort tu a Missourl

MONUMENT T0 COLUMBUB.

The Gifi of Italians in the United States to
New York.

NEw YoRK, June 28.—At a meeting of
Italinn societies held here this evening the
designs for the mooument of Christopher
Columbus, which will be presented to this
city in 1892, were exhibited. The monu-
ment will rise 100 feet from the sub-base of
Amerioan ite. The base, 15 feet square,
will be bulilt of Italian granite, and from it
will rise & colymn of the finest Carrara mar-
ble, to the sides of which will be fastened
six bronze rostrume.

The statue of Columbus will be in Ad-
miral’s costume. About the base will be
emblematical designs. The monument will
cost $200,000 in Rome and will be paid for
by subscriptions from Italians iu this coun-
try. It will be brought here in 1892 on an
Italisn ship of war.

NEW ORLEANS, June 28,—The Louisiana
State Lottery accepts the proposition made
by the Benate commi tiee to-day incremsing
the amount paid by itannual ly from §1,000,-
000 to $1,250,000. This will probably go
throngh both Houses. In the commitiee
Senutor Provosky declared that the New-
eass English 8yndicate was prepared to pay
1,500,000 for the lottery privilege and he
tried to amend the bill by incressing the
license of the Louisinna State Lottery to $1,-
500,000, but he was vated down, ibe com-
mittee taking the view that the Newgass
Byndicate was incensed and that its bid was
net & genuioe one,

The case against Mr. Baiot Armant, the
represeatative from Ascension Parish,
charged with receiving a bribe of $16,000
from the lottery company, came up in the
District Court in Baton Rouge last night.
The Attorney General refused to take part
in the prosecution, The State had mo wit-
nesses to offer and the Distriet Attorney at
onee nolls prossed the case. Itis probable
that the charge against Saint Armant will
be made the subject of a legislative investi-
gation. 1t is also proposed to investigale
Judge Btrikland, who is charged with bull-

doging legisintors, threatening them with
mulf like Mn?mg if voted for
the lottery. ¢

RICH ENOUGH TO PAY IT,

That the lottery compsny so cheerfully
consents to the addition of a quarter million
to its burden is not so surprising wben it is
considersd that it does n far larger business
than the Monaco casinoj and it has prae-
tically driven the Hamburg, Royal Havana
and other lotteries ont of this gountry and
Cannda. Its scheme* rroﬂdu for 812 daily
and 12 monthly drawings annually, as fol-
lows: Two grand extraordinary semi-annunl
drawings, with 100,000 tickets each of $40,
yielding,if all the tickets are sold, §8,000,000.
Ten monthly drawings with 100,000 tickets
esch of $20, yielding 820,000,000, Three
hundred snd twelve daily drawings with
about 75,000 tickets at §1 each, only a small
proportion of which are sold; besides policy
tickets without limit.

BEGINNING OF ITS TROUBLES.

It was in 1877 that Postmaster General
Key started 84 crusade agaiost the lottery.
The United States Revised Btatutes deny
the use of the mail to all “fraudulent lot-
tery companies.”” The Postmuster General
took the position that all lotteries were
fraudulent, and refused the Louisiana com-
pany the privilege of the mails, It pro-
tested against the course, declaring that it
was & regularly chartered inlﬁtuifuu, hon-
estly and fairly conducted. The matter
was discusved at length, the lottery com-
pany being represen at Washington ?
the leading ht:gﬂ io the country, includ-
ing two Senatots; but Key stood , and
his ruling preniin 1o-duy.

* No letter addressed to the lottery com-
pany or its President is delivered. It is
stamped “‘iraudulent” and returned to the
sender. Postmaster Genersl Wanamaker
declares that while the lottery compan
does not receive its mail directly, it gets it
indirectly through the New Orieans banks;
and he luggué that Congress do something
in this matter; but 1t has iailed to do any-
thing, and it retused also Mr, Key’s proposi-
tion to strike “frandulent’” from the statute
book; and, thus prevent all lotteries, whether
{raudulent or not

ALWAYS A LOOSE PURSBE STRING.

Trouble with the United States suthor-
ities wus soon followed by a still more seri-
ous oue at howe, in Louisiana, which very
peurly wrecked the company, But with
skillful lobbying and unparalleled gener-
osity it hua so lar conquered every obstacle.

To do this, it was necessary for the Legis.
Iatore of 1890 to puss & consttutional
amendment changing Article 236 of the
Constitution, which prohibits lotteries after
1594, snd to ‘submit it to the popular vote
ut the next pemersl State elettion, which
ocours in 1802, The policy of liberality
was at once adopted.

THE GIFTS LAST MARCH.

The bigh water which came in March
gave it another chance to display its gener-
ozity, It gave $60,000 to New Orleans for
its levees, and prevented the overflow of the
town; iollowed this up with ﬁixt of §100,-
000 to the State for levees, e Governor
reiused to aecept this mouey, and it was
then tendered to the police juries or couptry
bourds, and sccepted by them.

BIETH OF THE ICEBERG. .

Theorles ns to Its Formatlon From the
Tonguo of the Glaclor.
Harper's Weekly. |

The dynamical law by which the glaciers
abutting on the sea generate their bergs is
atill somewnat vague. In earlicr days it was
held that the glacial tongue broke off by its
own weight. To this has succeeded the fol-
lowing explanation, perhaps more popularly
than scientifically anccepted. Moving down
the fiords to the ocean the glacier's front en-
ters the wavea, at first ploughing up the ses-
bottom into a deep furrow. But as the ice
prow pushes out over the sloping ocean
floor, the weight resting upon the botiom
steadily diminishes.

The Hoating power of the water tends con-
stantly to lift the ice, which is held down by
the rigidity of of the glacial shéet below its
normal sea line, Moving on still; the gla-
gier's front reaches the point in desper
waters where it is lifted from the bottom al-

ther. Btill it remains unbroken, the

‘strength of the sheet, hundredsof feet in

thickness, holding it. But as it J:muodl,
e

the awfiul leverage on un-
supported tongue waxes, Each
surge of the tide, every onset of

storm, racks its struciure. At last comes
the point where the hardly sustained equi-
librium of forces eunds, and the glacial tip
breaks awn{ into the floating berg. Finall

we have & third and more recent hypothes

based on the differential movement ¢f the
upper and lower parts of the glacier. This
latest theory asserts that the glacial front is
thrust over from sbove by the swifter de-
scent of its upper portion—a movement
which may be roughly likened to the break-
ing combof a sea wave sweeping to the

ore.

CHICAGO, June 28.—Thousands o suffer-
ing people watched the copperish-looking
sun go down Friday night, but sot one of
them counld discover any trace of & storm
along the blazing horizon. The stars came
out in & elear sky and burned with a fury
that made one thiok they had been dis-
torted by re'raction. There was no breeze.
The leaves of the trees drooped listlessly,
und owing to the heavy moisture in the air
noises were unusnally distanet. 2

It was & sticky, stuffy night, with the
thermomater - at 84 at midoight. In the
densely populated districts of the city the
suffering was intense. For nearly a week
Chicago has been the center of an immense
oven, which extended from the Missouri
river to Ohio, and from British Columbia to
- Pensacola. The moisture bas filled tlo air
to sn abnormal degree, and made lifealmost
unbearable.

WORSE AND MORE OF IT.

The maximum tem ure up to {o-day
has ot been unusual, but the bumidity hss
been o great that the air was stifling.
When the sun came up this morning there
was but little breezv, and that came from the
South and was like puffs from a blast
furnage, Thousands of people who thought
they bad reached the limit of endurance
were compelled to pulfer aven more,

sun bung like s copper ball and
blazed with & fury thst bas npot been ex-
perienced since the SBunday three years
when over 100 persons were killed by the
hest, The mercury elimbed steadily, despite
the moist air, ustil by thermometers in the
etreets registered 102°, “Even the conserva-
tive register on top of the tower of the
Auditorium marked 869,

The beat in the streets was intolerable.
In some places where the sun got an obligue
sweep pedestrians staggered, toppled over or
clung to aoything for support. Horses st-
tached to a Mason street gar fell over at
Fifth avenue about noon. In all parts of
the elity horses were killed by heat. On
:tandolph street, near rn, an un-

nown man fell in a siream of pedeswrians
and was carried away.

FALLING DEAD ON THE STRERTS.

Frank Kronlick fell dead at Seventh
street abont 10 o’clock this morning. A
few moments later Engineer Edward Griffio,
of the Panbsadle Railroad, toppled out of
his eab at the round and before a
doetor could reach him he died.

A Pooples Whose Pedigree Renches Back
te FPreblstoric Times.

In his recent address in London before the
Eoyal Geographieal Society, Mr. Stanley
gave'sn interesting sccount of the pigmies
inhabiting the great forest through which
be traveled, who were kaown to exist by
the father of poets nine centuries befors
the beginning of the OChristian era.
“Nearly a -ago we found them where
they had been located by tradition under
the names of Wataa and Wambutti, We
were just now paying due reverence to the
kings of the forest who were born belore the
foundations of the tower on Bhinar plain
were laid, and because it seemed to us that
in their life they united prehistorio times to
this soeiety, journal-loving nineteenth
century. Let us pause s little and pay
honor to those littie people who have out-
lived the proud Pharachs of Egypt, the
chosen people of Palestine, and the Em-
R:mn of Babylon, Nineveh, Persia and the

acedonian and Boman empires.

“Near & place called Avertiko, on the
Ituri river, our hungry men found the first
male and female of the pigmies squatted in
the midst of & wild Eden peeling plactains.
You can imagine what a shock it was to the
poor little creatures at finding themselves
suddenlv surrounded by gigantic SBoudanese
6fect 4 inches in height, oearly double
their own height and weight, and black as
coal. But my Zunzibaris, always more
tender-hesrted than Soudanese, prevented
the clubbed rifle and cutlasses from ex-
tinguishing their lives there and thes,
and brought them to me ss prizes, in the
game spirit as they would have brougtha
Big hawk moth or mammoth longicorn for
inspection. A= they stood tremblingly be-
fore me T named the little man Adam sad
the niipiature woman Eve, far more appro-
priate names in the wild Eden on the Ituri
than the Vuknkura and Akiokwa which
they gave us, As I looked at them and
thought how thess represented the oldest
people on the globe, my admiration would
have gone to greater lengths than scoffing
eynics wonld have

Baut, poor little things, they did got know
they were heirs of soch proud and une-

naled heritage. The haight oi the man was
anr feet, that of the woman a little less. He
may have weighed abont 85 pounds; the
color of the body was thatof a hali-baked
brick, and a light brown fell stood out
clearly. So far as natural inselligence was
concerned, within his limited experience, he
was certainly superior to apy black man in
our camp. The mysteries of wooderafi,
for instance, he knew batter than any
of us: he knoew what wild (froits
were wholesome and what fungi were
poisonons. Oar and scouts may
have captured about 50 of these dwarfs, only
one of whom reached the height of 54 inches.
They varied from 39 inches to 50 inohes
generally. A forest village consists o' from
20 to 100 families of pigmies, and probably
in that era between Inuru and Itord rivers
there are aa many as 2,000 families liviog
this nomadic and free lite in the perpetual
twilight of the great and umbrageous forest
of equatorial Afriea.”
