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STRINGENT MEASURES ARE DEMANDED

The action of the judges st Moomouth
Park, Inst Monday, was taken none too soon.
It is 8 question if it is not already too late.
The management of this track, wherever the
management is centered, is aadly defective,
and has been very tardy in taking notice of
most objectionable festures that have been
pointed out repeatedly almost sinee the first
day by some of the leading newspapers of
the eountry, at first mildly sud kindly, but
pow that the hints have remsined unheeded,
plainly and in a way that camnot help but
be beeded. It is this almost unanimous ex-

pression of hearty disapproval of the
bad mansgement and to say the least ques-
tionable character of some of the doingsat
Monmouth, by the dailiesof the leading eities
as well as by the more reputable sport-
ing jourpals, that has at last compelled
some sction; but it would have been better
if the evils bad been nipped in the budat
the start, instead of in response to such a
vigorous public protest. To usea popular
phrase there is “something rotten in Den-
mark,” in some official quarter connected
with Monmouth Park; there is a Jonah
somewhere and the soconer he is unloaded
the better it will be for the association and
the tur: in general. It isno mere ecoiaci-
dence that bas sent entire stables away,
kept the owners of horses that could not
afford to be beaten by trickery from allow-
ing them in races, permitted s succession of
unfair starts to pass uoooticed, and made
winners ol second-class and indifferent
horses which were not under any ordinary
conditions of fairness the equals in speed or
stuming of their competitors.

Itis since the departure for Europeof
Mr. Cassatt, the president, says the Long
Branch correspondent of the Philadelphin
Times, that these features bave become
prominent, and it is safe to say that were he
bere they would not have been allowed to
continue s0 long. There 1s to0 much money
invested at Monmouth Park, and the inter-
est in baving sir raciug there is too great,
to allow the slightest suspicion of insinecers
dealing with the public to remsin. The ax
must be laid at the root of the tree, and Mr.
Withers, who is supposed to exercise con-
trol, owes it to himself to see that measures
are taken at once to insure a complete res-
toration of confidence. Ruling one r
trainer's horse and his stable bo oﬁ] the
track, us in the case of Shields’ Camp and
the horse Little Jim, will not do this while
at least one of the judges fs to be seen every
uight with bookmakers in a Long Braoch
gombling den, snd when more than onme
official of the track is known to back book-
makers, and to have been betting beavily on
races in which poor and indifferent horses
won, 1o the surprise of the publie,

The Public Swindied.

The Little Jim episode, while probably
the mildest of the objectionable things that
have happened of late at Monmouth Park,
is sufficient to show how the public is vie-
timizad and how bad the others must be by
comparison. Here was 2 horse that almost
everybody who goes to races knows a popu-
lar horse that is very fast snd can generally
be made to win a race against horses of his
class. He was put down on the offizial pro-
gramme as & starter, given a weight and his

wultitude, who discussed his past records
sud relative ehauces against the other
horses. Then hundreds, probably thou-
sands, bet on Little Jim. Women all over
the grandstand took bets from the uniformed
boys, and 70 odd boockmakers, under the
association's auspices and proteciion, put
up the odds on Little Jim and raked in the
money as offered. Then Little Jim came
out, ambled down to the starting point,
nearly got left, and came in exactly =
sixteenth of & mile in the rear, while
the horses that had been fixed to
come in first and second and that every
bookmaker in the ring knew wonld
be first and second came in accordance to
programme. There was not a bookmaker
but knew that Little Jim was not out to
win, and the judges knew it; everybody in
and around the track and in the ring knew
it—everybody bot the gullible public that
Jjust threw, its money into the bookmakers’
tills,. To their friends the bookmakers were
kind enough to mention that Little Jim was
wot in the race. There was such s ral
protest thst the judges were compelled to
zct, and when Jimmy Shields, the presumad
owner (though it is bard to tell who reaily
owns & borse at Monmouth Park), and
Camp, the stable boy who rode Little Jim,
were called up, they admittad that the horse
was only in the race *‘for exercise;" rather a
huge joke were it not so serious, The qges-
tion that is now being asked is bow many
horses have been “out for exercise' in other
races mince the meeting started. Shields
scemed to think that it was all right, and it
hus been sll right as long as the puble
stood i1, but mnow that the public has
“kicked” und says it won't stand it any
longer, something has to be done and an ex-
ample made of somebody,

Time te Calla Hal,

‘What suprises most peopie is that a policy
#o disastrous and short-sighted should be
persisted in so long. Every day the attend-
ance and the interest of the meeting and
even the value of the betting ana other
priviliges bave been suffering until on
Tuesday the climax was resched when in
one of the races there was not §25 pat up at
all the 70 stands, not one-teuth us much as
is customarily taken on an orcinary race
by & single book-maker. Had it noc been
for the Little Jim arrangement there was
not & book-maker on the track who would
bave made enough to cover the §$100 paid
for the day's privilege to the associstion.
As they have seen time displaved that was
erroneous and witnessed procesdiogs in race
miter race that on the Eaglish turf would
not be tolerated for an instant, people have
asked, Where are the managers of the gsso-
ciation? Why are there not stewards as at
Bheepshead Bay? and wondered how long
the thiog was going to continve. It is
now time or som y to amet if Mon-
mouth Park is to be saved from a repuistion
whith will do it “incalculable injury. Itis
koown that Mr. Cassatt ouly eounsented to
becowe President of the sssociation on eon-
dition thatevery restriction should be thrown
around races to make them a8 lair as possi-
bie, It isstated by friends of Mr. Cassatt
that the principal reason that led bim to
give up racing horses himsell was that he
would pot, under any circumstances, allow
& horse'of his in & race to be pulled. When-
ever he put & horse in he put him io to win,
The public has confidence in men like Mr,
Cassutt and Mr. Belmont, and believe that
when they have horses in a race they are in
on their merits and meant to do the best they
can. This feeling of confidence io the fair
nwesss of runving races has bad & sad set-back
at Moomouth Park within the Tew
weeks. Thousauds of dollars bave beea bet
and lost by the inuocent public on horses
that were never intended to win,and to those
on the inside it was as well known as any-
thing can be knowa that horses that lost to-
day were fixed to win to-morrow, and vice
Versa.

The
public can see nothing of this, owing to the
construction of the track, but the uoorg is
one ol preposterons ol gerrymander-
ing and joekeying along :‘le way and of fin-
ishes that often look as if they were re-
bearsed, It is notable, for instance, that in
races like that of the first on Tuesday, in
which there were but a few horses, they won
as ¢ though why sll the starts
rhould be bad ooes motil certain borses
started ahead it would be hard to say. But
there was nothing in the condition of the
horse to explain why, for instance, in the
second race, in which there were 11 horses,
Wendaway should start second in the lead
and before running a quarter of & mile be
passed by six horses, at least four of which
were by no means his equals. No fair per-
gon who is at all familiar with the horses
doubts that Wendaway conld have won that
race if it had been his day to win.

What ls Needed,

On Monday there was an attempt &t an
investigation of the queer runping of Senti-
ment at & previous race, and there is also to
be an investigation of the runniog of Cap-
tain Brown's horse Reporter, but if investi-
gationsareto be the order of the day, itis
difficult to see wherea beginning is to be
made, or where it will end.

‘What is needed is to give the word out at
beadquarters in & way that will not be mis-
undersiood that horses must be put in races
to win; that owners entering two horses
must declare one; that no maker shall
bave an ownership interestin any horse in &
race, and that there must be tair play sll
around.

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MARKED BY MAFIAS.

BOSTON ITALIANS WHOM THEIR COUN-
TRYMEN HAVE SWORN TO KILL.

A Policeman One of the latended Vietlms—
A Mans Who Helped te Bring n Murderer
te Justice Anotber—The Piaos and Plots
of the Leagoe of Wounld-Be Assassine.

[SPECIAL TELEGRAM TO THEE DIAFATON.1

Bosrox, August 1.—The Itslian Mafias
have marked two of their countrymen in
Boston for assasmipation, and already eflorts
have been made to carry out the edictsof
the order, but the victims have thus far es-
caped. One 18 Policeman John Rosatto, of
Station 1, who has been largely instru-
mental in bringing seversl Italian
criminsls to justicee. He is sn Italian
himselt and knows all the wsecrets of
his countryiven. The other victim for
whom the stiletto is ready is Goachini Coe-
chiara, one of the Italians who waa arrested
in conpection with the murder of Million-
nire Edward Cunningham, of Milton, eight
months sgo, Policeman Rosatlo incurred
the vengesnce of the Mafias by tracking
down an Italian murderer named Donato, &
year and a half age.

Donato undertock to rob a house mesr
Genoa, Italv, but was discovered by a
womnn in the house. She started after him
but was stopped by several thrusts with the
stilleto, which eventuslly caused her death,
Her husbaod came to the rescue and he was

stabbed through the heart. Donato fled to
this enuntrv ssd was arrested by Captain
Cain snd Poliveman Rosalto, in this eity,
and seot back to Italy.

The first of the two condemned men to
meet death will probably be Cocchiars, as
the Mafias have evinced the greatest deter-
mination to dispose of him. Their animos
ity toward Cocchiara is due to the part he
took in the conviction ol Giuseppe de Luces,
who shot and killed Millionsire Cunning-
ham while engaged in pnaching oa his

grounds. The  Mafias, after the
trial  of De Lucea and  his
sentence to prison  for 15

made up their minds that Cocchiara had
turned trsitor sand ioformer and was to
blame for the arrest of De Lucca by giving
information to the police. They also be-
lieved that Cocchiara had secured the §2,500
reward offered for the arrest and convietion
of the murderer. It was decided to kill
Coechiara, Thie much is known, but no
one ssve the Mafias are aware who has been
selected to do the work. Coechiara
has been mnotified to leave Boston on
penalty of being killed, butbhe is 8 man who
fesrs no one. ree times have the Mafias
arranged & plan to kill him, but he is well
up in their tricks, and the Mafias dropped
the matter then to await a better oppor-
tunity.

‘When preachers hanker for & rest, as they
do at this season of the year, the flock can
bardly be condemned for doing likewise.
With the mercury traveling above the 90
mark the inducements for church going are
bardly as strong as when the temperature is
more moderate. And when the regular
shepherd is tsking in oveean or mountain
broezea, the part of the flock, which by
necessity is compelled to stay by the stuff,
can readily find excuses for absence from
church when a strange preacherfills the
pulpitk. 'What with camp meetings, water-
ing places and hot weather the stay-at-home
preacher meets with slim congregations,as a
rule, thess dog days.

THE ABSENT BRETHREN.

There are not & few churches in this city,
of which a large proportion of the member-
ship sre absent from the city during the
months of July and Augnst, Bome churches
take advantuge of the summer lull to clean
and renovate. It has come to be understood
that the pastor is to have his rest at this
season of the year, and most of the churches
stipulate this when the bond is made. In
the line of absenteeism from church services
the following from the Church Messemger,
is suggestive. Under the title *‘Morlus
Sabbatiens, or Sunday Sickness,”” this paper
thus dizcusses one of the prevalent types of
modern spiritual degeneracy: “The attack
comes on suddenly every Sunday; no symp-
toms are felt on Saturday night; the patient
sleeps well and awekes feeling well; eats a
hesrty breakiast, but about ehurch time the
stiack comes on and continues until the
services are over for the morning.”"

(5) It generally attacks the
bead of the family, (6) No physician is
ever ealled. (7) It always proves fatal in
the end—to the soul. (8) No remedy is
knowu for it except prayer. (9) Religion
is the only antidote. (10) It is becoming
fearfully prevalent, and is sweeping thous-
ands every year prematurely to destruction.”

PRETTY LASSES AT THE HELM.

How Girls Are Helping the People’s Manicl-
pal Leagne In New York.

NeEw Yomx, Angust 1.—The headguar-
ters of the People’s Municipal League have
been formally opened in the anoex to the
Viectoria Hotel with Mr, Oliver Sumner
Teall in charge. The arrangement of these
headquarters and the method of condueting
business are something novel in loecal poli-
tics. Nearly all the employes sre girls, and
they are so young and neat and pretty that
the place has more the appearance of a
boarding school for young ladies than a po-
litieal machine.

“I selected these girls,” said Mr. Teall,
beecause they do their work better than men.
They are all eminently r=spectable, and, as
anyone can see, they are good look-
ing and well dressed. Unlike the
ordinary employes of political machines,
thev bave been appointed solely for their
ability and not through auy politieal pull.
They do their work thoroughly and expe-
ditiously, and have slready made great
headway with the lsbor of the campaign.
We started out with 51,000 names that we
had evrolled in the ballot reform mave-
ment, and we have added 24,000 others, so
that we have 75,000 names already. We
recogmze the lact that we have got to fight
organization with organization, and we are
sparing neitbher pains nor labor to make our
organization as complete 45 possible. There
is no individual interest being subserved
bhere. Nobody has been considered or dis
cussed as & candidate for any position, Thus
far we are only perfecting our arrangements
for the coming eampuign.”

The headquarters occupy the entire see-
ond floor of the Victoria Annex, and the
33 pretty girls are distributed among the
various departments, the wajority of them,
however, being in the addressing and type-
writing departments, Euoch department
has & masculine head.

A PNEUMATIC FIRE ALARM

Sgccesafully Tested by the Ralvage Corps
of the Chiy of Baltimore.

BALTIMORE, August L—The Salvage
Corps of this city has successfully tested the
Poeumntic Fire Alarm Telegraph System,
invented by Albert Goldsteip, of Baltimore,
This system is automatic, and consists of
thermostats of passuble metal arranged every
five leet apart on the ceiling of each Hoor,
W hen a fire starts from any cause the heat
of the room will melt at 130 degrees the
nearest themostat, each of which is con-
nected to an automatic fire alarm, annosne-
ing the special uumber of the building and
the floor upon which the fire is located, =0
that the fire department, in immediately re-
sponding to the alarm, can proceed instuntly
to the exact location of the fire without the
pecessity of breaking open the frout doors if
the fire is above the first floor.

The system is poeumatic from the fact
that the alarm is produoced by air pressure,
which avoids the necessity of loeal electrie
butteries in each building, which are vom-
mon to 81l other forms of automatic fire-
alurm systems, and which, of course, eannot
always be relied upou for the various reasons
whicl make the use of electric batteries con-
tingent upon all the conditions being favor-

able,

Mr. Goldstein bad charge of the test
which was muade through the use of Ameri-
cau District wires. He held a li?'hted inmp
under one of the wires on the ceiling of the
buildiog selected for the test. The wire
broke, the alarm was sounded and in one
and & balf mioutes the Bulvage Corps was
upon the seene.
