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THE COUNTY'S PROSPERITY.
Allegheny County is troubled with too

much money. Her embarrassment is unique.
On a valuation of oyer two hundred and
sixty-eig- millions the county tax of three
mills yields over eight hundred thousand
dollars. The County Commissioners have
discovered, however, that a two mill tax will
produce sufficient revenue to pay the coun-
ty's running expenses and provide for the
sinking fund to meet the bonded indebted-
ness. Probably the county tax will be two
mills on the dollar next year.

Commissioner Mercer points out that the
millage could be still further reduced ii the
assessments were made upon full valuation
of property. At present the taxables of the
connty are set at about two hnndred and
fifty millions, whereas five or six hundred
millions would be nearer the correct figure.
The Dispatch agrees with Mr. Mercer
that tbe under-valuatio- n of property is not
wise. It is among the circumstances
that keep Allegheny county which is an-

other name for Pittsburg from taking her
proper place before tbe world. At the same
time there is much com ort in tbe excellent
showing made of Allegheny county's
finances. It is worth remembering also
that we owe a great deal ot this favorable
condition of affairs to the honest and able
Commissioners of tbe county.

THE HARVEST PROSPECTS.
The drought has done considerable dam-

age to tbe crops in the "Western States. Re-por-

from Kansas and Illinois are especially
gloomy. In Kansas where, one month ago,
the prospects of the corn crop were slated to
be 90 per cent, are now reported at but 33
per cent of an average crop. The month of
July was the hottest Kansas has known for
twenty years. Out of the 102 counties in
Illinois only four fail to complain of the
lack of precipitation and its damaging effect
on the growing crops. The effect on corn
can be estimated from the following condi-ion- s

given for August 1, as compared with
an average: In the Northern division the
condition is rerorted at 68, in the Central at
79, and in the Southern at 54 making the
State average about G7. These facts and
figures correspond in a great measure with
those ot other corn producing States.

In Kansas, however, the yield of wheat is
found to be better than was expected. Tmrty
to forty bushels per acre are reported, test-

ing 62 to 65 pounds per bushel. The aggre-
gate wheat product will be about 23,000,000
bushels. The flax area has been greatly in-

creased, and the crop is very good. The
oats crop, although short, is yielding better
than was expected a yield from 40 to 70
per acre is reported from a number of coun-
ties.

The wheat harvest in Illinois is not so
s&tistactory as that in Kansas. The acreage
of wheat harvested was about 1,300,000. and
the total yield 14,560,000 bushels. Tbe esti-

mated area seeded to oats is 3,250,000 acres;
the average yield per acre for tbe State is 18
bushels, making a total yield ot 58,500,000
bushels as compared with 142,000,000 bush-
els last year. Tbe weather has changed for
the better since these figures were obtained,
and the final returns of the wheat and corn
harvest may prove more favorable than the
partial reports would indicate.

INVITE MHJTH AMERICA I

The managers of the Chicago Exposition
will do well to follow the advice of Mr. A.
M. Gibson, who writes from Brazil suggest-
ing that the World's Pair should be thor-
oughly advertised throughout South Amer-

ica as soon as possible. The probable es-

tablishment of a fast liuo of steamships
direct between New York and Bio De Jan-
eiro, under the rapid and lrequent ocean
mail service to be granted by Congress, in
accordance with the recommendations of
the Conference, will, he
eajs, enable the Brazilians to visit the
World's Columbian Exposition at Chicago
with comfort and at a very great saving of
time, and that he doubts not the opportu-

nity will be embraced by large numbers.
He urges the advisibility of the Colum-

bian Exposition people taking immediate
steps looking to the spreading of informa-

tion among tbe people of his country re-

garding tbe attractions which Chicago will
afford visitors, and make known to them
the routes of travel between the Eastern
seaboard and the Western metropolis and
the wonders to be seen en route, and that it
is of tbe first importance that the Govern-

ment of Brazil should be spurred to a reali-

zation of the necessity that it make at Chi-

cago a display commensurate with the great
advantages Brazil and the Brazilian
people will derive therefrom; that
his lamlliartity with all great
world expositions enables him to
say that Brazil has never made a display

in any sense worthy of its wonderful and vast
resources. But now that recent occurrences

have awakened there special sentiment to-

ward the United States advantage should be

taken thereof promptly to set in motion the
proper agencies for securing a grand display
by the Brazilians at our World's Columbian
Exposition. Mr. GiDson says that to do

this, it will be essential that the Brazilian

press should be enlisted and tbe public there
roused to a proper degree of enthusiasm;
tout the official initiative by our jrovern- -
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merit, through the State' Department, ought
to be anticipated.

If Mr. Gibson's advice is acted upon we

have no doubt that it will inure greatly to
the success of the World's Fair at Chicago
in the first place, and, what is far more im-

portant, that the development of our South
American trade will be greatly stimulated
thereby.

KEMRILER'S KXECTTJION.
The execution of Kemmler, as far as the

facts are known, was a good deal more
hnmane than the average hanging. It has
suited some people to represent the first ex-

ecution by electricity in the worst light, to
claim that Kemmler was done to death in a
crnel and indecent manner. The evidence
of tbe eye witnesses does not bear .out this
assertion. Capital punishment can never be
made agreeable to principals or witnesses.
The taking of human life, no matter how
justly, is a solemn and dreadful thing. A
great many persons are unable honestly to
approve of the death penalty in any shape,
and we respect their scruples. Bnt it is
folly to condemn tbe killing of Kemmler in
a few seconds by electricity as inhuman
or barbarous, compared with the torture,
often of strangulation.

It does appear, however, that considering
the time and pains spent upon the prepara-
tion of the apparatus of death the execution
of Kemmler was carried out in a careless
way. If electricity is continued in this
service, the apparatus should be made per-

fect and a skilled electrician should be em-

ployed as a State executioner. Under these
conditions electrical killing is clearly the
most hnmane and decent form capital pun-
ishment can take.

TOE TORY TRUMPS.
II is quite evident from Lord Salisbury's

recent utterances and more particularly
from bis speech at the banquet given by tbe
Lord Mayor of London an occasion which
is now usually chosen for the announcement
of the Ministry's programme that he is re-

lying upon his foreign policy to retrieve the
waning fortunes of the Tory party. The
domestic policy of the English Govern-
ment has been such a lamentable failure at
all points, a policy of backing and filling
and trimming and turning, that under any
circumstances Lord Salisbury would have
political justification for preferring his for-

eign policy as a platform upon which to ap-

peal to the country. Candidly it must be
admitted that Lord Salisbury has displayed
remarkable ability in his negotiations with
Germany as to Africa. The solution of what
promised to be a troubled question for a gen-

eration by tbe cession of an island of no
earthly use to England and a concession of
colonizing privileges that Germany already
possessed in point of fact, is an achievement
of which the Tory Premier may rightly be
proud. Tbe pancity of hostile criticism in
and outside Parliament is the best evidence
that tbe foreign policy of the Torv Govern-
ment is generally popular. It is the strong
card in Lord Salisbury's hand, and he
means to play it to the best advantage.

The signs are plain that Ireland is certain
to secure nome rule no matter which party
triumphs, some time in.the next ten years.
If Lord Salisbury had not drawn such a
strong hand of foreign trumps he might be
expected to lead with home rnle for Ireland
in this the last game of the rubber. A few
years ago home rule seemed to depend upon
the life and strength of its greatest advocate,
Mr. Gladstone. Bnt the logic of events,
assisted by the campaign ot education pur-
sued by the Liberal party in En-
gland, has altered the situation. Home
rnle will be granted to Ireland be-

fore long whether Mr. Gladstone lives
or not. It will eofne quickest of cosrse if
the Liberal party wins at next year's gen-

eral election, bnt it will come indue time in
any event. The issues upon which the gen-

eral election will be longht are not yet fully
in sight Thetriumphs of British diplomacy
in Equatorial Africa are certain to form a
large part of the Tories' claims for retention
in power. If fortune shonld favor Lord
Salisbury again in the settlement of the
Newfoundland and Egyptian question with
Prance, it may be that the glamour of
victories abroad may hide the muddles
and mistakes of the Ministry at home,
and persuade the uncertain British
voter to continue the Tories in
office. This is a possibility which the
history of Parliamentary Government in
England reminds us is worth considering.
It would be a misfortune to Great Britain
beyond a doubt; a set-ba- to the Demo-
cratic forces at work there, and so a blow to
the canse of freedom and progress every-
where. Mr. Gladstone and his lieutenants
know full well how tbe traps are being
baited for the British voter, they have seen
the seductive foreign policy scheme worked
before. They may be relied upon to keep
tbe vital issnes of the hour before the peo-

ple, and upon those issues the Liberal party
and Home Rule ior Ireland ought to win.

The Federal election bill was yesterday
placed upon tbe calendar of the Senate. The
bill as reported has been deprived of some ot
its offensive features in the letter, hut the
spirit of the measure is unchanged.

The humor of Bob Bnrdette is equaled
only by bis modesty. In a reply to Bishop Por-
ter s assertion that tne grand old lecturers of
the day when there were giants on the plat-
form have given place to the "end men," Bur-det- te

sbows that in tbe Boston Lyceum Bureau,
the oldest in the country, there Is bnt one name
bracketed "humorous," namely, that of Mr.
Bnrdette himself; "and that one is not very
fanny, either," to use Burdette's own words.

Philadelphia Times: Making all allow-

ance for error, exaggeration or sensationalism,
it is impossible to draw any other couclnsion
from tbe dispatches from Auburn than that
electricity, as a swift, painless and humane
mode of putting a man to death, is a failure.
Kemmler was killed, unquestionably. But
hanging is a refined and gentle mode of death
compared with this horrible process.

Philadelphia Public Ledger: Kemmler
died In less time after tbe first application of
tbe current than he would have died if he had
been hanged: be was more certalnlyuncon-scion- s

from tbe first moment of the applica-
tion of tbe current than a hanged man is when
when he falls to the end of. a rope; he, there-
fore, suffered less, and be was no more dis-
figured than banged men very often are.

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AMERICA ABROAD.

The Dead Level of Equality Id This Country
Fondness of Onr People for Titles-L- ord

Rosebory'e Portrait of Washing,
ton Yankees Abroad.

American life shows undercurrents of reac-

tion. Tbe main bnlk of the national exist-
ence is a mass of fairly prosperous people placed
on a dead level of legal equality, with institu-
tions more or less democratic. Now we hear
that some ladles of the States bave entered
upon the delicate task of forming a club to be
known as "The Colonial Dames of America."
Its objects are "to promote patriotism and to
conserve aristocracy," and tbe only eligible
candidates will be those who can show more
than a century of ancestors. Each member will
be required to prove her descent from persons
of English race settled in America before the
Declaration of Independence wbo then filled
recognized social positions. This outcome of
what everybody knew was a characteristic trait
of our Lin beyond tbe seas is rather unex-
pected. We.were aware of their fondness for
tracing their blood to old English families; it
was an interesting touch of nature, tending to
bridge tbe Atlantic and to bring together the
several sections of tbe race. Tbegreatestnum-bero- f

applications to the English Heralds'
College for pedigrees, arms, mottoes and crests
are, it is said, from American citizens. It must
bo gratifying to tbe ladles belonging to a suc-

cessful speculator in silver, oil, or pork, to find
that in the far past their ancestors wore armor
as knight, or "bore without abuse the grand
old name of gentleman,"

Tbe old castles of England have also a fas-

cination for Americans, says the Illustrated
News of the World, despite the remark of the
Yankee who referred to them as "certainly
handsome, but rather out of repair." Will not,
however, these retrospective women ot the
States experience a tronble in sifting the
claims ot the fair candidates! In the time of
Louis Quatorze it was easy for the officials at
Versailles to ascertain tbe "sixteen quarte-
ring" necessary for all presented at Court. Yet
wben tbo Bourbons retnrned the attempt ot
Louis XVILI. to purge bis Peerage utterly
broke down. Jle issued an order that there
should bean investigation into all tbe titles of
nobility then used throughout tbe land; but his
political advisers told him tbat tbe carrying
out of tho task would alienate some of the
wealthiest and most ardent Legitimist bankers,
merchants and manufacturers, whose grand-
fathers or fathers bad unlawfully taken titles,
or who had assumed them themselves. Conse-
quently the attempt to draw up a list of tbe
real nobility was given up; and to this day there
is no authority to decide in France whether a
title. was conferred by a King or assumed a
generation or two ago by some aspiring par-
venu. Will the Colonial dames succeed
where a Sovereign of France utterly failed?

Tbe American Colonel.
A merica has no orders or decorations, no

titles, personal or hereditary, nothing to
distinguish the, son of a President or a Sena-
tor from the son of a shoemaker. In revenge,
however, tbe people cling desperately to any-

thing that varies tbe monotony of tbe "Mister"
so indiscriminately applied. It was Max O'Rell
who said that "the population of the United
States consists of over 60,000,000 ot peopl-e-
mostly Colonels." Tbey certainly are suffi-
ciently nnmernus to justify the satire. Long
before tho Civil War there were so many Cap-talu- s,

Majors and Colonels especially officers
of the highest rank pervading tho States,
that the progress of the struggle could hardly
add to the number. Now they are everywhere.
They practice as lawyers, edit newspapers,
manage railways, manipulate finance, run
theaters, own stores, ana cultivate farms. Tbe
prefix "Honorable" officially attached to mem-

bership of Congress is paraded largely In pri-
vate lite;and, beyond official and publicly rec-
ognized marks of distinction, America can
boast a greater number of quaint and pictur-
esque societies than any country in the world.
There are at least a hnndred self assumed or-

ders of chivalry who have knigbts and squires
ana dames, and who keep up a vast etiquette
of ceremonies and forms of salutation.

One of the greatest trades unions In Amer-
ica, composed of artisans, calls itself "Knights
of Labor." Tbe President, the Senators, and
the members of Congress are all appareled
alike In the subdued uniform of modern

Yet nothing pleases the humbler
American so much as to array htmselt in fan-

tastic garb and to parade the streets in dresses
that almost eclipse the best efforts ot a theatri-
cal costumier. This revenge in private life for
the sober monotony of legal and official exist-
ence is a curious proof of that reaction of sen
timent so natural to tbe human heart. The
Americans bave no court, and bave not even
retained the modest state that surrounded
George Washington. They demand, however,
color in their daily lives, and it is supplied by
voluntary organizations with odd titles, quaint
costumes and incomprehensible motives of ex-
istence. Their political campaigns center
around tariffs, banks or currency, but they
manage to make them poetical and picturesque.
They invent mottoes and symbols, and fill the
streets with images, illustrations and pictures,
calling in also the notes of the composer and
tbe stirring words of the party bard.

A Hlntorlcnl Portrait of Washington.
T ord Rosebert, in his dining room at

Berkeley square, has a portrait ot George
Washington by Stuart, one of the only two ex-

isting portraits painted from life. This picture
was painted by Stuart for Lord Shelburne. and
is dated 1796. Wben Lord Shelburne died, In
1805, bis pictures were sold, and this portrait
bronght 510. It Is known in art circles as tbe
Lansdowno p ortrait. Lord Shelburne having
become Marquis of Lansdowno before his
death, Tbe man who bought the portrait be-

came bankrupt and Washington was again in
the market. How greatly it bad, in a compara-
tively brief space of time, increased in value Is
shown by the fact that it now brougbt 2,000
guineas. It was acquired in a raffle by Mr.
Delawarr Lewis, member for Deronport. When
that gentleman died, tbe picture was again for
sale, and Lord Rosebery bou ght It.

Mrs. Roberts' Ball.
ATbs. Marshall Roberts' ball at Spencer

House, last week, was a grand affair; and
tbe mansion, which is one of tbe finest in Lon-
don, was shown off to admirable advantage.
The cotillon was the principal attraction; and
numerous valuable presents were given away
by the trayful, to the great satisfaction of their
recipients. The result was that bevies of lovely
ladles, loaded with loot, were seen to stream
into Sr. James' place at tbe first glimmerings of
dawn.

PISH PODDS OP rNDIANA.

Private Establishments Which (Serve ns-- n

Recreation for Their Owners.
Columbus, Ind., August 6. Some ot tbe

largest and most prosperous fisheries in the
Western States are located near this city.
James Perry, a farmer, bas a large pond fed by
running springs, and In this he has 20,000 to
25.000 German carp, ranging in size from the
smallest minnows to SO pounds. Tbey are fed
regularly each day and called to their meals by
hallooing tbo same as one wonld call cattle to
their feed. Valentine Stillabower owns tbe
Bavarian Fisheries, wbicb consist of several
ponds 10 miles west of tbis city. His plant Is
estimated to contain 60,000 Germad carp. He
also has a largo number of native fish taken
from tbe Wbite river and other streams,among
which are Channel codfish whose weight ranges
from 10 to 40 pounds. When feeding the fish
he calls them by blowing a large born and they
rush in a body to receive their rations.

Tbree years ago Mr. Stlllabower's ponds were
overflowed by heavy rains, carrying large num-
bers of fish into White river. He estimates his
loss by that flood at 10 000. These fish are be-
ing caught almost dally by local fishermen.
The ponds are drawn once a year to separate
tbe large and small fish. Cranes and kingfish-
ers are enemies of tbe fish and destroy many of
them. Steel traps are set for the kingfishers
and many are caught, hut tbe cranes are very
shy and only occasionally are tbey shot with
long-rang- e rifles.

Henrt Dawson, a colored laborer living
near Gnyton, Ga killed a five-fo- rattler on
his place Saturday night. It bad over a dozen
rattles, and In size was immense. It is known
tbero as tho swamp rattler, which grows very
large, and its stripes are much brighter than
tbe upland rattlers.

The Literary Profession.
"pHE lecture of Thomas Wentworth Hlggln-so- n

upon "Literature As a Profession," was
a masterpiece. Mr. HIgginson's thoughts are
clear and concise and bis langnage chaste. He
is a splendid example of the man wbo studies
literature for literature's sake. He has a pleas
ant, well modulated voice that reaches every
part of the Amphitheater. "I do not think for
a moment that this great andlence Is here to
greet me. You are nndoubtedly here to wait
for tbe tableau of 'Ben Hur' this evening. Iam here to speak of my profession of liter-
ature."

He told the story of George William Curtis,
who beard through a door, among a discussion
of literary men. his own name. "Curtis is an
intelligent man," said one. "Yes, Curtis is a
very intelligent man. Yes, an intelligent man
for a literary man."

"Literature is held In very high lienor In this
nation. Tbere is a courteous bnt not a com-
plimentary, consideration of literary persons.
We admit there are reasons why a literary
man's title to his spurs should be questioned.
Our early history was too stern for tue practice
of high literature. Everything concentrated
itself on tbe education of. tbe clergy. Wben
we say that these men do not love liturature,
we say that we do not love their literature. In
colonial days everything was celebrated in song
and prayer. Fisher Ames, in an address in
1800, said that literature would never come
until liberty bad gone. Bnt only a few years
afterward American literature was born and
freedom still remained intact. Now American
literature may be called a profession.

The Dignity of tbo American Author.

uhere are many drawbacks. We see young
men of abllity.drawnawayfromliterature

to things that combine more action. If a man
devotes his best abilities to building a steam-
boat and his secondary energies to make verses,
the steamboat will rnn at high pressure, but his
verses will probably be a failure. Tne condi-
tions are becoming more favorable, and the
American man in literature stands dignified
and free Every one knows his superiority in
this land over his cotemporarles In England.
Unless tbe man of literary talent is raised to
the peerage be stands below the man In the
meanest position of royal favor. The foremost
ot England's nnets, Tennyson, was given a peer-
age, though a peer stands ahead only of a Lon-
don brewer.

"In a republic the man of literature certainly
bas a great advantage. English society Is not
only divided by a stratum, but by many cross
and collateral ramifications. Every meeting
must consist of those of equal training and
standing. The separation of set from set mirks
all of English literature. Why ii it that Har-
per's or tbe Century has a larger circulation In
London than that of two or tbree English maga-
zines put toge her? They are migazines, and
deal freely with all questions. English maga-
zines are conducted by clubs and cliques in the
interest of their own views. ,

Bnt Scant Remuneration.
((THE disadvantage In literature, is that It is

not welt enough paid. You cannot
a man that makes a failure at literature,

bnt that he would have been a howling success
in any other line. Tbere Is no doubt that the
lawyer, the doctor, the minister, and tbe
literary man, are poorly remunerated for their
labors. If yon aim at money, put your son in,
among tbe bulls and bears, and if he succeeds
be probably will nit be may come out with
millions. As we pay oar members of Congress

and they make their salaries themselves
onlv $5,000 a vear, ne should not object.

A literary man is alwas sure of something.
His profession is a reliable one. He noes not
need a library, with the great public libraries
of Pen, paper and postage are cheap,
and tbere ii always something to do. I warn
every ynunc man and woman against try in; to
get public favor by some trick or conceit. Be
brief. Make your sentences like bullets. Tbere
are few sentences but can be cut down and Im-

proved, Strike out clean and sharp like a
sword and you will succeed. I look forward
for a great future for American literature.

Schubert Quartet Concert.
An entertainment fit for the gods, a feast of

music and song that found an answer in
the soul of every Chautanquan with tbe least
particle of sentiment, was tbe concert given by
tbe Schubert Quartet, Miss Ida Hooper, tbe
violinist, to an audience that Inspired even
these excellent artistes to surpass themselves.
Tbe Schuberts never sang better and Miss
Hooper is a player of exquisite tone and
technique.

Cells,
upon wbicb organic life is based, manifest
these qualities of the mind to a remarkable
degree.

Indestructible Atoms.
Tt Is impossible to kill or destroy the lifo of

atoms, altbongb tbey may nave to wait
thousands of ) ears to display It. Tbe stomach
does not truly tell its state to the conscious,but
the unconscious man not only knows exactly
wbat Is going on tbere but directs it all, recog-

nizing the character and destination of each
morsel, and treating it differently.;accordIng to
its value, rejecting this and appropriating that,
and continuing his supervision through all tbe
processes of nutrition and repair, btill more
wonderful is bis building of the unborn bodv,
which he fit up with a prophet's faith. He
forms the eye for light before it has seen tho
light and maps ont the curves of tbe body 40
years before tbey are completed. But if all
thfn urn called routine work we can see in
telligence In tbe way the unconscious man
nan ties peculiar pruuiows.

When a person breaks a bone It is the un-

conscious man who directs all the steps in tba
repair, and as a physician be ha' shown himself
capable of meeting almost every disease un-

aided and with success. He it is that breathes,
talks, walks and eats, and no mechanical
function is performed well by our bodies till it
Is performed unconsciously as by habit. Piano

laying is a conspicuous example, and Mr.
E berwood's recent performance of tbe whole of
a Beethoven sonata in tbe dark sbows bow per-
fectly the unconscious man learns what he is
carefully taught.

Cousclonaneas nnd Memory.
Cessations are received first by the uncon-

scious man wbo orotects ns from Impend-
ing dangers often before we know of their ex-

istence. Ahsent-mlnde- d persons even respond
to questions and do things unconsciously that
make them regret the assurance and effrontery
of tbe unconscious man. He lets us sleep
throngh loud usual noises, bnt wakes ns at the
slightest unusual and suspicious sound. Ho
remembers even wben Impressions received by
blm are not at once reported to conscionsness.
tblngs "come to us," which at first we thought
were lost,and through tbe "magnetic sense" the
unconscious man learns of things where
no impression was made through any of the
five senses. Clairvoyance, mental telegraphy
and like manifestations come wholly within
tho realm of the unconscious man. In the
'mental life the unconscious man is active, in

spite of the factttbat this is the peculiar realm
of consciousness. We can keep time, count,
compute and even solve abstruse problems
along the line of our accustomed mental activ-
ity unconsciously, and even during sleep.

The unconscious man will find a needed
name or word much quicker for us than con-
sciousness can hunt it np by cudgeling the
brain. In the highest spiritual realm where
aspiration sometimes soars tbe unconscious
man is still present supnlying us with tbe
means of appreciating tbe thoughts and deeds
of even the greatest minds. By trusting to the
unconscious powers, training them by habit,
stndying their range and Isolating them by
hypnotic control and trance, we
can develop resources and capacities of which
at present we bave no conception, and In tbis
way we can reach nearer tbe ideal approach,
closer to our great elder brother and model.

LOBSTERS SIX PEET 10X8.

Wonderfnl stories of aiammoth Shell Fish
Told by n Dutch Historian.

The lobsters caught In the neighborhood of

the East river islands are mostly of small size,
but find a ready market, and tbe men who
catch them find tbsir occupation one which
pays them for their toil, though somewhat
poorly. The renowned Dutch historian. Van
der Donk, speaks of lobsters being very plenty
at New Amsterdam in bis day, and says that
"some of these are very large, being from five
to six feet in length."

Prof. Peter Kalm, who visited New York in
1748, seems to have fallen a victim to the tales
imposed upon interviewers by the fishermen of
all periods, for he gravely states that in the
days of Dutch ascendancy no lobsters were to
be met with in tbese waters, and they were,
therefore, "continually brought In great well
boats from New England;" but on one occasion
a boat "broge in pieces near Hell Gate, abont
ten English miles from New YOrk. and all tbe
lobsters In It got off. Since that time," he
adds, with charming faltb in the accuracy of
hit Information, "tbey bave so multiplied in
this parior tbe sea tbat they are now caught in
the greatest abundance."
