The parish of Gretas, or Graitney, com-
prises a tiny reach of lund in the southwest-
ern portion of Dumiries shire, in the form
of an irregalar paralellogram, extending in
# northeas: and southwest direction, about
seven miles long, and from two io three
miles in width. In its whole length it is
border land; about one-balf of its south-
western exposure lies along the head of the
Bolway Firth; and the remaioder is bounded
by the little, though rapid snd tumultuous,
river Bark. The sirip of land between the
two rivers, though incontestably Esglish
soil, as the Bark is the real boundary be-
tween the two countries, has always been
aebatable ground; nutil the uniom it was
the haunt of smugglers and petty villainy
of extraordinary varieties, and in the olden
{imes was s scene of inoessant fends between
the sdherents of Scottish chieftains saad En-
glish border lorde.

THE DEBATABLE LAND,

Topographicaliy the parash of Gretna is
witbout special interest. Itis peither of
Annsnsdale nor Eksdale, and forms a wide
bollow or swsil, principally of moss-land,
with & gradual depression toward the Bol-
way. Old Gretoa, on the esst bank of the
Kirtle water, in its old Anglo-Saxon name
of Gretan-hol, it nlted only for giving the
name to the parish and describing its topog-
raphy. Gretao-bol or Gretan-bow, mean-
jng “the t bollow.” Here and there
traces exist of sncient square towers and
keeps, necessary for defense against, and for
gathering-places lor, foray, in apcient times;
snd on the farm of Gretns-Mains, the re
mains of an oval Druidic temple are found,
one stone of which measures 118 cubic feet.
Tradition makes this spot famous as the
posse of the formation of ancient alliances
between Eogland and Seotland,

There are altogether but four vill in
the parish. These are Old Gretna, Rigg of
Gretoa, Brewhousess, 8 mouldy and slespy
half score of houses on Bolway-side, and
Gretos Green or Springfield. 1t is the Iat-
ter two, which sre practically one village
whieh for 136 years—or from 1754 until
2800, for, as I shall show, the practice isin
wogue to this day—"‘Scotch border marriag-
e bave made lamous or infamous.

Scotch marriage laws have been
liberal, wise and humane, and that the best
social results in Beotland are direotly attrib-
utable to the same, admit of no denial in the
face of ihe ivcontestable faet that in no
other known vountry is the marital relation
held more sacred, and when statistics also
show, as they do, that social scandals arising
out of unhappy marriages, and appeals to
conrts for severance of the bond,
are practically unkoown. The propesition,
therelore, can be safely adyanced that the
Toryocracy of the English law inspired by
the eh autocracy in England, and not
any inherent unwisdom of Beottish law,
was solely responsible for the unenviable
notoriety of famous and infamous Gretona

There seems to be no way of ascertaining
the exact date of the first irregylarmarrisge
st Gretan, or of discovering the degrees
through which its humble ;-t of B n
reashed his menith of fame. But by dint of
perseverance aad good fortune I at last set
eyes on the record of the first marriage of
which any record is preserved at Gretua.
The date is 1771, or but 17 years lnha&n.::t
to the g.—;e of Lord Chanesllor -
wicke's mm marriage act, and it is not
unlikely t this one was the first; the
heralding of the ludicrous adventures of
the parties to the same being quite suffivient
for directiug sttention to & new way of
escape from the rigors of English marnage
laws, The young man aod woman who at
this Jate bliss by the Gretaa route
were John Edgar, St. Mary's parish, and
Jean Soou] of the parish of Hetherel, both
in the sdjoining English county of Camber-
land. These two, tradition hath it, instesd
of coming by cosch-and-four over the old
post route from Carliale, escaped their rels-
tives by bont across the Bolway; were upset
by storm and an incoming tide, whose vio-
lence drowned one of their pursuers and
oaused the others to abandon the chase; the
couple themselves barel v escaping with their
lives; and, bedraggled in oe and saod,
finally made their way on foot from Brew-
houses, where they reached shore on the
Scottish side, to the safe haven of Gretaa
Green,

GRETNA'S FIRST BISHOP,

This marriage, as well as thoussods fol-
lowing, was periormed by Joseph Paisley,
who {rom this date until the time of his
death, in 1814, a peniod of 43 years, was the
most notorious, il not noled, man in Scot-
land, as well as the most execrated single
individual known to the annals of Eaglish
social anathema. 1 acconats this
Joseph Paisley was an odd r. He
was of unusual height snd frame, and was
accorded one of the strongest men in Beot-
land, He was n nist—not s black-
smith, as according to general literary tra-
dition—and presided over the destiniesof
an insignificant licensed depot for tea, to-
bacco and so where also smuggled
whisky was to bad by the “muckle
right sort” who could be Gretoa
(Green then, &8 now while the western
end of Springfield il consisted
of not more than & half-dozen houses:
a little oluster of buil sbout the olden

of Meg's hill. was the res-
dence of Colonel Maxwell, an extensive
land owner, the old straw-thatohed kirk
with its little kirkyard in which I now find
hesdstones in memory of Paisley and his
successors as ‘'Bishop of Gretos,” as they
1:::1 iukn'h styled, the ?l.rllh manse behind
the kirk, s oarpenter’s & coltuge or
two, and the vile little shop of Paisley.

The man was so groasly ignoraat that he
could searcely write his name, but was still
possessed of much canny shrewdness and
cunning. He is credited with tremendous
feats of strength, and with his two hands he
could straigthen s borse sheein its cold
siate, He was also the possessor of such
steptorian lungs that his helloa conld be
heard farther apy post born in use be-
tween Carlisle sand Glasgow; while he was
the most capable drinker thea knownin
Scotland—no little tribute at any time to
bibulous prowess. As his fame and income

, he became g tremendous mass of
fat, and, while ‘never known to be drunk,
consumed two Eaglish quarts of brandy
deily. The fact is of record that on one oz~
casion be sat down with a bottle companion
on Monday morning o an anker of cognae,
and without aid In its drinking, or at any
time being intoxiested, they @ the
empty ensk out of the door on the sueceed-
ing Sstordey.

Out of doors in the middle
og the day it is tolerably comfortable, but
the houses, not one of which has any sort of
spparatus for warming purposes, are damp,
and cold sa 50 many tombs, except in rooms
which are theroughly penetrated by the
mid-day sun. Imagine a civilized commu-
pity where water freezes at night and frosts
are frequent depending solely upon the sun
for heat, especially as in this aititude that
orb is more inconsistent than the moon,
sometimens refusing to show its face for days
togeither! “Summer clothes' are never re-
quired in La Par. Everybody wears his
overcoat st all seasons, needs 1t much
more indoors than out.

Its entire surface
is paved with small stones set in a
patiern of disgonsl bars, as are the streeis
immediately surrounding it, the figures
rendered more pronounced by alternatiog
b black and white stones, the former brought
from an island in Lake Titicaca.

PICTURESQUE STREET SCENES,

The street of La Pas, winding up and
down the hills, are remarkably steep and
irregular, all paved with small, sharp
stones, many of them having sidewalks so
narrow that two pedestrians can hardly walk
abreast. Look down at the one which
passes immediately below us we see that it
descends s sharp hill, st the foot of which
are crowds of people. Bhould you brave
the danger of sirroche snd ventare down
there, you will find all manner of commod-
ities spread out for sale on both sides of she
walk for several squares, up and down the
four streets that 1“&;0 from the morket
bouse.
