PUSHING A GAS LINE.

Chicago Rejoicing at the Prospect of
Soon Obtaining

A SUPPLY OF PITTSBURG FUEL.

Large Territory Leased in Heosierdem
From Which Pipes

WILL BE LAID SBTRAIGHT T0 THE CITY

IEFROTAL TELEGRAM TO THE DISPATON.]

CH10AGO, Beptember 9. —The Chicago
publie, which has long been envious of Pitts-
burg, Indianapolis, Detroit and other cities
which are supplied with patural gis has
just discovered that an abundant supply is at
their very doors, and that the only things
that remsins to be done before the new fuel
blazes brightly at their hearths, are the ar-
renging of a dicker batwesn their City Coun-
cil and the Btandard Oil Company and the
laying of n few milesof pipe. The field
from which the gas supply isto be drawn
lies in Madison, Grant, Howard and Tipton
counties, a little north of the ceater of
Indiana and sbout 130 miles distant
from Chieago. There at least 75,000
acres of land have been put under
lease within the last year mainly through
the efforts of Joha Ziegler, a Pennsylvania
German, who has long been in the employ
of the Stnndud, and who secured lor it 8
large part of its gas land in the Lima field.

MADE GOOD BAEGAINS,

Ziegler made his headquarters at Kokomo,
in Howard county, and obtained the leases
in his own name, or rather in the name of
