TYPHOID AXD CITY 1MPROVERENTS,

The etatewent by our health authorities
of the large amount of typhoid fever exist-
jog in the city cannot be regarded us satis-
inctory either to our local pride or viewed
simply in the light of the publie welfare.
A Philadelphia paper, the other day, in
commenting on the typhoid fever rate of
that eity, stzted it as a discredit to the sani-
tary sdwinistration. Yet the fact appears in
our local columans that the typboid fever rate
of Pitisburg last week was thres times that
of Philadelphia in proportion to populs-
tien, while compared with New York there
is the aetonishing discrepaney of a ratio of
trphoid fever cases to total population
twenty times as large in Pittsburg as in
New York.

While thie is a showing which should
stimulate every Pitisburger to support all
cfiorts to improve our sanitary arrange-
ments, it isa mitigation to learn that the
work of street and sewer improvements
wlich has been pushed so actively for the
past two vears tends to the correction of
The natural suppasition would be

the evil.

that typhoid fever would be [onud
most plentifully about the Point and
in the eolher poorer quarters, while

wheent from the East End.  Yet the opposite
is the egse. The pavemests and drainage of
tiie older parts of the eity, even of the most
satiquated form, prove to bé a safeguard |

sewerage and muddy strests of the newer
quarters afford the disease its best chance to
subsist.

This evidence of the value of city improve-
ments in & sanitary light need not be con-
fined to tyohoid fever, Dramage and clean-
liness are the best protection against the
great mass of zymotic diseases, But the
illustration both of the value and necessity
of guch improyements from a sanitary point
of view should be a powerful reinforcement
to the commercial arguments in their favor.

INGALLS ORATORY.

The majority of those who give a carefnl
reading to Senator Ingails' speech, with an
expectationof finding in it argumentshaving
any cogency or bearing on the issues in-
volved in the Pennsylvamia eclection, will
find it a very disappointing ome. The
principal sensation aronsed by a delib-
erate perusal of its paragraphs s a feeling
of surprise that & man of sueh reputation
for eloquence, and of such promineuoce in
national polities,conld oconny so much time
In saying so little about the live issues of
the day.

The motive, to use the term of art eriti-
cism, 1 Benator Iugalls' speech, was the
past record of the Republican party and the
elaim that voters of to-day must support the
party that has such a glorious history, The
utter weakness of such sn srgument, when
wecome to give it a little consideration, is
amuzing. It involves, in the first place, the
assumption that the opposing pany
has no past. When we reflect that the
party of Jefferson, Jackson and Benton has
a record in the annals of our country,
it will be seen that this part of Sen-
stor Ingalls’ logic leaves the two
parties about where it found them, unless
the Senator is sble to pass a statute of limi-
tations on the glories ot the past. which
commences to ron about 1860, II the argu-
ment were a valid one, what elaim for popu-
lar wupport would the Republican party
bave had thirty years ago, when it had no
past? The fact is that the Democrats, dur-
ing the rise and power of the Republican
party, relied larzely on the argument of the
past record, and illustrated thereby the fact
that when a politieal party can only com-
mend itself to popular approval by anap-
peal to past issues, the period of dry-rot
must have set in.

Even laying aside the pertinence of the
srgument, it must be said that even as a
eulogy of the past career of the Republican
party the speech falls below what might
have been expected. The theme is a great
one, Few periods in history are more in-
spiring; and when o man with the wonder-
fal commsnd of language, and reputation
for striking oratory that are credited to the
Kunsas Senator, deliberately devotes his at-
tention to that historical subject, the result
should be something especially imposing and
impressive. That with such 8 wonderiul
topic the Kaunsas Senstor's utterances
were uusble to surpass the rather woderate
level of his Saturday night's speech, is
almost enough te mmise a doubt whether
Senutor Ingalls really has a full conception
of the wonderiul achievements of the Re-
publican career, which began in this city in
185¢ and reached its menith in the Presi-
dental election of 1868,

A speaker who undertakes to instroet the
people how they shall vote ata pending
election, may fairly be expected to turn his
attention to the issues to be decided by their
votes. Of any such instruction on the pend-
ing issues there was a minimum in Seaator
Ingalls’ speech. It is notsoch an argument
to call the Demoeratic party “the political
dumping ground of the nineteenth century,”’
or “an sapgregation of the ignorance, the
imbeeility and the dislovalty of the country ™
It would have been such an argument if
the Senator had turned his attention to the
subject of finance, of tariff or ecorporate
legislation, nud shown how the present Re-
publican policy will aid or develop the
popular welfare, Yet the nearest approach
to any discussion of pending issues was
the passage where the Senator, in-
spired by the Maine election, made
an exceptiopally bitter and unjustifiable
slur upon the leader of Pennsylvania Re-
publicanism by reterring, in connection with
the Federal elections bill, to *'a bargain more
disreputable than that of Esau when he
sold his birthright for a mess of pottage,
and more perfidious and dishonorable than
that by which the Master was betrayed for
thirty picces of silver.” Such a passage
might be held to redeem the rather common-
place leval of the speech by m touch pecu-
liarly in the Ingalls vein, if it were not that
Kennedy, of Ohio, had preceded the orator in
the use of the same hyperbole. The original
festure of this inveetive is the idea of
directing it against Quay in & speech pro-
fessedly in support of Quay’s candidate for
Governor.

The critical summary of the speech,
viewed a8 an attempt to lead populnr opin-
jon, is that it had nothiog to do with the
issues of the State campnign. Suochof his
paragraphs as have any relevancy to pend-
ing national topics may be given some
weight in urzing Reoublicans to vote for
Republican candidates for Congress; and

much more ihan he said conld have been
given as reasons why Republicans
should stand by their party in all

elections which can affect the netional
issues like the tariff. Except in cases, where
the punishment of bribery for the purchase
of Congressional nomipations has been
stified, and the people have no other way
of punishing eorruption, the national issnes
should be paramount in Congressional elec-
tions, and Republicans are justified in ad-
bering to party lines, But the meeting of
Saturday was not intended to secure votes
for the Republiean candidates for Congressin
Alleghenycounty. Although Senator Ingalls
dissvowed any iotention of interfering
with local or State affairs, the meeting was
held with the intention of securing popular
support for the Republican nominee for
Governor, and it is npon i1ts relevancy to
the issues involved im the gubernatorial
electic, that it must be judged.

On such points the speech would be abso-
lutely a gero, if its slur at Quay did not at
that point give it a negative quality, Asto
whether the Constitution of Pennsylvania,
or the corporstions exercising franchises
under it, shall be supreme; whether legisla-
tion shall be shaped in the interest of the
prototype of the lstter-day monopo-
lies, or for the protection of the
popular and democratic mass of industry;
whether public wen are bound to keep them-
selves iree [rom any stain of betravals of
popular or public trust; or whether elean
aud honest administration of a State's affairs
is not the best recommendation that can be
urged for election to a purely State office,
the Benator's oratory was dumb, With re
gard to such issues, which are those at stake
between Delamater and Pattison, the enlogy
of the Republican past has about ss much
cogency us the magnitnde of the rallway
serviece to commerce has with the question
whether the employes of those corporations
may belong to labor organisations

There is possibly an explanation for Sens-
tor Ingslls’ speech, in the feeling disclosed
in bis opeuing, that it §s *‘the intermed-

the contest which Is solely for independent
and clean administration of State affairs,
Uunder the influeoce of sueh & sentiment,
the glittering geoeralities and discursive
partisansbip, in Senstor Ingalls’ speech,
might be the patoral refage for sn orator
who had » suspicion that sccording to his
own avowal he wasout of place.

THE PRIVILEGE OF RUFFIANISM,

The recent tragic terminationof an at.
tempt st hazing at Lafayette College, where
a freshman whose room had been broken
into by a party of hasers, laid about him so
vigorously with a baseball club as to inflict
fatal injuries on one of his assailants, gives
a serfous aspect to what has heretofore been
looked upon as one of the comic aspects of
undergraduste ruffianism. Of course the
stndent, who acted in selfdelense, capnot
be charged with responsibility for the
tragedy. Those who pushed their disorderly

proceedings to an sot of housebreaking took

the risk, Baut it may be questioned whether
the college aunthorities where hazing flour-
ishes huve nota responsibility for their
weak desling with that species of hoodlum-
iem. The idea is very plainly encounraged
that students most be dealt with tenderly
and cannot be subjected to the same punish-
went as the oxdinary ruffian who commits
similar acts of assanlt and battery. Letit
be understood that the student who breaks
into another’s room or commits violence
against another’s person will be sent to the
workhouse or lie in jail just as any other
disorderly character will have to, and the
trouble will be brought to a shortstop. It
is the idea that college students forma
privileged class that requires a sharp cor-
rective,
