OrrAawa, Ox7T., Beptember 15, — The
recant order of the United States Treasury
Department that all goods bonded for
Canadn must be corded and sealed, excites
much adverse comment on the part of
Canadians who import ship goods in bond
through the United Stutes.

package and affix the customs seal thereon,
makieg a chairge of 10 per eent per pukn{e.

This order, it is thought, if persisted in,
will check importation vis New York and
the ! shipment of goods from Ontario to
British Columbia.

FRUIT MEN AGAINST THE BILL

They Proiest Agninst the Enforcemest of
the Tarifl Law October 1.

New YORK, September 15.—A meeting
of some 30 members of the Foreign Fruit
Exchange was held this afterncon for the
purpose of protesting arminst the early en-
forcement of the new tariff law, Resolu-
tions were unanimously adopted, to the
effect that it was the sense of the meeting
that the early date fixed by the Senate for
the tariff bill to take effect (October 1)
wonld work great hardship among mer-
chants and importers, and ssking that the
date be set not earlier than November L
Also thut the date set for the removal of
goods from bonded warehouses be postponad
sl least one month.

MoxTREAL, September 15.—When th
case of C. C. Hale, of Cleveland, charged
with shooting with intent to kill his brother-
in-law, Eugene H, Cowles, in this city last
June, was ealled in the Court of Queen’s
Bench this morning, the counsel for the
prisoner said he wished to withdraw the
plea of not gnﬂty of the charge and snbsti-
