CONSTITUTIONAL FLOUNDERINGS,

After the attempt to ignore the charge
sgninst Mr. Delamater of his violation of
the Constitution, in earrying State deposits
in his bavk while he was a member of the
Legisinture, has gone on for two weeks, the
Republiesn managers have evidently come
to the conclusion that evasion is likely to
hurt more thun an attempt to replytoit
The Philadelphia Pross makes the attempt,
which, , 25 it is headed, ““The answer to Mr.
' may be taken as an effort to do
ter for the Republicnu eandidste than he
wes nble to do for himself on the same issue.

The Press first devotes considerable space
ng that as ‘'Senator Delamacer has
eonvicied on thischarge,* the dis-
qualification preseribed in the Constitn-
tion docs not take eflect.  No one seriously
assorts that it does; and whatever eomfort
the Press can get from the assursoce that
its  candidute for the Governorship is
by the absenee of a jury
trinl or turning en facts of whish there
is no dispute, may be mccorded it. The
Preuy is intellizent 2nough to see—as Sena-
1or Delamater did not at first—that it will
not do to rest the cuse belore the people on
thai remarkable plea. It therelore attempis
1o prove that there really was nothing wrong
in the violation of the Constitutional pro-
vision referred to; and it flounders around
that subject as follows:

We do not suppose anyvbody—not even Mr.
Hensel—belleves that the provision of the Con-
sritution in gquestion was jntended to cover the
case of a Siale officer or mewber of the Legis-
tature who might be interested in a bank where

to srgul
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Siate funids wers deposited, 1 that were so it
would affect_any bank a single soare of whose
stock wmizht be held bya member of either
Houss or a State oflicer. Thore I nowhere

any indiestion that soch was the intention of
the provisien, and to attempt to thus apply it
1= ridicnlous,

It 15 well known that up to the time the Can-
stitotron was frmmed 12 had been the custom
for seme years for State Treasurers to Carry
large smonnts of the State moneys in varions
banks, from which they secured a considerable
rovenue in the shape of interest. It was to
forbdd thisthat this provision was incorporated;
10 prevent a direct speculation with the Suate
mouneys, cither in the general or sinking fund.

In this explanation, which appears prin-
cipally useful in producing as great confu-
sion in the minds ol the readers of the
Press a6 in its owo mentality, on the real
provision of the Constitution, two allega-
tions are maude. Oune is that the Constitn-
tional prokibition was" not intended to cover
the case of a State officer who might ve in-
terested in a bank where State funds are de-
posiied,” The otber is that it forbids the
deposit of & considerable sum of money, so
that State Tressurers could draw a revenue
from it. The first position is sunported by
the argument that if it were so it might al-
fect & bank of whieh a single share was held
by a member of either House, This is pgre-
ly imuginative, There is nothing in the
provision sffecting the basnk; but if the
member concerned used the money of the
Siate 50 3s to draw any apprecisble profit
from the State deposits, it affects him wery
seriously, unless the Constitution isnulli-
fied.

The fact with regard to Mr. Delamater is
thst the income which, at usaal rates of in-
terest, he would derive from the Btate de-
posits in his bank was double his salary as
State Senator. As to the allegation of the
Press that 1t was only intended to prevent
State Treasurers from gettioe a revenue out
of the State deponits, that is an er-cathedra
assertion which suffers irreparable damnage
from collision with the Innguage of the pro-
vision itself: *'The making of profit out of
the public movey, or using the same for any
purpose not authorized by law, by any offi-
ver of the State, or arly member or officer of
the General Assembly, shall be s misdemes-
nor,” There is no coufivement of this pro-
vision 1o the Siate Treasurer. It speaks for
itself; and brpadly places under the ban, as
wus intended, thy entire business of distrib-
wuting the State deposits us one of the meth-
ods of lubricating & political machine.

The pertinence of all thisis the gquestion
whether we shall have s man in the guber.
natorial chair who respects and obeys the
jupdamental lsw of the Btate,or who 1gnores |

Delamater is not legally disqualified until
there is s judicial finding. We can even
socept the remarkable ples, advanced by
some of Mr. Delamster’s friends, that be
never knew of the econstitutional provision
until be was eonfronted with it in this can-
vass, Some color is given to this ides by
the ignorance of the Press on the same
point, even after the provision has been
cited. But with all these points coneeded,
the question remains the same. It is whether
the people of Peansylvania wanta Governor
with enough regard for the fundsmental
principles of constitutional government, to
siudy the fundamental law of the State and
conform his official action thereto. The
answer to thst issue is not noted by the
Press. 1t is too obvious.

MOVING OUT OF THE mMUD.

Bome of the good seed sown by the vigor-
ous discussion of country roads this year has
fallen oo Allegheny connty highways; and
Tae DISPATCH is glad to observe, mot in
vain. A Commitiee of Five has bean ap-
pointed to prapare for a regular delegate con-
vention of the farmers of this county to ex-
press their dispust with the mud-traps, mis-
called roads, which now exist.

We trust the convention will speak with
authority in demanding macadamized
thoroughfares for Allegheny county. To the
eroakers and gramblers, and people who are
satisfied with the mud as it is—as well as
to those who ean see nothing but woeful ex.
travaganee in any improvements whatsoever
—no manner of heed should be paid, The
farmers of the county would have s great
advantage in their proximity to prosperous
Pittsburg, and to & score of other thriving
towns which should be good markets for
their garden, dairy and field produots; and
from which the market wagons counld re-
turn with fertilizing manures, gathered at
small cost. The necessary improvements
must not be open fo jobbery by contract or
at the public expense. There is no reason
why the County Commissioners, who builta
two-million-dollar Court House without &
shadow of reproach, cannot, with the aid of
a commission of intelligent looal farmers,
frame such measures as will gel roads
which are passable all the year round, and
provide for an equitable distribution of the
cost.

The “world does move” on the road gues-
tion. We are glad to see the movement
seems to have begun in Allegheny county.

A BAN AGAINSET THE K. OF 1.

The formal notice of the management of
the New York Centrail Railroad to its em-
ploves, that it “objects” to baving soy of
them retain their membership of the
Kuights of Labor, 1s an interesting though
by no means unnatu sequel to the defeat
of the Kuights in thelr strike on that road.
The investigation of the New York Board
of Arbitration left little room for doubt that
the discharges which caused toe strike were
inspired by the sentiment now openly
avowed, and the defeat of the men has so
strengthened the compauy that it now de-
clares what it then practiced in seoref,

It is noticeable that the New York Cen-
tral assnmes, while Mr. Depew is preseat
us its head, the position which he declared
four years ago to be impossible for any em-
ployer to take—namely, that it can dictate
to its emploves as to whether they shall or
shall not belong to a labor organization.
The strike has given an excuse for this po-
sition; but the manifestation of the same
spirit which cansed the strike justifies the
belief that it was the opportunity to take
that position which was wanted, rather
\han the couse of this reversal of former pro-
fessions

There is a two-fold lesson in this for labor
leaders. First is the injury inflicted on
themselves by an unsuccessful strike, By
resorting to that method, without assnrance
of success, they not only failed to sustain
the mea who were first discharged, but gave
the company the ability and excuse to
altogether root out the order from the em-
ploy of the New York Central. Next, it is
more than probable that such a declaration
wounld never bave been made if the enrpora-
tion msnagers did not take the conflicts be-
tween rival labor organizations to mean that
they can stamp out one without uniting the
others in defense of the richts of all work-
ingmen, It is troe that Mr. Gompers’ sharp
griticism of tihe action of the Central man-
agers tends to contradict that estimate of
his rivalry to the Hnights of Labor; but it
is not less the fact that such rivalry between
labor organizations as has appeared in some
cases is a direct invitstion to inimical em-
ployers to sttack them in detail.

The New York Central has shown itself
in this affair to be beyond reason; but labor
organizations should learn from it that
strikes which fail are an offense sgainst
Inbor, and that quarrels between Iabor or-
ganizations s1e its most certain ruin.

A METAL OF THE FUTURE.

The possibilitigs connected with the
chespening of aluminum, in which the
etride was recently made of reducing the
price from §2 50 to $1;per vound, are, as all
must recognize, of the greatest moment to
humunity. The magnitude of the work
which that metal might do, if brought down
to & level with iron and steel, appears in the
fact that it bhas, weight for weight, one-
third more tenacity than steel, or, iu other
words, that to give the same strength that is
attained by steel structures ome-third less
weight of sluminom would be required.

The importance of that fact, considered in
the light of a possible cheapening of alum-
inum, can be seen at & moment’s considera-
tion. In the buildiog of steamships, for
iustance, the aluminum required to give the
vessel the same weight as is now attnined
by the steel would lessen the displacement
one-third, and increase the carrying ca-
pacity of the ship in the same proportion.
For bridges the same advaotage would be
gained, and throughout the yast range of
industrial uses where the tensile strength of
jron or steel are mow employed,
asluminum, st aoythiog spproaching the
same lovel of cont, would be immensely prei-
erable. In some respectsthe desire to gain
the increased strength will not await the
cheapening of prices. It is assserted that s
pew gun metal which the Eoglish Govern-
ment is testing with grest expectation, is
pothing more than an alloy of alumioum
and pickel. )

The revolution” in science and mauufact-
ure, which the cheapening of this metal
would work is, of course, a matter of the
future, but it is no less & part of prudence
for communities dependent for their metivi-
ties on the iron and steel 1ndastries, to con-
template what can be done if such a revolu-
tion should take place. When we see that
if a radical change should bring the new
metal down within the level of a price one-
third greater than steel, it will begin to dis-
place steel, we must consider what shall
come next. Pittsburg has established her
leadership in the steel trade; snd while the
disuse of that metal may be a long way off,
it will be & safeguard against disaster and &

bond to the better iate, if she takes care fo

It is ot necessary to take mny salarmist
view of this matter. The person may not
vet be born who will'live to see aluminum
so cheap us to force steel inio the back.
ground; but in view of the progress of past
decades it might be hasardous to rest on that
assurance. It is no more than sound sense
to recognize among the poweriunl influences
that #ill retard the cheapening of the
metal, that, a5 it cheapens, the demand for
it will infinitely increase. At the present
price it is said that the demand for alum-
inum for eleotrical purposes is greater than
the output, and the Jatter must grow belore
prices are likely to be reduced. Then if the'
metal {s available for gunnery, that demand
will absorb an immense output before
sluminum is cheap enough to displace steel,
in the peaceful and more economical arts.
Suppose that n hundred ton gun has one-
third greaterranga if made ofaluminum than
if made of steel. The raw material alone
would cost §200,000, and would make such
an engine of war very costly; but if the
eheapening process were brought down to
thirty or forty cents per pound, all the mili-
tary powers would make haste to arm them-
selves with new metal. If the reduction of
cost looked forward to, should take place,
every step that makes the metal availsble
for a new field of use, will bring out a fresh
dnmud zd hold the price steady until in-

pplies or still newer processes
lllO'Il]{l force it again lower, )

If the expected reduction of the cost of
sluminum should taske place, whether in
the early or latter partof the next century, it
would be a change surpassing even that
wronzht by Bessemer steel, It might solve
the problem of aerial navigation, and in
connection with the possible development
of new and unknown motors, opens up a
range of industrial progress which would
defy the powers of human imagination to
foretell, because they are beyond the range
of human experience.

LONDON'S LATEST FRIGHT.

At this time of the year London is sc-
customed to a good deal of extra darkness,
The famous ourtain of fog iz lowered early
in the aufumn, It was not fogs, however,
that Londoners feared, but the paralysis of
the illuminsting system of = lurge
part of the great city. A strike of the
men employed by one of the gas
companies threatened to leave three-fourths
of London without light atnight. The men
have not struck, because the Government
promised to send troops to the strikers’
places. This offer of mili assistance is
likely to prove a hard matter for the Tory
Ministry to explain. Democracy is too
strong in io Eogland to brook such high-
handed interference with popular rights.
At the same time it is fortunate that the ex-
treme measure of depriving a metropolis of
light has not been carried out. Such an act
would injure the cause of labor.

A CANAL PRESERVED,

It is gratifying to note that the efforts of
the bondholdersof the Chesapeake and Ohlo
canal to preserve the canal for its original
function as o waterway, have been success-
ful. As Tue DisparcH said, the bond-
holders presented the case in sucha way
that the court conld not well refose to ae-
cept their pledges that they would restore the
canal to operation. Judge Alvey, who had
previously given a decision in favoref or-
dering » sale, now issues a decree suspend-
ing the order on condition that the trustees
of the bondhelders straighten up the in-
volved aftairs of the capal and restore the
waterway to operation’ by the 1st of May
next.

The latter provision seems like a some-
what sharp one; but as it is what counsel
for the bondholders offered to undertake, it
i no more than ressonable, and its fulfll-
ment may be cobfidently expected. The
hope it thus revived that the effortsof the
railroads to close up that canal will be fally
defeated. Tislile as & chesp transportation
route for the coal of the Cumberland rexion
is thus indefinitely prolonged. It now may
be maintained till the day when the public
is aronsed to the importanee of inland water
transportation sufficiently to make it the
conpecting link of a trans-Allegheny water-
way {rom the head watersof the Ohio to the
seaconst.

It is in eonnection with this possibility
that the rescue of the canal from the rail-
ways is of especial interest to Western Pean-
sylvania. Now that the attempt to close up
that outlet has been deleated, Pittsburg
should make the most of its opportunities
by pushing both the Lake Erie and trans-
Allegheny canal projects until they are
realized. Beyond the nstional benefit of
those projects they would enhance several-
fold the importance of our city as a manu-
facturing center, and would make a popula-
tion of a million for this ecity when the
canals were in operation, no more remote
than a population of balf & million is under
the railroad regime.

The construction of a complete system of
water transportation is the most thorough
solution of the transportation problem that
the country can make. Pittsburg should
take lead wherever there is an opportunity
to do suceessiul work,

POLITICS AND THE WORLD'S FATR.

It is asserted that Mr. George R. Davis,
the Director General of the Chicago Expo-
sition, is so scrupulous about keeping that
enterprise separate from politics that he has
resigned his position on the Republican
Nautional Committee, It is satisfactory to
learn that the scruple exists; for nothing
eonld be more destructive of the usefulpess
of the Exposition than to turn it into a
machine for one party.or the other. It is to
be hoped that the scruple will be effective
in more material respects than the helding
of two positions by Mr. Davis. He could
be Director General and s Republican com-
mitteeman without much danger, but be
cannot do what is more imminent—Ilet
politics sway bis appointment of subordi-
pates in the work of the Exposition—with-

greatly perniling the success of that

project.

A FLURRY AMONG IMPORTERS,

The importers in New York and Boston
were in a bigh state of excitement yester-
day.

In consequencé
the brokers at both strained
every nerve to hurry goods through the Cus-
tom House, and at Boston tugs were even
sent out to sea to bring in over-due vessels,
