A great deal of avarioe and dishonest:.  Again,
brave men were wanted in poliues. Men of
principie were needed—men who would not
support demagogues, but the interest of the
(sovernment. Men were needed who would
1ake up new issues wikn the old ones were dead
and gone.

streneth, Samson’s ridale is the riddle of life
now as it was then—{aith in God.

The insuranee men
insist that these societies are wnothing but
insurance companies, and as such should
come under the insurance laws of the Sute,
Anp attempt was wade at the last Legisla-
ture to pass 8 bill taxing the assets of all
these sevret societies, but it was defeated
Delinquent Tax Collector Ford worked hard
to knock out the bill. At that time he
made the point that the secret benefieial or-

anizations were nol conducted for revenue,
ﬁm to help the poor men who couldn’t afford
1o insure in the regular gompanies.
