Outo Schiiler, an aged German shoemaker
in this city, wara soldier in the Franco-
Prussine War, Schiller isa firm belicver
in ghosts, and is 5o 8 raid of meeting them
st night he rarely leaves his room after
dark, When pressed to tell why be was
airaid of ghosts, Schiller one day consented
to relate the story.

Near the elose of the Franco-Prussian
War, and while two opposine armies were
facing each other, a battle expected the fol-
lowing day, a Prussinn sentry was fonnd
asleep on his post ome mnight. Next day
there was no  battle, bot a hasty court-
murtial tried the sentry and condemned him
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New Yorx, November 2.—The following
reports from the mining centers of the West
nave besn reccived:
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to be shiot at sunrise the following morning.
Schiller was oue of the squad detailed for
the execution. The hapless sentry fell dead
at the first volley from the firing party.
The night following the execution Sehil-
ler was on picket duty and found himself
ott the post where the man he helped to kill
lisd been found asleep. At first he thought
nothing of the strange coincideoce, but 10-
ward widnieht a feeling ot dread camb over
him and would not be shaken off. Just at
| 12 o’clock Sehiller save he saw a soldier
| with = musket on his shoulder walking
straight toward him on the picket line, He
thought it was the officer of the guard, but
as the figure came nearer he saw the face of
| the man shot that morning,
| Sehiller sayethe blood in his veins seemed
| to turn to iee; he wos nnable to move hand
or foot, and could mnot otter u sound. The
ghost of the dead sentry passed within two
feet of him, walked on to the end of the
beat, turned with military precision and
retraced his steps. Baeck and forth along
the beat the chostly seniry continued to
walk wuntil pear the break of day, when it
seemed to vanish in the air. The evesof

| the ghost were closed as if in sleep, but its

musket was at & “shoulder arms,’ and it
walked the beat with tegular military
tread, Next dav the Prussian armmy ad-
vanced, and Schiller did not sce the ghostly
sentry sgain, but he has ever since been a
firms believer in spooks.

RELICS OF CAVE DWELLERS,

A Discovery That is Agitating Some of the
Hlinols Scientists,

GALENA, 1L, November 2.—What is
believed by local seientists to have been the
dwelling place of some of the members of
the singular race which inhabited this see-
tion in prehistorie times was discovered on
the 22d inst. by a party of Galeua sportsmen
on the east bank of the Mississippi river,
wear the famous Pilot Kuob, sbout four
wiles from this city: The opening, which is
tarely large enongh to admit of the passage
o/ n man on his hands and Knees, is 12 feet
above the foot of a rocky bluff, and is
reached by means of what seems 1o be arti.
ficial steps, which were overgrown with
shrubbery.

It was discovered in following a wolf
which the party had started np, and was
but partiaily explored owing to the late-
vess of the hour, and vesterday the same
party paid 2 secoud visit to the spot and
explored it thoroughly for the distance of
about a mile. Among their discoveries
was an immense cavern some 5 feet lower
than the entrance above deseribed, the sur-
face of which was covered by a lake of solid
ice, which the party crossed.

Another room was discovered with saddie
shaped ceiling, covered with ecube mineral,
which glistened like diamonds under the
reflection of the lights carried by the exnlor-
ers.  Vauited passages, some of whose boun-
daries could not be determined; irregular
shaped rooms covered irom top to battom
with stalagmites, stalsctites and other beun-
tilul peslogical formsations, and iwmense
crevices that seemed to be bottomless were
amwoopg e other features of this wonderful
cave. The explorers brought back with
them a large number of specimens, inclod-
ing pieces of broken pottery, a huge stone
pestie, conper implements of vanous kinds,
periorted bears’ clawe, several perforated
pearls of enormous size, though lusterless,
and a number of human bones, all of which
were ound in 8 room which had every np-

‘WHISKY SMUGGLING IN CANADA.

Cardinal Taschercan’s Mandate Likely to
Have n Good Effect.

Orrawa, November 2.—Members of the
Dominion Government express the belie
that the mandate recently issued by Cardi-
nal Taschereau will have a good effect in
suppressing whisky smuggling in the Prov-
ince of Quebee, Itis estimated that the
customs have been defraunded to the extent
of at lenst §500,000 during the past
few vears through this business. Schooners
bring up cargoes of illicit spirits from St
I"jerre and Miguelon, anchor in the galf or

the stuff to small eraft, often to small sail
boats, thut take on bourd three or four bar-
rel= st s time and land it. Mach of this
illicit teafiic is done openly, the settiers
along the banks of the river being, as a gen-
eril rule, in leagoe with the swueglers,

' from whom they purchase the liquor at an

average price o §2 40 per gallon tor high
wines 8 above proof and capable of being
reduced until three gallons is made from
one.
