For this
resson, where one American ean bandle the
foils a dozen Frenchmen or Germasns are to
be found who are his equals and
maoy who are his peers in swordsman-
ship. The Turners of the city make
fencing one of the (features of their
athletic training, and it is rapidly growing
iu favor with the American athletic clubs.
The East ¥od Gympastie Club is now mak-
jng fencing one of the features of their ath-
letic rooms, and although it has been on the
programme but a sbort time several of the
wembers are prowing quite vroficient in the

But yet esch imagined he
Liad been in arailroad accident, cut to pieces
and then put together again with only & few
mistakes, such us getting the legs and arms
slizhtly mixed.

One week later the class in fencing was
enlled, and numerous vacant places and idle
foils were to be found 1o the room, The
professor felt rather discouraged to see only
four or ive out of a dozen. Those who did
Eu were pot suxious for an hour's
wirk, but showed a determination to learm
&ll the mysteries of the art,

DOING A LITTLE DUELING.

They took their medicine with the stolid-
ity of young Germans, who consider fencing
% prime necessity of life. Their second at-
tack diduo’t prove quite so bad, and after
awlile they began to look forward te the
fencing night with pleasure, and even some-
times would do a little *“dueling” between
times. Thus it hos picked up, and what at
first looked like an inglorious failure is be-
ginniug to bear the aspect of success.

The class has turned out several good men
with the foils, and as they continne to
rapidly improve they will doubtless soom
becowe xperts, and then blood will surely
flow down the gulleys of Schenley Park or
seime othier sequestered spot, where a man's
wounded honor can be satisfied.

work, He is greatly interested and will not
allow the sport 1o fall behind the procession
of arts acquired in the rooms of the clab.

PERSEVERANCE A NECESSITY.

Fencing a8 an exercise hardly receives the
proper smount of attention. The fact1s
ibat it requires an amount of perseverance
that the aversge American is unwilling to
bestow upon it. The Germans and French
ns well as our Twalinn eonsins neross the
water, io Weir slow, go-ahead way, manage
nequire & £kill with the foils that to surpass
costs Lthe Amerieans too tnuch time. A few
years age a Freneh and sn ftalian prolessor
gave o number of exhibitions in New York
wnd created guite an interest in the sport,
but for some reasons the Young Americsns
seen 1o prefer boxing to fencing,

There are three specifie siyles of fencing,
the German, French and Iialian, and then
comnes The American, which is a svmplifica-
tion of the Freoch style.  About the only

place in Ameries where the art realls
flourishes is at West Point, where soldiers
are made to order and where the youug man
don't bave time to think of the fatigue. If
Le rebels a konpaack filled with bricks and
&0 eXirs amount of guoard duty makes him
feel that fencing is a vacation and pienie to
which Thaoksgiviog and Christhas has no
comparison, Thus be becomes an expert
before he kuows i1, and is then ready to go
to his regiment at some army post and eope
wi'h the smiles of the young ladies in the
wicinity.

There nre no professional fencing masters
fn Pitisburg, and ouly tae turn verins mnd
smateur sthietic clubs giv) opportunities to
Jearn the arl. The number of these are on
the increase in the city, and thus the oppor-
tunities for wcquiring a knowledge of the
ert of fencing increase. This sport isone of
the most bepeficial for the development of
the body. it brings inte play every musele
in one’s physical beine, and also greatlyide-
velops the mind, It quickens the eye,
sirengthens the nerves and causes a surpris-
ing amount of agility to be acquired. It
especially exercines the ealf, thugh, arms,
shoulder and entire right side, but at the
sawe Lime brings into play ull the muscles,
werve and wental force a man ean muster,

The system used in Pittsburg is the same
s that taught st West Poiot.  If the young
men were 1o irv ove of old conntry systems
he would suddenly conclude that the modi.
fication is difficult enough for him, though
it would prove very easy for the Frenchman,
the Italian or the Germsan,
