MINERS' TROUBLE IN ALABAMA,

Trying to Win Over Electrical Workers
and Retail Clerks.

THE WORLD'S FAIR LABOR CONGRESS

DerroIT, Dec. 11.—The' proceedings of
the American Federation of Labor were
opened this morning by the readingofa
telegoam from Birmingham, Als., saying
that the Executive Board there had been
released on bail, and adding that in that
city there was no [reedom of speech for
organized labor. Chairman Gompers ap-
pointed & committee to formulate the views
of the Federation on the subjectof the eizht-
hour day. It wasdecided to elect officers
to-morrow. Immediately aiter the election
the convention will select the pext place of
meeting.

Delegate Morgan offered s resolution,
which set”forth that occasion was taken

during the Philadelphia Centennial by em--

plovers to flood Europe with advertisements
that there was plenty of work in this
country when there were thousands of idle
men,lp% that the couutry was .in turn
flooded with unneeded labor. The resolu-
tinn asked action by the Federation to head
off such possiole immigration during the
Chicago World's Fair. It was concurred
in.
No Freedom of Speech in Alabama.

Morgan’s resolation, asking the Federa-
tion to support woman's su WS Te-
ported favorably. The conyention resolved
to extend sympathy to the Alabama coal
miivers in the strike, whose Executive Board
was jnilea in Birmingham, and it was re-
solved to spare no paios to extend aid aod
encouragement to them. Those who took
part in the incarceration of ghe commiiee
were denounced. :

A resolution looking to more discreet use
of the boyeott was passed. The request of
the striking piciure-irame and molding-
workers of Cleveland, also the boyeott of
certuin brewers and others, was reported
fuvorably and referred to the Executive
Committee. Reports from the documents
in the hands of the Grievance Committee
show comsiderable strite between trade
uniorists and Knights of Labor in Cleve-
land. A uoavimous report indorsed the
secretary's report, which pushad the eight-
hour day forward, and was concurred in by
the coovention. Pecuuiary waid to the
striking Beaver Falls, ra., suw makers, was
asked for and referred.

A World's Fair Hesolation Introd d.

A resolution, which was referred, asked
that the Chicagn World's Fair be open on
Sunday, since Sunday was the oanly day on
which an opportunity was offered to the
wage-workers to sttend.

It was decided b{ the convention to in-
struct delegates to bring their influence on
all electrical wage-workers within their jor-
isdiction to ‘orm unlons. A grievance was
read frow a Southern machinisis” union re-
garding proposesd affiliation, dnd one of the
delegates arose to denounce a section of their
constitution, which confined admission to
white men. A resolution exeluding such
locals as draw the color or ruce lives, and tn
organize the machinists ia a pational body
who do not inject the race elause in the con-
stitation, was offered and finally, after con-
siderable debate pro and con, a respectiul
request was added to the resolution asking
the Southern unions to strike the eolor line
clanse from their constitulions, and the
whole was referred 1o the Executive Conn-
cil for action on that basis,

In Behalf of Retall Clerks.

A motion was made pledging the dele-
gates ot to lend their aid in their
respective localities to the lormution of labor
unions of retail clerks, with a view to their
affiliation with the Retail Clerks’ United
Protective Association of America. The
pledge also included that of devoted agten-
tion to securiog shorter hours and Sunday
closing for retail clerks, Referred to Com-
mittee on Resolutions,

The conventicn voted to allow George E.
MeMell to drait u brief bistory of the de-
velopment of the industrial system of the
TUnited States, and to compensate him for
Lis time.

A resolution, -introduced by Adam
Mensche, instructing the incoming Execu-
tive Committee to request organizers to de-
vote special efforts to organizing laundry
employes into labor umions, was earried.
Delegate Sweeney’s resolution providing for
the appointment of a legislative committee,
was reported adversely by the Committee on
Organization, Afier iderable dise A
the matter wos recommitted, with instruc~
tions {or favorable consideration to report at
the next eonvention,

A Contest on the Constitution.

The rgport of the Commitiee on Constitu-
tion m;mun. They reported that it had
care‘uily goue over the constitution and re-
vised it The revised version of the first
four sections was carefully read, re-read,
amended, nnd, after a great deal of discus-
sion, n motien to edopt was Jost, the poll
vole standinz 1,232 to 641, while a two-
thirds vote is required to carry. The re-
mainder of the report was then recommitted
to the committee.

The sentiment of the convention did not
seem o the dommittee on President's report
1o be sufficiently strong in favor of the hold-
inz of # World’s Labor Congressmt Chicago
in 1895, and they would nol recommmeni
such an undertaking at present, hut the
Executive Commitiee would be instructed
to-day to keep up 8 correspondence witha
view lo a possible congress.
