The benches listened to him intently and
interestedly on the question of Boulsnger
for 15 minutes and then evinced their
opinion Lhat ke had gone iuto it far enough
by groaning and murmuring.

Did Not Care About Boulanger.

The Professor himsslf turned to them and

book while under the influence, but he
passed and repassed the door of the room in
which the book was 17 times before commit-
ting the theft. Some doctors in Nancy pre-

tended to spply a blister to a hypnotie
subject, but used ouly a plain piece of rag.
Next morniocg the subject showed all the
symptoms that would have resulted if a
blister bad been really applied. This ap-
parent miracle was worked by bypnotie in-
fluence,”
Applied to the Present Case.

In a completely victorions and luminous
manner he wenton: *‘If Gabnelle is the
hypnotie subject I suppose ber to be; and
there isno room for the slightest doubt
upon the subject. (Dr. Lacres: proves the
same thing, that she is easily put to sleen,
aod bas obeyed all his suggestions ever
since childhood), When awake she remem:-
bers mnothiog, but when in s state of coma
she remembers everything; in tact, she leads
n dusl existence. Everything might be
simplified by putting her into a magoetic
sleep mud asking her to deseribe the murder,
1d this case she might tell soms " lies, but
would 1nfallibly tell & greal many truths.>

“Did Evraud put her into a magnetie
tranee?"” asked th= President.

“Undonbtediy,” replied the professor,
“He made ber obev him in thing and
;ollov bim l:gu& like .Mvﬁr’u neither

is nor apperrance atiracted
lnr.wm then to say
that in cases of this extraordin nature
the criminal luw of France ougit lo be
modified.

The President asked: “Why did Ga.
brielle return to France?'’

The professor replied: “Evidently
through magretic sug ion."

“But Eymud could not magnelize Ga-
brielle when she was mo longer near him.”
An Explanation of Her Innocenoe.

"*No, but Garanger could, and she, aware
of her owa innocence, told him of the crime
that Evrand had suggested and of her par-
ticipation in the ssme. Bhe koew the erime
was commitied, because Eyraud, knowing
that she would follow him like a dog, left
her with the body, Bhe forgot evervthing
when awake, nnd only remembered again
when under the magnetic influence. Iam
a partisan of modern liberly and responsi-
bility, but I tell voun there are irresponsible
subjects to the extent of perhaps five in
every 100 waen and women.”

Prof. Liege is concluded his address with
an admonition to the court that sounded
vory strange, coming from a witoessand ad-
dressed to the bench. He said: “Allow me
1o remind wou of the words of President
Ferrv, who conducted the prosecution in
the Roneiere case, He said when the pris-
oner was found guilty that he would rather
have bad his right haod catoff than to have
found that man guilty."” 4

The professor then impressively added:
“According to the aecount I have read and
the information that ha« been given me by
reliable people, 1 am absolately convineed
that Gabrielle may possibly have received a
suggestion snd acted in a state of sompam-
bulism when this erime wasecommitted, She
may possibly bave forgotten that she com-
mitted the erime, and it such is the case all
the extraordinary symploms that have been
observed in her manper can be easily ex-
plained.”

Where the Doctors Disagree.

With these words the professor left the
stand. Dr. Brouardel, who testified to-dsy
that he believed Gabrielle to be entirely re-
spousible for all ber actions, was called 1o
combut Prof, Liegeois. He said: *‘I have
been searching for the truth diligently, but
it is & thipg for time to discloss, Prof,
Charcot made a thousand experiments be-
fore he established his theory, and more ex.
periments are needful before Frof, Liermis'
theory may be established, It is absolurely
impossible that Gabrielle should have been
uoder magnetic influence for thres weeks,
during which time she hired an apartment,
went to London and returned. That is a
task too complicated for a person to do under
magnetic infinence.”

Dir. Bablet, who also testified yesterday
against the bypootic influence theory, was
called and said: 1 believe many things
muy be done by hypnotic influence and sug-
cestion, but 1 refuse to admit that a crime
could be committed under hypnotic influ-
ence,”

When the witoess had completed his evi-
dence, Henri Eobert, the attorney for Ga-
brielle, arose and said: "We bave heard
varions theories upon hypnotism and its
powers, Now what we want is proof, and
to ubtain that I reguest the

President Robert nnnounced that the
Court would adjourn for ten micutes to con-
sider whether or not the test should be
made. Duripg these ten minutes the ex-
citement in the room and corridors was in-
tense, and it required all the enmergy of the
geadarmes to keep order.

Declded Against the Experiment.

At the end of the time named the Court
returned nud the Presidest amnocunced it
had been decided that the experiment was
uno . and therefore would wnot be
sllowed. This was greeted with a lond ex-
clumation of disappointment and anger from
the entire courtroom. It was easy 1o see
that the fevered interest wns centered in
this hypnotic experiment.

Gabrielle was too tired and feeble to show
either disapprobation or the reverse, Eyrand
seemed somewhat disappointed, but did net
show any decp feeling in the matter. There
now remains only the summing aup by the
counsel, and after Muitre Dunet, represent-
ing the Gouffe family, made a formal plea
for damages, court was adjourned until to-
moirow, The Procurateur General will then
sum up, Decori and Henri Robert will ad-
dress the Court for their respective clients,
and in all probability Gabrielie and Eyraud
will konow their fate betore Sunday.

A ROBBERS' RETREAT.

The Subterranean Home of the
James and Younger Outlaws

FOUND BY A PARTY OF HUNTERS,

A Wonderfol Cave, in Which Human |

Bones Are Discovered.

A LETTER WRITTEN BY FRANK JAMES

ISPECIAL TELEGHAN TO THE DISPATCH.}

Le SusUR, MIxN,, Dec. 19.—Great ex-
citement prevails in Le Sueur and Nicollet
counties ofer the discovery in Lake Prairie
township, Nicollet county, of the sub-
terranean rendesvous of the Younger and
James boys and their band of outlaws before
and after their raid upon the Northiield
Bank in 1876, in which six men were killed.
Ong of the Missouri banditti evidently died
in this wonderfully constructed home in the
earth, as his bones were found there.

Yesterday aflerncon s party of yomng
farmers started out on a rabbit shooting ex-
pedition, and while traversing what
is known as the Barney Fay
ravine from its foot, or buse, toward
its head, one of the party stumbled and fell,
rolling down an embankment to the bed of
the creek, In atiempting to seramble back
up the bank he discovered an old, weather-
beaten door, which was held to its place by
a couple of pieces of leather. This door
stood partly ajar, and opened into an apari-
ment as dark as midnight and as mysterious
as it was dark. The youug man shouted to
bis compnnions, who ~promptly responded,
and a'ter carefully surveying the exterior
of the mysterious premises, a lontern was
gent for, and a thorough exploration of the
interior was commencei.

Exploring the Wonderfal Cave.

The first apartment entered was a common
dugont, only about eight feet square, and
had seemingly been nsed ns a sort of ante-
room, with earthen flogr and walls, but on
the back end, or side, a space of sbout six
fect is coversd from the ceiling to the
ground floor with hewed logs, stood on end
and close together, In these logs were
numerous naiis, driven apparently for the
purpose of banging clothing on,

A careful examination, however, revealed
the fact that these logs formed a blina door,
which led into a room some 20 feet long a.nli
perhaps 16 fest wide, along one side of
which bunks were arranged, something after
the fashion of verths on & *steamboat, and
from the number of these, at least
30 persons had found sleeping accommoda-
tions in this secluded and mysterious place
of abode. This room contained several
benches, stools and an old table, tin plates
and caps, kettles, 8 No. 9 cook stove and
various cooking utensils

In one corner stood an old box on end,
which had evidently served as's cupboard,
near which was foond a rough board box,
which had been used as a flour chest. This
box was partitioned off, apd one end cop-
tained some 40 or40 pomnnds of buckwheat
flour. Several old faded decks of playing
eards, a few old newspapers and a badly
dilapidated copy of “Kit Carson” were
found scattered about on the rude slab floor,

A Letter From Frauk James,

letter, which was apparently from Frank
James to James Younger, in reference to the
stealing of some horses:

A Stable for Stolen Horses.

The above letter naturally aroused the
curiosity of the visitors, and the task of
taking up the slab floor was soon completad,
But no new discoveries were made until the
the old box, which acted the part of & cup-
board, was pulled down. Behind it was
another opening, or door, leading into
another apariment, where horses had been
secreted, the room, or artificial cave, being
amply large to accommodate 20 head at a
time. Eighteen hitching posts were driven
some three feet apart, and each postsupplied
with a square box for feeding.

0ld curry combs and brushes were also
promiscously seattered about, which indica-
ted that the station animals, for such they
no doubt were, were well eared for. On one
ot the hitching posts an old worn-out wvest
was found, in one pocket of which was 75
cents in the old-fashioned 25.cent paper
money and a part of an envelope, which
bore the address “J. 8. Rivers,” but the
post mur@ was torn off. ]

In rummaging avout, a skull and other
bones, belonging to & buman being, were
found under a pile of partly d corn-
stalks. Different theories are advanced as
to the presence of the skull. There are
manv who eatertan the belief that the man
Brown, referred to in the letter, was found
to be a detective and ‘was murdered, while
others think that one of the gang wounded
on the Northfield Sght died and was buried

there.
Could Stand Off n Regiment.

The place is as impregoable as Gibraltar,
and 20 men with pleoty of foed and smmu-
nition could hold it agsinst & regiment for a
month. ‘The stran feature about the
matter is, what has me of the hundreds
of carloads of dirt which must have recently
been taken out in order to give the room
which is found there. The only possible
way fo t to it with a horse
is to follow the ocreek bed from
its head, some five miles west at the of
the prairie, and then there are places which
would seem absolutely impassible to animals,
and to reach the cave with any kind of a
vehicle would be utterly im ible.

The only theory adnmdpo::l to what be-
came of the dirt which was taken outin
making this rendezvous, whieh sounds at
all plausivle, is that the place was bult by
a band of horse thieves under the notorious
Conway in the early seventies; that saveral
years were consumed in ng, and that
the loose earth was dumped into the Indian
creek, which in early days was quite a
stream, and carried down the steep decline
by the water. Members of the gang of
thieves evidently joined the Younger-JTames
outlaws in 1876 and piloted them to this
grewsome earthen rendexvous, as they could
never have found it without

In analyzing
Mr, Kean's statement the counsel for' de-
positors said it did not look as if depositors
will realize 20 per cent on the dollar.

Among the petitions filed in court to-day
was'one by Esther Pugh, Treasurer of the
Woman's Christian Temperance Union, who
says that chat Mr. Kean received from her
on December 9 a note for 3,000 and mort-
gage honds ss security, and December 12
$1,008, and December 17 §532, while aware
that the bank was insolvent. Another peti-
tion wns filed by the Woman’s Temperance
Publishing Association to recover §1,714,
deposited in Kean's bank December 17, A
third petition was filed by Mrs. Matilda B,
Carse to get $625 deposited on the day pre-
vious to the failure. This was money be-
longing tothe W. C. T. U, restaurant. All
these petitions charge fraud, and declare
that Kean took the money after he had de-
termined to make an assignment,

THE BOUNTY SCHEME

In the Shipping Bill May Cavse the
Wreck of That Measure,

STRONG OPPOSITION TO THE PLAN.

There Are Millions in the Bill Should it be
Pat Through,

“
A FATAL COMBINE OF TWO IDEAS

[FROM A STAFF CORRESPONDENT.)

WasHINGTON, Dec. 19.—Although the
prineiple of subsidizing Ameriean lines of
steamers is viewed with much more favor
ihan in any previous year, it is by no means
eertain that the measure now before the
House of Representatives giving o subaidy
for carrying the mails and a tonnage bonus
for freight will become a law. Representa-
tive Farquhar, of New York, who has
charge of the bill, is an enthusiast on the
subject of building up an American marine,
and will not admit of any doubt that Na-
tional pride and the successful praetice of
other nations in the same channel, will get
his measure the support of a majority of
Cofigress, It may be, however, that the
combination of the two ideas will defeat

both subsidies, or at least that of a tonnage
bounty.

Opposition to a Tonnage Bounty.

Bome favor the mail subsidy proposition,
who will not vote for the tagoage bounty
scheme, agsinst which thers is the strongest
opposition. The idea of the friends ot these
two measures was that by combining them
they wounld bring together the supporters of
both propositions to secure the passage of a
measure that would give all they wanted.,
Baut the indications are that they have made
a miscalculation and have materially weak-
ened their position by the amalgamation.

At present they are going over the whole
question in the committes of the whole, and
a number of very material smendments wll
be proposed during tkes course of the consid-
eration. The outcome may be a bill for a
mail subsidy merely between this country
and the South and Central American ports.
The Demoorats are hnﬁful of defeating the
whole proposition. e question of cost
greatly confuses the friends of the measure.
Like the various pension messuresthat have
been passed; like all such indefinite and ex-
pansive appropriations, this is a measure
upon which there ean be no relinble esti-
mate of cost made, It is sure to cost many
million dollars; it is only a qugstion of how
many.

Question of Cost a Serlons One.

In his h on the subject at the last
session Mr. Frye npamed a minimum cost
and suggested that the cost would be very
great. Mr. Farqubar, on this point, will
oot make any estimate of the cost of the
composite bill, Mr, Cannon, the Chairman
of the Appropriations Committee, said that
he did not consider the taking up of the bill
in the Honse as significant that it wonld

pass.

“We have plenty of money,” he sai
“for the ordinary expenses of the Govar:'-
ment, but we are rapidly approaching that
point where we will have to be carefnl
about incurring unnecessary obligations.
‘We are happily near that point where we
will have to economize. We have enough
revenues to run_the Qovernment this year
and the next and the year after, and so on,
but we have none o spare.”

This action of
the botel people was a big blow to the
traveling public. At the Coburn Hotel
Judge Whitehouse, of the Supreme Court,
bas been staying with many attorneys, wit-
nesses, etc. Sald the Justice this evening:
*I know noone in town. If the hotels are
closed 1 will have to adjourn court and go
home.""

The news of the hotel trouble was bronght
down from Skowhegan to this city by train-
men, and commereial travelers and others
who were making haste to get away from the
inhospitality oi the up-river town.
depot restaurant was besieged by these lone
travelers, snd it was a ludicrous sight to
observe snch as journeyed Skow ward
bearing large bags of sandwiches, turnovers
and over food in order to be insured sgainss
absolute starvation.
