A FANOUS JuHNSTOWN DOG DEAD,

As a rule there is not much fun ata foot
raec on & cold winter's day, but the 15-mile
contest yesterday between E. C. MeClelland
and J. 3. MeCabe at Exposition Park was
someibing of an exception. The day was
cold and the park was almost entirely cov-
ercd with irozen swow and ice. Betweeu
300 and 400 spectators were present, and
everything considered they saw a good race.

The track, if such it conid be called, was
covered with ier more than half the dis-
tance, and the coutestants were hervic in-
dead to ever attempt to run 15 miles under
svok conditions ‘The race was for §100 a
side and the entive gale receipts, the latter
smounting to $157. One remarkable fea-
ture of the conlest was the almost eatire ab-
sence of bettiug. EJd Wikirk did offer to
bet 85 to §4 on McClelland, but there
was po response, and it is safe to
say that less than §$30 was bet on the
gropnds. Jubkn Quine was selected referee
and starter, nod dispateched the conlestants
to a yood start. MeClelland at once went
to the tront, sod made the psce quite lively.
MeQOabe kept from two to five yards behind
him, and ia this order they passed the five-
mile mark i 27 minvtes 35 seconds. Ten
niiies were covered in 36 minutes, and then
MeCabe went to the front amid the cheers
of bis {riesds. He kept in front by about
four yares until abont three-quarters of n
mile from the finisk, wihen MeClelland put
oo a spurt auvd shot past him. The Sohs
man susinined kis speed uotil he was 25
vards iu front of MecCabe. 1n the seventy-
third lap McCabe began lis offort, and re-
duced MeClelland's lead by teu vards before
the Iap was ended. When the seventy-
fourth Jap was fairly entered into, McCabe
hnd gotten within a foot of MeClelland.
The excitement was great at this stage, be-
canse the eontestants were in the last lap
but one. MeCabe, however, lncked stamiun,
snd McCieiland put on another spurt, to
which MeCabe conld noi respond. The
jocal man contioued his efiort to the finish,
winnitg the race in 1 hour, 25 minutes and
3) eeconds. McCabe stopped about 40
vards ‘rom the string and did not finish.

There was no official timekeeper nor was
the track a certified one, so that the above
time will oot go lor very much. The race
was well run and the loser proved himseif a
gnod and plocky man, For a distance run-
ner his leg< are probably ton heavy, but this
factonly makeshim the pluekier man. In run-
ving a long distance race he has muech more
to contend sgaiust than a man like Me-
Clelland, and it is, therefore, ressonable to
say that the better runper of the pair won
vesterdav. McCabe lelt the civy last even-
ing for the South.

ALL AFTER PODLEWSKI

HURTING FOR SILIVERSEOFF'S SLAYER
IN FEW YOEK

Russian Secret Agents and American De
tectives Joln In the Search, but No
Trace of Him Found—Nihilists Doubt-
fal of His Extradition if Arrested.

TEFECTAL TELEGRAM TO THE DIRPATON.|

New Yourk, Dee. 25.—I7 Podlewski, the
Nihilist slayer of General Siliverskoff in
Paris, has taken refuge in this city, he is
not easily to be found here. Nihilists here
all professto be in tolal ignoramce of his
whereaboute, and allege that they have no
jnformation of his having come to this conn-
try. There is a question among the Nihil-
ists whether the American Government
would send Podlewski back to Russia
for execution if be should be arrested
here. The French Government has shown
its determination to deliver him into the
hands of the Czar if he were fouod in
Franee, and there is no doubt that other
European governments would take the same

course.

But the Nihilists in New York hold that
his extradition from this ecountry could not
be sccomplished withoot much difinity,
The State Department would act cantiously
in dealing with his case, which might in
fact be carried before a Federal court, where
there would be tronble in identifying him as
the nctual perpetrator of the deed with
which be is charged. The Nihilists say that
il bhe was really the guilty party, his offense
was of a political nature, an act of venve-
snce upon an official who had doomed
thousands of their compatriots to desth and
exile, without triai and without beiug per-
mitted to exercise the right of self-de.ense.

There are Russian seeret ts here who
ere on the outlook for Podlewksy, whom
the Czar's government is resolvad upon se-
curing at any cost. They keep watch of the
steamers that arrive at this pori. They scan
the faces of the immigrants of both sexes,
for he may be in feminine garb, who are con-
stantly ng through the e Office.
They strive to get any kind of a hiot irom
the Nihilists iolo whose circles they can
penetrate, and they pursue their search in
every quarter which offers the least promise
of success. It is probab.e that they have aid
from American detectives, nod thot mem-
bers of the Piokerton force are assisting in
the work,

Domestic Troubles Canse a Double Murder
and & Snicide,

ALL THE PARTICIPANTS AEE COLORED

Br. PAvuL, Dec. 26.—This Christmas was
less than honr old when, with a knife and
two six.shooters, S8ilas Mickel. colored, ae-
eomplished the killiog of bis step-daughter,
Emma McLeod, the dangerous wounding of
his wife, and bis own death. The tragedy
was enacted at 72 West Tenth street, near
St. Peter, and seems to have resulted from a
quarrel growing out of Mrs. Mickel refus.
ing tolive with her husband. There were
no witnesses to the tragedy.

Mickel and his wife bad pot lived fo-
gether for five or six months. However, of
Iate he bas sought her repeatedly with offers
of reconeiliation, but without avail. From
all that ean be learned it seems that Mickel
became enraged over his inability to make
peace with his wife, and attacked her with
a knife, Har daughter, who was thoroughly
respectable and peaceable, came to her
mother’s defense, and was hersell attacked
by the infuriated man, who was srmed for
the occasion.

Mrs. Mickel was shot in the abdomen and
had her throat cut, while Emma McLeod
was stabbed five times in the body. Several
shots had been fired at ber, but the stabs
were enouzh to cause death., Both women
ran for their lives, but the younger one fell
to the ground and died in front of the bouse,
Mrs. Mickel staggered slong the sireets a
few steps, with blood gushing from the big
hole in her throat at every step, until she
met Officer Newell, to whom she said, point-
ing to the house:

“T am killed—my husband—done it,"" a
gush of blood following each exclamation.

She was sent to the City Hospital, and is
still alive to-night, but very low. On en-
tering the house Mickel was found !gln: on
his back in the kitchen in a pool of blond,
with a revolver in each hand and a bole in
the side of his. head, throngh which his
braius were oozing. Seven shots had been
fired, but po one in the neighborhood heard
a sound, and there are no witnesses to the
tragedy, which is the third in this ecity
within two weeks,

A BAD POLITICIAR KILLED.

He Tries Unsuccessfully to Run a Town
With s Winchester Rifie.

CARROLLTON, Mi1ss,, Dec. 25.—A fatal
tragedy occurred on the principal street in
this town to-day at 12 o’clock moon, in
which John Prentiss Matthews, the Repub-
lican postmaster, waz killed by P. 8. Me-
Bride, a young sod promiment druggist
here. Maithews was coming down street
towapd the drug store of McBride & Co.,
armed witk a Winchester rifle, when Me-
Bride stepped towards him and fired the
faial shot, while Matthews had his gon up-
lifted and was preparing to shoot McBride,
The cause of the difficulty is about as
follows: Last night McBride went to the
postofiice after his mail, and Matthews be-
gan cursing and abusiog him, which led to
personal encounter. This morning Matthews
appeared on the streets armed with 8 Win-
chester rifle and a large pistol, whooping,
nollowing and carsing the town in general,
and threatening to kill young MeBride in
iculsr. Adlter several hours thus spent,

e was placed under arrest by the Bheriff,
but was released nnder bond for his appear-
ance to-morrow morning. Matthews then
returned to his store and, bolding his gun in
his hands, stood in his door and began ery-
ing off his goods at auction, and cursing
everyone who came within his hesring.
Aftef a few minutes he came down the street
toward the drug store of MeBride & Co.,
where he was.killed. As s politician and
bully, Matthews had a very bad reputation.

A FRIVATE WATCHMAK MURDERED

Becanse He Refused to Arrest a Man for a
Trivial Insult.

J. F. Brady, a fireman employed by the
Cotton Compress Association, applied to C.
J. Coleutt, a private walchman on the
wharf, to arrest a man io the street who had
been offensive to him.

As soon as he
committed the deed he walked out into the
corridor and mitempted to speak to the
prisoners who bhad followed but im-
mediately sank to the floor and expired
withia five minutps.

Oge of the ladies fainted and the
party esme to a halt, whereupon the ghost
disappeared.

Captain Brophy was notified of the con-
dition of affuirs and stationed Officer
Peter Schultz, of the Seventeenth
ward  polies station, et the spot
whera the  ghost was  supposed
1o appear. This spot was at the head of the
boardwalk leading to Liberty avenue from
Ben Venune station. For three evenings
the oificer kept gpard over the Elm. but
until early yesterday morning his wateh
was fruitless. About 1 o'clock yesterday
morning the specter appeared abount 20
yards distant from him und moved toward
him ata slow pace. Tha officer pulled his
revolver and advanced to mect the comer,

When within 30 feet of it, the
ghost turned and fled ia a2 man-
per quite reprchensible for such a

character. The officer gave pursuit and
fired several shols bat did not check the
speed of the ghost. The latter was pursued
up the railroad for some distance and would
probably have been caught bad not the offi-
cer fallen heavily and sprained his apkle so
severely that he could continue the chase no
further.

The officer was not able o report for duty
last evening on account of his injury. He
vows vengeance on the ghost, however, and
says he will rum it out of the world.

FNATURAL GAS IS DUTIABLE,

Ko Free Trade Allowed In the Imported
Canadinn Brand of It

WAsHINGTON, Dec. 25.—The Collector
of Customs at Buffalo, N. Y., recently sub-
mitted to the Treasury Department the
question as to whether natural gas imported
into that port from Canada is liable to daty
under the tariff law. He says that the
Buffale Natural Gas and Fuel Company
is engaged in layiog a large eight-inch
main pipe scross the Niagara river for
the transmission of natural gas produced in
Canada to be used on this side for fuel pur-
poses; that it will be brought in large quan-
tities and take the place of fuel in many
bundred housebolds in the northera part of
Buffalo, and that the guantity received is to
be measured by o meter located on the
American side of theriver. In upléﬁuz to
thie Collcctor, Assistant Secretary Spauld-
ing says:

*“Under the circumstonces mentioned the
depurument concurs with youa in the opinion
that illuminating gas is wholly different
from eleetricity, and that as it is a mer-
chantable commodity which ean be meas-
ured asreadily as liquids and other it
would be linble to duty on 1mportation. The
proper rate of duty would seem to be that
preseribed for unenumerated unmaaoufac-
:um!'artielu—rh., 10 per eent ad valo-
rem.

A LARGE FACTORY FIRE.

The Department at Cincinnati Take Un-
asunl Precautions.

CrsciNxaATI, Dec. 25.—The establish-
ment of the American Faucet and Bung
Manunfseturing Company was discovered on
fire at 8:30 o'cloek this morning by a police-
man., Being in a neighborbood of combus-
tible buildings, the fire department used uon-
usual preeautions, and prevented the spread
of the flames to adjoining furniture and
other factories. :

The fire was confined to the basement and
first three stories. The large amouut of
stock on these floors was not buroed, but
was ruined by water, and the machinery
was ruined. The loss will exceed $20,000,
covered by insurance. It is thought that
the fire was of incendiary origin.

REDEEINS KOT ALLOWED IN CANADA

Dicxinsox, N. DaAg., Dee. 25.—Major
Carroll made a forced march Tuesday nighr,
with 55 cavelry, of 65 miles io 14 hours, up
the Cannonball, arriving at New Englaad
City at 8 A. 3., complying with orders from
Fort Yates by conrier to the effect that Cap-
tain Fountain, of the Eighth Cavalry, was
surrounded in Cave Hills by 500 Indians.
Two hours’,rest was taken at New England
City, und Major Carroll cootinued the
forced march southwest in the direction of
Cave Hills, 50 miles distant. His force got
to Captain Fountain’s assistance this morn-
ing. Aid may have come from the South,
and if not, the surrounded forees are thonght
tr bein a posiiion to hold off the Indians
tiil assistance arrives.

The Indian War Over at Norville.

A dispateh from Pierre, 8, Dak., says:
Captain Norville, specinl agent, has just
retarned from Fort Bennett, and reporis the
Indian war there over. It seems now that
the Indians have been the most seared of
anybody. They have been afrald that they
wounld be massacred, or they would have
come in before.

Alter the Indians arrived at Bennett,
several councils of war were held to deter-
mine whetber they would give up theirarms
or not. Finally they agreed to do so when
General Miles asked them. Agent Palmer
said: “Noarms, no rations or hlankets.”
This soon brought them to time, and all
"E: are now stacked up at the ageney.

ptain Hearst, commanding officer at
Fort Sully, has received tbe capitulstion of
174 Uncapapas, ineluding 70 of Sitting
Ball’s bandand 50 from the Rosebud agency.

DEATH T0O THE STAR FISH.

A Neow Device to Take the Fiace of the
Dredger.

BRIDGEPORT, CONN., Dee. 25.—Oyster-
men in this vicinity are happy overa newly-
devised dredge for catching *“'stars,” which
is likely to prove of more value to the oyster
business than any other discovery or invan-
tion of recenl date. Thomas Thomas, a
New Haven oyster planter and dealer, is
given credit for originating the devies,

1t eonsists of a mop, instead of 2 net, as
generally used, and without distarbing the
oysters it entangles the star fish and brings
them to the surface by thousands, The
contrivance runs over the oyster beds on
runners, which do not cause any great com-
motion. To the body of it are attached the
long threads or ropes of the mop. These
trail behind over the mop and are elutched
by the stars, which grasp and adhers to
everything of the sort with great tenacity.
They feel the fingers of the mop and clutch
them instantly, and will not let go, even
when heinf fifted by the hnxg'!ds from the
deep, until the mop is immersed in hot
waler, when they dm off, and the mop is
ready to take in another load.

Oystermen who bave used this device de-
clare that po invention so effective has been
found, and with it ten times more stars can
be eaught in & given time than through an
other means known. The mop dredges will
De a great helper in keeping the stars off the
o beds and preserving for ibe market

oysters now generally and so plentitully
started from this year's set.

The cold wave lowarsd the temperaturs in all
the States East of the Mississinpr River. The
mercury fell 153° or more in the New
Eogland States, and in Maino it was below
sero. Inthe Gull and South Atlantic States
there was threatoning weather, with rain.
