OFFICIALS IN TROUBLE.

GOVERNOR JACKSON, OF MARYLAKD, AND
OTHERS MAY BE INDICTED.

For Violating the United States Law Regu-
Iating the Carrying of Passengers on
Steam Vessels—The Peculinr Condition
of Affhirs That Confronts Them.

FPECIAL TELEGHAM TO THE DISPATOR!

Bavrtimorg, Dec. 27.—Governor Jack-
son and Commander Seth, of the ovster
navy, have unwittingly violated the United
States law reculating the carrying passen-
pors on steam vessels, by permitting more
ihan the licensed number on the State
steamers Governor McLane and Governor
Thomas, and the local steamboat in-
spectors have taken steps to bring the case
pefore the United States grand jury. This
charge will not canse the State nfficials
much coneern, from the fact that the yes
sels were at the time not servine the Siate,
but a private corporation,in which Governor
Juckson, Commander Seth and many other
leading politicians, Republicans and Demo-
crats, are interested,

The facts are these: Commander Seth is
the President of the Baltimore and Eastern
Shore Railroad Company, which eonnects
the Penipsula with Baltimore. Between
Claiborne and Bay Ridge the road carries
passengers across the bay by means of a
transport boat. Duoring the first week in
December the steamer broke down and the
company was in a dilemms. A steamer
was engaged to take her place, but she could
pot get there on time

It was then that a {elegram was sent to
Annapolis, asking the Governor to order
the Governor McLane down to car ssen-
gers nerose the bay. The officers of the ves-
sel, who were in Baltimore at the time, were
telegraphed for and made the bont subject
to the railroad compavy’s orders. For lour
days the McLane was used to transport pas-
sengers and freicht. Then the vernor
Thomas was broucht down frow the Chop-
tank river, where she was cruising for ovster
pirates, to assist the McLane,

coinage. We nave recognized silver in our
cireulution, and we want to be backed up by
Grea: Britain nod otber nations that have not
yet pted the ble standard. Then silver
would be restored to its former stutus, and I

| think the business of the world would be con-

siderably benefited thereby.

It would seem, therefore, from the present
financial situation, both here and abrond, that
there will soon be & growing demand for sliver
as a very expedient of the circulating
modinm,  In the Inrge field of haman concerns
which enter into that exoeedingly complex ar-

AXD IS PICKED UP SPEECHLESS.

Career of Oneof the Most Wonderful Men
of Modern Times,

HIS EXCAVATIONS OF ANCIENT TROY

[BY CABLE TO THE DISIATCH. )
BerLIN, Dee. 27.—Private dispatches
from Naples say Dr. Heinrich Schliemann
died there yesterday, He was found spesch-
less in the street and taken to his hotel,
where be soon passed away.

Dr. Heinrich Schliemann was s born
scholar, who followed his nxtural instinctd,

despite all obstacles of circumstance, with |

the iron perseversnce of a born fradesman.
He received his earliest inspiration to study
history and physiology from his father, a
Lutheran eclergyman in New Bueckow,
Mecklenburg ‘Schwerin German, Belore
his 10th year, be began to devote himself fo
the studies that made him famous in his
manhood.

He had & marvelous appetite for Greek
history and mythology, and he reand the
poems of Homer with such awidity and
keen sppreciation that the friends of hia
family prophesied for him a great future in
a university chair. Justat the close of his
14th year, however, his father lost his
property, the Schliemann family was almost
impoverished, and the embryonic professor
of Greek was obliged to sacrifice all his im-
mediate plans to become an apprentica to n
small r in Furstenpurg. There he
tied up Bundles, delivered vegetables, and
swept floors from 6 o’clock in the morning
till 11 at night. .

Misfortunes Came Fast.

One day near the end of the fifth year of
this drudgery young Schliemann strained
himself while trying to lift a great boxof
sugar, and was retired penniless by his
master. ' He rose from the consequent ill-
ness of several weeks to becowe a midship-
man on & sailing ship bound for a Vene-
zuelan port. Bad luck followed him, sud
in December, 1841, be was wrecked on the
Island of Sexell in the North Sea.

Agnin ill and penniless he was faken to a
hosrﬁt.al in Amsterdam. 8till plucky, he

resented himself, white and trembling
rom wenkness, & few weeks later
at the offices of the trading house
of F. O. Quien and ssked for work.
He got a place as errand boy with
the one advantage that the lightness of
bis duties left him much time for his own
use. With incessant industry snd amid
the most pressing hardships he learned to
read rapidly and wrote rairly well English,
French, Duteh, Spanish, Italian and Por-
tuguese, all this be did in two years and
then rose to the position of eorresponden.
and bookkeeper for B. H, Schroeder & Co,,
in Amsterdam,
Notn Large Salary.

The reward of his indussry aad lingnistic
ability was at first but $240 acoually and
later £400. In 1846 his firm sent him to St
Petersburg, for while in their bouse he had
jearned to speak, read and write Russian.
He remained there as their agent for 11
years, during ten of which he did business
on his own sccount. He added Bwedish
snd Polish to his cosmopolitan voeabulary
and in 1556 began his siudiea of new an

g e ho trovelel Alrouph!
0 years r. ] d - =
Sweden, Den Germany, Italy,

Greeee and Byria, His fortune grew so

in 1863 he was able to retire from trade with
all the money he needed to satisfy the am-
bition of his last 20 years. From that time
he devoted all his dgs to the study of
Greek archmology, e made at once his
first journey through Greece, passed on to
India, China and Japan and brought up in
Paris where he stopped to inerease with sall
his energy bis archsological knowledee.
He returned to Athens in 1868 to marry his
wile,

A Scholarly Greek Womnan
who became imbued with all his enthusi-
ssm, and aided him faithfully in bis subse-
quent researches. With 150 workingmen
he conducted from 1870 to 1882 his famous
searcn for the treasures of prehistoric ages.
He found relics of walls, stone implements,
bricks, brouse, arms, vessels of bone, bl;nz%
terra cotta and ivory, as well as of gold an
silver, and a considerable quantity of
jewels, He was confident be had found the
treasures of Priam.

In his first book on his discoveries he
maintained that the remains of Llium were
confined to the first six feet beneatn the
surface, and all the ruins below to a depta
of 5214 feet were prehistoric. The ruins
neath Llinm he divided into five groups,
representing five cities. In the second book
he added a sixth eity to this list. In both
books he drew the conclusion that the third
eity from the bottom was the Troy of
Homer. In his third book he took k
this opinion and identified

The Second City as Troy.

His books and the explorations they
record have long been the material of the
bitierest feuds between archeeologists, and
up to & few weeksago the “war about Troy,"”
as Dr. Schliemaun’s countrymen have
ealled it, wus still ragiog in Vienna and
Berlin circles, Dr. Sehliemann was the re-
cipient of the highest honors irom scientifio
men and associations throughout the world.
In Berlin many of the produects of his ex-
plorations have been collected under the
pame of “*Schliemana Museum.”’

Soon after he unearthed the five tombs of
kings at Myeenm he was elected in Eogland
to a fellowship of the Society of Antiqua-
ries snd to memberships o the Royal In-
stitute of British iteets and of the
Archmologieal 1nstitute, He was made a
Doctor of Philosophy by the University of
Tostoek, Doctor of Jurisprudence by Ox-
ford University, and honorary citizen of the
city of Berlin. Since 1871 he had lived al-
most constantly in Athens. His literary
works are “Ithaca, The Pellepounesus and
Troy,” “Trojan Antiquities,” ‘‘Mycensm,”
with a pretace by Gladstone; '*Llias,"” with

THE LYMPH IN CANCER.
EIGHT PATIENTS T0 TRY THE NEW
TREATMENT IN NEW YORK.

In Eanch Case the Disease Had Reached
Such s Stage That There Was no Hope in
Any Other Direction—A Systematic Stady
of the Effoots.

[EPECIAL TELEGRAM TO TIIE DISPATCH.|

NeEw Yomg, Dec. 27.—A systematic
course of trestment with Dr. Eoch’s lymph
cure was begun to-day in several cases of
eancer in the New York Cancer Hospital by
Dr. George F. Shrady, the consulting physi-
cian. Dr. Clement Cleveland and Dr. H,
0. Coe, of the hospital, assisted in the opera-
tions. Altogether eight patients, all of
them women suffering from cancer in iis
most virulent and advanced stages, were
inoculated.

The patients were selected becanse they
were inonrable by mesns known hitherto.
In several of the cases the disease had ex-
isted for three years. There were two pa-
tients inoculated who had exireme
epitheileoma of the face, extending over the
cheek and esr. Three patients bad internal
eanccr, two had cancer of the breast and
one,s girl of 16, had had lupus in the fucefor
three years. Each patisnt received one
milligram of » one per oent lymph solution.
The temperature of the patients will be re-
corded every two hours day and night.

It is Dr. Shrady’s purpose, hesays, to
learn in & short time whether the lymph
will cure or alleviate cancer. In the case
of the patient who was inocnlated by Dr.
Shrady 1o 81 Francis Hospital on Friday,
no reaction and no effect whatever has been
percelved. Another inoculation will be
made to-morrow,

At Bellevue Hospital a comparative ex-
amination of sputs of patients inoculated
with the Koch lymph has been begun. In
the ease of one patient, before inoculation
three baeilli were found in the feld
of examination, After the third injection
15 to 25 bacilli were present. The sputa had
increased to double the quantity. After the
fifth injection it d:miniu?hed in Juantity and
contained from five to ten bacilli. The
patient’s general condition was improved
and his appetite good.

In another case four basilli were found
after the frst injection; 50 to 100 aiter the
third injection, aud 40 to 60 atfer the sixth.
It is now ten days alter the first injection,
and the sputa is diminishing in guantity.
All the inoculated paticats have increased
in weight sinece the first injection was made,
This isrogarded as a strong premonition of
ultimate suceess of the inoculations in cases
of phthisis.

AND THE SUFFERING IS INTENSE

Among the Destitute Families of That Un-
Jucky Territory.

THE DISTRESS IS SOMBTHING AWFUL

{EPECIAL TELEGRAM TO THE DISFATOH.1

ToPEEA,KAX., Dee.27.—When thousands
of anxious settlers were eamped along the
sonthern border of Kansas, anxiously await-
ing the President's proclamation opening
Oklahoma to settlement, they did not dream
of the want and suffering which were
80 soon to overtake them in their promised
land. The grand rush in there was inspired
by a desire to get into a paradise, The
opening of the territory was so late that no
crops could be planted that year. In 1889
nothing was raised in the way of food for
stock or settlers and everything consumed
had to be shipped in from the surrounding
States. During the fall and summer a year
ago thonsands of acres were prepared forthis
year’s crops, miles of prairie land being
turned over for the first time, and that
gpring all were hopeful of a fruitfol harvest.

Until June 15 prospects were flattering,
but scon the hot winds from the barren
plains on the south swept over the country,
withering and blighting every vestige of
green, The pioneers had starvation staring
them 1.? the face. The Congressionsl ap-
propriafion was soon exhausted, and now
that winter is here the people of Oklahoma
are in o deplorable condition.

Terrible Picture of Suffering.

Suffering 15 not confined to the rural dis-
tricts, but to thousands who are tryiog lo
live in the half dozen citien and towns,
Many of these have come in from the coun-

to get employment. Ed P. Greer, editor
of the Winfield Courier, and hall ownerof
the Guthrie Capifol, is in this ecity and
talked of the destitution of the people of
Oklahoms. He said:

“There are hundreds of men begging about
the streetaol Guthrie for work, willing to do
anything to buy food for their hungry chil-
dren. The same condition exists at Okla-
homn City and Kingfisher, It could not
be otherwise, for nothing has been produced
in the Territory since the opening, buta
little eotton and a fair crop of turnips.
Everything sold in the stores comes from
-outside and prices are high.”

He told of a-dozen individual cases of
sufferingz. When the Territory was opened
Isaac Phanisi’n well-to-do larmer of Cowley
county, sold his farm and went to Guthrie,
going out seven miles and squatting on a
claim in May, 1889, He took with him an
agricultural outfit and household furniture.
He was too late to plant a crop that year,
but built a house, broke up prairie land
and in the fall sowed wheat. He had
enough money to ecarry him thromgh last
winterand put in his crop last spring.

Reduced to Abject Poverty.

The hot winds in July burned up his
crops, His horses died and he sold his
cows at a sacrifice. His Cowley county
friends are sending him visions to live
on this winter. His children are without
ghozs, like thousands of other children
this winter.

Several days a woman with three
Fe northbound train st Winfield. She
took the street oar jor the Southern Kansas
depot, and when the conductor asked her
“was trying to get to ber former hbme, hav-
ing lost her all in Oklshoma. She had left
her husband behind without a dollar, They
had been hungry for months, and had only
had $3 in money during the Tast year to buy
necessaries.

These are not exceptional cases. TUnlesa
immediate aid is furoished the people of
that Territory, many who are unable to get
away, will starve, In the early history of
the Western country there has not been such
destitution as now prevails in Oklaboma,
The territory block, chiseled out of the
interior of the Indisn Territory, is
surrounded by barren wastes. On the north
is the Cherokee Strip,over 30 miles wide; on
the east, south and west, the Territory
proper. Within the bounds of Oklahoma
Territory are 40,000 persons, three-fourths of
rnom are in need of proper food and cloth-

ng.

NEW LAWS FOR EANSAS

Embodled in a Report of a Special Legisla-
tive Committee,

ToreEkA, KAN., Dec. 27.—The commit-
tee appointea st the last session of the Leg-
islature to revise and certify the existing
laws of Kansas has completed its labors, and
yendered its report to Governor Humphry
this morning. Faollowing are the most im-
portunt changes proposed:

Providing for free public works; the elec-
tion of lroad commissioners; s Staie
Board of Charity; making s reduction in
the salary of county officers; the taxing of
actusl values of property and limiting
the privilezes of State banks in the follow-
ing particulars: Providing for the organi-
zation and incorporation of banks with
a capital stock of not less
than §10,000, 60 per cent of which
shall be paid io when  busioess
is begun. These banks are prohibited from
loaning money on real estate or engaging
in trade or commerce. The bill imposes
heavy penalties for receiving deposiis
when the bank is in an
insolvent  condition; provides for
a safe cash reserve to be slwavs kept on
hand; prohibits the declaring of dividends
when the eapital has become impaired and
provides for the dissolution of the associa-
tion by the District Court upon demand of
owners of two-thirds of the capital,

The bill also provides for the appoint-
ment of a bank commissioner, by whom
examinations of all State banks shall be
made at least once each year, and to whom
all such banks shall report at least four
times each year and ofteoer, if uired,
and that all fees received by him for ex-
amlinng banks, filing reports, eto., shall be
paid into the Stute Treasury.
