of each contest-nt. 1 expect tosee the
natiooal interest in the fight at an exciting
point s few durs belore the coutest takes
place, and if it is not one of the best kind of
battles that we have had thousands of people
will vedisappointed. Well.the great question
is: Who isgoing to win? I havealready been
esked that question scores of times and 1am
free to confess that an answer is not casy to
get. that is, an amswer that one ecan with
some amount of sufety reiv upon., Al first
sight it would seem that Fitz-immonseonld
not very well lose the battle, but if we be-
stow a litile thoognt awd refléntion on the
matier we will soon find that his task is not
#o ensy ns we would ar first think itto be.
It is guite true tnat evervthing is o favor
of the Australian and should Dempsey de-
teat him be, Dempser, will esrtainly prove
himself & very remarkable pugzilist or Fits-
simmone will turn out to be very muach in-

The Australian bas been mure or Iess before
the public for ten vears, and Jduring that time
bas bhad quite a busy and vietorious time of i
He made bis first appearance as an amateur,
&od won the amateur bexing tournament pro-
moted by Jem Mace in New Zealand. He
kuocked out five men in one evening, and won
» gold watch. The same evening he bad a “set-
to"" with Herbert Slade, and we are told be had
the better of the big Maorl. But whether he
hiad or net, the {act remains that be proved him-
salf to be a vory pood man, He then became &
professional, amd he very svon begau to win
money and fame ax a grod middle-weight pugi-
iist under London prize riug rules, Inramd
succession he defeated Arthor Cooper, J. Maor-

by amod Jiw Crawford, and then he
eft New Zealand and went 1o Sifiney. At
the latter place he defeated Brunsmead
in two rounds, Brunsmeaa being
2 pocods heavier than Fitzsimmons, The lat-
ter continued to wad to his list of victories, de-
festing among others Jim Hall, champion mid-
dle-weigl: of Australia, and Starlight, the col.
ored chimmpion., Hall was kpocked outin five
rounds and Starlizht in nioe,  Of course we all
know how easily Fitzsimmons defsated Billy
MeCarihy befote the Usiifornia Atbletic Cluob,
and Arthur Upham before the Aundobon Club.
Alzngetber Frirssimmons bas an excellent re-
nord, and it goes a very long way towand prov-
ing that he 1ea yrreat puogilist in his class, 1
may here remark that previoos to his coming
to the United Siates his fighting weight was |48
pounds, So that when be mests Dempsey he
will likely be =ix pounds heavier than when Me
seored his victories In Australia, There 15 one
very imporiant fact connected with the career
o!

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A Few Words Abou: Dempsey.

It is not necessary for me to say muca abont
Demnpsey as his career is very well kuown to
every American patron and admirer of the
“mwanly art.” He has a very briiliant record pe-
biod bim and it is only warnished by owe delear,
Of course there are many victorious connected
with his name that were only fotur-round glove
stcouniors ana a ten-round glove contegt with
Dominick MeCaflrey., Dempses’s viciory over
McCaffrey. if sach it was, goesa very shore way
with m», asd only proves that Dempeey is véry
sotive and artful. Were be to do no more tight-
ing agaiost Fitzsimmons than he did agaiost
Melallrey he could 2ot by any means defeat
the Australian, Dempse) s defeat by La Blunche
was not +0 much of a fleke as many people im-
agwne, because the latter was doing just
us muach fighting as  Dempsey was,
right up o the time whon the alleged
chanee biow was delivered. But it was no
chance blow becanse La Elanche had made sev-
ezal attempt to *dand” that blow befure he
succeeded. Altogether then, it i5 ressonable
to say that Dempeey and La Blanche are & very
even »ur. Personially 1 holdl Dempsey to be
slightly the better of the two, but only siightly.
Dempsey will likely weizh about 148 pounds
when be mests Famsimmons, becauss that is
about bis best welght. According to accounts

The question of the suspension of » number
of wheelinen for an allezed violation of mma-
teur rules has narrowed itsel! down to one of
paying the expenses of an amatens whila train-
ing for an event. Two or thrée weeks acol
contended that this was the only question at
issue, and I also argued that the payment of
training expenses was something wery much
akin to professionalism and certainly led in
that direction. Toallintents and purposes 1
can see little or no difference Letween “‘keep-
ing” an amateur for an evant and “keeping™ a
professionns for ove, I dou't complain about
the “keeping” part, bui 1 do complain about
our amateur friends wh. rlm. themselves 59
very [ar above professionals adopting the meth-
ods of the latter, and I repeat that “keeping”
an amateor for any oven. I8 equal w a
party of men “keeping” a spnuter for a
Sheffizld handicap or a rower for a big A,
President Davol and his organization, the 1. A,
W., has been severely criticiseda for the suspen-
sions, but Mr. Davel has made outa very
case in reply to his censurers. 1 give an ex.
tract from a letter written by him, and I think
it fully shows tha* he had good redson for act-
ing as be did. and it also shows that the ques-
tion of paying training expenses must be defi-
nitely dealt with, He says: “Ihe L. A W,
amateur ru’'e says: "An amateur isone who
haspeverengaged in = * * ‘gyoling » & =
for money, or uther remuneration.” Agaln it
says: ‘A‘'eyclist ceases to be an amateur by
engaging in ‘eycling * * * a5 a meansof
obtuining & livelinood.” Rule G saysihat an
amateur can receive from his elub his entrance
fees and nctual pecessary travellng cxremu w0
represent them at & race mesting, and furcher
says that the elub mus: obtain sunction to pa:
such expenses; {alling go to do the amatear wlﬁ
be suspended if ho receives such payment.
This rule only allows payment to attead a race
meeting. As yo. well know, your
committes of last spring objected o A, A, U,
clubs belng compelled to ask my permission to
pay the expenses of their eycling members to
attend race meetings, and upon the adoption
of the now famous resolutions (sald resolutions
distinetly ferbidding payment of expenses at
any other tive than when going To and from
and ip attenaance at competitions) I guve in,
and added the closing words of rule G, which
sate that A. A. U, ciubs need mot apply for
permission to pay expeuses of their cycling
members, and that amateurs riding for A. A,
L. clubs will not be liable to suspension for re-
ceiving their expeases to repressnt their clubs
at rave meetings. It was perfeetly plain to all
of us last spring. We all understood it at that
time, and all do now, except my friend Curtis

Pay-
ment af expenses at any other time 18 a viola-
tian of our aweatenr rule. Every eyolist in the
United States is judged by said rule, and al-
thourh A A. U. clubs are exempt from the
‘epecial sanction’ clause and their riders are
cxempt from sus on under such clause, it
does not give them the right to receive pay-
ment of expenses at all times. Your resoln-
slons are very clear upon the expouse guestion,
and if the A. A. U. bas not ‘sand’ egough to

enlforce them and punish clubs that have vio-
luted, I shall lose my high opinion of the
union.”™

The Lineofn School Trouble to Be Set-
tled in & Judicial Way,

PETITION FILED BY TAE PARENTS.

Judge White Winds Up a Little Case That
Has Made Big Costs,

IESTERDAY IN THE COUNTY COUETS

A petition signed by George W. Me-
Cutebeon and other residents of the Lincoln
sub-school distriet, Twenty-first ward, ask-
ing for the removal of the school directors of
the distriel, was filed in the Quarter Ses-
sions Court yesterday. The directors are
Dr. George M¢Neil, 8. W, Jeffries, K. W,
Thompson, A. H. Edwards, J. W. Greist
snd J. H, Cook, '

In the petition it is stated that there is
one large school building in the distrios,
koown as the Lincoln sehool, on Lincoln
avenue. It will mecommodsate from 950 to
1,000 scholars, Recently the directors
erected a small, inferior building of four
tooms, on Lewington avenue, at theen-
trance end of the district, near the city line.
It is located in the open eountry, and will
accommodate about 160 scholars. In Sep-
tember, 1890, the directors, without legal
authority, divided the district into two un-
equal parts by drawiog an imaginary line

in the district. The line is about one-tmird
:cmthoumln school un.nthohnlnnm_:

On November 24 they notified Princioal

Greaves to expel from the Lincoln school all
the scholars In.rooms No, 1 and Na, 2 heing in
the Eastern district. It wsa directed that they

must go to the Le school if they went
anywhere. As a t 112 children, botween
the ages of six yeurs and 12 years, were put out
of the Lincoln school.

Theaction of the directors, it is stated, was
without reason, unjust and arbitrary. The
Linecaln schoal would hold all the children, and
bad io it from 90 vo J00 chilaren who did not
live In the aistrict. Thirty or 40 of them do not
even live 1o the Twenty-first ward. Three days
before the expulsion of the children thers
were 20 vacant seats{n the building. Three
teachers have been ped since then on ac.
count of the falllmg off in attendance.
Lemingtoo schoo! is two -miles from the Lin-
eoln school, and 18 located in rongh, o) coun.
try. The roads were so rough and unbroken in
the winter waather that the little children
The dirgstora icis ciaimed,

o directors, it med, have been
of official misconduct, BE::I in nmmln‘gmt]ﬁ
gn\rqr of the Central of Education in
ividing the distriot into two unequal parts,
aud, in effect, estabhshing an independent
h i for exelading 112 small
children from the Lincoln school, which, in
effect, prevents them attending school (:t all
during the winter months,

In conclusion it 18 asked that the seats of the
defendant directors be deciared wacant, and
others appointed in their stead. Thirty-four
signatores were attached to the petition. The
Conrt issued a rule on the airectors requiring
them to show cause why they should not be re-
moved. January 17 was fixed for a hearing.
