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MR, OLVER SILENT,

The Pittsburg and Western President
Will Neither Affirm Nor Deny
That the B, & 0. Road

HAS GAINED CONTROL OF HIS LINE.

Local Railroad Men and Shippers Believe
the Keport Is True, and Point
Out Advantages,

B. & 0. OFFICERS REFUSE T0 TALK

But Tucitly aad Freely Admit There 'Is Foundation for
the Etatement

President Harry W. Oliver, Jr.,, of the
Pittsburg and Western Raliroad, returned
from Baltimore last evening where, as
stated in & telegram to THE DisPATCH of
vesterday, he completed the deat by which
the Baltimore and Obio road secured con-
wrol of his line.

Mr. Oliver sprained his foot about four
weeks ago, and be now walks with erutehes.
As be painfully limped out of the depot, he
was nsked for some further detsils of the
transaction,

“How did you know I was coming home
on this 1raiu?" he inguired. **What has
been published in the Pittsbure papers? I
read something sbout it in & New York
paper to-day."”

The 1elesram which appesred in THE
DisPATCHE was carefully recited to him,
but Mr, Oliver said nothing. He smiled as
be walked along, with mothing but the
steady plink-plunk of kis crutches 1o be
heard, and the silence becoming irksome he
was asked point blank if such a deal had
been made.

Not at Liberty to Talk.

“I wounld like to te!ll you what I know,
but 1 cau't talk about it.” be answered.
*“You koow I sm a man of few words,” and
be stopped.

“I'he public, then, can take it for granted
thai the deal was completed?” the reporter
snggested.

“*Ob, ne,” he replied. “'You can't get me
into sueh a trap as that. I won't say
whether it is troe or not, and that is all that
can be said at present.””

President Oliver in the past has always
been frank with newspaper men, and when
similar reports were published be promptly
degied them. In this case it therefore cer-
tainly looks as il such a movement were on
joot, if, indeed, the Baltimore and Ohio bad
not secured sormal eontrol of the road.

The anpouncement of the deal aid not
produce muek excitement in railroad circies.
Most railroad men bere, who are on the in-
gide, have expected it Onpe stated that the
Baltimore and Ohio bad practically secured
control of the road six years aco. Both
yonds have been a mutusl help to each
other, apd their relations bhave been at al!
timies very close.

T'arallel Lines In Course of Constroction.

The Baltimore apd Ohio is now engaged
in building a branch from Akron to Chieago
Junetion, where it will conneet with the
main line. This branch will run parailel
with the Pittsturg, Akron and Western
whick is aleo in the process of construetion,
and railrond wen have often wondered why
two parallel branches should be built when
the surrousding country will bardlysupport
one,

The Pittsbury and Western terminntes  at
ALren, and withgibe completion of the link

o Chicago Juaction 1t gives the Baltimore
and Ohio road a through line trom New
York to Chieago by way of Pitisburg and at
least 100 miles shorter than the present
route. This has always been the dream of
Sceond Vice President Thomas M. King,
anod it is through his untiriog energy that
tbe soheme was fnally accomplished.

What changes in local management the
new condition of things may make are
questions for the future.

The advantages to Pittsburg of another
through and direct line 1o the West are ap-
parest on the surface. This city has been
diserimioated against in freight rates for
vears, and at times better tarifls could be se-
cured from the seaboard to the far West than
trom Pittsburg, which is 300 miles in the in-
terior. The Baltimore snd Ohio, by way of
ite roundabout route 10 Chicago, has always
done what it could to remedy existing evils,

Many Points of Interest in the Dark.

1t is stated that the Baltimore aud Obio
will keep the Wheeling division for local
traffic and as part of its line to Cipcinnati
apd the South, President Oliver was asked
concerning this rumor, but his refusal to
1alk leaves wapy pointe of interest in the
dark.

Pittaburg shippers were jubilant yester-
dur when they bheard that the long-locked-
for move on the part of the Baltinore and
Onio had been made suoccessfully. Every-
bodr knows that such o deal hax been con-
templated for vears, and recently it was re-
poried that the Pittsburg and Western bad
passed into the bands of the Baltimore and
Ohio, but President Oliver promptly denied
it. All sorte of rumors have from time to
time been published which raised the hopes
of loox] =hippers, but they bad no substun-
tial foundasion.

Not long ago the Baltimore and Ohio con-
tewplated running through passenger truins
from Philadelphin, Baltimore and Wash-
ington over the Junction road to the Pitts-
burg sod Westers, and theoce to Chiesgo,
but the negotistions were broken off. Such
an arrapgement can be made pow, aond it
will help the passeoger business of the pic-
turesque route out of Pittsburg,

Many side Rumors in the Ailr.

Any pumber of rumors were flying around
vestenda¥ over the announcement ol the
sleorpiion of the Pittsburg and Western
by the Baltimore and Ohio. At Beaver

POSTOFFICE MONTHLY REPORT.
Recelpts and Disbursements in the Money
Order Departinent.

The monthiy postoffice report shows that
in the money order office the receipts
smounted to $220,531 20, while the dis-
bursements, including & remittance of §133,-
490 91 to Philadelphia, amounts to $220,-
531 20. The letter mail for the month
shows 55 078 pounds of letters tied; 2,753,900
letters distributed; 14,233 pounds of trunsit
letters recerved; 711,650 transit letters dis-
tributed; 2,042 250 drop letters; 88 836 as the
daily average of letters aistributed, snd
105,919 as the daily average, excluding
Sundaye. This is a gain of 7 per cent over
Jaruary, 1890,

The paper mail shows 45,951 pounnds of
drops, 168,278 pounds of second cluss mat-
ter, 76,797 pounds of transit and 291,026
pounds distributed, amounting to 1,746,156
picces, This is a gain of 10 per centas
compared with Jannary, 1890.

= Saturday night socials were o great feat-
ure of this club. Ou these occasions the
pleasant gurgle of lager beer was enhanced
by sweet straios from the mouth organs—
Bacchus and Pan, those sancy gods, were
worshiped in the most approved classic
fashion. Oceasionally the devotees wonld
send up preos of praise in voices more 're-
markable for power than purity.

No Taste for Classical Amusements.

WILL FINISH T0-DAY.

The Ship Cabal Commission Meets
This Morning to Arrange for

PRESENTATION OF ITS REPORT.

A Very Voluminous Docament, and Full
of Valuable Details.

DESCRIPTION OF THE ROUTE SELECTED

The Ship Canal Commission will meet to-
day in Captain John A, Ward’s office and
make final arrangements for presenting its
report on the feasibility of the project to the
Legislature.

The duty of bearing the report to Harris-
burg will be delegated to Eben Brewer, of
Erie, who has acted as Secretary to the
Commission.

The report is understood to be nearly com-
pleted, It will be printed in pamphlet
form, and wounld fill three pages of THE
DispaTcH. It has been compiled with the
greatest care, and in wery great detail, so
that any question which might be asked in
eonnection with the subject can be answered
from the pages of the report.

Mr. Goodwin has furnished a quautiiy ot
valuable statistics with special reference to
railroad rates to snd from points which
will come within the radius of supply of
the canal.

Opposition in View From Rallroads.

It is expected that the various roads will
meet the project with aggressive hostility,
and the commission proposes in ils report
to thoroughly inform the Legislature on
every point on which the railroads could
make any pretense of opposition.

The route which the commission will
suggest as being the most feasible, runs in a
slightly winding line from Conneant, cross-
1ng the State line at a point opposite James-
town and thenee to Bharpsville, passing to
ths west of Bharon and Middlesex, Pulaski,
New Castle to Rochester. At this point
the canal ends and the Ohio is reached.
The report contains the most complete
details of every foot of this route and full
illustrations are afforded by a profile sketch
of the country, and a plan showing the line,
The profile sketeh shows that the whole line
of eountry between Rochester and Connenut
is practically flat, and that there are no en-
gineering difficulties at all to be sur-
mounted. The cost of this work is esti-
mated to be 25,000,000, and the opinion of
the commission is that it can be constructed
in four years.

The report also covers the alternate routes.
One is from Erie in a winding direction to
Conneautville, thence to the State line,
which it crosses, and returns in a loop.
Thenece it travels eastward to Shaw's Land-
img and the upper waters of the Alleaheny
river. From Franklin the river is utilized.

A Longer but a Cheaper Line,

This line is about three miles loager than
the proposed route, but it is reporied as
having the advantage of am ample water
supply and costing less to construct.

1t is not considered atall likely that the
State will undertake the work, but the com-
mission will ask for the appointment of a
committes to tnke the matter in charge. It

is considered likely that this committee will
present the matter to  the Federal Govern-
ment, and seek its aid ineffectiog some plan
whereby the canal may be built. Mr.
Brewer, when last in town, expressed the
opinion that the public should nndertake
the matter of construction, and he says he is
prepared with figures to demonstrate that
any company formed with that object would
be's finnncial concern of assumed stability.
The possibilities of what trade the canal
might expect is fully set forth in the report.
Al the meeting of the commission to-day
final arrangements will be made for pre-
senting the report, Addeads bave been
pouring in from individual members of the
commission from day to day, and this bas
delayed the printing.

1t'is expected that Mr, Brewer will be io-
structed to proceed to Harrisburg about the
end of this or early next week.

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THE WORK FOR THE ELECTRIC.

Mr, Westinghouse and His Assistants Push-
ing on With Confidence—The Stockhold-
ers Looked to for Bubscriptions to Comn-
plete the 40,000 Shares—What They Say
of the Prospects.

The movement in readjusting the affairs
of the Westinghonse Electric Company goes
on with repewed impetus on account of the
return of Mr. Westinghouse Saturday from
the East, Spefial attention it is said will be
given thisweek tosecuring the co-operation of
the stockholders. The liberality of so many of
the ereditors in taking stock for their claims
and their practical unanimity in re/rainiog
from legal proceedings, gives another full
month for perfecting arranzements, as even
if any were diaposed to enter sunit now a
month wouid have to clapse before judg-
ment. Batthe officers of the company say
that there is every disposition among the
creditors to promote rather than retard the
negotiations and that if the stockholders do
their part the cosnst will be immediately
clear. The course of Mr. Westinghouse, who
put up about $1,500,000 of his own property
as collateral for the company, is stated to
have had a powerful influence in the East.
It was taken as evidenee of his faith in the
fature of the company.

The Stockholders Expected to Help,

The upward movement in the stock on
Baturday upon the Exchaoge and the pur-
chase through the week were regarded on
Fourth avenue as a satisfactory sign.

Mr. Westinghouse's Faith in Success.

There was fresh talk on Saturdsy of pro-
posals being made by the other electric com-
panies to the Westinghouse interest with a
view to amalgamation. A reporter asked one
of the officers of the Westinghouse Electric
Company as to these, He was ‘answered:
“Mr. Westinghouse has all the time been
in a position to make terms which to him-
sell would be advautageons, but .his heart
and mind are wholly set upon making this
company a suceess of itsell. He wishes it
to come. out with profit for all the stock-
holders. He showed this by putting up his
money when others were inelined to let
things go. Even the cold water from the
sAdvisory Committee did not deter him. In
place of letting the company go into an
assignment, whereby the creditors and
stockholders both wonld have lost all or
much, and a profitable business been
destroved, his pluck has brought matters to
a shape where the stockholders themselves
are now in a position by moderate assistance
on their part in ukiughprxurrul stock to
start the concern on s cash basis.”

“What did the subsoribers to the guaran-
tee fund do since the Eastern subscription?"
Preferred Stock Taken by the Guarantors.

“All of them bave not yet been seen, but
about $£200,000 of the preferred stock has
been taken by some of them. Others who
have been waiting are expected to subscribe
this week to at least the amount they volun-
tarily offered at the start. When this is
done, and the stockholders have been heard
from, the em ment will be wholly
removed. There will be no danger of the
absorption of the works by other concerns or
their removal ‘from Pittsburg.

From 185 to 41 Ponnds, When

DEATH ENDS A FIVE-MOXTHS’ FAST.

An Injury to the Spine Paralyzes the
Digestive Organs, and

HE DIES SLOWLY FROM STARVATION

The thinoest man in Allegheny county,
and probably in the worid, died yesterdny
at the Allegheny General Hospital,

In the early part of last September Mich-
ael Delano, a stalwart Italian laborer, was
injured by a fall of earth while digging in
a trench. His employers, Dunn & Hast-
iogs, sent him to the hospital, where it was
found that the man’s spine was severely in-
Jured, and that his body below the waist
was paralyzed. The case appeared hope-
less from the first, but every exertion was
made to excite the activity of the nerves
centering in the spine. Eleetricity was
used, but without any apparent effect, and
the man entered npon a five months' siege,
where death calmly invested the citadel of
life, and patiently waited for the capitula-
tion which was sure to come.

When Delano entered the hospital in
September he weighed 183 pounds, He
was 5 feet 104 inches in height, very mus
cular and well proportioned, When he
died yesterday he weighed buot4l pounds.
He was literally nothing but skin and boue.
Every portlonot the framework stood out
with startling distinetness; the joints
appeared entirely out of proportion, while
the prominence of the ribs gave the trunk
the appearance of a cage fitted for & bird of
carrion. The skin clung tightly to the
bones, and the stomach lay so flat that the
outline of thespine could be traced through
it. The face was pinched and bore a weary
expression, but the hair elustering on the
forehead, the mustache and beard sofiened
its harshness and Jent it some degree of
roundness. The skin was waxy and skinny,
and locked like the nt on an old
and often-used drum. The eorpse, as it lay
in the morgue, looked unreal, and was sug-
gestive of the chamber of horrors in a
wax-work show,

The immediate cause of Delano’s death
was simply starvation. The digestive or-
gans were paralyzed and utterly unable to
perform their duties, and us a resunlt no fond
would assimilate. For five moaths De-
lano’s lamp of life was fed by his reserve
stock of flesh and blood, assisted by astrong
vitality. When that was consumed, the
flame flickered feebly and sank to a spark,
which quickly faded ont. The fact that
Delano suffered but littie pain prevented
any heavy drafls trom tbat cause upon his
vital forees.

Corover MeDowell will hold an inguest
on the body this morning, after which it
will be interred in St. Mary’s Cemetery, as
Delano was a Catholie. far as is known
Delano had no relatives or friends in this
country, and Messrs. Dunn & Hastiogs, his
