FREIGHT AGENTS MAKE X0 PROMISES

The Wibash the First Rosd to Abanden Its Pittsburg
Freight (o,

The iron manufacturers of the Mahoning
sod Sheusngo wvalleys made anmother bold
sirike for & reduction in freight rates yester-
dary.

Not long ago the furnacemen asked the
raliroads to cut the rate qu coke. and this
time it is the makers of merchant iron who
want chzaper transporiation for their prod-
ucts east jand west bound. The present
rate from Youngstown to Chicago on manu-
faotured iron wurticles is 15 cents; the manu-
facturers requested that one-third be taken
off, which would make it 10 cents,

As the rates to New York are based on the
Chicago tariffs, a proporiionate reduccion
would have to be made tothe metropolis
sud intermediate points. The demsnd was
made before the sssembled Pittsburg and
Youngstown committees atthe Mononga-
bels House, and its suddenness fairly took
the breath ol the freight agents, who saw s
slice of fut profits dwindle away, ifit were
done.

Prompt Ohjection by an Agent.

Oune of the agents promptly objected that
such a reduction would wpecessitate a west-
bound raie ot 1214 cents from Pittsbure, to
correspoud with the eut ;

The Matoniog and Shenango Valley Iron
Manpuiacturers’ Association was represeated
by part of the Executive Board, cousisting ot
President H. O. Bonunell, J. J. Builer,
Jawes Neilsop, George D. Wick, Frank
Bahl, Sharon, and H. E. Passavant, Secre-
tary. These geutiemen told the freight
egents that the trade in merchant iron was
depressed through no fanlto: the manulac-
turcrs, and under present conditions they
couid not afford to pay the freizht rates pre-
vailing, They asked for the reduction
oo the ground that the trade demanded it.
Afier the meeting the agents were enter-
tained at dinner by the iron representatives,

When Becretary Passavant was asked
what reply the agents made to the request,
he smiled and said: 4

Sat Still and sawed Wood.

“Did you ever know railroad men to say
csoything? They sat there, listened and
sawed wood, 1 used to ben the rallroad buosi-
ness mreelf, but 1 am oo the other side of the
fence now.

“Itis true,” Mr. Passavaut answered, “that
the Pittsburg iron woun Lave not asked fora
cat, but they will reap the benefit of our hard
work. Pittsburg is fortunate in being situated
at the mouth of the coke and iron industries,
Bosides, our product in the valleys is principally
merchant iron, and little of it 1s made in this
citr, Zug & Co. 18 about the only firm
that manulactores erchant iron ex-
tersively m Pittshorg, If cthe reductions
are made, however, Pittsbargers will be belped.
We stand togetier in the valleys and make the
fighz, get all the™blame for kicking and othera
divide the benefits with ua Coming over from
Cleveland the other day, & prominent iron man
frow sbis city wighed to me LLat the Pitsburg
manulacturers could Le held together with
such barmony as they are lo the valleyn.

THE COLD WAVE ARRIVED.

It Was Somewhnt Delayed, but It Didn't
Pass Us By.

Yestarday people in this city experienced all
kinds of weather, from a baliny spring-like
morning, thermometer markine 50° toalmost a
cylone and a temperature of 26° above zero at
§ o'clock last might. People whose specific
gravity was not great were in danger of being
blown over the ralling of the bridzes on boath
Allegheny and Monoogahela rivers, and as §7
per cent of the race bave a streak of superso-
tion running through them, there were few who
did not think of the groundhog. The drop av-
eraged two degrees an hour and it sees 1o
have been much tho same over saveral bundred
miles of territory. The declination was 2°at
Clilcago and LaCrosse, 233° at Davenport, Keo-
kuk avd Springfield, and from 10 to 14° at otner
Western pointa. But it started at a lower
range out West, and the mercury stood io ihe
moming all the way from zero in Chicago to
2% below at St. Vincent.

The cold wave billed for Monday was de-
flected and went north via Port Huron and
Detroit, but we will cet a fair show for ice, and
the Signal ®ervice officials expected a fall to
10° degrees above zero here by this moruing.
Lt is possible we may get some naturally-made
toe yet worth speaking of. There has been no
guod ice cut hereabouts this winter notwith-
standing somo people ecall it a hard one. Not
much snow is expected. While 1t is tile
that the rivers may freeze thian winter, it isn't
likely unless we get & long cold spell, as they
alm pretiy well up and ice will not form read.

He was as well supplied with rubber
stamps as & porcupine is with quills, and
when asked who he was be produced one of
these handy articles and stamped on a card:

MICHAEL MURVHY,
Buvcessful Issue of the
Btruggle.

He rattled off in an incoherent manner
something about robbery, evictions, stealing
s country, ete., but neither head mor tail
could be made of what he was trying to say.

Throne of the King of Glory.

After several minutes of his lingo, the
meaning of which was known only to him-
self, he beeame tragie, and with the stride of &
third-rate actor, appreached the table, pro-
duced another rubber stamp, and declaring “I
show who I am!" stamped on the card:

MICHAEL MURPHY,
King of Glory.

Asxked whers his throme was located, he pro-
duced a bag from which tumbled some of the
finest and rarest old coins, valued at hundreds
of dallars. Coins of every nation were fonnd,
and the man declired that in every one of those
nations he bas a throne, but bis greatest throne
awalts him afrer death.

“Enewies of my country,” sald he, “can lis
and steal, can drive meaway from old Ireland,
but from my throne never., It s my honest
nume, and my throne, and no scoundrel can rob
me of that."

REGISTER OF SINNERS.

Marks and Cash Left by Criminals at the
Mayor's Offico—Great Work in the First
District—Enormous Increase Over the
Preceding Year.

Chief Clerk Robert Ostermaier yesterday
completed the annual report of the Mayor’s
office for the fiscal year ending January 31,
1801, It shows the total receipts of the
office in have been §73,702 48, or an increase

WORK OF THE MOUND BUILDERS.

Interesting Lecture by Prof. Putman, the
Renowned Archmologist,

An audience of culture and refinement, com-
posed of the representative educational, pro-
fessional ana scholarly element of the com-
wunity, filled the handsome Bellefield Presby-
terian Church last evening to listen to the ¢m-
inent archmologist and Hurvard professor, F.

Alleghény Board of Conmtrol Take
Aflirmative Aection and

TEACHERS WILL GRT MORE MOXNEY,

Discussion Became General and Took a
Very Wide Bcope.

OTHER BUSINESS OF THE EDUCATORS

Allegheny’s Board of Sehool Conirol did
itself proud last night by ioereasing the
salaries of the teachers in every department
of the schools.

The movement started by the teachera
some timeago proved highly successful, and
though there was some opposition, the idea
gathered strength as it moved along, and
eack succeeding vote more strongly lavored
living salaries. -

The report of the Committee on Teachers
and Salaries recommended that the salaries
of the assistant teachers in the High School
should be fixed at §700 per year each. Mr
Trimble moved to amend by makiog the
salaries §756 per month. Thisstarted a dis
eussion that lasted for over an hour and
called out all the force forand against an in-
crease,

Dr. McMullen said it was a correct theory
that experience gives qualifications, Teach-
ers with experience were better than those
without, and they should get better salaries.
He followed out this line of argument quite
exhaustively, making a solid stand for his
views in the matter.

An Amendment to the Schedale.

Mr. McMullen—I am opposed to the
schedule offered and have a substitute to
offer. The hours of work do not warrant
any more salary than the teachers are now

receiving. As to experience, it is not ex-
periece, but work that we want. The High
Behool is a unistic el t, anyhow.
Ninety per cent of the pupilsin it are the chil-
dren of people able to ed them at any
academy they see fit. It Is mot a school to
educata poor people’s children in. It i4 anor-
nament to the city aud is like a bracelet on a
lady's arm, with the teachers for the bangles,
The teacllers of the ward schools do more work
and deserve more pay than the School

teachers,

In conclusion Mr. McMallen offered a substi-

tute for the schedule presented, fixing the

ries of teachers of three years' experience
at #0680 per year, and thoseof less than three
yaars at A yoar.

Mr. Trimble—The High School is a school of
the people, and thers 18 vo fear of it drifting
from its moorings. The teachers shoald get

DOUGH 'IN THE FIRE.

| Bonistalli & Bisi’s Maccaroni Factory

Totally Destroyed.
FLAMES REACH ACEOSS A STREET.

Tosses Will Aggregate Nearly Thirty-Six
Thoasand Dollars.

SUPPOSED TO HAVE BEEN INCENDIARY

The macesroni factory of Bonistalli &
Bisi, at 1148 Penn avenue, was totdlly de-
stroyed by fire lust night. The loss is esti-
mated at trom §51,000 to $36,000, n all
of which is covered by insurance.

The firm has only occupied the building
about thres months, huving moved there
from No. 9 Market square. The building
was lormerly oceupied asa flour and feed
wholesale house by Wulter & Horning. The
buildicg was owned by Leonard Walter, of
Church avsnue, Allegheny. It 13 2Tx100
feet, and was erected in 1885 at s cost of
$16,000, There was no one in it when it
caught. The only fire in the structure was
that wader the boiler in the cellar.

The fire was discovered by Officer Oliver
Peoples at 8:25 o'cleck., He turned in an
alarm from box 20. The fire was in the
basement at the rear, and there was a strong
odor of burning petroleum, which leads to
‘the suspicion that the fire was the work of
an incendiary. According to the statement
of Mr. Bisi there was notan ounee of petro-
leum in the building, He, however, has no
idea ot who could have applied the mateh.

A Second Alarm Found Necessary.

Although the department tupom.led
promptly to the alarm, the flames spread
rapidly, owing to the inflammable mate-
rial with ‘which the bullding was stored.
When Chiet Fvans arrived he turned in a see-
ond alarm. For tome reason nota stream was
turned on the Ore for 15 or 20 minutes. In the
mean . howeover, Assistant Chiefs Coates
and Stewart arrived and then matters moved
smoothly.

The new No. 3 trock was raised, but the
beavy clouds of smoke prevented its use, and it
only sufered from the flames, which burst out
later on.
