Washisctox, Feb. 8. "While there is
certainly do desire on the part of the Presi-de- nt

for an extra session, and the denials at
the White House of any such intention are
perfectly anthentic up to this time, one of
the nearest friends of the President assured
the correspondent of The Dispatch to-d-

that thatofficial fully expected from the pres-

ent trend of affairs he would be forced to issue
the very objectionable proclamation at the
close of this term, convening the new Con-

gress at once.
This would be necessary, not on account

of any impossibility of setting through the
appropriation bills in themselves, but be-

cause of the snarl orer the sil-

ver bill, which, as things look now,
is almost $ certain to result in a
new attempt to force a free coinage rider on
some appropriation bill, and that the stal-
wart Republicans of the Senate, who arc
nearly all opposed to free coinage, would re-

taliate with a lorce bill rider on the same or
another appropriation bill. It was thought
that the free coinace rider bcheme had been
abandoned after the vote of Friday, but in-
vestigation to-d- among a number of Con-
gressmen brings to light a growing convic-
tion that this will be the only way out of the
situation.

isenators Prepared to Retaliate.
It is asserted that the stalwart Senators

will in no case attempt to put au elections
bill rider on an appropriation bill unless
the silver extremists play a similar triok
with a free coinage rider, and tnen more for
the purpose of deleating free coinage than
of any hope of passing an election bill; but
even this is by no means certain. There are
many things to consider in the view ot the
matter taken by those who look for an extra
session, which do not seem to have occurred
to many or the prophets.

Speaker Heed might, and probably would,
rule a free coinage rider out of order on an
appropriation bili, because it would not be
germane, or because It would be new legis-
lation and it is not probable that an appeal
from such a ruling would be sustained. He
might even reluse to entertain an appeal if
he thought it would carry, as he delights in
stirring up the Democrats, and would not
be intimidated by the tremendous row that
would surely result from such refusal.

A Deal TVould Be Necessary.
Should the Democrats of the House suc-

ceed in cutting a free coinage rider attached
to an appropriation bill and the Repub-
licans retort with an elections bill rider, the
free coinage rider would be accepted by the
Senate, while the elections bill rider would
not, unless some deal were made similar to
that which defeated the closure rule.
Should the Senate disagree to the House
elections bill rider, a reference committee,
equal to the occasion, could be appointed,
which on the part of both House and Senate
would be unfavorable to free coinage and
favorable to the elections bill, and which
could thus hold free coinare in a vise-lik-e

grip and demand that the Republican free
coinage Senators should vote for the elec-
tions bill rider or defeat free coinage alto-
gether.

It is this one contingency which makes
the Democrats hesitate in the scheme for
free coinage rider and to depend on the
grace of the Coinage Committee and their
own fertile parliamentary skill to pull them
through. Even should both riders pass
both bodies, the free coinage rider would
have to run the gauntlet ot a Presidcntal
veto, in which the negative, under substan-
tial precedent, could take out one rider and
leave that other which has been the fear and
dismay of every Democrat in and out of
Congress since it was first proposed.

"Would Like to Fix Cameron.
There is one rontinsency in which anolec-electio-

bill rider may be proposed for other
reasons than a counter irritant to tree coinage.
More than a few ot the old Republicans of
the Senate would like to emoke out Senator
Cameron and make him show his hand, in
the light of the resolution passed by the
Pennsylvania Legislature and vetoed by
the Democratic Governor. They still have
a veiy bitter feeling for the young Senator,
believing that he also was the cause of the
defeat of the elections bill, and they have a
keen desire to put him directly on record in
the matter.

Even if the attempt at a free coinage
rider be not renewed, or if the Republicans
fail to try the elections bill scheme in a new
way. it is thought that the bad blood and
confusion resulting from the complication,
the bitterness in the Senate, the delay of the
Coinage Committee and the autocratic
rulings or the sneaker may so pbstruct pro-
ceedings as to force some or the appropria-
tion bills beyond the close of the legislative
day of the 3d of March, even if it be made
to last well into the 4th, as sometimes hap-
pens, with the assistance of a dextrous
hand to turn back the clock.

it went to the White House a
week ago. On Friday afternoon Mr.Grimes

a note from Private Secretary Hal-for- d

that the President would consider the
Columbus bill on Saturday morning, and
perhaps it would be advisable for him to
call at the mansion early.

Since the bill reached the White House
Mr. Grimes has been exceedingly nervous
nbout its fate. On Saturday morning his
first act was to seek a clairvoyant. He

The clairvoyant, covering
her face with her hands, remained silent for
awhile. Finally she jumped to her feet and
exclaimed dramatically:

"I see three large letters."
"What are they?" asked the Georgian, in

tones of excitement and expectancy.
"Yes, whispered the clairvoyant
Mr. Grimes threw a 53 bill on the" table,

rushed out, jumped iuto a cab and drove
rapidly to the White House. Mr. Grimes
argued earnestly and eloquently that "the
bill might be signed or else allowed to be-
come a Jaw without tbe President's approval.

"Congress has been
too extravagant in bestowing public build-
ings." Then he went on to speak of the
unpleasant duty of vetoing bills of this
character, and courteously bade the Georgian
adieu.

TRAINS SNOW-BOUN- D.

MANY PASSEHGEBS BLOCKADED IK THE

MOUNTAIN BEGIOJT.

A Genuine Blizzard Is Working Its Will
Through a Large Section of the West
Reports From Uie Various Points Af-

fected.

Cheyenne, Wto., Feb. 8. Six Union

Pacific mail, passenger and express trains
are blockaded by a blizzard at Cheyenne,
Sydney, Keb., and intermediate stations.
Three ot them with 400 travelers are on side
tracks here. Thestorm, which is a character-
istic howling blizzard, opened at 1 o'clock
last night and continued furiously lor 17
hours.

Snow is piled up, packed and crusted.
The wind was sharp and the temperature
below zero. Severe range losses are pre-
dicted, but it is doubtful if much stock will
succumb, as this is tbe first storm of any
sort. Cattle will be chilled but under sun-
shine will recover. Sheep, if out iu the
pens, huddle in packs like sardines and
smother thp.niRiOvpK- -

There is not a little distress in towns f
along the roads. Only tbe strongest men
have cared to face tbe storm y. A
snow-bucki- outfit of 300 men and seven
locomotives behind a scoop snow plow, left
for the Fast at 7 o'clock this morning.

THE WIBES KNOCKED OUT.

Heavy Snow Causes Great Damage In West-
ern New York.

A tjbtjkn, Feb. 8. A violent snow storm
set in about 3 o'clock yesterday and con-
tinued without abatement until midnight.
The snow was wet and soon loaded trees and
wires to such an extent that tbe telephone
and telegraph wires began going down in
all directions, and large, numbers of shade
and fruit trees were broken down and
ruined. The snow is now frozen solidly
to the wires, which show in many places an
actual measurement of 13 inches in circum-
ference.

Great damage has been done to the large
orchards in this vicinity. Falling tele-
graph, telephone and fire alarm wires, com-
ing in contact with electric light and
electric railway wires, caused much
alarm. The Mayor ordered the elec-
tric light and electric railway 'dynamos
to be stopped, leaving the city in darkness
and without railroad facilities.
Western Union wire in contact with a live'
electric licht wire early in the evening set
the switchboard in the Western Union office
on fire. The flames, however, were extin-
guished.

IN THE NORTHWEST.

A Blizzard In Minnesota and the Two
Hakotas.

St. Pauij, Feb. 8. At noon to-d- snow
began to fall in this city, and there has been
the promise of a blizzard during the after-
noon. The storm is pretty general in the
Northwest, although North Dakota seems
to have escaped to a considerable extent.
A bard storm was reported at Minto, in the
northeast portion of thatState, last night, but
there is said to be no storm at Grand Forko,
Fargo or Bismarck. In South Dakota the
storm was raging at Rapid City, and has
extended over the entire State, Aberdeen,
Hurson, Pierre, and other points reporting
a very severe blizztrd.

At 7 o'clock ht the thermometer in
the city was 24 above zero, but much colder
weather is predicted for
It was 16 below at St, "Vin-

cent, Minn.. 12 below at Minnedosa, 4
below at Moorhead, Minn., 2 below at ck

and 8 below at Fort Buford. The
blizzard was confined to South Dakota,
Nebraska, Iowa, Minnesota and Wisconsin,
being severest in South Dakota.

SEVERE IN NEBRASKA.

A Blizzard and Big Snow Drifts Over the
State

Omaha, Feb. 8. The heavy snow storm
here this morning nearly blocked street car
traffic Reports from all portions of the
State show that the storm was very severe.
In the northwestern part of the State the
blizzard has been raging for 12 hours and
people dare not venture away from their
homes. In the southern part of the State
suow is reported very heavy and drifted lroni
four to ten feet.

Hastings and Nelson to the west report
heavy snow and a blizzard is raging and
all throush trains from the west are delayed.
Th Denver and Chicago express on the
Burlington, coming in five hours late. Re-
ports indicate a worse blockade on the Elk-hor- n

road.

ALBANY'S BAD PLIGHT.

The Wires Are All Down and tho City In
Darkness.

Albast, Feb. 8. The effects of the
storm in this city can be summed up briefly
by saying that the present conditions here
are on a smaller scale, exactly what they
were in New York City two weeks ago.

The telephone service is suspended; the
streets are in darkness, because it would be
dangerous to turn on the current
anioag the tangled and broken wires;
the electric cars have ceased
running for a like reason; the fire alarm
circuits are down and'many telegraph wires
are useless. The damage to the telephone
company is estimated at $10,000.

Yoongsto'WN, Feb. 8. The mysterious
disappearance of Wright Sexton, aged 13,
son of 'Squire James Sexton, a wealthy
farmer living six miles east of here, bids
fair to be a repetition of the Charley Ross
case. On December 15 he started to go a
few hundred yards on an errand for his
father, and disappeared as though the ground
had opened and swallowed him. By reason
of paralysis the lad was crippled on his right
side so that walking was difficult, and it was
Impossible for him to climb a fence.

An Lour later it was found ho had not re-

turned, and thonelghboihood was aroused to
search for the crippled lad. AU through tbe
nizht the search was continued, the residents
of the entire eastern part of the connty join-
ing with the parents in the effort to obtain a
clue. It was found be bad wandered as far as
a fence a mile from home, and here the trail
ended.

Mr. Sexton has offered rewards and used all
means that money could command to find the
lad. but without success, and both be and bis
wife are nearly heart broken. Mr. Sexton has
traveled hundreds of miles, hearing that a boy
answering his description had been found, but
only to be disappointed. There is no suspicion
of kidnaping, and his condition precludes the
theory that be could have walked very far.

NORTH BBADDOCK'S SEWERAGE.

The Board of Health to Examine an Un-

healthy Locality.

Braddock, Keb. & A fact has been brought
to light at Braadock, which is, from a sanitary
point of view, very interesting to the residents
of North Braddock and vicinity. The township
of Braddock lies on a hillside above the bor-
ough, and for years tho rain storms have
brought floods of water and mud down into the
borongb, much to tbe disgust of tne citizens.
Numerous complaints had the effect of causing
the township authorities to take some steps
toward remedying the matter, and to this end a
sort of sewer was improvised, part pipe,
part culvert, and the most of It open. There
were two lines of this, and both of them run.
nine throush gullies in tbe land which were
natural drains, and finally both were connected
with the borough sewer without the permission
of tbe borough authorities.

Tbe residents of the township, and particu-
larly tbatpart known as North Braddock, have
since that time been obliged to pav larce doc-
tor bills, and It is notorious that the vicinity is
very sickly. Investigation has revealed tbe
fact that during the greater part of tbe year
tbe main sewer pipes which empty into the
river are exposed, the water rarely reachine
tbe height to cover them, tbe result ls'that the
system of pipes are converted into a huge
chimney, whose outlet Is the opening in the
hills of North Braddock. which has never been
provided with a gas trap, and out of which is
forced all the sen er gas, with the excrements
of all-th- e closets and stables in Braddock,
which includes nearly 20,000 people with its
surrounding!. The Board of Health is to In-
vestigate the matter.

HAD FORTY-ON- E CHILDREN.

The Family That John Heffner Left When
He Died.

AiLENTOWK, Feb. 8. The death near this

city a few days ago of David Heffner recalls
the fact that he was one of the family of 41
children. His father was John Heffner, of
Reading, who was accidentally killed bv tbe
cars In that place six years ago at the age of 69,
being at the time In the full sign of health. He
was a dwarfed hunchback and was born in
lierlin, Germany, in 1816. In 1813 he came
tc this country, and shortly after he arrived
settled in Readin?. He was married the first
time in 1840 to a buxom youns women of his
native land. In eight Tears she bore Aim the
remarkable number of 17 children. Tbo first
and second years of their marriage she cave
birth to twins, and for four successive years
afterward she gave birtb to triplets. In the
seventh year she gave birth to one child and
soon afterward died.

Heffner engaged a yonnc woman to look
after his lare brooa of babies, and three
months later she assumed the robes of a bride,
and became Mrs. Heffner No. 2. She pre-
sented her husband with two children the first
two years, and in the next five jears added ten
more to the lot. two at every birth. Then for
three years sho added but oue a year. She
died before another year came around. Of the
22 John Heffner had been furnished with. 12
had died at the time bis second wife had
passed away. The 20 that w ere left did not ap-
pear to be an obstacle to a young widow with
one child, consenting to become tbe third wife
of the little hunchback. The third Mrs. Heffner
became the mother of nine children.

The Court Saves tho County From a Very
Heavy Expense.

Judge Pease last
night granted an injunction restraining the
Board of County Commissioners, Auditor and
Treasurer from paying out any money for the
benefit of the sewer system of Canton. The
county buildings in Canton have a frontage of
400 feet on two streets, and as tho rate per foot
tor sewer purposes was fixed by ordinances at
SI tbe assessment of the county should havo
been t40O. Instead of accepting that amount,
however, a committee of the City Council went
before the Commissioners and demanded 515,000
for granting the county the privilege of making
connection with the fewer sstcm, and the
unjust demand was grauted to the extent of ap-
propriating 10,000 by a unanimous vote of the
Commi-sioner- f.

One-thir- d of this amount was paid, the Com-
missioners deciding to pay it in three equal an-
nual payments, from the time the seuer

was made with Court House and jail.
Tho second paymef va due the earlv part of
last month and would have been paid had the
money been in tbe treasury. '1 be action of the
Commissioners was a bold and clearly illegal
looting of the connty treasury for the benefit
ot Canton, and the taxpayers ot the count? can
thank tbe Board of Trade of this city for saving
them $6,606, as the injunction was authorized
by said board at a meeting Thursday nizbt and
the expenses of litigation involved will be paid
by that organization.

THE TREASURY PORTFOLIO.

PRESIDENT HARBISON CABLES FOR CON-

SUL GENERAL NEW.

A Belief That He Has Been Called Home to
Succeed the Lute Secretary Windom
The General's Ambition Said to Be in
That Direction.

New Yoek, Feb. 8. A gentleman of
more than local prominence who has long
been identified with public affairs, who is
reputed to be thoroughly informed regard
ing the inside workings of the present ad-

ministration, and who has just returned
from a visit to Washington, said

"At 5 o'clock on Thursday afternoon last
President Harrison cabled General John C.
New, Consul General at London, to come to
Washington at once. It will be remem
bered that when President Harrison was
making up his Cabinet, General New was
very anxious to be appointed the Secretary
of the Treasury. He had been Treasurer
and Assistant Secretary of the Treasury,
and his ambition impelled him to seek the
Secretaryship. But his friends urged upou
him that he could not then afford to sacrifice
the Consul Generalship for the position of
Secretary of the Treasury. The Consul
Generalship would certainly yield him $25,-00- 0

annually, and besides would give many
legitimate opportunities of increasing that
sum.

"General Newfinally decided to accept tbe
Consul Generalship. Now it is believed be
can afford to relinquish it. Unless General
New decides that the handsome income
from the Consul Generalship, with its
freedom from care, is. better than the Secre-
taryship with its perplexities (leavins out
the impulses of ambition) he will probably
be the next Secretary of the Treasury. This
is the settled opinion of those who are best
informed as to the President's purposes. It
is known that General New has studied the
whole British question thoroughly from an
international standpoint. As he is a man
of great discretion and caution, besides
thoroughly American, his views will be of
the greatest importance to Mr. Harrison, who
fully realizes this iu all its breadth and
significance, as he knows that be will want
at bis command the best, fullest and most
accurate souices of information. This fact
alone makes General New the strongest
possible candidate for the Secretary oi the
Treasury."

WILL ALSO HAVE A HIG BOAT CLUB.

Manager Uanlon Ketnrns From Chicago
Without SSignin"; Any Players.

GENERAL SPOUTING SEWS OP TEE DAY

There is not going to be anything slow or
small about the Allegheny Athletic Associa-
tion this year. They mean to be right up
among the people if they are to exist at all as
an association of amateur at hlctes. They have
resolved to have a first-clas- s club bouse on
Duquesne way, and after that is secured they
intend to erect a boat house second to none in
the country. In short, they intend to draw the
attention of all amateurs throughout the
country to this city ot natural gas and aspiring
champions.

During this week a committee of tbe associa-
tion will inspect some property on Suqnesne
way, with an idea of leasing it for a club. Tbe
property is directly opposite to Exposition
Park, so that It is as conveniently located as
the members desire. Speaking of the project
yesterday, a member of the association said: "It
is quite true that we intend to try and lease a
building on Duqnesne way, and if we succeed
in that we will have a first-clas- s establishment.
All kinds of gymnastic apparatus will be put
Into the building; there will be first-clas- s baths
of all kinds, together with reading, smoking
and eight billiard rooms. Already we have a
large membership, and wo will certainly have a
much greater before the year is out. It is also
our intention toengaee competent instructors
of boxing and other branches of athletics. In
short, we will have a club thoroughly equipped
with all tbn modern features of such like estab-
lishments."

Ihe member contlnned: "Oh, yes; we will
also have a boathouse, and it will be a first-cla- ss

one. We propose to have rowing con-
nected with our association, and the boathouse
will be erected directly in front of our club-
house. During tbe last few days several gen-
tlemen have joined us with the assurance that
we will have a boathouse. We will, therefore,
have an aquatic department in our association.
