SOBRIETY, HARD WORK AND CARE,

Yhe Pugilist Ebould Be Theroughly Cleaned
Out at the Start,

There are a great many men who train
themseives. I know maoy instances among
pugilists, Sometimes a man cannot afford
to par & professional trainer. Some whe
oan afford it preler to traio themselves, and
pome agnin are too close snd mean to pay &
irainer's expenses, pre:erring to get along as
best they can, and then if they win their
mateh they will not be obliged to share the
purse money with auy one,

In my opinion it is always best to hire a
good traiper when a match is on band, for
no matter how steady, reliable and con-
svientious & tnan may be, when be is training
his nperves become strung up to a high piteh,
end hsviog been deprived of some things
which under other circumstances he wounld
use with impunity, he often gets to long for
these things, und perbsps not having the
etrength of mind to resist the temptation,
will indulge himself just once, and in doing
so probably spoil the effect of & week or two
of bard work.

To be a good trainera man must be a first-
class reader of human nature. T don’t sup-
pose sny two athletes living are of exactly
ibe same temperament.  Some are naturally
stout, some naturally thin, and then again
some are of a nervous, irritable disposition,
while otber are cool, never getting excited,
sod are good natured.

The Difference in Men.

In the clden davs, and in fact up to within
s comparstively few years, every traiver of
athletes had a set code of rules for training
men and each followed his code out to the
letter on every man who came under his
charge. For you wmust kmow that one ot
the old-time trainers would as soon think of
cuiting his band off, 25 10 either forego one
rule or add another to his set of training
laws which he had learned by beart as a boy
sud fnithfully carried into practice ass
man. I think the trainers of to-day are far
in advanee of those of say 30 vearsago, In
my opinien, &8 no two men are of cxactly
the same physical condition or temperament,
po two wen ooght to be trained exactly
alike, for training is like medicine, what is
ote man's enre might be ancther’s poison.

That is why I say that to be s good trainer
o tian most be a five reader of human
neture, and baving been with his msa for &
time in order 1o find ont all his little pe-
culiarities of disposition, ete., should start
iu 10 train bim according to the mannerin
which be hos read his nature. A crabbed,
cross or morose man sbhould never attempt
to become g trainer of athletes, and if yoo
arc an athlete and bave ocoasion 1w pick out
& mun to get you inte shape for a contest al-
ways let those sort of men go by no matter
how cheap you may be able to get them or
bow great a reputation for bandling winpers
they bave gol.

Botter Have a Jolly Tralner,

foliow, who will be able to tell you a fuany
ey should occasion require it and who
i1 be sble to “jolly yon upa bit” when
rou feel low spirited, 82 yon no dombt will
sometimes while training, for truining at its
best in wonotonous, and it je this monotony

v liich often makes a fellow have the bloes.
Every wun liviog, I supposs, longs tor
soupe sort of companiouship. If there are
auy who prefer being entirely alone I have
never seen them. And for this reasopn, #s
snuch o8 any other, an athlete should have s
trainer. You kuow you can’it msk your
friepds to go out on the rond for a ten-wile
gpin with you every day, whereas 1f you
Liuve nmwan paid for that vorpose you feel
si! right in asking him to go, aud von will
find maoy uses to put him to other than
that,

Then the trainer should exercise his inge-
nuily in gelling as wuch wariety into the
dnr's work as possible, The principal must
have bis mind vccupied, and one of the best
wavs tods thisis to pick out a different
™ the walk for every day in the week
it yossible.

Now, when I was
training at Bay St. Louis I usually chopped
a little wood before eating breakfast, but
the walk of which I have spoken will ao-
swer fally as well.
Breakfnst for a Pagilist.

The breakfast for my man would consist

of dry toast, boiled or fried eggs (and if the

latter, all fat should be caretully drained off

from u:m?. and weak tea without milk or
supar would complete the repust. 1 would
then sit down with him and either read the
daily papers to bim orallow bim to read
them himself until 9 A, 3., when we would
start out on the road for & spin. The reading
of the papers would give both of us some-
thing to think and talk about while on the
1oad and thereby relieve the monotony.

¥or the spin on the road my wan should
wear heavy sweaters or liggt ones, which-
ever 1 thought best 1o use, heavy if the
wenther was cool and light if the day was
warm, As to the distanee 1 would change
that & little every day, going perbaps 10
wiies (five miles ont and five back.) Butl
would take good care mnot to tire my man
ount too much with this morning spin as too
much runnine is as bad as not epough.
Most of the running would be done on the
home streteh s0 that 2 good perspiration
might be gotten up. Getting back to the
training guarters I would set my man down
in & warm room out of =2ll drsughts so that
he would perspire freely and atthis time I
should give him his beet tea to drink.

Now, there is only one right way to make
beel tea for athletes in training, and that is
as follows:

Making and Using Beef Tea.

Two of Mason’s preserve jars should be used,
being careful to get them with very tight-fitting
covers. Then every evening five pounds of
round steak should be bought. Cut all the fat
off and then cut up the remainder in small bits,
say about auw inch square. FPlace half in each
jar, mever putting in any water, screw the
covers on tightly and place one of the jurs o &
large kettle filled with cola water. Tuis kettle
shiould be placea over a good fire and allowed
1o boil for five or six hours. Then when yoor
man cowes in in the morning take the jar and
strain the contents through musiin, giving him
the liguid to drink while it is yet warm. Then
put on the second jar, and when your man gets
throuch his work in the afternoon give him
that to drink. o

If the day was warm when we got in
from our wmorning spin, I should place my
man under a shower bath for about 15 sec-
onds while he is still warm and perspiring,
but i{the weather was cold I should just
wipe him off dry with & Turkish towel, and
then putting ou my haod robbers, getup »
good friction, Afier this I would rub bhim
thoronghly all over with alecobol, putting
plenty of iton and ranbbing up and down
until the skin got smooth and perfestly dry
ull over, Aiter this I would give his body,
legs and arms a good dry hand rub, takin
care to rub with the rim of the muscles an
pulling them out like a massage doctor.

The Proper Things for Dinner.

By this time dinner wounld be ready and
wy wan would get a good meal of roast beel
or mution, or perbaps a beelsteak with dry
toast, sorne calvesioot jelly, o wery little
vegetables of some eort, peas preferred,
winding up with some fruit for dessert, as I
would vot allow him puddings or pies. 1
would give him fruit of some sort with every
meal, and wonld take good cars that he got
uo lignor, beer or ale, a5 I don’t think those
things are any good for a man in training,
only serving to make his thirst worse in the
loog run. If he wanted 8 driok, = little
weak tea would be good, or, if heeould drink
it, acup of hot water.

In order to keep the fever from his
stomach, I would steep & pound of slippery
¢lm bark in hot water, and when he was
thirsty give him a little of that. My man
could bave a breiled chicken about three
timses o week, and I would try to make him
eat o suucer of stewed Califorsia prunes
every night for his supper. 1 should con-
sider that milk made as hot as possible with-
out boiling, would be good for him to drivk
alter comiug in from a spin or at any other
time when he felt tired. I would net allow
him in female society during the last four
weeks of his tralning, und I would neither
gllow him to smoke nor chew tobacco, and
would not allow others to smoke in the
apartments in which my man was sitting
or eleeping., The latter would infure his
wind, and that s one of the worst things
which could happen him.

Aflter-Dinner Exerclses,

But I left off with the work at dinner time
and am digressing. Afiter resting s short
while to digest his dioner I would set my
man to work swinging clubs, using dumb-
Lells and perbaps skipping the rope, 2s this
latter exercise is very good for strengthening
the legs and has a tendeney to make a man
quick both with his feet and hands, After
this e should punch the ball and spar with
me for at least an hour, when he would be
given his second drink of beef tea avd then
rest unill supper time. The supper should
be light, cousisting perhaps of dry bread or
toast, wenk tes, cold roast beef or mutton
and stewed prunes and an apple or orange.
1 would do my best to find a cock who knew
his or her business, and all of the food
should be made to look as inviting as pos-
sible, without putting too much salt, pepper,
spice, grease or butter on it

Ax for bed time, my man should retire by
8 o'clock sure, s6 as to give him plenty of
time for sleep. His bedroom should be well
nired and situated on the sunny side of the
house, where the first rays of the sun would
strike it in the morning. In training & man
one cannot be too careful about having dry
changes of clothes for his man to puton
when he gets through rouning or exercising,
and all draughts should be avoided, as they
are more than dangerons,

As for the proper time to be occupied in
training that varies considerably with differ-
ent men, but from five to seven weeks ought
to be suflicient time for any man to econdi-

SAVED FROMA WRECK

Aunditor Duff’s First Report on the
Lawrence Bank Failure,

DEPOSITORS TO GET 18 PER CENT,

Peculiar Methods of Bookkeeping, but Xo
Fraud Shown.

ALL THE NEWS OF THE COUNTY COURTS

The firsi report of Oolonel Levi Bird Duff,
ss suditor of the accounts of the Fidelity
Title and Trust Company, assignees of the
defunct Lawrence Bank, was completed
yesterday, and will be presented to court on
Mareh 5.

Colonel Duff finds that there is now on
hand sufficient fanda to pay 18.2 per cent on
$1,085,179 35 due depositors, with & possi-
bility of another 6 per cent dividend later
on,

To determine the ststus of the clsims on
the bank, Colonel Dufl tock the testimony
of Cashier John Hoerr, who stated that the
bank kept two classes of seeounts. One
class, called open accounts, were subject
to duily eheck and not enotitled to
interest, while the other class, called
interest account, were entitled to bave in-
terest credited thereon every six months, on
all amonots that had been on deposit six
months, Having examined and compared
the accounts and adjusted the interest there-
on, and having passed on sll other claims,
the auvditor finds that on November 25, 1888,
the bank owed depositors §1,085,179 35, was
unable to pay its debts aud was, therefore,
insolvent, and from the testimony taken by
him be finds that such 1nsalvency existed as
early, at least, ns October 19, 1889, Tomest
this deficit there is on hand $197,508 64,
which will allow a dividend of 18.2 per cent
for depositors.

Deposits Made After Insolvency.

After stating that there is no precedent
for the paymeot in full of deposits to men
who promptly and without protest liqui-
dated wotes held by the bank, the aunditor
goes on to say:

John Hahn claimed that s deposit made by
bim on November 21, 1888, the last day the bank
was open, shiould be returned to him in full for
the reason that the officers of the bank kuew,
or ought to have known, that the bank was in-
solvent. The testimony shows that a run com-
menced on the bank October 19, The bank,
however, met all demands, and on the morninz
of N an d and b b

" 4 as
uvsual. It recelved deposiis and paid checks un.
til Iate in the afternvon, when word was re-
ceived that the bank's checks had been thrown
out from tho Clearing House. It did not open
the next mornin er the teller bhad heard
that the bank’s checks had been thrown ont at
the Uleariog House he receivea from Willlam
Hosack, $218 20; Alex. Black, $180; F. Koepp,
$30; from A. Wagoner, §100; from A. H. Col-
lins, £150 20, ana Roberts & Cook, $i0. These
deposits, he states, he did not place with the
moneys of the bank, but put them in separate
mt&lnﬂ:u liiﬂ wrote tluwnmna of th;;lepu!tur
on the euvelope, and in that shape they passed
into the Iumg:'nt the assignesa. The pgnnnl
who made these deposits came before the
auditor and claimed that the assignes had taken
these deposlts and that they constituted no
part of tho fund for distribution and should be
repaid them becauso they were never received
by the bank, After considerable testimony
bad been taken it appeared that the envelope
deposits had been kept by the assigneensa
epecial fund, separate from the general funds
of the bauk; and that they did not form a pars
of the money ined in the nt filed.
The auditor, therefore, gave these envelope
deposiis no further consideration.

e deposit of Hahn was received in the nsoal
way, was credited to hum in his passbook, en.
tered upoa the book of the bank and placed
with the {unds of the bank. Its returs Insolide

is claimed solely on the ground that the bank
was insolvent when it was received. Nofraud
isshown or even alleged, except that the
cers cught to have kuown of the lnsolvency of
the bank, 1tis clear that the depositor

candidate was running. One district of the
Seventh ward, one of the Thirteenth ward,
and tbe Third distriet of the Ninth ward,
Pittsburg, and the Sixth distriot of the Beo-
ond ward, Allegheny, were the ones sent for.
