Emperor Willinm's First Reprisal

The decision of Emperor William to re-
turn to the old regime of rigorous passport
regulations in Alsace and Lorraine has cre-
sted a painful impression here, and is re-
garded as only his first reprisal for the atti-
tude of the French  toward the Dowager
Emnress,

A dispateh from Berlin says that it is
ruwored that the Emperor bas determined
to effect an entire change in the attitude of
Germany toward Frunce. There will be
no mors attempt at coneciliation, and while
thers is no ground for hostility the relations
maintained will be those of reserve and rigid
tormality. The proposed relaxation of pass-
pori regnlations in Alsace-Lorraine has al-
readv beett withdrawn, avd the French vis
jtorto the Reichland will find bimeelf under
the same odious espionage that has been so
irritating in the past

The commanders of the frontier foriresses
iave been ordered to increase their vigilance,
and all suspicions strangers sare to be ar-
rested, especially those who may be fomnd
with photog:.phic apparatus in the vicinity
of {artifisd places.

Connt Von Munster Plamed.

The Emperor is sald to largely biame
Count wyon Munster for the failure of the
Empreys” visit, 1le feels it most keenly, as
e h;;d gone far personally to make thg mis-
siowr'a suceess, and the result is not the first
rebufl be has mel since mscendiog to the
tirope.

Munster, snd put some one in his place who
will be more nssertive of German dignity,
and more succedsful in carrying out the im-
purial wishes

reated him with entire confidence. It is
Jhoaght that either the Prince Reusl -oow
Ambassador 8t Vienns, or the Counnt Wal-
dersee will get the appointment to Paria,
Criteal for Bolh Coantries.

1t is vo exaggeration o say that this has
buin one of the most critical weeks foy
Franee sud Germany both sinoe the ont-
Leek of the FPranco-Prassisa War of 1570-

71. So early ns Tuesday last it began to be
felt in several circles that the Empress
Frederick was prolonging her stay in Paris
toa dsngerous extsnt. The surprise cunsed
by her practically nuannounced and sud-
den arrival, and the euriosity which her
movements occasioned, slowly gave way to
a feeling of anxiety.

Early in the week a prominent member of
the diplomatic corps informed Count von
Munster, the German Ambassador, that it
was evident that the Empress was making a
mistske in staying so long in Paris To
this the German Ambassador replied: "I
am ggite of your opinion, but I am power-
Jess to change the situstion of affairs™
Then in' rapid succession occurred the three
events which raised the ire of the Parisians
to  dangerous point, and which crowned
the Empress’ mission, both in its politizal
and artistic sense, with disaster, and actual-
Iy threatened the peace of Europe.

The First Great Mistake.

The first of thesg events was the drive to
Versailless. "When the public clamor
eaused by this drive arose on the day follow-
ing, the attention of the Empress was called
to the matter by the wife of one of the prom-
1nent members of the Diplomatic Corps. In
reply, the Empress Frederio ssid: "1 went
there for reasons of sentiment; so many rec-
ollections of my husband center theres”

This remark was made before the news-
papers of this city took up the incident, and
began by their unfavorable eriticisms of the
fwperial visitor’s action to fan the smolder-
ing spark into flame. The second incident
or miftake, which =till further excited the
Pariisans, was the thonghtiess removal by
an over-gealous French official of a wreath
laid on the tommb of Henri Regnault, the
celebrated French painter, who died at
Bugenval when only 24 years of age, while
fighting against the Prussisns during the
Franco-Prussisn War. This caused an-
other outbreak of popular elamor, and an-
other series of articies in the newspapers
commentiog unfavorably npon the visit to
Paris of the mother of the Emperor of Ger-
many. y

Parisians Drivento I.'nr:.

The third incident, and the one which
most enraged the Parisians, was the'publi-
eation of the anti-Fremch, article in the
Cologne Gazette of Thursday. and read by
the people here at the very moment the
Empress was driving to the railway station.
Then the savage editorial was a coup de
grace.

During the course of an interview pub-
lished to-day, Bouguereau said that in De-
cember last Count ven Munster called at the
painter's studio and “invited me to send
some of my pictures for exhibition atthe
Berlin Art Exhibition.

1'or my
part Iam iv noburryto come to ¢ con-
clusion, either one way or the other. At
present Iam undecided what to do. The
incident proves again that the French pub-
lic is apt 1o go off hsll-cockad, and we may
be called down unprepared st this moment
for war,

Alsaee-Lorraine Not Forgotten.

“I do not forget Alsace-Lorraine—no true
Frenchmen will ever pardon that—but it
would be a lamentable error to strike for
the restitution of these provinees while both
Germany and France are in o state of ex-
citement.””

The feeling of general confidence that the
unpleasant incident had ended with the de-
parture of the Empress was rudely shaken
to-day upen the poblic learning of Chan-
eellor vou Caprivi’s order to Prinece von
Hobenlohe-Schiilingfarst, with reference to
the passport regulations, The proposed
mitigation of the regulations was for the
purpose of enabling the inhabitants of the
French communes adjoining the frontiers of
Alsace-Lorraine to attend the markets and
visit the fairsdn upper Alsace. The Chan-
cellor's action has cansed great excitement,
a portion of the press denocuveing it in
fierce and bilter terms, and ealling it willfal
provocation of the people af Frauce,

The comments of to-day’s Berlin newspa-
pers on the passport incident have been tele-
graphed to this eity. In these comments it
is admitted that Chancellor von Caprivi’s
action was the direet result of the treatment
the Empress Frederick received from the
Parisiaos. Nsturally, the Berlin newspa-
per utterances serve to intensify the feeling
of disquiet.

An Offensive Sugrestion.

An article in the National Zeituny is e=
pecially offensive to the Parisians, That
paper suzgesis that in view of its present
heated condition aclear stream of cold water
should be poured on Paris,

According to wdvices from Berlin, the
Emperor’s wrath at the failore of the wvisit
of Empress Frederick to Paris has fallen
upon both Ohancellor von Caprivi and
Count von Manster; apon the former for
advising the trying of the experimest, and
npon the latter tor sssenting to the Em-
press’ prolonged stay aud o her fatally in-
i diserset wisit to Versailjes.

A Trinmph for Bismarck.

This Paris incident isa triumph for Prince
Bismarek. The Hamburger Naciiri¢hten
holds that the French outbreak vindiecates
the Bismarckian system, and advises the
Emperor to return to the old policy, which
regarded France gs an inappeasable enemy.
Tie Prince ean point to his su ul oppo-
sition to the project of Empress Frederick
when her husband’s illness was declared
grave, to tiuke him for the winter to the
South of Frauce. Prince Bismarck held
that although the French might bave treat.
ed a dving man with respeetful sympathy
for a time, some sudden popular exaltation
might thwart every provision, and that risk
ought not to be run.

The well-grounded eriticisms of the Bis-
marckian press will not tend to allay the
Emperor’s irritation. The renewal of the
passport restrictions in Alsace-Lorraine is
the subject of diverse comment. Prince
von Hohenlohe-Schillingforst, the Gover-
nor of Alsace-Lorraine, speaking at 3 ban-
quet at Strasburg on Wednesday, expressed
the econvietion that the relations with
France were g0 ameliorated that the motives
for the passport restrictions were lessening,
He therefore nourished the hope that he
would soon see re-established the normal
relations between the two countries, The
next morning Chancellor von Caprivi tele-
graphed the decree, enhancing the restrie-
tions.

Boulanger Getting In His Work.

Boulanger seems likely 1o try his hand at
taking advantage of the excited state of the
publie, and is said to be hard at work with
hia friends concocting an anti-German man-
itesto in Brussels, where he is now stayiag.
‘Whether this is true or not,- continuous tele-
phoning and telegraphing is goingon be-
tween the General and his friends in Brus-
sels and the Boulangists who are now ln
Paris.

A dispatch from London says that En-
glish opinton is that it was greatly to the
credit of the Prince of Wales that he dis-
apnroved of the visit to Paris from the first,
aud did his best to prevent it, only to be
told that it was none of his business. Queen
Vietoria asked him to mest the Empress at
Qalais, or Dover, and he firmly retused, On
Wednesday he was peremptorily snmmoned
to Windsor Castle, aud had an ioterview
with his mother, which Insted two hours,
and is said to bave been stormy. The
Prines leit the royal presence in a highly
ruflled state, the sight of which caused con-
sternation in the household.

THE BARING ECLIPSE.

HOW THE MEMBERS OF THE GREAT
FIRM ARE FARING NOW.

There Are Three Peorages in the Famlily,
Two of Whom Mannged to Save His
Privpte Fortune, While the Other Has
Pat His In the Honse.

Loxpox, Feb. 28.—It is now stated that
Barou Hirsch is negotinting for the pur-
chase of the noble honse just comstructed by
Lord TNevelstoks. - By throwing ints one
bis own former house and the residence ad-
Jjolning, it is oneot the most superb mansions
in London. Lord Revelsioke, who is
now constantly oceupied in  settling
the accounts of the old honse of Baring,
will shortly move with his family intoa
smal! house which he had recently given
to his daughter on her marri he in-
come of the late head of the house
of Baring has: been for many
vears fo cnme at  £2 500, Mr.
Bingham Mildmay, another of the partners,
who had to his credit last year with the firm
pearly £2,000,000, now occupies the
keeper's !oc‘ge at the gate of his own bean-
tiful mansion at Flete, in Devenshire,
which is looking for a lessee or purchaser.

The wave financial disturbanee and
distrust raised by the Baring disaster has
by no means subsided. Daring the past
week the city has been agitsted by
rumors affecting the position of two
very important houses. Apparent con-
sistency was given to this feeling by
the unexpected conversion of one of theold-
est banking firms in Loudon froma partner-
ship into a limited company. As the firm
in question have acted for years as bankers
of the Barings, some special sinister signifi-
cance was stiached to it by the alarmists,
At the meeting of the directors of the Bank
of England Thursday, however, matters
were cleared up,

The family aspeet of the Baring disaster
is one of its most interesting fea'ures The
Barings now hold three rares, Ashbur-
tou, Revelstoke nnd Northbrook, and areex-
tensively intermarried with tue English

aristoeracy. Many of the Barings
enjoy fortunes long since withdrawn
from the house. This is the ecase

with the Earl of Northbrook and Lord
Ashburton; but one member, the son of the
late Biskop of Durham, who married Miss
Mintaru of New York, has sigoalized him-

seif at this verisis by volunlarily
putting back into the Thouse his
whole fortane considersbly oyer

£1,000,000, He was out of England when
the dlﬁcui:’y occurred. He cabled his in-
tention of doing this, and was reeeived on
hiz arrival at Metropole by several of his
ki , Who before he entered heard him
in the street sharply taking the cabman to
task for an overcharge.

The present is not the first, shock through
which the great house has passed.

Revelstoke is the son by his second wiie ot
Heury Baring, whose first wife was Miss
Biogham, of Philadelphia. The boldness,
now called rashness, of his fikancial opera-
tions is traced by London people to the
blood of his father, Henry, who was noted

as the boldest bler of the day, when
gambling was the fashionable vice of many
English gentlemen.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb, 28,—The Legisla-
tive Commiitee on Insurance, of which Rep-
resentative Crothers is Chal{mm, came-
down to Philadelphia to-day and heard the
arguments of, aod obiained information
from, the officers and advocates of a number
of benelicial socielies, The committee was
authorized to take testimony for the purpose
of perfecting William F. Stewart's “order"”
bill, which was referred back to the com-
mittee from the Hounse after havihe been re-

ported

Mr. Stewarl’s bill is “for the better po-
tection of the members of eompanies, asso-
ciations and mutual assessment and beiefit
companies, finance and bond investment
companies other than beneficial and fra-
ternsl orders who pay sick and funeral
benefits to their members,"’

The committee room was crowded during
the session. Representations of probably a
dozen benefit orders were present.  Chair-
mnan Crothers stated that the committee was
prepared to hear anything in bebalf ol any
particuler society that anyone present de-
sired to say, and added that what the com-
mittee desired was enlightenment,

Turning on the Light.

This brought T. C. Balderston, of the
Advance Benefigial Order, to his feet. Mr.
Balderston informed the commitiee that the
order paid $100 ia one year on 15 assessments
of §2 each, The entrance fee was £5. If, at
the end of the year, these 15 assessmeots
were not sufficient to pay §100, the order had
the power under its charter to levy any
amount to make itup. If the membership
increased the assessments decreased. The
order had its money in the @pring Garden
Trust Company, where it was drawing 2 per
cent,

C. Oscar Beasley, representing the Order
of Vesta, engaged the attention of the com-
mittee for about an hour, during which time
he labored hare to point out the benefits of
membership in that orgagization.

THE CABLE GAVE WAY.

AWFUL RIDE OF THIETEEN MINEES
DOWHN A MOUNTAIN SIDE.

Hurled Over a Dump ns if From a Cannon
—Two Mashed Into a Jeily and Two
Others Fatally Injured—The Rest Budly
Hart.

SomenseT, TEXN., Feb. 28.—One of the
most shocking accidents in tire mioing his-
tory of the State occurred this morning at
White Hall, in Marion county. The coal
mine is sitnated on a shelf of the mountains
and about 700 feet up. The men live in
the village and goto their work up the
tramway drawn by a eable. Asone of the
trains was nearing the top this morning the
cable parted with a soap and the cars
started on & mad race down the mountsin
side,

Those of the men who were standing up
jumped out and escaped with slight in-
juries, but 13 of the miners who were sitting
down in the cars, or were too timid to jump,
were carried down with the cars. The
wheels flashed fire as they seemed to fly
down the steep grade. The white faced men
in them, paralyzed by fear, stared stoically
at the domp over which they kvew they
must go. As the cars approached the dump
the speed was something awful, and when
reached they shot over as if fired from a
cannon,

When belp reached the wreck William
Hoch and Ed.Falk were mashed into a jelly
and were dead. William Martin and Joseph
Davis were so badly hurt thatthey died
soon after. Nioe others were shockingly
mangled and torn and several of them may
die while at the best two or three will be life
eripples. There is no explanation for the
breaking of the eable, as it was almost new
and the load it was carrying was much less
than the average one.

The
physician found that he was » flicted with a
complication of diseases resulting primarily
from a serious derangement of the bowels.
Aéting unon the pnysieian's advice lre re-
turned to hiz family in this city and yielded
himseif entirely to medieal treatment. Ab-
solute quniet and rest was strietly enjoined
and his official duties were lNghtened as
much as possible.

Notwithstanding the fact that he received
the benefit of the most carefnl narsiog and
most skilful medieal attention, asteady and
univterrupted dzcline was observed, and it
was seen several weeks ago that his case
wiag a hopelessone. Dr. Ward hss been
almost constantly in attendance upon him
sivee his return from New York, and dur-
ing the last few weeks he has been as
sisted in his treatment by Dr. N. 8 Lin-
coln, of this city.

The Change for the Worse.

There was & ehange for the worss in the
Senatar’s condition a day or Lwo since, and
be grew weaker and weaker until about T
o’cloek this evening, when he passed into
a state of comn, and Mrs. Hearst was made
aware that his end was near.

Hearnt. While the arrangements for the
fanernl are not entirely compls fed. it is
settled that the remains will bo takea (o San
Frpocisco Tor interment, sad that the
funeral serviees in this eity will be brief and
simple.

George Hearst was born in Fraoklin county,
Mo., September 4. 1620, His father bad gone to
that State from North Carolina in 18519 The
son only received such a Hmited education
as the common school afforded in that day. te
worked po his Tather's farm aotil 1850, when
he uugﬁnhr. gold fever and went to California.
For several years- he wasa miner and pros-
pector, and subsequently, by b and pur-
chase, be became the owner of valoable mining
interests and a large employer, baving at one
time na mony as 2000 men at work in his mines
alone, and operating quartz mills that crusped
1,000 tons of ore per day.

The increass of hLis wealth was steady and
rapid, and for dome years past his income has
been something like $1.000 per day. Ho has
bean for a long tima chief partner in the exten-
stve mining firm of Hearst, Higgin, Lewis &
Co. Ha owned above 40,500 acres of land in San
Lals Obispo county, Cal, and a ranch of 140,000
acres of grasingland fo old Mexico siocked
with a very large herd of cattle and & fine
stable of thoroughbred horses, He was also
interested in a large tract of Jand near Vera
CUraas and o a rallread bmidiog in Mexico., His
fortune at the time of Lis death was estimated
az F, 000, (00,

The Senator's Folitical Career.
