lar, confidence man, and was at difteront times
at the head of A gang of robbers, 1le was ap-
parently fortunate in all his jobs and has
hitherto enjoyed immunity from arrest.

This iast gaog is supposed to have been in

existence for about three years. 5o far there
are known to the police abont 30 members of
it, who are to be found all the way from the
West Virginia border to the Iakes. Much
of the work of the gang has been done right in
Erie. Itls believed that kis ultimate iptention
was to formn an underground routs all WaY
from the South to the Canadian border by
moans of having supposed reputable citizens
who really were members of the gang living at
distances of from 10 to 15 miles apart all along
the route,

Detective Gitkinson's clever work has frns-
trated all this, and it is believed that the rob-
ber knew that he koew & great deal of the
warkings of the gang, and 1t was thought that

most of! the information woula die
with bim.  Detective Perkins has ap-
peared on the scane, bowever,

and, assisted by County Detective Betzhoover,
has picked up the thread in the ease,and a num-
ber of arrests be expected almost any day.
More of the en goods were recovered ves-
terday, and a search of the Clark homestead
Lias recovered somse valuable property.
Preparations for To-Day's Faneral

In the meantime, preparations have been
made for the faneral of the murdered detec-
tive. The body will lie in state at the First
I'resbytorian Church, Wood street, to-day, and
funeral services will be beld there this after-
noon. .

At Homestead nffairs are still in an execited
state, but there is mo longer any talk of
violence. Fitzsimmous would be as safs
tliere @as he is in the Pittsburg jail. Pullie
opinion is still very savere on the man for the
shooting, but the doubt as to just why he did it,
und wit preceded the death shot, is haviog its
effect, and there are even some who say the
man was {oreed to fight the officers, and every-
bidy connected with the affair seems very an-
willing to talk, and ail renorts that the prisoners
Lave auything important to say are looked on
with suspcion.

The efficers searching the Clark house yes-
terday, wien on cutering the kitchen through
the back door, found the tahle set, but nothin
bad been touched. corner
cranny has been searchbed, and housshold
coods thrown In  every direction. The
front room, that “Bodd” =s the Clarks call
Liinu, used to occupy, was bare, and shows no
trace of its late vocupant. Two fine silk Gress
patierns were found is one room, snd in
another a fine pair of ki gloves and two
more siik dresses. Lying on a table, and opan
at the puge was found 2 SUNDAY Dispaten
with an account of the marderin it. It bore
marks of very rough b ng.

Some More of the Jewelry Found,

Upon going dewn o parrow pair of stairs,
£ouie stones were pushed aside, and in & glass
jar were found three iadies' gold watches, one
large bunting case gold watch, one silver watch,
four handsome rings, and a locket set witha
diamond. These articles bad been packed in
silk and brad, and secreted in a crevioce,
They also found a bole in the ground,
with a mark the botsom that
showed it had been used to hold a crock or a
jar. The officers said the cellar and house

resented the general appearance of having

een hastily ransacked aud deserted befora
they came. The general opinion is that Budd
was in the dark cellar all day Sunday, and only
1eft his mding place when frightened out by
seeing the house was surrounded.

Cora W yatt, one of the persons su; to
bo a member of the gang. was interviewed
vesterday. She at first refused to talk, but
fnally said:

“1 dul not know Fitzsimmons was In the
housw Sunday. I wansed Charles to go down
to the door when the officers rapped, but he
said they would not tell who they were, and he
refused to open it on that account. I am certain
thut neilber he wor 1 kuew anything re-
garding the robberies, Budd has got
ns  imte & great  deal of srouble
Ho stayed at onr house a long time and talked
vory little, though be did sometimes say a great
deal about his travels. He has been in most
all foreign countries aud all over the United
States. He was very friendly with us, but at-
tendea strictly to his own affaire"

Holiday Scenes About the Lockup.

Charles Clark avd his wife aro also in the
lockup at Homestead and will be given a hear-
ing to-day. Jobn F. Cox is defending them,
while Major Montooth will Jook after the in-
teresis of Lanra Snowden. The streets aboaot
the lockup last night presented a holiday
scane. Nearly every person in town was out,
but there was no disorder.

Fitzsimmons rested easily at the jail, yester-
day, in apite of his dark future, The only one
admitted to bis cell was Thomas M. Marshall. Sr,,
hisattorney. He asked for him assoon as he wns
broughttojail, The Iawyer remained with him
tor over an hour. and it wes understood that
Fitzsimmons will set up a plea of se!f-defense,
Ho arguos that the officer bhad no business in
his house and that he fired when he saw them
firhting with his wite., Last night he rested
easily. His wounded arm does not trouble him
uardly any and he occupies a cell nearthe other
prx:-mmrl.

As for Constahle Murphy, he isstill at his
bome at Coultersvitle, suffering from hls
wounds, but s expecied to be strong enough
to-day to attend Detective Gllkinson's funeral.

ONE WAY TO GET IN BUSINESS
How Titzsimmons Used to Play the Ma-
chiue Agent Hole,

George Dutwon, the local sewing machine
agent for whom it has been claimed that
Fitzsitimons vnce worked, is not at all sorry
that the desperado has been caught, He has

been after the fellow ever since about the first
of December, when “itzsimmons, by
pretending to be an agent for the

machine company P ted by Mr
Dutton, entered the house of Mre. Lucy Wolf,
at Glenwood, and demanded immediate pay-
ment of an lostallment due on her machine.
She was uuprepared o pay, having been ill for
some time, and Fuzsimmons picked up the
sewing machine, shouldered it, putiton the
train and vamnosed.

Two warrants were sworn out by Mr. Dutton
for Fitzsimmons' arrest, and through a search
warrant the machine taken from Mrs. Woll
wis found atihe Clark house, in Homestead,
where Fitzsimmons was captured on Sunday.
The man bas uot been arraigued on the charges
preferred Ly Mr. Dutton, as the officers were
unable to mab bhim,

WORKED IN WKEESPORT,

BOTH SAINT AND SINNER.

QUIET LAURA SNOWDEN, THE ADVEN.
TURESS OF MANY NAMES,

Born in Callfornla, She Worked Blackmail
Schemes All Over the Country—Hiding
Places In Her Rooms—Richness Found
In Her Dinry and Correspondence.

Laura Hill, alias Snowdon, alias How-
ard, ete., the first of the Fitzsimmons gang
who was captured, is one of the most versa-
tile adventuresses the police ever had to
deal with. She was out for anything, from
robbing a store to wearing the white ribbon,
and Jiving under the motto, “"For God, and
home, and native land.” She is only 25
years old and handsomie. Her home is—or
rather was—in Sacramento, Cal,, but she
has been away from there for years. Black-
mailing was one of her favorite pursuits,
and she has vietims all over the country.
Her rooms at 118 Colwell street, which were
searched by Detective Perkins yesterday,
were furnished in elegant style, and in them
was found her diary with many of her let-
ters.

It was doublless with some feeling of
pride at her schievements that she had
written out a list of ber wictims with their

i leadin from
Salitornis to Mo Serare” represented, and
the names of many of them are prominent in
the political ana business circles of the coun-
try. She basa pumber of friends in Erie, as

well as & number of people who are sorry they
met her.

Some of Her Former Homes,

Her aiary also proves that the quiet hamlet
of Mendville containea several of her ad-
mirers. She formerly lived in Cieveland, at
459 Canal street, under the name of Laura

snowilen, At different times she has also
roomed st 652 Smithficld street, 541 on the
same siraet, § Wylle avenue, 12 Benton street,
Allegheny, and at 2] Lacock street, Allegheny.

Many of the leaves of her diary have besn
torn out, but on one of tha remaining pages 15
the statemout that she was married in Alle-
gheny on Febroary 17, 1885, The name of the
man and the pame of the man who married
them are both scratched out. Close to them
are several sentences in some metbod of short-
hand, which none of the stenographers have so
far been able to make out

The letters that were found show that a num-
ber of prominent Pittsburg and Allegheny eitl-
zens were in the habit of visiting her rooms as
well as writing gushing n to her. The
most numerons are three notes from a young
man in one of the bridgs companies. Bhe evi-
dently had all the ropes lald to make another
rich harvest by means of blackmwail.

In her on was also found leases for
rooms made out af aifferant times in the past
few years. On onethe nawe is Sallis Biattent
and on some of the others the name of Nancy
Morris appears. Cool & Co. were the agents
and it is oot known whether she was working
for that firms or whether the houses were
rented by her under those names.

By her life in Pittsburg she Iately figured as
the modest typewriter at the Medical Review
in daylicht and as tha careless wanton at night
in some of the worst houses in the city. Bbe is
the sams who at pted to blnckmail
Attorney Price, and it was through this that
Detective Gllkinsoa first became scquatnted
with her, Bhe moved frequently and had rooms
in differsnt parts of the city at the same tinze,

A Hegular Dime Novel Anthoress.
Her papers also show that she was somewhat
of an suthoress on the dime novel style. The
manuscoript of & half finished movel of thas

deseription was foung in her room. What was
missed, bewever was tho most important, In
one ecorner of her apartments at 118

Colwell sireet the detectives found a place
in floor where the

Liad been carefully sawed. They had the ap-
pearance of having been recently raised, but
when the detectives looked they found the
hiding place empty. The house had evidently
been visited some time since Lanra Hill'sarrest
and whatever was secreted there had been re-

moved.

Among the most important letters found,
however, was one from Kitty Kerr, agay char-
acter who d d a magnificent establish.
ment at 98 Colwell street, She is a member of
the gang and disappeared from Pittsburg just
at the time of the Bchmidt robbery. Ehe is now
located st 814 West Eighteenth street, Erie,
Pa. lno her letster she asked if her Plttsburg
house was still safe, spoke of the richness
of the forniture at bher new place, and asked
Laura to send ber some girls from Pitsburg.

Kitty Kerr's house on Colwell street stands
just as she left it with none of the furnitare
moved. The key is in the hands of Kitty
Masonbeimer, ot Allagheny, who takes care of
the place, A call was made at that lady's
home on Locust street, Allegheny, but she was
not at home. Her mother, however, stated for
the girl that she only went to the house in day-
light to do the cleaning. She never saw any-
one there but the man who professed to be
Kitty Kerr's busband, She bad often seen
Laura Snowden there, but as for men she
did not know of any.

The detectives intend to arrest Kitty Kerr in
Erie where there are also several other mem-
bers of the gang.

FITZSIMMONS HAS NOT CONFESSED,

He Has Made No Statement Regarding the
Douglnss Marder,

There was a well-defined rumor yestarday
that Fitzsimmons has confessed all his crimes,
and among them the murder of Miss Douglass,
of McKeosport, whose nephow, Eddie Myers,
was convicted of the sffense, and is now In the
penitentiary, Officer McAllister, of Home-
stead, sald in this connection: “I have heard
the story of his confession to being the mur.
derer of Miss Douglass, but I emphatically say
that he made no euch confession to me, or even
hinted sueh o thing. " McAllister also said that
Fitzsimmons told bign that his wife was not
guilty except through him,

A mun I8 in charze of the housa where the
Clarks live, and noue are admitted except offi-
cnrs, An important clew has been secured in
the fact that Charles Ulark, and his wife, sach
received a package of monsy containing §80 by
express Saturday, which is expected to lead to
the arrest of some more of the gang.

Officer Murphy was expected here to-day, but
was unable to leave his home in Coultersville.
His wounas ars proving very painful.

Agent Beman, of Homestead, an acqnaint-
ance of Fitzsimmons, says that he was u man
weil liked by all who knew him, and conid
always entertain a company by talks of his
travels. He was in London about a year ago
and basbeen all over the country. Mr, and
Mrs, Clark will not talk, John F. Cox has
been retained as thelr counsel

THEE DETECTIVE'S DOUBLE

Only One True Picture of the Murdered
Man in Existence.

Detective David H. Gilkinson has not had &
picture tuken for years until last week. when
he sat for one ot Dabbs' studio, In Pitts.
borg. The pietures of the murdered detec-
tive that bhave hitherto been publishea are
pictores of a varlety actor, The story of it is
us follows:

A balf-doren years ago a relative of Coroner
McDowell, who was a deputy sherlff, in the
course of his travels, ran across the picture of
an actor that then bore A striking resemblance
to the murdered detective. He wrote “David
Gilkinson™" across the bottom of it and sent it
to the thiel-taker with a note saying, “Here is
a dead ringer for you, Dave.” J

The resemblance was so great that the de-
sective hung it above bis desk, and It has been
there ever since. The detective was at the
rooms of the photographer last week when
the Iatter remarked that he wonid
pever find a beter day to have a
picture taken, and might be killed before
another such an opportunity would be offered.
The detective laughed and took his seat. A

negative was obtained, and the pleture in
annm to-day is taken from the first
Proo.

LEND THE CAPITAL OUT ON WIKD.

The Government Examiner Takes Charge
of & New York Concern.

MPECTAL TELEGRAM TO THE DIRPATCH.A

New York, March 23.—E. G. Sherman
has been in the banking buriness most of
the 50 years of his life. He began as a teller
1n the bank of the State of New York, and
became the cashier. After that he becamp
cashier of the United Siates Nationsl Bank
at 1 Broadway, of which Logan C. Murray
Is President. About a year ago Mr. Mur-
ray’s bank moved up into Wall street, and
Mr. Sherman did not go along.

He had a scheme of his own, He was am-
bitious to be President of a bank, and as he
had many friends and a gpod record he was
able to achieve his ambition. His three
brothers were bank cashiers—one of the Gal-
latin National, one of the Bank of Com-
merce and one of the Produce Exchange
National Baok.

E. G. Sherman found it not difficult to in-
terest men of money in a bank to be known
as the Washington National Bank snd to
be established in Cyrus W. Field’s Wash-
ington building, Broadway, in the quariers
vacated by Murray & Logan’s bank.

A Very Decent Institution,

Myr. Sherman’s new bank begsn business
in June lnst. He was President. General
G. M, Dodge was Vice President, and J. T.
Granger was cashier. The directors were
Sidney Dillon, W. A. Robinson, H. Victor
Newcomb, R. H. Rountree, G. B. Newton,
chr;: Levis, of Philadelphia, Sidell Tilgh-
man, Chester W, Chapir and Robert L. Cut-
tng. The names of Mr, Dillon aud Mr. Now-
comb are familiar in fioancial circles The
othoer directors are not so well known, The
bank set out with a capital of £300,000,

The bank was soarcely known in Wall street
circles, but this afternoon its affuirs coms.
manded attention. PresidentSherman lelt the
bank at 3 o'clock, annoaneing that he was too
glck to remaln at his desk, Shortly after this
National Bank Examiner Hepburn took charge
of the bank and It was sovn learned that its
affiairs must be higuidated.

Direetor Budell Tilghman greeted Mr. Hep-
burn on his arrival, and bis first observation
was that Cashier Granger shonid be exoner-
ated from all respomsibility for the bank's
troubles, The bank cleared through the Gal-
latio National Bank and that bank aarly in the
day had declined to act further for the Wash-
ington National,

Capital of the Bank Impalred.

“The reason for this" said Mr, Tilghman,
“was the result of an examination of the al-
fairs of our bank, which showed that the capi-
tal was impaired. The bank will not be opened
to-morrow, and has been placed in the haods of
the National Bank Examiner, Mr. Hepburn,
nod most probably will be woand up. About
one week ago 1 discovered some slight irregu-
laritiea, which [ brought to the attention of the
dirnctors at the las:t regular meeting on Thurs-
day last. and at my own request I was patin
charge of the bank. I began an investiga-
tion wlich disclosed an impalrment of
the capital of about §55000, Later on I
found that the impairment would reach
£5000. The nfficials of the Gallatin
National Bank informed me that If the im-
pafrment was made good they would continue
to clear for us, I ngreed to give my check for
§75,000 this morning. But upon coming
bank this morning I was met
dent, Mr. Sherman, who disel
thers were other things that had been con-
cealed from me, nqrnnun; about $00,000,
Upon receiving this information 1 informed
the Gallatin le of the tact, and sald 1 dud
not tee how the bank could continue in busi.
ness as it seemed impossible to tell exactly
what was the amount of the impairment of the
capital, The bank began business last Juns
with a pald up caplial of §300,000. The ul-
rectors .

All Had Confidence in the President,

and it did seem as though a man who had been
the cashler of an active New York bank for a
pumber of years, which had deposits and ecap-
ital amounting to nearly §700.000, would be able
to run successfully a small bank startlag with
$800,000. The directors have held regulir meet-
ings and given coosiderable atiention to the
detuils of the business, but it seems that it was
not possible to follow the intricacles ot a well
conceived plan for hiding facts in regard to the
cundition of the bank.

“Our -net deposits at the present time are
only about $600,000; our capital, though, is onl
£300,000, but 1 feel sure there is morethan enoug
o secure every depositor. am positive that
every depositor will be pald tn full without any
call on the stockbolders.”

Mr, 'I‘il_numan and others declined to say how
the bank's canital had been impaired to the ex-
tent of §135,000. It was authoritatively loarned,
though, that FPresident Sherman had made
loans to three persons *on wind for collateral,”
25 one of the directors putit. But they don't
know who got the money.

HE TIMED HIS DEATH

A Findlay Physician Who Made Prepara-
tions for Suleide,

According
to his calouiation he would have lived until 10
o'clock, but there was evidently a mistake in
his figures, as he died at 8:40.

Dr. Pahl was porn in Prussia 50 years ago, In
the war of 1868 between Prussin and Austria,
he served in the Franco-German war, In this
war he was injured in the head and foot by a
bursting shell. In 1851 he came to America and
was recognized as one of the foremost physi.
cians of the State, The cause of the suicide
was domestic troubles and drink,

A GIART MOLASSES JUG.

Half a Milllon Gallons Carried In a Tank
Bteamship.

PHILADELFHIA, March 23.—Halfl a million
gallons of Cuban molasses in bulk arrived at
this port lass night on the British olltank
steamsbip Circassian Prince, from Havana,
This bulletin may herald a new era in the ways
and means of transportation, for never before
was an olltank wvessel used for this purpose.
The duty having been removed from raw sugar
under the McKinloy bill, the molasses boilers
that refined the raw product in this eity were
compelled to ndopt some chieaper way of gei-
ting their produet from the West Indies, and
the use of the tank carrier is the result. **It is
only a ventore,” sald an importer yesterday.
“The thing will have to be thoroughly tried
before 1t ¢can be called a success.”
