
CHIEF ELLIOT'S REPORT.

He Gives the Mayor the Detailed Statement
Asked For rcople Who Can Bnt Won'tt
Care For Their Friends Profits ot the
City Poor Farm.

Chief Elliot yesterday furnished the
Mayor with a detailed report of the business
of the Department of Public Charities for
18P0. The Chief says in his report: "I have
given the inmates by numbers. It would be In-

decent to publish the names of those who.
through misfortune, are paupers, and by reason
of niggardly parsimony ot children, or the dis-
graceful neglect of other relatives, are com-
pelled to accent the shelter of a poorhoase, or
to mortify such friends and relatives as are
manly and noble enoush to pay for the support
and maintenance of tboe whoui they are bound
by the Mcred ties of blood or friendship to
support."

The main features of this report were pub-
lished some months ago. --Major Uourlev ex-
pressed himself as highly pleased with" the
manner In which it had been preparea. and
said he had gathered some valuable facts from
It.

Chief Elliot yesterday received his annual
license from the State Board nf Lunacy permit-
ting him to shelter and treat 150 intanepatlents.
In this connection the Chief said: "The methods
employed on the City Farm have often beeu
misrepresented. It has been argued that we
cannot farm with pauper labor. Wo don'r.
Aged and decrepit persous cannot till the soil,
nnd we don't expect it, nor tio we
allow it. The wort on the Farm

'Is performed by the lunatics, "many
of whom are stronger than yon or I, and with
whom rational occupation is a part of the med-
ical treatment. These people are not ordered
out by me, but by the pbjsician, who makes
out a list of the patients every day who are to
le employed, and their hours of labor. The
physician acts under the explicit direction of
the State Board of Lunacy, which is supreme

'in this matter. It is the worst kind of foolish-
ness to compare the Pittsburg Poor Farm with
other poor farms throughout the State. There
are only three Institutions of this kind which
take insanecaes the Pittsburg and Allegheny
Poor Farms and Blocksley Almshouse in Phila-
delphia, and the latter has no ground to till.

1 expect our crops this year will largely ex-
ceed those of last. During the winter there
have been heavy lalls of snow, which enriches
the soil witt' the ammonia it contains. Then,
we got but little fruit last year, while this sum-
mer we expect a good supply. The present
Poor, Farm is not adapted to agriculture. The
laud is hard and poor, and needs nearly three
times as much work: to render it productive at
would be ueiessary on rlcier, softer soil.

,which we could use to supply the inmates of
itbe institution."

ORDINANCE LEVYING TAXES,AN water rents and making appro-
priations for the fiscal year beginning Feb-
ruary 1, 1S91.

Section I Be it ordained and enacted by the
city of Pittsburg, in Select and Common Coun-
cils assembled, and it is hereby ordained and
enacted by the authority of the same. That for
the purpose of providing safflcient revenue to
meet the ordinary expenses of the citv to pay
the interest on outstanding bonds and to dis-
charge all other liabilities now due or which
may become payable during the said year 1331.
taxes shall be and are hereby levied and as-

sessed upon all property and other objects of
taxatijn as follows:

City tax Upon all property taxable for State
or county purposes L mills upon each dollar of
valuation, except the property in said city des-
ignated as rural, npon which the tax shall be
assessed at two-thir- ot said rate, and Upon
all property designated as agricultural the tax
shall 1 assessed at one-ha- lf of said rate.

Southsido special tax Upon all property
ty taxable for State or county purposes within
the limits of the former borough of East Birm-
ingham, 1 mills; ML Washington, 0 mills;
Temperanceville, 1 mill; to pay annual install-
ments on bonds issued since consolidation for
grading and paving Main street in said borough.

Upon all goods, wares and merchandise, and
upon all articles of trade and commerce sold in
said city in any manner, and upon the gross re-

Upon tho gross receipts of persons engaged
in the business of keeping pool tables, billiard
tables, ten pin alleys, bagatelle tables for pub-
lic use. twenty mills upon each dollar of said
receipts. -

That for defraying the interest on bonds and
for sinking funds and miscellaneous purposes
of the districts In the several wards
of the city nf Pittsburg there shall be levied
upon all property taxable for State or county
purposes upon each dollar of valuation in said
several wards the tax rate affixed to each desig-
nated district named in the estimate
ot receipts of this-- ordinance, except the prop-
erty In said wards designated rural, upon which
the tax shall be assessed at two-thir- of said
rate, and upon all property designated In said
wards as agricultural the tax shall be assessed
at one-ha- lf of said rate.

Section 2 Aud, at the above rates, the Board
of Assessors shall assess said taxes and the
City treasurer shall have no power to divide
any Items of tax as reported by the Assesors.

Section 3 Tbo Department of Public Works
shall asse-- s water rents by the schedule of
water rents adopted tor the year 1SS3 and hos-
pitals and dispensaries and such other charities
as are supported by public and private con-
tribution shall be assessed the sum of one dol-
lar (SI) each.
