BRITISH VENGEANCE.

It Falls Swiftly and Terribly on the
Heads of Manipur Chiefs,

HANGED AS COMMON MURDERERS,

The Two Victims Are the Senaputty and a
Perfidions General,

TROOPS READY TO QUELL DISORDERS,

S1MLA, Aung. 15.—Anothet illustration of
the swift punishment which England ia-
flict upon-those who violate its rights or in-
{ringe upon its dignitv in Tudia, was given
to-day ut Manipur when two of the leaders
of the massuere of Dritish officinls in March,
lnst, met their death at the gutesof the
eapitul. The two men who were execnted
to-dny were members of the reigning family
of Manipur, but neither their high posi-
tions nor the appeals for clemency that had
been made for them could save them from
the ve ce of the law.

Both had appealed from the centence of
death im upon them by the Military
Court of Inquiry before which they were
tried, but the Vieeroy of Indin, the Mar-
quis of Lansdowne, had decided that the
interests of Grent Dritain demanded that
these men who had waged war agsinst the
Queen andubetted murder should die. They
woere soldiers, vet not for them was the
honor of a sofdier’s death. They were
hanged like ordinary murderers.

The principal victim of to-day’s tragedy
was the Senaputty, or Commander in Chief
of the Manipnr army. He was a young
brother of the Rajuh of Manipur, and some
years ago he drove the Rajah into exile and
placed another brother on the throne, who
governed Manipnr under the title of Jubraj,
or Kegent. It was the Senaputty who in-
stigated the massacre of Chief Commissioner
Quinton, Political at Grimwood and
the others who lost their lives at the fatal
Durbar held in Manipur.

The ather victim was the Tongal General
who violated the flag of truce under which
the Englishmen were decoyed from the
residence at Manipur which they had so
gullantly defended against overwhelming
odds when attacked by the Manipuris, and
who guve the order to the native executioner
to strike the heads and feet from the British
prisoners.

An immense erowd of natives witnessed
the execntions. Thers was no sign of uny
disturbance among the speciators. This
was undoubtedly due to the fact that large
detachments of troops, both British and
native, were present, and had any disorders
oceurred they were prepared to quell it in
very short order.

fie liegent of Manipur and the Prince
Angoa Bena, whose sentences of death were
commuted by the Viceroy to transportation
tor life and the forfeitnre of their property,
will shortly be taken from the ecountry. It
hos not vet becn publicly announced to
which of the British possessions they will
be transported.

THE RUSSIA EYE UEKASE

One of Its Effects Is to Increase the Demand
for Indian Corn.

LoxpoxN, Aug. 13.—The Triest failure
and the Runssian ukase together have de-
pressed most international stocks. It is
feared ghat the failure of crops in Russia
will give rise to popular disaffetion, from
which the Russiun Government is not un-
likely to endeavor to distract public atten-
tion by a poliey of foreign complications or
aggressions.

There is an indieation of an apprehensive
feeling on the Stock Exchange, and even
American securities yesterday failed to at-
tract the attention of buyers. The Russian
ukase caused s hordening of the prices of
cereals in Liverpool. Eye is not much dealt
inin England as compared with the business
in that commod{ty on the Continent, but its
absence causes Indian corn to be in mqnem
and for that Liverpool is one of the
European markets, Hence a further ad-
vance in maize is expected.

The German Cabinet will meet on Satur-
day to discuss the means to minimize the
ill-effects of the Russian ukase on the
poorer clusses, who are wholly dependent
upon rye bread. The Provineinl Governors
and Boards are instrueted to report to the
Governmegnt on the stocks on hand and the
harvest prospects. Official organs assert
that Russia will not be able to continue the
prohibition long for fear of disaster to her
own finances,

THE Y. M. C. A. OF THE WORLD,

AmsTERDAM, Aug. 13 —The World's
Convention of the Young Men’s Christian
Association opened its second day's pro-
ceedings this morning.

FROM BAD TO WORSE,

THE LOT OF PERSECUTED HEBREWS
IN DARKEST RUSSIA,

Long List of Fresh Imperial Outrages Just
Published—An Instance ofthe Crarina’s
TIntolorance—Fares to America Are Sold
at Less Than Cost,

B Loxpoy, Aug. 13.—The work entitled

“In Darkest Russia’ has met with a very

good sale to-day, and the second edition was

issued. The book is devoted to an exposure
of the wrongs from which Hebrews in Rus-
sia suffer, and the edition of to-day gives
long lists of fresh prosecutions to which

Hebrews in that country have been sub-

Jeeted, A vast mass of statisties is pre-

sented to prove that the statement alleged

to have been made by the Czar that He-
brews were conneeted with dynamite ount-
rages is unfounded.

One instance of the intolerance of the
Czarina is given in the book. Her Majesty,
in company with the Czar sometime since,
inspected the troops forming the garrison at
Moscow. Itis customary on such occasions
to give the soldiers a holiday after the in-
spection is concluded. On the oceasion re-
ferred to the officers of the, various regi-
ments were instructed that no Hebrew
soldier must be present at the inspection.
At the particular request of the Czarina the
Hebrews were confined to their barracks.

The books containsa letter from the Duke
of Westminster saving that things in Rus-
sin are going from Eﬂ] to worse. The in-
humanity of the Russian authorities, the
Duke declares, is astonishing—almost in-
credible, The Czar, according
anthority, renders himself liable to be

ilnced in the category of rulers who, like
l’hiiip IL of Spain, clothed with irresponsi-
ble power, have used it, not for the happi-
ness and benefit of their snbjects, but for
their ruin.

A letter from a Hebrew in Russia to o
Minister in London is also published in the
book. The writer says that the most serious
matter of &ll is the general outlawry in
which Hebrews are beld. Every petty Rus-
sinn officinl assumes the right to treat them
as hie thinks fit. A letter received from a
gentleman in Charlottenburg, Germany, de-
seribing the condition of Hebrews who are
fleeing from Russia, says that refugees who
have not sufficient money to pay the full
price of tickets to Amerien, have received
tickets from the Hebrew Emigration Com-
mittee at less than cost.

CHINA MUST KEEP THE PEACE.

Representatives of Several Powers Send a
Joint Note to Its Government.

Loxpos, Aug. 13.—A dispatch from
Pekin savs that it is evident from the ne-
tion taken by the powers that they intend
to compel Chinn to  protect foreigners re-
siding within her borders,

The representatives of the several powers
there addressed o fresh joint note to the
Chinese Government yvesterday in relation
to the outrages perpetrated by Chinese
mohs upon the missions and missionaries
sud others in the Yang-tse-Kiang valley,
demanding that Ching take immediate steps
to protect the lives and property of foreign-
ers.

PROSPECTS FOR A LONG RACE.

Russians Seem to e Satisfied With Lord
Salisbury's Attitude,

LEPERS IN NEW YORK.

Two Chinamen Who Are Thought to
Be Afflicted With Leprosy

TAKEN TO A CHARITY HOSPITAL.

Doctors in Doubt as to the True Nature of
Their Disease,

CHINAMEN ASSERT THAT IT IS LEPROSY

[BPECIAL TELEORAM TO THE DISPATON.)

NEW YoRE, Aug. 13.—Ong Moy Toy, 8
Chinese gambler who has been living at
No. 24 Mott street, and Tsang Ding, who
has two Chinese groceries, were sent to the
Charity Hospital on Blackwell's Island on
Monday afternoon by order of Dr. Cyrus
Edson, of the Board of Health, Both men
were suffering from a disease that resembled
leprosy. They were aiilicted with ulcers,
but the physicians of the Board of Health
who saw the men were not prepared to say
they were lepers, so they were sent to the
Charity Hospital, where they could receive
good treatment and be earefully watched.
To-day the physicians of the Charity Hos-
pital notified Dr, Edson that both men were
undonbtedly lepers.

The Health Board and the Commissioners
of Charities and Correction are now in a
quandary as to what disposition shall be
made of these lepers. Less than a month
ago Chin Hop Siog, a laundryman, was
found to be a leper, and was sent up to the
Charity Hospital. Chinamen in Mott street
say there are other eases of leprosy among
their countrymen here, and, although Dr.
Edson says there is comparatively litle
danger of the disense spreading, he thinks
that there should be a separate hospital for
such cases. Commissioner Sheehy, of the

1 Board of Charities and Correction, says the

hospital on Blackwell’s Island is not the
proper place for patients suffering with con-
tagious diseases.

TSANG DING RETUENS HOME.

To-day Tsang Ding left the hospital and
returned to Mott street and his grocery
husiness. The physicions at the hospital
had no authority to detnin him, and to-mor-
row Dr. Edison is going to isolate him in
some other pluce. Tsang Ding is about 45
years old. For three years he has been
suflering from a disease that at least is akin
to leprosy in symptoms. He is looked upon
by his conntrymen as o man of considerable
influence and money. He says that he is
not afflicted with leprosy, but with & taint
in the blood

Dr. Edson, on the report of Inspectors
Doty and Blauvelt, persunded him to go to
the Charity Ilnnpilalln His cousin, who hos
been living with him, went to the hospital
to-day, accompanied by a lawyer, and de-
munded his release. Tsang Ding said he
wanted to go home and the physicians were
powerless to detain him, e leper’s room
is on the top floor of a tenement, and there
are only two or three other Chinamen who
live in the house. The stairs wera crowded
with children Inst night and they all knew
where the leper lived.

A PROTEST FROM WOMEN.

Some of the women protested against his
heing allowed to remain in the house,
Teang Ding's cousin said to the reporter
that Tsang had been in this country for
nesrly 20 wvears, and that the uleers with
which he was afllicted made their appear-
anee only three years ago. When Chin Hop
Sing's case was diseovered, Dr. Edson said
thut althongh there were a numher of cases
of leprosy in New York all the time, there
was no record of any case where the disease
had been contracted here. Tsang says he
has an enemy in Mott street who has ‘made
him much trouble, and it was this enemy
who accoses him of being a leper. If the
police and the Board of Health will let him
alone he will curiihlmmlﬂh Hei::nu enoénih
money to engage his own physicians, and he
does not want noy assistance.

Ong Moy Toy, the other le who was
sent to the Charity Hmjhﬂ. still there,
He isa big Chinaman, yenrs old, and he
has made limself feared in Mott strect be-
cause of his readiness to fight. For some
time he bas left his room only at night.
His foce is pufled, his eves are neurly
closed, and his ears and nose look as if they
were nlcerated. He has been permitted to
mingle freely with the Chinese gamblers,
although it has been reported for some time
that he was a leper.

CHINESE IDEA OF IT.

Many of the Chinese, however, think that
that disease is not contagious, but is a
special visitation upon those whose an-
cestors have been wicked. When Dr. Ed-
son examined Ong Moy Toy before sending
him to the hospitn! he found indieations of
leprosy, but the symptoms of another
disease were so strongly marked that he
didn’t feel sure it was reslly a case of

lag}my.

r. Fdson said: “San Franeciseo has a
hospital for lepers and I think we shounld
have one here, I helieve these cases should
be isolated, althongh leprosy now is not
nearly ns contagions as it wns yvears ago. In
fact, the linbility of infeetion iys very slight
indeed. We have no appropristion to pay
the expenses of these lepers’ way k to
China even if the law permitted it."

Dr. Edson does not think that leprosy is
spreading in this city or that there is any
cause for ularm beecsuse every few months a
leper ix discovered in the Chinese colony
here. Ong Moy Toy ond Tsang Ding were
flumd im separate wards at the Charity

Tospital and were isoloted as much as
passible, Commissioner Sheehy, however,
said that it was not the duty of the Roard of
Charities nuid Correetion to take eare of the
Health Board's patients, and they were not

ing to keep any lepers in the Charity
ospital.

IN A HOTEL IN BROAD DAYLIGHT.

The Victim Foreed to Sign a Check aad
Kept a Close Prisoner.

THEN CHIOROFORMED A&'i) DESERTED

MemrEIS, Ang. 13.—R. Dudley Frayser,
President of the Seeurity and the Memphis
City banks, secretary of the Memphis City
Railway, principal owner of the Puliic
Ledger, and one of the most prominent and
wealthy eitizens of Memphis, was this aftes-
noon ehloroformed and robbed at the Gayoso
Hotel )

About 6 o'clock this morning a gentle-
man registering as “John A. Morris, New
Orleans,” was assizned a room at the Gayoso,
for which he paid in advanes and oeenpied
at once. During the morning he ordered a
bottle of whisky from the bar, and a beli-
boy secured a bottle of eamphor for him
from & drugstore, About 2:0 o’elock this
morning Mr. Frayser, sitting in his private
office at the Memphis Ciry Bunk, reevived
a note, signed John A. Morris, requesting
Mr. Frayser to eall on him at once on busi-
ness of importance. Mr. Froyser was at the
hotel in a few minntes, nnd was ashered
into Mr. Morris’ room.

IN THE ROLE OF A LOTTERY MAN.

The latter introduee:d himself nx Jolin AL
Morris, of the Louisiana Lottery Company,
of New Orleans. Hesuid the lottery com-
pany had been antagonized greatly of late
in that State; that their investments had
been unfavorable, and lottery property gen-
erally was nusafe, and he wishied to consuls

Mr. Frayser gave him what information
he could in regard to Memphis moneved mn-
stitutions, but would give no advice and
turned to go.

THE RESIGNED MINISTER OF CANAe

Defends Himself From the Charges of
