BCIENTISTS AND THE WHEELING WELL

An important week to oil producers has
Jum closed. Every day has been replete with
surprises to the trade and something new
has oocurred. The drill it continually
bringing to light some fresh discovery, and
none predict what may happen in the next
seven dave, The production has been largely
jnereased, and in consequenc: the market
has a drooping fromt. DPrices have not
dropped with a thud since they went to 50
eents, but the gradual tendeney is down-
wari,

The wells which have been drilled during
the week iv the MeCurdy-MeDonunid field
were big ones. There was one exception
sod that was Mosier & Co's dry hole at
McDonald, a couple of hundred feet south-
west of the Butler lot well Little, if
any, sttention is being paid to the

ools  omtside of the two named
ghove. Ther are still the loadstone,
and will continus ax such for at least 20
davs longer. By thet time it is estimnted,
judging from the active work being done
now, that the territury will be pretty well
drilled over and the limits defined. It 15

TRADE QUIETS DOWN

After the Bull Movement in Cereals,
and the Week Closes

WITH PROSPECTS VERY CHEERING

Not Much in the Tide and Teather Line to
Comfort Bellers,

THE GENERAL OUTLOOK INPROVING

The leading feature of the week in trade
circles has been the snbsidence of the bull
movement in cereal lines. Under the in-
fluence of unfavorsble Europenn crop re-
ports, an upward movement started which
sent wheat and rye far above the legitimate
line. The consequent reaction has come,
and wheat has fallen 10c below its highest
point, and rye has declined almost as much,
The short crops of wheat and rye in East-
ern Europe will certainly redound to the
prosperity of this country, ns n market will
thus be opened for onr own great surplos ot
remunerative prices. The occupation of
the grumbler among our farming populntion
is gone for this season.

Vith a crop of cereals bevond all previ-
ous records, the shortage in Europe now in-
sures a good price for our cereals. The sur-

sz of wheat Is estimated all the way from

000,000 to 300,000,000 bushels, and will be
needed to make up for the shortage in the
lands beyond the sens. It is too early to
make predictions as to the corn erop, but
the present outlouk is good, and all signs
polint to full average returns in this line.
