
AGAINST THE CLAMS.

Judger Ewins's Charge to the Jury
Leaving Little Latitude.

MORE FAVORABLE TO CORA WYATT

.Three Criminal Courts to Be in Session at
the Same Time.

lESTERDAT'S BIG GRIST OF JUSTICE

The jury is out in the case of Charles 31.
Clark, Iiis wife, Kmma Clark, and Cora
"Wyatt, which was concluded yesterday be-

fore .Indge Ewine;. They were charge'd
with bcinc accessories after the fact to the
murder of Detective Gilkinson. Clark was
placed on the stand and continued his testi-
mony that was interrupted on the previous
day by the adjournment of court.
lie claimed that the shadow seen
on the window blind was caused
by himself. II e was dressing his
car, having suffered catarrh in it He

on that he received
two money orders from Daniel Jackson,
from Hoehester, X. V. The witness did not
know who Jackson was. Fitzsimmons owed
him money.

Cora "Wyatt was the next witness. She
testified to living with her sister, Mrs.
Clark, and claimed that she knew nothing
of Kitzsimmons beim; in Clark's house on
Sunday, until he was found and told to get
out. She she was sick at the time and
had been downstairs very little.

Dr. Osborn testified to dressing Fitzsim-jnon- s

wound au hour after his arrest, and
the appearance of the wound, he said, was
such that indicated it had not been dressed
for 10 or 12 hours previous.

Officer Colvin was recalled and gave some
additional, although unimportant, testi-

mony.
AKOT7MENTS OF THE ATTOUNETS.

The arguments then followed. "William
Kcardon, counsel for Mrs. Clark, opened
for the defense. He was followed by J. 31.
Cox, who spoke for Cora AVvatt. "W. J.
Urennen pleaded for --Mr. Clark. A recess
was then taken. At the opening of court in
the afternoon H. L. Goehring made a strong
speech for the prosecution.

Judge Ewing then charged the jurv. "The
chnnre was unfavorable to the Clarks, but
favorable in regard to the case of Cora
"Wyatt. In regard to the case of Mrs.
Clark he said: "The presumption on the
facts stated in the points is that the acts of
the husband and the wife jointly are the
acts of the husband, and that the wife acts
under ihe control and coercion of the hus-
band, and that she is not liable. That is a
presumption of law, but there is a rebuttal
presumption. If the evidence, direct or
circumstantial, shows that the act is that of
the wife uncontrolled bv the husband,
or that she had guilty knowledge
ofand aided and comforted the felon, that
act is hers rather than that of her hus-
band, and in that cae she is liable to con-
viction for her acts." In regard to the case
of Clark, the Court hold that unless Clark
was coerced by fear of Fitzsimmons' re-
volver, or succored him under the influence
ofa pointed revolver, he was guilty. As to
Cora "Wyatt, he said:

I'AVOKABLE TO MISS WTATT.
"Her case stands in a different position.

She knew Fitzsiranions, and was friendly
toward him. She is a sister of Mr- - Clark
and an inmate of her house, but in no way
n proprietor ol the house. I cannot say
that there is not testimony to convict her.
but I would hesitate to convict her on the
testimony given. 1 am, however, well
satisfied that on the witness stand she com-
mitted a i.ir more serious oflenve than the
one the is charged with uud;r the indict-
ment. Jt is not possible that she did not
know of main- - of the incidents she
denied knowledge of. Itut even perjury on
tlic tand on other matters cannot influence
you to convict the woman unless you are
iatisliod by the evidence of her guilt. I
have no doubt that she knows more than
she tells us here."

The jury then retired and at 5 o'clock had
not returned. The verdict will be received
tills morning in open court

Her clothing
ignited, and she died from the burns. A

AH INJUKCTIOK EEFUSED.

The Duqnesne Traction Company Wins a
Victory in the Courts.

Judge Magee yesterday handed down an
opinion in the case of the Pittsburg, Oak-

land and East Liberty Passenger Railway
Company, and the Pittsburg Traction Com-

pany, et al, against the Howe Street Pas-
senger Railway Company,and the Duqnesne
Traction Company. The suit was brought
some time ago to secure an injunction res-

training the Duquesne Traction Company
from constructing the Howe street branch
on Dcnmston avenue. The plaintms claim
the exclusive right of way over the street
under the right "of way of the Pittsburg,
Oakland and East Liberty Passenger Rail-
way Company, given in 1863. The right of
way is defined in the act of 1863, as after
reaching the Pcnn turnpike road, "thence
by best and nearest route to the village of
"Wilkinsburg."

Judge Magee, in his opinion, said that
Denniston avenue did not appear to be a
defined part of the route of the company.
The language in the act may be general
enough to warrant the appropriation of
Denniston avenue, but it would equally
warrant the use of any other street in that
vicinity. It also was not shown that the
route adopted was by way of Denniston
avenue, in the original construction of the
r ilway. The ordinance of the city in 1870
gave the company the right to lay tem-

porary tracks on Denniston avenue, and the
city could revoke the grant at any time. He
was not sure but the ordinance giving a
right of way on the street to the Howe
street company worked that revocation.
"Without discussing the rights of the Howe
street company on the street, the pre-
liminary injunction was refused.

That Point Favored as the Site of
the Chronic Insane Asylum.

BELLWOOD HAS STRONG CLAIMS.

It Is Close to Altoona and Backed by Fitts-bur- g

and the West

DK. WILEI'S ARGUMENTS IN ITS FAVOR

SPECIAL TELEGRAM TO THE DISPATCH.

Philadelphia, Sept. 2o. The mem-

bers of the State Commission having in
charge the selection of a site for the new
asylum for the chronic insane, met in the
office of "Wharton Barker to-d- and practi-
cally finished their work, subject of course
to the approval of Governor Pattison, the
final power in the premises. The commis-
sion agrees upon 'Eeading as first choice,
and in view of a certain contingency, Bell-woo- d

borough, a point on the Pennsylva-vania'- s

middle division, seven miles from
Altoona, has a strong preference. Xo de-

cided recommendation is made.
Wharton Barker is President of the com

mission. Henry M. Dechert, Dr. John Kir-wa-n,

of "Warren; John M. Bcynolds, of Bed-
ford, and John B. Storm
are the remaining members of the commis-
sion, and all were present with the excep-
tion of Mr. Storm. Since the last week in
June the commissioners have been visiting
a number of places in the State, investigat-
ing a wealth of offers and making personal
inquiry into the claims made by various
sectipns.

AIM OF THE COMMISSION.
The last Legislature appropriated the

sum of 5500,000 to cover the expense of
erecting a new asylum, in addition to the
ones at Uorristown, Harrisburg, Danville,
Dixmont and "Warren, and the single aim of
the commission has been to carry out the
terms of the law. This the members believe
will be thoroughly served in the selection
of a site near Beading, but the fellwood
premises meet with much favor.

Bellwood town is at the junction of Bell's
run and the Juniata river in Logan Valley,
Blair county, and has 1,800 population. It
is 130 miles east of Dixmont Hospital; 127
miles west from Harrisburg; ISO miles west
from Danville; 140 miles south from "War-
ren, and 200 miles from Norristown. These
facts were presented by Secretary Reynolds
to-d- as newly-discover- matter respect-
ing a location. The commissioners discussed
the situation and found that by the terms
of the act Bellwood was the central point,
embodying every direction of the law. The
average distance by railroad is 148 miles
from the five hospitals from which the in-
mates must be taken.

THE BELLWOOD PROPERTY.
The property to be secured is in the Hen-se- y,

Shaffer and "Willig farms, sonth from
the Pennsylvania Kail road. A phenome-
nally large spring is on the Hensey farm;
there are 17 acres of orchards, 30 acres in
woodland, exhaustless quarries, coal and
clay. There are 700 acres in all, and $50,- -
000 is the price demanded. Dr. U Chase
"Wiley, of Pittsburg, connected for six
years with the Dixmont Hospital, appeared
before the commission by special invita
tion, and Mr. J. K. Ewing, of TJniontown,
was also present

Dr. "Wiley said very frankly that Pitts-
burg and the "West are'positively in earnest
in their desire to have the new asylum west
of the Alleghcnies, and unless this was
done they would appear before the next
Legislature to press their demand for re-

lict. He said that Bellwood was an entirely
new location, but very suitable, and the
claims for Hillside, Ligonier. New Flor-
ence and TJniontown would be waved in
favor of the freshly discovered section in
Logan Valley, as it was the most eligible.

DR. WILEY'S ARGUMENTS.

"We seek relief," said Dr. Wiley, "and
there is no question of the rightfulness of
our demand. The combined hospital
capacity of the three Eastern institutions is
3,0o2, to a population of 3,008,032, or about
1 to 1,000. Dixmont and Warren care for
1,200, to 200,000 population, or 1 in 1,500."
Dr. Wiley advocates manual labor at the
new asylum and demonstrated to the com-
mission how this object can be served. He
said:

"An erroneous impression prevails that
the acute cases are the only insane who are
able to perform manual labor, when Ihe
facts are that the acute cases, as a class, are
totally unable to work, as their disease at
this period is exceedingly active and there
is marked physical disturbance, general de-

bility and mental perversion. It, is only
when the acute stages of excitement and
fnrore have-passe- away that physical re-
cuperation and increased bodily health and
strength return, and where the intellect re-

mains defective that the patient is classed
as a chronic, and as such, under proper
directions, is able to perform many kinds of
manual labor, surpassing in many instances
those who are sane."

WOULD SAVE TIIE STATE 590,000.

Dr. Wiley said further that a large part
of the work on the contemplated asylum
buildings could be done by this class. "I
am familiar with this bill," said Dr. Wiley,
in conclusion. "I am also the author of
section 7, which says that as soon as tem-
porary quarters can be provided the trans-
fer of 20 able-bodie- d, harmless insane from
each of the five hospitals shall be made to
the premises and farm to engage in farm
work, grading, macadamizing, excavating
for buildings and other employment. It
will save at least 590,000 in two years
time."

The result of the Commission's finding
will be forwarded to Governor Patttison
and the State Board of Public Charities,
and there is nothing more before the mem-
bers unless the Governor should refer the
matter back to them for positive decision, a
thing he is not likely to do. They are
almost a unit in the selection of one of the
Beading sites, said to be along the Cushion
Mountain, at Wernersville, in the Lebanon
Valley, nine miles from the Berks capital,
but the Bellwood suggestion finds large
favor and will be pressed upon the Governor
by a Pittsburg delegation.
