CHINA'S REPORT TO EUROPE.

THE CELESTIAL GOVERNMENT GIVES
AN ACCOUNT

Of the Efforts It Has Made and Shall Make
to  Suppress Disorders—Revolutionary
Aectivity of the Secret Societies—Arms
and Ammunition Seized.

Loxpox, Bept. 25 —The following is a
summary of an official Pekin cable dis-
patch received Monday and handed to the
Foreign Office authorities Tnesday: Specific
sums have been offered to the treuty Powers
by China as compensation for the loss of
life sud property at Wuha, Wosuch, Tan-
vaug, Wooseih, and other places where dis-
orders have cccurred, Four lenders of the
rinters have been exeented and 21 have been
banished. TFive mandarins have been ad-
judged culpably remiss in not adopting
moeasures to preserve order, and have been
reported to the Throne for punishment.

e Imperial Government, recognizing its
entire responsibility for the preservation of
order at the treaty ports and for the protec-
tion of missionarios in the interior, has or-
dered the Vieeroys of Chihli and Nanking
to dispatch the Northern and Southern
wqnadrons to patrol the Yang tee Kiang and

to afford protection wherever the life or
property of Europeans is still o ntly
threatened. Though romors of further

tronhile still excite uneasiness in certain
places, the Government has no doubt of its
ability to cope effectively with attempts at
fresh breaches of the peace, whether from
the operations of secret societies or ns the
result of local or aecidental circumstanees.

The examinntions held last month st
Nauking, Woochang, Nanchang, Hangchow
und Foochow ended without the dixorders
often sttendant on the assembling of so
many thoneands of students. At Nanking
alone the usual number of students is 20,000,
and the number is scarcely less at the other
csqitai-: mentioned,

Nothing is known respecting the reports
cabiled to Burope of an attempt to seize the
Foochow arsenal, but undoubted evidence
of the activity of seoret societies has been
obinined in other quarters. Thirty-five
eases of foreign rifles,consigned to a British
subjeet employed in the Imperial Castoms
Ofice at Chinkisng have been seized by the
enstoms officers at Shacghal, and the con-
signee has been srrested and sent to Shang-
hai for the British sathorities to deal with.
The same man had in his possession a quan-
tity of dynamite, which, with the rifies, he
confessed was intended for the use ofa
secret society at Chinkiang.

CARNIBALISN IN RUBSIA.

Famine Drives Parenis to Devour Their
Children.

Br. PETERSRURG, Bept. 25 —The distress
amang the peasant population is increasing.
The potato erops are proving a failure in
many districts now. A new calamity has
visited Russia in the form of a little insect
onlled ser which is more destruetive to
corn than the Russian fiy.

In the Government of Astrakhan the
whole population of the villagessre dyine of
want., daetors who are sent to treat
them prescribe corn instead of medicine.
Stories sre afioat of parents eating their
children in the Government of Nijni Noy-
gorod, but it is impossible to ssy whether
these stories are quite true. The anthorities
in many places are levving a tax an laborers
wherever they obtain work.

BELGIUN'S MILITARY POSITION.

Advice Which the Late Count Von Moltke
Gave to Its Genernls.

Brussers, Sept. 25.—The Jowrnal de la
Meuwe, of Liege, publishes an opinion on
Belgium's military establishment which
the Inte Count von Mnoltke imparted tos
Belginn general attepding King Leopold
tl't_n the occasion of the latter's visit to Ber-
in.

Count won Moltke said in effect that in
ihe event of war the Belginn Government
wonld be required to garrison Antwerp and
the Meuse forts.  Although the Meure forts
were built as 8 protection against Germany,
Belginm had more to fear from France, and
thai Belgium should add 70,000 more men
to her army and adopt military institutions
suitable for modern regnirements.

BERLIN, Sept. 25.—Six Anarchisis have
been sentenced to terms of imprisonment of
from six months to two vears for cirenlating
prohibited literature. Among the publi-
cations they are charged with cirenlsting is
the Annrchist paper Awfonomie, printed in
London, containing articles insnlting to the
Emperor and designed to incite the people
to treason.

CANADA BOUND DOWN

In Foreign Trade Relations by Treat-
ies of Great Britain.

SHE WANTS COMMEKCIAL FREEDOM

England Asked to Renounce Treaties With
Germany and Belgium.

A BROADER IIARI.ET I8 SORELY NEEDED

FEPECIAL TELEGRAM TO THE DISPATON.]

OTTAWA, Sept. 23.—In the Senats to-day
Premier Abhott moved an address to the
Government asking that the British Gov-
ernment take steps to renonnce and termin-
ate the eflect of certain provisions in the
treaties with the German Zollverein and
with the Kingdom of Belgium. Since 1882
the British Government has consulted the
interests of Canada in makiog new treaties,
but the two herein referred to place Canada
in a position which precludes the possibility
of her negotiating any trade arrangement
with sny foreign country in which there isa
discrimiontion against either Germany or
Belgium,

'[';EL ohject of the resolutions is to draw
attention to certain stipulations in the ex-
isting treaties with jum and with the
German Zollverein, narily reterred to
as the “most favored nation’ clauses, which
are extended o other countries whose
eommercial treaties with Great Britain con-
tain & “most favored nation” clause, and
which apply to British colonies.

CANADA BOUND DOWX.

By article 15 of the treaty with Belgium,
entered into in 1862, is compelled
to ndmit all articles, the produce or manu-
facture of Belgium, ut the same or at no
bigher rate of dutg than is imposed upon
similur artieles of British origin; and in the
treaty with the German Zollverein, entered
into in 1863, it is stipulated that the produce
of those Stutes shall not be subject to any
higher or other import duties than the
produce of the United Kingdom, or any
other country, of the like kind, and that the
exports to those States shall not be sub-
jected to any higher duties than exports to
the United Kingdom. »

It ix contended that these provisions in
foreign treaties are incompatible with the
rights and powers subsequently confefred
by the British North American set upon
the Parliament of Canada for the reguln-
tion of the trade and commerce of the
Dominfon, and that their continuance in
foree temds to produce complications and
embsrrassment,

MORE MARKETS XEEDED.

The address rturther says: Your me-
morialists desire also to point out that the
immense resources of the Dominion in ite
facility for the growth of food and material,
its minerals, its fisheries and its lumber, re-
quire for their profitable development the
large practicable extenslon of its markets,
more especially in countries whose native
snpply of such production is limi while
ite rapidly developing manufscturing io-
dustries demand lnriu and increaging sup-
plies of raw materia .

1t is pointed out that u.mo:,the countries
with which an_interchange of traffic takes
plnce the British Empire holds the highest
rank in amonnt, while the trade of the
Dominion with the United States is second
only to that with the British Empire, and

its  development and  extension of
great importance. In  view of these
iacts, Premier Abbott trusted the

British Government wonld & te the ap-
plication of these muium Iu
Canada now stood ehe could not extend her
commercial relations with the rest of the
world, becanse by the treaty Great Britain

The fact is Canada was deprived of offer-
ing any inducement to the West Indies,
Bmzil or any other country to enter into
reciprocal trade ments. Mr. Abbott
thought the scheme of the Federation Trade
League of the British Empire a very pretty
theory, but he would some more
substantial proof of its practicability before
he would ascept it as within the range of
probubilities or even possibilities.

He gave emphatio denial to the statement
cabled out from London to-day that before
he had framed his resolution regarding the
abrogation of the applieation of these
treaties to Canada and her exemption from
their operations, be had consulted Lord
Salishury. Tt was the desire of the
Canadisn people to secure the remaval of
the restrictions which these treaties im-
posed on the trade of the Dominion.

The disenssion will be carried into the
House of Commons, where, it is nnderstood,
an amendment will be moved to give
Cannda the right to make her own commer-
cisl tresties.
