The contest for the Legislature in the
Second distriet of Allegheny has become
somewhat muddled since Senator Hutan an-
nounced lhimself as o candidate for the
Lower House. Ex-Speaker Graham and
William T. Marshall, the representatives
of that district for several terms, announced
themselves as candidates for re-clection im-
mediiately after they returned from Harris-
burg at the end of the last session. They
have always been considered Quay men,
aml 1le announcement that W. L
McDonald, Assistant Distriet  Attorney
and a recognized Quay uan, wounld
be a cundidate in the district con-
fused both Graham and Marshall. Then
followed Senutor Rutan’s announcement
and with it eame still more confusion to the
Graham-Marsball combination.

On Tuesday Mr., Marshall, at the solicita-
tion of Sepator Quay, went to Beaver and
beld a epufereuce with the Senator. The
conference was entirely satisfuctory to Mr
Marshall and he returned to his Allegheny
hiome eontent in the belief that he and his
friend Graham eould be re-elected notwith-
stunding Senntor Rutan’s candidaey.

Willigm J. MeDonaid to Withdraw,

It was arranged between NMr. Marshall
and Senator Quay that McDonald should be
withdrawn from the contest, thereby giving
a clear ficld to Marshall and Graham as
agcainst Senator Rutan, Mr, MeDonald has
nor vet been officially notified of the ar-
rangement. Tt is said that be was put in
the field by United States Distriet Attor-
ney Lyon, It is likely tiat Mr. Lyvon will
be instrumental in pulling him down.

Senator Batan's friends heard of the
Quay-Marshall combination  vesterdar.
They were not pleased with the arrange-

went, Sepator Rutan knew that soch a
combination had been formed, but on ae-
count of the death of his brother he refused
to talk on the subject. Miz friends say,
however, that ther will have another can-

strengih will pull their team through,

The  Assistant Supernntendent
learned lust night that Wednesday night
he had been in a diffienlty with John Mul-
len, better known ay “Soldier,” in a Sixth
street saloon, A man who saw the affair
said McAuliffe hit Mallen with & beer glass,
and then ent him in the abdomen with a
knife.

It is understood that Mullen is in a very
critical eondition, but as the matter was
kept quiet and he was hurried away it is
not known where he now is MeAuliffe
was lockel up in Central station. His
friends wanted to get him ont, but owing to
the uncertainty about Mullen’s condition
this was refused. They claim Mullen in-
sulted him, but there wasno stabbing. The
case will be further investigated to-day.

A= John DMullen is familiarly kaown,
“Soldier” is probably one of the best-
known characters in Pittsburg. In appear-
anee he is gentlemanly. He is inoffensive,
and is genernlly careful about his dress.
His round, full fuce is always cleanly
shaven. Heis generally to be found with
his companions at Smithfield street and
Diamond alley, and he is familiarly known
to every police officer in the city. In the
summer he travels about to the country
fairs.  He deals in cheese of all kinds, and
the saloon keepers of the two cities are his
custoners.

FOR  BURIED - WIRES.

The Public Safety Committee Acts
Favorably on the Matter.

GOES TO COUNCILS NEXT MONDAY.

Smoke Consumer and Street Car Licemse
Bills Held Over.

INPORTANT ORDINANCES CONSIDERED

The Committee on Publie Safety met
yesterday afterncon and took up several
long-delayed measures of importance. The
ordinances for urnderground wires and com-
pelling street cars to stop before crossing
other lines were affirmatively recommended
to Councils. Among other things cousid-
ered were the smoke consumer and cab or-
dinances, both of which were held over for
further consideration. The question of
licensing street cars was considered and
will be finally acted on at the next meeting.

The meeting was called chiefly to act on
the underground wire measure. This has
been before the committee many times, bat
owing to the enormous expense and other
difficnlties bound to result from its passage
it has been held over from time to time for
further information. The ordinance, pub-
lished in THE DispaTcu when first con-
sidered, prohibits the erection of poles in
the downtown district for telephone, mess-
enger or electrie light service, and provides
for the removal of those now in use and the
placing of wires in underground conduits,

. The Time Is Too Short.

Superintendent Mead, of the Buresu of
Eleetricity, raised n point agsinst that por-
tion of the bill requiring the work to be
done by November 15, 1892, He said the
time was too short. The wires could not
be put down by the date given without hav-
ing all the streets torn up at the same time
and blockading traffic. Mr. Murpby said it
the commitiee kept on extending the time
the work would never be done. This ended
the discussion and the ordinance was affirm-
atively recommended. Councils will act on
it next Monday.

The Warmeastle smoke consumer ordi-
nance came up next. Mr. Taggart said that
nothing practicable had been found to do
away with smoke; the consnmers were sim-
ply in an experimental stage as vet, and to
order such a thing on the manufacturer's
guarantee wonld mesn a very large ontlay
of money. The ordinance was 1aid over.

Chief Brown’s plan for licensing street
cars and devoting the proceeds to hiring
officers for dangerous corners came in for its
share of consideration. The ordinance was
offered several months ago and provides for
an annual license of §50 on every car. Chief
Brown sent a letter to the committee ex-
plaining the necessity for such a measure,

Uniformed Men Needed.

The Chief called attentiou to the great
danger to life by the rapid transit now in
use. The men stationed at corners by the
corporations had proved to be useless and
his ides was to increase the police force and
station an o r on esch corner wheie
tracks erossed. These men would be uni-
formed and under the control of the Police
Bureau, and the monez derived from the
car license would pay them.

Mr. Russell wanted some definite infor-
mation on the subject. First as to the
number of ears run by each company, and
secondly, whether this method would take
the responsibility for sccidents off the cor-

orations and Elm it on the city. The or-

inance was therefore laid over until the
next meeting, when the information will be
at hand.

The ordinance compelling all cars to sto
before erossing each other's tracks was al-
firmatively returned to Councils.

The ordinance ting the cab and
hack system and fixing prices to be paid by

ssengers, also the one reguiating the driv-
ng of cattle over the city strects, were re-
ferred to sub-committees with instructions
to report at the next meeting.

A Successful Trial Trip Over the New Road
Maane Last Night,

The Citizen's Traction Company formally
introduced the eleetric svstem on their
Sharpsburg branch last night, to the delight
of the people of that borongh, who thronged
Main street as the first two cars were taken
through the town. President Holmes had
sent invitations to Burgess Lovd and the
Conpcilmen of Sharpsburg. as well as the
Seventeenth and Eighteenth ward Couneil-
men of Pittsburg,toaccompuny him over the
line on the first trir. Several of those in-
vited accepted, and two cars oontaining the
traction officials and other guests left Foriy-
seventh street st 8 o’clock. The run to t
end of the line in Sh burg was made in
24 minutes and return in 25 minutes. The
machinery worked smoothly and the ex-
perimental trip was satisfactory to all.

Two of the electric cars will be put on at
once, but the horse care will be withdrawn
gradually. By the 17th inst. the line will
be operated by electric ears exclusively, it
ise ed, and then a schedule will be put
into effect by which the cars will make the
round trip from the Allegheny Cemetery to
the upper end of Sharpsbure in 40 minutes.
This 1s just half the time required by the
horse cars. Cars will leave each end of the
line e;ery En minutes. With rapid tran-
sit, Sharpsburgers expect to experience the
real estate boom for which they have anx.
iously waited for many vears.

TWO REAL ESTATE DEALS.

A Big Fight Promised at the Sale of the
Government Property—Either o Business
House or & Hotel Where Christ Church
Stood—Fresh Enmors, '

Real estate dealers are looking forward
expectantly to the advertised public sale of
the Government's Penn avenue property, to
take place at 3 o’clock to-morrow afternoon,
Much is expected to result from this deal
It is confidently expected that it will be
seitled to-morrow. When the property was
offered a couple of weeks ago the highest
bid made was $218,000, and this not being
considered enough the sale wasadjourned.
An hour after adjournment s gentleman
representing 8 Pittsburg syndicate made
a  private offer of $225000, but
it conld not be nceepted. Other parties
bave learned of this offer and will pmhb?
go it several thousand better when the bid-
ding begins. It is stated on geod authority
that one party will bid up to $£260,000 rather
than lose the property, and if that figure is
reached the Government will acoept.

Contingent upon this sale is that of the
Christ M. E. Church property further down
Penn avenuve. Several rumors of people
being afier this desirable site have been
going the rounds. The latest and probably
the most reliable story is that certain es
desire to buy the piece for the erection of a
hig store building, a hotel or an apartment
house. Most likely the store plan will be
selected if the deal goes thmngql. -

The property fronts 100 feet on Penn ave-
nue by 300 on Eighth street and Maddock’s
alley. Christ Church owns the Penn ave-
nue froot, running back 150 feet, and ask
€2,000 a foot for it. The piece in the rear,
fronting 150 feet on Eighth street and run-
ning back 100 feet tn Garrison alley, is
owned by the Pitteburg Female College,
and the trustees ask §800a foot for it, or
$120,000 for the whole.

If the parties referred to decide to build
n hotel or an apartment house lheg'
will buy the whole tract, whic
has been offered them at a little
less than £320,000. If they decide on s
store building, only the urch property
will be purchased.  The store plan includes
a double eight-story building, with rooms
running back the full length of 150 feet, six
stories to be set apart for the use of the
sgm occupants, and the two top floors for
offices.

W. A, Herron & Bons admitted that
there were three or four possible purchasers
in sight, one of whom had intentions such
as outlined above, though the details had
not been discussed by them. They also
stated that something would have heen
done with this property some time ago had
it not been ;or tlie deal :dn l.hebeGoﬂgnm?nt
property. e seemed to be waiting for
that sale to m:tofhe ce of prices on Penn
avenue. While it is a very desirable piece
and much larger than the Eighth street
plet, it is not nearly so desirably sitnated,
and will not command as high a figure,

He produced an express re-
ceipt book and eaid there were £1 63
charges on it. Mr. Phillips was absent,
but the zirl in charge paid the money.
When Mr. Phillips returned he found two
bricks and some sand in the box.

THOBE HUNS NOT WANTED.

Large Sums of Money Sent to Foreign
Couuntries by Workmen Here, *

An item from New York published in
THE DISPATCH yesterday gave partiealars
of the detention by Government officials of
six newly-arrived Hungarians as contract
lnborers, each claiming he had been sent for
to work at Carnegie’s works in this vieinity.
An employe at Carnegie's Homestead
works, in an interview on the subject yes-
terday, said:

“It is s custom with the Huns, Poles,
Blavs and other foreigners to send for their
relatives when they become intrenched in
any of oir large industrial establishments.
It is unjust to impute to the management
that they send for them. There is no neces-
gity for it. The foreigners are always ready
to send passage money to bring their rela-
tives to this country.

“The avernge amount sent to Hungary
and other countries throngh the Homestead
National Bank is about $3,000 per month,
and the bulk of this is the earnings of men
oocnpging the lowest ‘fouil.ions in the mills,
The Carnegie firms do not import labor.
Not one man was imported for their great
armor plant when it was started, although,
it being & new industry, they could under

MRS. LEWIS [N COURT.

She Appears to Claim the Right to
Retain Her Only Child.

DEFENDED BY ATTORNEY MARRON.

The Respondent Concludes to Live in
Order to Have Revenge.

LEWIS MUST DEFEXKD HIS CHARACTER

The little love drama which is being
played by Richard P. Lewis, his preity
wife, Detective Heiner, and an alleged
multitude of men was put on the boards yes-
terday with new scenery and the additional
characters of law and lawyers to add to the
effect. The suicide tableau was left out by
the heroine, and instead of courting death
she has vowed reveage and a determination
to keep both her husband and her child.
The spicy scandal was brought up in conrt
by the habeas corpus proceedings of Lewis
to get possession of his 3-year-old ehild.
The hearing was to have taken place in the
morning before Judge MeClung. Attorney
Barton appeared for the plaintiff, but in-
stead of the respondent His Honor was
handed & neat little letter in a square en-
velope, which read :

1 have received;s telégram from my father
telling me not to give up the child. I will
not under any circumstances bring the child
into court. You can send for the child if
you wish.

The case v!u postponed, and at 3 o’clock
in the afternoon, the Lewis woman accom-
panied by Attorney Marron, walked gnietly
into the covrtroom, past several windows
without jumping out and,modestly avoiding
the stares of a hundred loafers and as many
lawyers took a seat directly in front of
the Court. Her child in care of
Detective Heiner, came in a few minutes
later. It was taken to the rear of the room,
ahd a few minutes later commenced erying
for its mother.

The Court’s Dignity Folled,

With a faint smile, the woman turned
her face toward the little one, but a barrier
of lawyers and speciators stood be-

tween. In & moment the smile
changed to sorrow. Tears came to
the eves of the fair dent, and the

child, seeing its mother beyond its reach,
oried louder. The court ecrier frowned,
opened his lips to call for order and then
suddenly realized that 3-year-olds will not
obey the mandates of law. All the consta-
bles in the room saw the look of perplexity
on their chie’s countenance -mr rushed to
the desk for commands, but there were none
to be given.

The most unhappy man was the detective
with the child. He was in 8 worse fix than
a papa in church with a baby erying on
each knee, and lacked the additional conso-
lation of knowning that he was the l]"ﬂ'.l-

rietor of a family. Relief came at last,

owever, when a couple of sympathetic
women went to the reseue, and with their
magnetic presence eased the child's injured
mind. Just then Mra Lewis dri her
tears and looked stern. She is of medium
height, finely formed, and has a plum
round foce that no  ome mﬁi
blame s much-abused, friendless hotel clerk
for wanting to kiss. She looked as inde-

ndent and in much the same manner as a

igh School girl facing her teacher to be
reprimanded for talking too much with the
bi and best looking boy in her class.

en she glanced at Attorney Barton, her
husband’s attorney, it was in that kind of a
don't-care style which indicated that, al-
though she could favor lots of men with her
love, he couldn’t be incladed.
He Didn't Wink the Other Eye,

o ndﬁgc McClung received a piercing look
from her hazel eyes that would bring the
majority of men to their knees, but it
wasn't convenient for the Court to even
wink in response, so the case went on,

Attorney Barton stated that the grand-
aunt to whom the child had been given by
its mother had handed over her charge to
its father, and therefore they were satisfied.

‘‘But we are not,” said Attorney Marron.
“This woman has been pursued by blood-
hound detectives, who have now en her
child by unfair means. This man Lewis is
no more fit to take charge of that child
than its mother, even if all the allegations
against her are proven to be true, and be-
sides we intend to show that they are not
true.”

He asked forthe privi of filing a
statement and was given until to-day to do
so. After conrt adjourned, Mr. Marron was
asked about his elient, and said confidently
that there was no further danger of her com-
mitting suicide. He said it would be shown
that Lewis, following the character of many
traveling men, was as immoral as iuuqinl-
tion could picture. “It reminds me,” he
said, of that quotation irom Hamlet, which
reads;

SEES NO DIFFICULTY.

City Attorney Moreland Has No Fears
About the Bond Issue—Citizens Can Ap-
peal, but Not Decide—The BSupreme
Court Has Settled It

City Attorney Morelund contends that
there will be no difienlty in issming the
bonds provided for by Tuesday's election.
He agrees that any eitizen of Pittsburg has
the right togo into court and ask that an in-
junction be issued to prevent the issuing of
the bonds, but no citizen can decide the
matter. “It is all with the eourt,” Mr.
Moreland said. *“The court will likely de-
cide the question properly. The Supreme
Court has said emphatically that the city
must pay the contractors for the improve-
ments made. There is no money with which
to pay them, and the only legal way is to
levy taxes or issue bonda By a vote of
the people it has been decided to issue
bonds, and, a8 faras I can see, there is noth-
ing now to prevent the officials earrying out
the will of their constituents,*

Controller Morrow said: “The Supreme
Court snys as plainly as words ean make it
that the city must pay. What more any-
body ean want I can’t see for the life of me,
unless they believe that the eourt in ques-
tion has no jurisdiction. If so, the sooner
they dizabuse their minds of such a notion
the better it will be. I remember of a case
somewhat similar to the one in question
which arose some time in the sixties when
the Supreme Conrt rendered a decision or-
dering the eity to pay for certain work, but
Councils got on their dignity and refused to
comply with the order and shortly atter
fonnd themsclves in jail, where, nfterm
iocked up for s while, they reconsi
their determination.”

Mayor Gourley said the question at issne
regarding the bonds was purely a legal one.
“The Supreme Court has said that the eilf
is liable for the debts and must pay them,”
said he. “If we arepot allowed to pay the
debts by issuing bonds then the Court must
indicate some way out of the maddle.”

WILL MAEE ITS OWN LIGHT.

Sharpshurg Borough to Fuarnish Inean-
descent Lamps to Its Citizens.

A proposition by which the town govern-
ment will supply the citizens with incan-
descent electric lights for domestic use at
cost is being considered by the Borough
Council of Sharpsburg. The matter was
suggested by Burgess Loyd at Conncil meet-
ing the other night and met with such favor
that a resolution was vassed to secure esti-
mates on o snitable plant at onee,

Mr. Loyd thinks a plant capzble of fur-
nishing lights for every dwelling and busi-
ness house in the town can be ercctedat a
cost of §10,000. The cost to the people
would not exceed 20 cents per light
per month, and after the plant is
paid  for, mobgblir less, The gas
company which suppliesthe town at present
charges a high rate, and the gas bill is a big
item of honsehold expense to the Sharps-
burger. This company bas not given s very
sati ry article for some time, and the
complaints are so numerons that the inean-
descent light scheme will probably go
throngh. If it does the gas company will
have to fall back on the ownibus charter,
under which it operates, and go into some
othﬁr branch l{{ iguinmr >

e street ting of Sharpsburg is now
done with an 59\:&:1{: lant owued by the
borough at a cost much below what Pites-
bmx:r Allegheny pays. They have awater-
works which supplies the town with a pres-
sure that will throw a stream over any
building in it, and the water taxes, while
lower than eifher of the two cities, pays
all running expenses, the interest on
§60,000 worth of bonds issned to build the
works, as well as the £3.500 annuslly re-
required to lift matured bonds, and allows
& snug balance to go over into the borough
treasury each year. A light plant is ex-
pected to do eqoally well,
