A Plan for Pablie Accommoaation,

Henry and George Smith, of the firm of
Smith Bros., herdware dealers, at 515 Fifth
avenue, stated that they bad heen talking
about the market house just before the re-
porter called.

A BIG COURT HOUSE FIGHT.

Peculinr Complication inthe Contest for the
Appointment of the Mercantile Ap-
pruisrr—Ponsible That a Dark Horse,
or Even s Democorat, May Finally Be
Chosen, =

For the past ten days there has been m
progress a very interesting political fight,
the conbatants being a queer combination
of the party rulers, the would-be rulers,
and a couple of office holders on the Repub-
lican side of the fence. The row is all
anbont the appeintment of the merchantile
tax appraiser. The appointment must be
made on or before next Thursday, Decem-
ber 31. Althongh the job only lasts
three months it is worth about £3,000 over
and abdve all expenses to the appraiser,
who receives a commisasion of 50 ecents, and
fees and perquisites averaginz 10 cents
more on every business establishment in
the county that is assessed for mercantile

tax.
Naturally such a good-paying plum is
eagerly sought for every time the appoint-
ment is to be made. The selection is in the
hands of the Connty Commissioners. As
the dominant party has a majority of the
Commissioners. the Democrats usually
haven't a ghost of a chance to sBeure the
place, but this year their candidate’s nros-

ctsseem as bright as those of the Repub-
iean applicants.

Emory Thompson, of MeKeesport, and
Harry Fehl, of the East End, are the Re-
publican candidates. The Democratip ap-

licant isa dark horse. There is no chance
or more than one Demoeratic candidate,
beeause there is but one Democratic Com-
missioner, bnt there are two Republican
Commissioners.  Robert Mercer, one of
these, is for Thompson, while James G.
Weir, the othber, is for Fehl.

The Backers of Thompson,

Thompson is a clerk in the office of Regis-
ter Sam Conner. He was a candidate for
postmaster at McKeesport, it will be re-
menbered, being backed by Hon. John
Dalwell. His sfu! opp t, backed
by Colonel T. M. Bayne, or some of his
friends, produced a lot of alleged evidence
against 'Fhompmn. showing how, whena
member of the Legislature, Thompson had
traveled rapidly and was therefore nota
proper person to be one of Wanamaker's
pstmasters. Thompson and his friends indig-
nantly denied the charges,but,although they
had spenta lot of money the Bayne candidate
won the appointment. Register Conner was
one of Thompson®s friends and it is said fur-
nished most of the money for his successful
fight, after which he gave him a placein
the Register's office.

By thresteming 1o, throw the ga:
strength of McKeesport and the Sout ﬂi
in faver of Andv Fulton in the next fight
for County Recorder, Conner and Thompson
have forced Von Bonnhorst into their sup-
port, and through him claim tobave secured
even more powerful influence. As Com-
missioner Mereer i to be a Mavoralty can-
didate, he is in a per,;lexin‘f osition on
account of the strength behin lgarry Fehl

Fehi is a clerk in the Department of
Public Safety. His position is an one,
but don’t pay much of a salary, TFehl has
been a faithful worker in politics, and 1o
Chief Brown has been invaluable in &8 num-
ber of campaigns.  Naturally Brown, with
his usnal adherents, is supporting Fehl, and
can have much to say as to who gets the ap-
pointment. His poweris what Mercer is
afraid of and what Weir respects, for it is
said Weir is for Fehl. The latter has also
the support of Chiefe Bigelow and Elliott
and Magisirates Hyndman and Gripp.

Bigelow and Gripp were for Thompson, it
is said, until they Rt that be was be-
ing backed in order to be placed in a posi-
tion to return former favors Elliott is
quoted as saying, when he heard this, that
“a man who is making $1,000 a month, and
who is not willing to pay a few hundred to
help & gdit.iuu riend don;i‘ is not much of
a friend for anvone to have.

THE JUDGES AND JILES.

A Conference Held to Insure the Purlty of
the Jary-Box—The Bench Has Plenty
of Power in the Matter—The Dyty of
the Coart, ’

A judicial conference was held vesterday
afternoon, at which Jury Commissioner
Jiles' publie notice that he wounld submit to
no interference from the ecourts in filling
the jury wheel, was discossed. The confer-
ence of the judges was a secret one. It
was given out, however, that an act of the
Legislature had been unearthed giving to
the Judges the right to set aside the work
of the Jury Commissioner just as they are
empowered to set aside a verdict of a jury.
It was announced vesterday that Jury Com-
missioner Mullin will be called upon to fur-
nish a new list of names as they are found
on the registry lists of this year, care heing
taken that fhey shall be properly distri-
buted thronghout the county.

Prominent Democrats from every part of
the county have been writing the jndzesand
sending in lists of their neighbors, whom
they say have never saton a jury, and have
never had any chanee of being heard until
now. They are bitter and ountspoken in
their protests against the jury system as at
present condueted. None of the judges
found last night would falk abont the
matier. One of them when pressed said,
“our opinion on matters coming hefore us
foradjudiation are reserved for delivery from
the beneh.

A leading attorney in speaking of the
matter said: *“It is the duty of the Court to
see that county officers conduct their offices
proEerIy, and investigate and punish abuses
of the same; but if the facts are as published
Mr. Jiles’ jury lists may be set aside and he
also, for cause, by an order of the Court.
There is nothing i the machinery of law
that is so urefufl'v gflarded as juries, and a
suspicion that the jury wheel 15 to be filled
in the manner indicated, arouses indignation
that may end in'an order from Conrt that
would stagger evena Jury Commissioner.”

DEATH CAUSED BY DRIRE

Peter Penman's People to Prosecute a
Bpeak-Easy FPropristor.

A criminal prosecution is likely to grow
onnt of the death of Peter Penman, of Lower
St. Clair township, which ocenrred yester-
day morning. Penman was one of a nnmber
of young men who serenaded n bride and
groom who were married at Beck's Run on
Wednesday eveninz.  The groom gave the
boys £5, and it is charged that they spent
the money in a speak-easy which, it 1s eaid,
is run rather openly near by. Oan the way
home Penman fell through a trestla and
injured his back so that he died from the
etfents,

The friends of the deeeased have declared
their igtention of bringing an action against
the proprietor of the speak-casy. Penman
was 20 years of age and was married.

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RETURN TO RAILWAYS.

Increase of Suburban Traffic on the
Pennsylvania Because of

THE CROWDED TRACTION CARS,

Officials Fxpect the Movement to Become
Even More Pronounced,

NASAVIILE SETS A GOOD EXAMIPLE

The Pennsylvania officials are grinning
with a good deal of satisfaction over the
crowded condition of the street ears to the
Eust End. Since the consolidation of the
Duquesne and Fifth avenue lines
the evil has grown worse. The Ells-
worth avenue people are complain-
ing abont the lack of seats. If the
ears on this branch were run through to the
city-as formerly, the patrons in that section

[ of the city would stand a beiter show. Now

they have to take ehances every morning
with the people coming from Negley avenue
and Wilkinsburg, and the resnlt is they
generally have to hang to the miserable
straps.

General Passenger Agent Clark, of the
Lake Erie road, lives on Ellsworth avenue.
In discussing the swhject wvesterday, he
said: *“The only remedy for the trouble is
more cars.  [Tnless this is done you will see
the people going back to the Pennsylvania
road. 1 prediet that most of the Wilkins-
burg people will use the railroad after Jan-
uary,

Features That Canse Complaint.’

“The street cars are new, but the patrons
will soon get tired walking three squares
from the end of the Wilkinsburg branch to
the old Liberty Hull to eatch another car
for the city. The people didn’t care to buy
monthly tickets, as December was
nearly over, but at the beginning of
January the Pennsylvania will sell a good
many to patrons from Wilkinshurg. They
won't put up with the poor accommodations.
After a man has hung on a strap in a hot
and crowded street car for five miles he
feels that he has earned his nickel. TIn
Chieago the street ear lines put on several
trailers to ralieve the traffic. There s no
reason why it shouldn’t he done here. I
know the people on Ellsworth, avenue are
not pleased with the serviee. The residents
on Negley avenue have Lwo chances to our
one to get seats, since the dinky was put on
and the Duquesne stopped running the
cars  down town, This is  done
on Larimer avennue I understand
the Pennsylvania Railread will baild a
depot at New (irant strect, and increase the
number of trains. The publie will use
street ear lines to pinch the railroads. An
electric road 18 mow runming hetween
Beaver and Beaver Falls, but we don't pay
ahv attention to ir."’

In this connection the ticket agents of
the Pennsylvania report quite an increase
in the local traffic since the restoration of
rates and the consolidation of the traction
roade.  They thought it was due to the dis-
agreeable weather, and they were afraid
tney would lose the business in the spring.

Incrensed Winter Rallway Travel.

A great many people ride on the railroads
during the winter'to avoid the dravghts in
the st vet ears, Other officials on the Penn-
sylvanie suy the weather has been too warm
to drive patrons from the traction roads,
and the inerease in traflle i= due to the
ecrowded eondition of the street cars.  This
only indieates that the street lines have
been losing money by adopting a narrow
policy.

One of the Pennsylvania officials said:
“If Chief Brown claims there are too many
people, we will asree to, carry all of them

ad ii" them seats. If the street lines
Em't andla the business, they shouldn’t
make such pretensions, A difference of
n fow cents in fare is a big point
against ns, but the people are falling back
on the railrond. Some time in the near
future we hope to have a depot nearer the
heart of the city, and then we will make
the traction roads very weary. This
monopoly of the business won't last much
longer."

A Yoloe Froml the Windy City.

F. G. Stewart, of Chicago, has heen in
the city for severnl days on business. He
is interested in several large manufactories
in the Windwv City, at one of which a strike
oceurred in 1887, which is said to have pre-
cipitated the memarable riot i Haymarket
Square. Mr. Stewart was asked vesterday
his opinion of the proposition to compel
street railways to furnjsh a seat for every
fare.

1t is n perfecily feasible proposition,”
was the reply,” and nught to be adopted
everywhere. I have been a®ay from Chica-
go considerably of late, and ean’t say that
T am very well posted on the matter there,
but T understind the City Councils intend
to put such a law into foree. There is no
good reason why street ear companies
should not he expected to run sufficient cars
to seat all their patrons.

In crowded eities such as Chicago and
Pittshurg it eould be accomplished bysrun-
ning trains. If instead of & single car the
companies wonld run a train of two, three
or even fonr cars duoring the hours of the
day when traffic is the heaviest, they conld
aceomimodate everyhody with comfort,
The trouble in our Ameriean cities is that
street railway franchizes are held too
cheaply. The men controlling municipal
affuirs are generally either too ignorant to
understand what they are ii\*ing away or
elee they are inflnenced by political or
monetary considerations. As a result the
railway corporations get their rights ¢f way
without the proper reservations or re-
strictions for public benefit.

The Good Example of Nashville.

“T have visited nearly every city of any
importance on the American Continent, but
T mnst sav that the proverbially slow-gning
South hasthe first and only city in the country
to compel street ear companies to furnich a
seat or no fare. Chicazo, I hope, will be
seeond, thongh it is unusnal for her to tuke
a secondary position in anything. But in
Nushville, Tenn., };un can always get a seat
in w street car. Thecars are numerous, are
run elose together, and, undera city ordi-
nance, are not allowed to stop alter & cer-
tain number of passengers are tuken on
except to let people of. The cars are
Tun on the electric system and
are allowed to run finst enough
so that when one ecar 1s tull another ean run
up and take its place on the schedule. The
srstem iz entirely satisfactorr, and to a
siranger in the town is a pleasant revelation
of what judicious city officials can accom.
plish for their constitnents  Your ecars
mnke excellent time, but I notiee they are
almest invariably erowded and standing
room is generally the rule.”

A good story istold on the President of
one of the local traetion lines. On Christ-
mus Eve hie stood, with a party of friends,
and watched several ears go by so crowded
that nobody could possibly getin. Then he
gave up the idea of getting on his own cars,
and, hiring a carriage, the members of the
party were driven to their respective
residences.

Thrown From s Car by a Conductor,

John Wilkinson, a collector for the Pitte-
burg Gas Company. entered suit before Al-
derman Kerr yesterday aguinst Thomas
Blakely, conductor of ear No. 11, Citizens’
Traction line, charging him with assaule
and battery, He claims that on Christmas
eveniug he boarded the car, and was stand-
ing near the stove when the conductor re-
quested him to move up.  The car was not
crowded at the time, although all the seats
were taken, and when Wilkinson refused to
move up the conductor threw him from the
car while it was in motion.
