Carro.Jap, 10.—Drx. Hesse and Comanos,
the European phyeicisns who attended the
Ehedive during the lxst hours of his life,
to-day presented to the Promier their prom-
ised joint report on the case. They state

that they arrived at the palace at 5 o'clock
Thursdar morning. Dr Salem, one of the
native physicians in attendance on the
patient, thep informed them that the Khe-
dive bad been suffering frem influenza for &
week, but that umil Wednesilay nothing
sbnormal had been observed in kis con-
dition.

When ther (Hesse and Comunos) ex-
smined the Khedlve they found econgestion
of the lungs present. but not in & degree
sufficient 10 account for the grave condition
of the patient. After preseribing a rigor-
ons course & trextment the two European
doctors returned o Cairo.

On revisiting their patient at 1o’clock
Thursdnr aftertioan they found his lungs in
a worse condition, snd that desperate cere-
bral svmproms had supervened, indicating
ureamin

A Complication of THseases,

After performing an operation they dis.
covered that the patient had been atincked
by infections preumonia after bafng seized
with influenza, eomplicsted by nephritis,
which eansed his death.

It is learned Inter to-day that Dr. Salem
injected morphin Wednesdar nicht and
then left the palace.  Eariy the next morn.
ing the Kliedive beoged the other doctor in
uttendance to repeat the dose of morphia in
order to sllay the pain, but the doctor was
afraid 10 ecomply with the request and
the niviee of the Viceroy, who
soceded to hic pdvies to summon the aid of
Faropean physicians

Drs, Comanos and Hesse esuld not ob-
tain the dracs required and had to senil to
Cairo for them,  After finding thal the case
war hopeless “heyr told Dr. Salem to ar-
quaist the members of the Ministry with
the Khedive's condition, Dr. Salem ig-
nored their ndvice and dispatehed telezrams
16 the Minister:, saving that the Khedive
wis bettor,

The Khedive was not seen by the officers
of his househiold or by anv of the ministers
from the time he was eanfined to his room,
Even on Thurslny st noon Dr. Salem re-
ported that the Khedive migh: avtend a
dinner appointed for the following werk.

A SMALL INDIAN SCART.

T.& Troops Won't Allow Montana Officers
tn Msk= Arrests on Heservations,

HerLeEx A, MoxT., Jan. 10.—There is dan-
ger of bloodshed on the Tongue River
Agency. For a lonz time the cattlemen
beve sccused the Indians of killing their
eattle, and during the past few weeks,
being unable to get at the Indinng in any
other war, ther have been urging the
Sheriff {0 take & posse and enter the reser-
vation to make arrests.

Captain Bourke, of Troop K, First Cay-
alry, stationed at the ageney, heard of this
and telezraphed the facts to General Mer-
Therenpon General Merritt tele-
gruphed Governor Toole, advising him to
preaent the eivil authoritics from entering
the reservation. The Indians are aceus-
tomed to the presence of the soldiers and
would quietly submit to an arrest by them, |
but they wonld rezard the piesence of
others as an interference. Had the posse of
whites nnder the Sheriff s:tempted the ar-
rests trouble wonld have followed. This
periodical Indian seare is causing the army

GOVERRMERT IRRIGATION WANTED

Montana Don’t Cnre For & Cession of Hor
Arid Lands hy Uncle Bam.

HELENA, MoxT., Jan. 10.—Maontana
does not want Uncle Sam to zive her the
arid lands in the State. She so decided
vesterday by the unanimous vote of the 144
delegates to the State Irrigation Conven-
tion, The delerates do want the general
Government toaid in the work of reclaim-
ing the arid lands, and so, instead of the
plan recommended by the Salt Lake conven-
tion, they formulated one of their own.

The ponvention was composed of repre-
sentatives of the mnchers, stockmen and
the mining industrr. Senator Power, ina
speech, expressed the opiuion that if the
general Government eedad the arid lands to
the States there wounld be no subsaquent
appropriations for the parpose of the irriga-
tion. The resolutions urzed that the pro-
ceeds from the sale of such lands shall be ap-
plied to the supply of water for their de-
velopment for the purposes of agriculture.
