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IT COST NINE LIVES.

The Moosic Powder Mills, Near Wilkes-
barre, Blow Up—All Towns Within 40
Siiles Ehaken- ms by an Earthguake—
Bodies Hurled 300 Feet Awny,

WILEESRARRE, April 18—A frightful
explosion of powder completely demolished
the mills of the Moosic Powder Company
to-day. The first explosion was in the dry-
jng mill, and a fraction of a second later
the house blew up. The shocks were
felt over a radius of 40 miles, and thousands
of people in surroncding towns rushed out
of doors, thinking an earthquake had taken
place. Both shocks were distinetly heard
here, 20 miles away. The mills were blown
to the smallest atoms, and there were no
fragments found lsrger thata foot long.

Eight men were killed and one fatally in-

HETHERINGTON'S TRIAL

Detalls of the Beginning of the Proceea-
ings Reach Ban Francisco—3A Demurrer
Presented to the Indictment and the
Trial Is Fostponed,

BAX FrANCISCO, April 18.—Details ar-
rived to-day from Yokohawma of the begin-
ning of the trial of Licutenant Hethering-
ton, U. 8.
