John Harper Is Opposing a Scheme
to Widen Eighth Street.

OTHERS FEAR BIG ASSESSMENTS.

What It Will Cost the City to Make sn
Outlet for Wood Street.

OXLY TWO0 PROPERTIES ARE AFFECTED

Since the Liberty street fire on Saturday
swept away the John Harper building at
Eighth street and damaged other buildings
in that locality, a movement has been
started to have Eighth street opened up to
full width from Liberty sireet to Penn ave-
pue. The remainder of the street to the
river is already opened to the width of 40
feet. It isclaimed thisis a good time, as
the damages at present will be less than at
any other time. It is further claimed the
enormous increase in the city’s business on
Penn avenne and the general growth of Pitts-
burgdemand it. This claim is backed by the
fact that both Seventh and Ninth streets
are so taken up by street railway tracks ss
to be almost useless, as they are narrow
streets anywa®, Besides this, an outlet is
needed for the immense traffic on Wood
street, and the Penn avenue wholesale men
also want o beeter outlet to the river.

The talk at present is all of an informal
character, and as the owners of the prop-
erty, who will bitterly oppose the opening,
are going on the jump, unless a8 move-
ment is made very soon the place will be
built up again, and the damages will be
€Rormons.

Only Two Properties Affected,

On the upper side the property is on the
same line clean to the river, hence the
sireet will have to be widened 20 fcet on
the lower side, This affecis but two proper-
ties, the John Hurper block en Liberty
the lot known at No. 722on
1t is owned by the McCune
estate und manazed by President R 8
Smith, of the Union National Bank. The
MeCune property is 20 feet tront by 120
fect deep, and hence the widening would
take the whole piece.  Mrs, MeCune owns
the block of 20 feet right below, which
would be greatly benefited by the widen-
ing. This property is valued at £2,000 per
front foot, while the Harper property on
Liberty street is walued at over 100,000,
The building on the MeCune property is
valued st £25,000 more, which would make
the present cost of opening up the street at
lenst $165,000,

While it is held that the wideningismore
of & publie than & private benefit, the abut-
ting property owners are not moving fast
for fear of heavy assessments for benefite,

Citvy Attorney Moreland said yesterday:
“The form for widening the street wounld
e for a majority of the abutting property
holders in number and interest to petition
Couvncils. This also includes the property
owners from FPenn avenue to the river
This wonld have to lie over for 60 days, and
then it there were no objections the ecourt
could appoint viewers to condemn the prop-
erty and nscess benefits and damages. The
benefits will not be confined alone to that
etrect, but will extend all around that
neighborhood.™

A Henefit to the Whole City,

Charles Arbuthinot, of the firm of Ar.
buthnot & Stephenson, is probably the per-
son who would be the most benefited. His
properiy joins the Harper block on Lib-
ertv street, and his new wholesale store is
ut Eighth street and Penn. Yesterday he
said: “Ae a eity, Pittsburg should be
usliamed of such an outlet for Wood strest
ns there is at present.  Eighth street should
be widened 1o the full width of astreet, I
do mot know that T would be benefited
much more than anyone else. The widen-
ing might make my Liberty streat property
more valuable, but the greatest benefit
would be to the city in geperal. I would
like to see it depe, but I am afraid the as-
sesemuents for benefits would be very high,
There is mueh talk about making such a
wovement, and T want to see it go through.”

W. P. SHINN DEAD.,

Passing Away of a Prominent Financier
und Rallroad Man—His Conneetion
With Many Great Business Enterprises—
Attempt to Monopolizs the Coal Trads,

Willlam P. Shinn, one of the most promi.
nent fingnciers and raflroad men of Western
Penosylvania, died at his residence on
Penn avenue, Homestead, at9 o'clock yes-
terday morning, after an illness contracted
from a heavy cold early last winter. Com-
plications followed, but it has only been
within a few days that = fatal termination
was expected. His brothers, Joseph A. and
John T. Shian, were at his bedside when
denth came,

Mr. Shinn has for years been a striking
character in the business world, his remark-
sble tnet and ene making him a promi-
nent place in financial enterprises of great
magnitude and spreading his reputation
among financiers throughout the country.
He wasa mative of Buulﬁlngton, N. J., and
was born in Masy, 1834 At the age of 15he
began the study of civil engineering, his
first efforts in that line being the prepara-
tion of maps of Providence, R. L, and Fall
River, Mass. ©Oun his 16th birthday
he came to this city and went to work as a
rodman on Ohio and Pennsylvania railways
engineer corps.  Bubsequently he followed
that occupation on several other lines be-
tween Pittsburg and Fort Warne, Ind,
until he finally settled with the Pittsburg,
Fort Wayne and Chicago Railwuy, on
whieh he rose in the operating service until,
in 1873, when he resigoed, he was superin-
tendent of *the eastern division and general
passenger aud freight agent. For six years
following he was ﬁeuenl manager of the
Edgar Thomson Steel Works and a member
of the firm, and at the same time vice
president of the Allegheny Valley Railroad.
From 1888 1o 1801 he was vice president
and general manager of the New York and
New England Railway Company. In 1890
he devoted much of his time to the Ameri-
can Institute of Mining Engineers and the
American Society of Civil Engineers, being
president of both organizations, . He was
the author of many valusble scientific pa-
pers, especially pertaining to railroad man-
agement,

The greatest financial scheme of his life
was one to buy up and monopolize the en-
tire conl business of Western Pennsylvania,
and millions had been secured by the syndi-
cate of which he was the head to carry It
through. The coal operators blocked the
scheme, however, and it fell through. He
died wealthy, surviving his wife only about
& year.
