CorumBrs, 0., May 18. — Frank Van
Loon, the man who murdered the cashier
of a bank in Columbus Grove, and who was
tried and sentenced to be hanged November
2, bas written a letter to Governor McKin-
ley in which he makes a novel proposition.
The letter is now in the hands of Warden
James, The epistle abounds in very bad
spelling. .

In it he protests his innocence, declaring
he was convicted by perjury, and finally re-
quests the Governor to have the “officers of
the law" lay him up on & cross, “and,” he
eays, “I will hold the spikes while they
drive them in my hands and test, If one man
can be found who will truthfully eay he be-
lieves me guilty.” The letter was written
Monday night snd enclosed in an envelope
whici: contained a letter to hiswife. When
it reached the Warden’s office that official
quietly took eharge of it, and it will never
reach the Governor’s office. The letter cov-
ers four pages of note paper, and is incoher-
ently pathetic. The Warden declines to
give the letter out for publication.

Van Loon addresses Governor McKinley
as “Dear Governor,” and says he does not
ask that the Governor shall come down to
the pen and open the doors of the annex to
let him step out free. “But,” he writes,
“for the sake of the little baby and the
wife, whose heart is broken and whose blood
is frozen to icicles in her veins, I do ask
to be given s chance to prove my inno-
cence. LH]
