IOBABLY the
most interesting
room in Mr. An.
drew Carnegie’s
handsome house,
No.l West Fiftr-
first street, New
York, is his li-
brary. This
room  oecupies
the whole front
of the esecond
story, and is a
very pleasant
place. There are
books and books,
reaching from
the floor nearly
eeiline.  Mr Cirnegie's idea sesmns
have been to get together books for use
{ pleasure, without much reference to
ines. Thers are, of conrse, all the
jard works, and warious editions of
sicespeare and of Mr. Carnegie’s favorite
poet, Bums.

Botany Mr. Carnezie his made a studr,
snd he has many technieal works relating
to the subject. There are many German
baoks, but few French ones; Mr, Carnegie
understands the tormer language, but does
rot rend French. The sacred books of the
Fast, edited by Max Muller, hava a con-
spicuous place, and there are the works of
John Morley, who is a personal friend of
My, Oarnegie. The furnishings of the room
are of oak and old gold plush, with leather
chairs and easv chairs inabundance. Upon
one is painted the kindly invitation, *‘Rest
awhile.”

The library table fs somewhat mammoth
in its proportivns, and is piled high wit
literary impedimenta—magazines and news-
papers at t{:e right, magzazines sud news-
papers at the left, with many new bocks; a
paper weicht of Scotch marble, a silver
stamp box, a huge, magnifying glass witha
silver rim—these are & few of the furnish-
ings of the table.

What the Owner Has Written,

Mr. Carnegie’s own publications here find
a place, and pushed to one side are the
proof sheots of that much read essay, ‘“The
Gospel of Wenlth," Mr. Carnegie's “Tri-
umphant Democracy” is bound in red
leather, with n crown reversed directly be-
neath the title. Mr. Carnegie has dittle re-
spect, T tear, for crowns and that which ap-
pertaineth to rovalty.

An office at the righd of the library is
devoted to the use of Mr. Carnegic's faith-
ful secretary. At the left there is a charm-
ing little room, which is more aleove or
recess than room, and is divided from the
main room by an archway hung with cur-
taine. Here are two writing desks, one a
dainty afluir, fit only for feminine eorres.
pondence. The initials “L. W C"in
silver across the top tell us that it belongs
to the mistress of the establishment. The
other desk is a large one, Over it hangs a
very clever pencil sketch of Mre. Carnegie,
drawn last summer, when they were abroad.
Mrs. Carnegie, by the way, is something of
an artist herseif; she is also a very good
amateur photographer,and always takes her
camera with her on her trips.

An interesting photosraph in this preity
room is ane of Mr. Gladstone. The por-
trait is woven in silk, with the English rose,
Seotch thistle and Irish shamrock inter-
woven about the marmin.  Photographs of
the guests who have formed the party upon
the various conching trips are hung upon
the wall. The party which journeyed from
Charing Cross to Ilfracombs in 1884 and
which has been so churmingly desoribed by
a member of the party, John I Champlin,
Jr., included smmong the number Mr. and
Mrs. Matthew Arnold and the Misses Ar-
pold, William Black, Edwin A. Abbey,
William Dighy and Mr. and Mrs Thomas
Graliwm. In 1551 the conching tour wastrom
Brighton to Inverness, sud took up about
two weeks. Mr. Carnegie's mother accom-
panied fhe party, and sat with her son on
the box. The photograph shows & very
plain, sturdy-looking woman, apparently
endowed with sterling qualities.

The Duties of tiis Secretary,

Mr. Carnegie’s private secretary is Mr.
P. W, Finnegan. When Mr. Carnegie goes
abroad his secretary accompanies him.
When in New York the secretary arrives at
Mr. Carnegie’s at 9@ o'clock every morning,
at which hour Mr. Carnegie has finished his
breakfast. The secretary opens the mail
and lays it before his chiefl About 10
o'clock Mr. Carnegie has finished with his
letters and ecalls his seeretary in from the
adjoining room and the day’s work is begun.
He diciates for half an hour, an hour, or
may be two hours, sccording to  the amount
of correspondence, ‘When Mr. Carnegie is
prepariog an article for the magazines he
often spends the entire day in his library,
stepping enly for luncheon.

One dﬁng devolving upon the secretary,
and that by no means a licht one, is sorting
the wheat from the chaff in the
correspondecee. There are many beg-
ging letters and letters ssking sub-
scriptions for this and that. Ocea-
sionally these cases are investigated and
those of a deserving nature sre referred to
Mrs Carnegie's charity list.

A word about the drawing rooms in this
beautiful house. There are two and they
occupy the first floor, with a spacious din-
ing room back of them. The drawing rooms
are hung in pink broeaded silk. e ceil-
ings are blue with garlands of flowers and
butterflies. The chandeliers are of cut glass
and the sconces, of which thore are a half
dozen or more, are of onyx and gold. The
hard wood floor is very nearly covered with
beautiful rugs. The mantel is of onyx and
gold with tiles of onyx. There is a grand
pisno in one room; a pretty inlaid cabinet is
a very treasure-trove of corios gathered
here and there in different landa tween

of mammoth proportions. An attractive
book lying upon one of the tables is Gail
Hamilton's “First Love is Best,” which is
bound in the ¢lan Carnegie plaid.
