LOOKING FOR BLOODSHED.’

STRIKING OREMEN IN MINNESOTA
DEFY THE MILITIA,

They Ovsrawe a Shorifl’s Fosse of 45 Men,
and 1Troops Are Called Oat—-Both Sides
Wil Shoot to Kiil—Five Millions In

Danger.

TowER, MIxX., June 19.—The opinfon
was genernl here to-day that it will reguire
strong measures, and perhaps bloodshed, to
restrain strikers from interfering with men
who will be put to work to-morrow st the
Minnesota Company mines.

They are a determined set, the main dis-
turbing element being Austrians, many of
whom have served in the army before com-
ing to this country, and who do not fear
anything, from firearms to dynamite. Their
success in compelling the Deputy Sheriffs
to leave the mines yesterday on peril of
their lives has added to their recklessness,
until some of them, if threats count for
nnvthing, seem to think they own the earth.

ore were about 600 men in the strike
yvesterday, according to Deputy Sherifls,
and by n clever fank movemcent they com-
pletely surrounded the deput many of
whom bad never smelled powder. he
Sherifl saw that hin men were weakening,
and came to the coneclusion that discretion
was the better part of vaior.

To-day ramors are current that the
strikers will force the whale mining contin-
gent, to the extent of 1,600 men, to go ont.
These romors were 80 alarining that Shorifl
Sharvy detarmined to send for two addi-
tional companies from West Pulotn belore
attempti to start the mines, Company A,
Third Regiment, Minnesota Nutional Gunrds,
arrived this morning with 47 men. The
were quartered with some 40 deputy shm-ilf:
armed with Sprinzfiela rifles, th offlcers
and men of the militia ecompany were
anxions to-day to take session of the
mines and bold them against the sirikers.
The Sheriff and General Manager B H
Bacon, of the Minnesota Iron Company, are
determined not to risk a probable pitohed
battle without more men. All forces are
waiting the arrival of the West Dnluth con-
tingent, when the niining machinery will be
started. It is the determination to show no
merey if the strikers make an attack, but to
shoot low and kili, as it is believed that if a
few of them are killed it will bring the rest
to their senses, nlthongh wvesgerday, when
they el d inon the deputy snerifls, they
sbonted: “Yon may kill & dozen or more of
us, but we will paralyze von in the enl.”

The diffienlty arose with a portion of the
suriace men whoe took n holiday contrary to
the rules, and were discharged. Thero is,
alun, some bnd feelinz over o reduction of
10 cent= made a month ago on wages of some
of the men working above ground. This
rednotion wns made because it waa very
hard to got men to work below in the mines,
on necount of better wages bLeing made on
the outside of the pits,

The mines nre rather hard to gnard against
a iarze force of determined wmen, well
armed with revolvers, rifles, sticks, stones
and knives, The mouths of the shafts are
all on a tableland or eminence, from 100 to
300 feet abovegthe surrounding country, and
include an area of 160 acres on which are
nearly a dozen working sharts, with expen-
sive hoisting machinery which must be pro-
weeted, Still more important than thisis
the lar:e boiler and machinery ol the com-

ny, whioch furnishes the motive power to
1oist the ore out of ail she shafta, It is a
very expensive, plant, perfect in irs kind,
which must hnve cost nmrl; $1,000,000. The

striker= could, if so dis , by putting in
a tew blasts, cause §5,000,000 worth of loss in
a few minutes,

North of the mines is a wilderness of
bush into which the attacking party can se-
cure good shelter, enubling them to ap-
proach the works (rom allsides. They eame
down yesterduy on the poor deputies in this
manner like the wolf on the fold, with a
babel of tongues, swearing in sevemal un-
known languages, like enraged animals,

ACCIDENT AND MURDER.

Two Men Ejacted From a Frelght Car,
Streck by a Train and Killed—Their
Choms Attack the Trainmen and Shoot
a Brakeman Dead,

Erig, June 19.—[Special. ]—Five young
Erie molders, Alto Stablein, George Van
Alten, Frank Sspper and two others whose
names are not known st present, spent
Saturday in Buflale and attempted to steal
a ride back to Erie on a freight train. At
St. Angola they were put off the train by
Brakeman Lorella Newton.

Within five minutes from the time that
Stablein and Van Alten were put off the
freight train they were struck by another
train. The former was instantly killed,
while Van Alten died in a short time. When
Sapper and the other two saw thelr mangled
companions, they acensed Newton of belng
the canse of the accident. The trainmen
were then attacked by the molders, who
osod revolvers, Newton was shot through
the ehest and will dis, Fireman MoGuire
wus also hit but not seriously injured. The
assailants were driven offl. Sapper reached
Ervie to-day and was arrested to-night. He
stontly maintains his orance of the
affair. He suid that he had been ejected
from the train before reaching Angola, but
the dying stutement of Van Alten immi-
cates Sapper. The hodies of Stablain and

Van Alten were brought here to-night, and
Newton has been taken to Buffalo.

ANOTHER LEVEE BROKEN.

Only Persisternt Warning Raves an Awful
Loss of Human Life,

New OuLeass, June 18.—[Sprefa’.]—The
levee at the Bayoun Sar, Wast Feliciana,
broke this mormning, letting in the water
over nearly the entire town. At the tele-
phone office the water stood 4 feot 9§ inches
deep. The crevasse affects the town only,
wirieh has been the victim of nent pre-
vions floods, and was completely inundated
in 1500 as it is to-dav.

Thougl the warning had long been
sounded by the press and individoals, i
was only through the nimost superhoman
efforts of brave men that nots single life
was lost, althouzh there were muny nurrow
esonpes. All renched the haven of satety in
a drenched, and, in soms instances, in a ter-
rifled and exhuunsted condition, and many
of them are made homeless,

TARIFF THE PRINCIPAL PLANK,

But the Force Bill Will Be Denounced in
Bitter Terms.

NICARAGUA CANAL COOLLY TREATED

CHICAGO, June 10, —The platform of the
Demosratic party has been almost lost
sight of in the struggle between the Cleve-
land and opposing forees, It has, however,
derived consideration from gentlemen who
may reasonably be laoked upon as probable
members of the Committes on Resclutions

The tariff plank naturally will stand
forth and be the principal issue on which it
will be songht to run the eampaign, but the
force bill will come in for almost an equal
share of attention, and it will have as much

virility ss can be given it in dignified Eog-
lish. Democrats say that the Republicans
have thrown down the gauntlet on thir bill,
and that they are only too glad to take it.
up and meet their opponents,

The tariff plank will not (in so far as its
general declarstions on tne tarifl meﬂion
go) differ much from the tarift plank of
1888, It will demand that the people be
relieved from burdensome and unjust tax-
ation, and that the tariff be reduced to such
an extent as an economical administration
of the affairs of the Government will per-
mit.

The McKinlry Blll Denounced.

A special plank will be devoted to the
McKinley hrll, which will be denonnced as
a measure framed for the advantage of spe-
cinl classes, and which raises the prices of
articles of necassity to the consumer. It
will also be denonneed as fosterinz trusts
and resulting in the formation of combina-
tions of capital to stifle competition, op-
press labor and raise the prices of articles
controlled by the trust,

The Democratic purty will declare its con-
tinued devotion to a freedom of action, and
will demand the enforvement ol laws for
the prevention of trusts and the enactment
of sncl further legislation us may be neces-
sary. It is probable that there may be
recommended legistation which will remove
duty on artieles controlled by trusis a8 one
meins of restraint on the operations of
these conoerns.

The foree bill plank will be a ringing dec-
laration against placing the polls in the
hands of Federal officeholders, and will
declnre that the secnrity and liberty of the
people demand thar the Government shall
not lnterfere with the eonduct of elections
and the free expression of the will of the

people.

‘I‘I?e silver plank will be very general In its
terms. Mr. Patterson, of Colorado, has the
support of & number of coadjutors in an at-
tempt to have the convention declare in
fuvor of ives coinaze, but the party sentl-
ment is against a departore from established
lines in tiils enmpalen, and the most that
can be e is some snch declaration as
was contuined in the Indiana platform,
which deelared in tavor of asupply of money
of uniform value and in sufiicient abundance
to meet the demands of trade,

Silver Demonetis tion Assalied.

Gold and silver,the platform will probably
say, have alwuve been the money of the
people of the United States, and the de-
monetization of silver by the Republican
party ia likely to be assailed. The inter

HE FLED FROM INSANITY.

Mare Pandleton, the Actor, Takes & Walk
From Which Ha Never Returns.

CrzvELAND, June 18.—The body of Marc J.
Pendleton, who was known recently as one
of the most brilllant nctors in Amerios, was
found this morning in Wade Park witha re-
volver and & T'ottle of chloroform by its
gife. A letter in his ket to his wife
showed it to ba A case of suieide.

Pendicton was 43 vears oldand was born
at Iowa City. In 1876. while on the stage. he
clandestinely married Miss Alice Worthing-
ton, daughter of Georze Worthinz-
ton, a millionaire resident of Eunclid
avenue, He retired from the stagze fora
timohlmt afterwnrd supported Joe Jeffer-
son, his life-long fmend, Clara Morris, and
other lending lights of the profession. The
Worthington family became reconciled to
the secret marriage, and In deference to
their wishes he left the staze and Iately
eame with his wife and four ¢hildren to
Cleveland, Last December he snffered an
attack of paral from w hich he never re-
eovered, Despite all the efforts to keep the
fact from him, he learnad that his case wns
incurgble and that insanity was overtaking
him. Lately he hard several relapses of total
losa of memory, not being able to recognize
bhis own chilidren. Satarday morning he
was permitted by the doctor In constant at-
tendaneo upon him to take & walk, and he
