Commercial Fky.

CROP REFPORTS FROM THREE STATES

A report has been made up by the trusted
correspondents of B, G. Dun & Co.’s mer-
cantile agency, of this distriet, comprising
13 counties in Western Pennsylvania, 15 in
Eastern Ohio and all those in West Vir-
winia, showing the conditions of retail
trade in all branches at the trade centers of
the district. These reports are condensed
into the following statement by Arthur B.
Wigley, mansger of the agency in this dis-
triet:

“‘The retail trades in our city bave had a
moest profitable year's business,” said he
last evening, “‘the comtinuation of which
depends largely upon the sctivity in our
manufaciories and the regularity of the
wage distribution. A generslly reliable
barometer of the retsil trade is the retail
jewelry business, It deals in luxuries snd
consequently when it is brisk shows a
plentitude of cash among the people and is
e sign of prosperity. Well, the jewelera of
this city bave never bad a better season,
generally speaking, than that of the past
six monthe Nothing peed be added.
Nearly every other branch of trade has had
the same experience.

Good Prices for Good Real Extate,

“‘In real estate a good state of business ex-
ists, and it is remarked that the houses and
properties in greatest demand are of a bet-
ter and higher priced class than heretotore,
showing an accumulation of wealth smong
all classes. Where & few years ago the de-
mand was for homes costing from §4,000 to
¥7,000, there has been lntely o peneral de-
mand for home properties at from $10,000 to
$15,000. Another favorable festare brought
out in our investigation is that there are
frequent eases where mortgage payments
sre anticipated where it is permitted,
which beyond question shows that prosper-
ity is real and that purchases are within the
means of buyers.

“Of the manufactories it can be truth-
fully stated that the owners have a better
financial standing than they had a few
vears ago, and there are evidences of suf-
ficlent capital to maintain it. With the
growth of ! nsiness there appears a corre-
sponding growth of capital which is in it-
self an indication of prosperity.

““The pressed glass trade is good and the
glass houses en in that trade will
operate until the last day of the season,
ending June 30. During July and
August the men always guit wetk on seo-
count of the heat.

"“The window and plate glass trade is
not o good as pressed but the pottery in-
dustry is in & healthy condition.

“The oil trade is perhaps the most un-
satisfactory of any owing to the continued
depression in prices. |

*To sum up, there iz at present plenty of
buosiness for those who ean offer low prices.
When there is a season of prosperity low
prices always prevail. In times of war or
famine prices on certsin commodities de-
mand a high price, but that does not mesan
& prosperous season, it is when there is
plenty of everything and competition is
strong that prices eome down and then pre-
vails & real prosperity.

Steady Progress in Plitsbarg.

“In this city the growth has resulted from
the prosperous conditions and it has been
patursl, suguring well for the future.
There has been no boom, no forcing, no un-
bealthy pushing, but & steady, conservative
sdvance for which there has been excellent
resson.  In all the small mannfacturing
centers in this district the same can be tos
large extent said, our reports showing good
growing busivess and a healthy siate of
affairs generally.

“The prospect for the ensuing season is
shaded by the chances of & strike among the
irou workers and by the superstition that
there must be a depressed condition of trade
during the Presidental campaign. If these
two features were elimina we would re-
gard the outlook as guite favorable.

“Our erop reports are, like those of trade,
accurate and penerally reliable. They show
that, in this dpillricl, wheat, oats and rye
are promising an average yield or betier;
hay and pasturage are excellent. Fruits in
maost reports are regarded as satisfactory,
though there have been failures in some
quariers.  Corn, generally, has been kept
back by the heavy rains in May
and the early part of June, but with more
invorable weather may yet make a fair
vield The mann!’mtur{ng towns through-
out our territory have experienced general
prosperity, but owing to the bad roads or
other cuuses, the strictly sgricultural
counties and small townos relving on the
iarmers’ trade complain of dull times In
Pittsburg and the iron distriet generally

the mills bave been kept running and the
industrial classes have been steadily em-
ployed. At the present time, however,
they are cnuimnurwith the possibility of
n disagreement between the employers and
ihe Amaigamated Associstion, which may
result in & strike. It is hoped that moderate
*ounsels will prevail and the loss incident
1o a struggle between labor and capital may
be averted. Labor troubles also existin
the plastering trade, affecting building
operations and among the tinners.
Eonds an lmportant Factor in Bosiness

“Crop and trade reports from points cov-
ering about oue-hn.ﬁoof the State of West
Virginls and portions of Ohio indicate gen-
ernl good crops in all localities and busi-
ness conditions 'gmperolu. Corn has been
retarded some by the wet weather, and at
some points the fruit erop has suffered from
early frosws, but the damage has not been
great suywhere, The general, steady, in-
dustrial growth of West Virginia keeps up,
wnd wew development of eoz and lumber
industries is in progress all the time. The
development companies organised st & num-
ber of different points seem to have created
& healthful and permanent growth in the
sections where they operate, and the boom
is eteady and continuous.

*“At some points local influences have un-
favorably affected trade, for instance,
the smallpox scare at points down the river,
but this doas not materially affect the gen-
eral volume, Failures are few and unim-
portant, and though small traders keep
changiog and fizzling out, the loss from that
gcore is not large Jobb houses report
callections as slow for this time of the year,
but with the general good conditions which
seem to prevail there shouid be s decided
improvement in that line after harvest. Bad
