A General Apprehension of More Des-
perate Scenes to Come,

THE SHERIFF'S POSSE MUST GO.

A Disinclination to fay Anything About
the Eituation.

ROW MILL STRIKES MIGHT BE AVOIDED

An attempt was made vesterday to get
the opinions of leading ecitizens on the labor
situation and the probable result or out-
come of the trouble st Homestead., A great
majority of those interrogated pleaded
ignorarce of the situstion, notwithstanding
the full exposition of it furmished by THE
DispaTcH for the past two weeks, and de.
clared they could not give an intelligeat
opinion. Many, when asked, begged to be
excused, saying they did not wish to take a
position on either side, even to expressing
their honest opinions. The trend of opin-
ion seerns to be that there will be more and
serious trouble at Homestead before either
side wins 3 permanent victory.

C. L. Magee, however, thinks «there will
be no more serious outbreaks. ‘‘The only
thing to be done," said he, “‘to maintain the
Government at Homestead is for the Sheriff
to go up there to-morrow and take posses-
sion of the works. That is his duty. If he
fails from any cause, the Governor will be
compelled to order out the National Guard
to proteet the company’s property. No one
questions the right of the company to take
care of its property, but as to the polier
pursued by the company during the past few
days that is quite another matter. The out-
come of this dispute, owing to the infuriated
state of the men at Homestead, is beyond
any man's conjecture. I sincerly trust
there will be no more bloodshed. ™

Advocating s Division of Profits.

Colonel E J. Allen—Tt is unfortonate
that the workingmen have vlaced them-
eelves in & position where they must defend
their actions incourt. That is where this
watter is bound to go, but before it reaches
that point 1 sm apprehensive of further
trouble at Homestead, if it does not extend
to other places. It is a pity that our big
manufacturing concerns do not all adopt a
system of pro rats division of profits with
their empioyes. Wherever adopted it has
proven successful. H. K. Porter,in thisecity,
has had such system in operation at his
locomotive works for several years, and it
has been beneficial to himt and to his men.
He has not had a strike since its adoption,
his men take an interest in their work and
endeavor to swell the profits in every possi-
ble way, knowing that they will get their
share accordiug to the size of their salary.
The labor situation isa ve one, If the
riven out of ex-
istence, as the Carnegie firm evidently de-
sires, the men will have no protection what-
ever. Manufacturers will get to cutting
prices awav down, and in order to meintain
their profits will slash the wages of the
workers. The ultimate effect will be busi-
ness depression of & general nature. No
one will make money but the big corpors-
tions

Has Falth In the Workmen,

There would
not have been half the damage had therc
been no liquor, and yet, strangely enongh,
liquor prevented the damage from going
further, The leaders of the riot opened a
carload of whisky, and breaking open the
barrels drauk it from pint tincups They
drapk too much. In & few hours Libert
street was literally covered with smpeﬁes
menand the work of destruction had ended.”

CORNER-STONE LAID AT NIGHT.

Progress of the Steel Fips Line From In-
disn Creek to This City.

Loxpos, July 7.—[Copyright. ]—Interest
in the electoral fight has been maintained
unabated up to the present molent, and
bids fair to nontinue until most ‘of the
county . constituencies have been polled.
The boroughs have admittedly not done so
much for Gladsione as had been expected,
but the counties where the Liberals were
badly besaten in 1886 will more than make
up for this

Probably the strangest result made known
vet is that at Newcastle, where Joba Mor-
ley was placed second to one Hammond, a
montebank sort of Tory, locally known as
“0Old Charlie,” acompound of erank and
fanatie, who has so much money that he has
six times unsuccessfully tried to enter Par-
liament. Hammond thinks he has a mis-
sion to make the radicals spend money in
needless election contests, and he bas him-
self spent about £20,000 in demonstrating
that he is not & mere theorist.

Workingmen's Gradge With Morley.

Newcastle workingmen, whom Morley of-
tended by refusing to support an eight-hour
bill, threatened to support “Old Charlie™
in order to spite John Morley, but unfor-
tunately nobody treated their menace
serioualy.

“Old Charlie's” latest a 1 was issued
yesterday morning. He collected all the
street bepgars in Newcastle, decorated them
with scarlet favors, his colors, and set them
moving about the eity, bearing a placard in-
scribed, ‘“Vole for Hammond, the blind
man’s friend.”

Morley is reported tobe much incensed at
being placed second to such a man, but he
will probably find consolation in the defeat
of inet Minister Ritchie in the East
End of Lendon, announced to-night
Ritchie is an able man and has done good
work for his party. A place-hunting To:
lawyer, Bruce, who has maintained a safe
seal in the Holborn division of London,
will probably be given a judgeship or some-
thing of that sort, in order to induce him to
retire in favor of Ritchie.

The Silk-Stockings at the Polis,

Polling took place to-day in the city of
London, but a stranger g through the
streets would not have been made aware of
the faet. City merchants, bankers and
traders, who are mostly Tories, think it bad
form to fhow electoral excit t. Asa
rule, city seals are not contested, and the
fight to-dav has been between three Tories,
Aﬁdarman Ritchie, a brother of the defeated
Minister, having been nominated at the
last moment as a protest inst eauncuns
domination and bullying. Voters polled
to-dav in a languid, gentlemanly way, and
as nobody, not even the candi to
stay late in order to learn the result, the
counting of votes was postponed until to-
morrow.

The ecounting of several other constitu-
encies has been poned for more eredit-
able reasons, and the net result of to-day’s
work cannot be known until to-morrow
afterpoon, but the facts that Liberals have
already gained on the day five ceats in Lon-
don and one in the provinces have been suf-
ficient to depress prematurely jubilant
Tories, and to restore something like en-
thusiaam to weak-koeed Home Rulers.
Gladstone has made & net gain of 21 seata
An additionnl net gain of only 14 seats will
give him & majority of two over the Tories
and Unioniste.

A RIOTOUS BRIDE.

A Fight Follows the Weddiog, and Bhe
Uses & Knlfe on the Crowd—Her Hus-
_band S!ashed Across the Stomach—Other
¥ietims,

A wedding oeccurred on the Southside
last night which ended in a small-sized riot
in which three people were badly eut and
five were subsequently arrested. The bride
figured as the principal rioter, and her hus-
band as the chief victim. Sadie Mahue,
well'known to the police from the shanty-
boat distriel at the foot of Bouth Eight
street, and Grant Bherring were married at
the house of William Galbreath, on the old
Tenth street road above Welsh row. There
was 8 crowd present to celebrate the
event and considerable drinking.

Robert Galbreath, s brother of William,
lives in & honse on the hillside almost ad-
joining and his family was at the wedding.
Abont 11 o’elock the erowd became hilar-
jous and divided inte two factiona
The trouble arose over a dispute be-
tween the two parties over the ques-
tion of relstionship. - In an instant
about n dozen knives were drawn and a
battle began. The Mahue woman seized =
large butcher knife and started for the
crowd. Bhe first assanltad an unknown,
cutting him on the arm, Then she darted
toward her husband, and lashed him scross
the stomach, cutting a gash about eight
inches in length. Bhe was seized by
three men, and d out to
the  street, disarmed and thrown
over the embankment leading down to
Welsh row, Bhe scrambled up again, ran
into the house by a rear door, got.another
knife and made a wild dash at the crowd
apain, This time she cut Eli Galbreath on
the head twice, and amputated & thumb for
a voung man named Story.

In the meantime the crowd was l.lrgai{
inereased by & wild mob trom the snrroun
ing neighborhood ahd everyone had a hand
in the melee. Men were thrown oyer the
resr porch, a distance of six or eight
feet, faces and hands were cut and seratehed,
women were knocked down and trampled
upon, and there was every indication of a
general riot for a full half hour.

Word was sent to the Twenty-eighth
ward station Officer Clinton, who then
guarded the p until assistance came.
Inspector Kelly and Officers Smith, Coch-
ran, Diebold and Beers went to the scene of
the trouble and arrested William, Robert
and Eli Galbreath, John and William
Fleming and Beckie Galbreath. The Mahue
woman and her husband made their escape
before the police appeared, but it is ex-
pected they will bearrested before morning.

Mary Steln Bullt a ¥Fire Under a Pan of

Mary Btein, 13 years old, who lives with
her parents on Mansion street, Twenty-
third ward, was fatally burned by a gasoline
explosion yesterday afternoon. The girl's
brother had been cleaning & neck-tie, and
having a pan of gasoline he carelessly set
it on the stove. The girl, in obedience 1o
her mother's request, started to build a fire
in the stove when the gas exploded.
