Christ. Other Seripture writers excal in
some thingse. Ezekisl more weird, David
more pathetie, Solomon more epigrammatic,
Habakkuk more sublime: but when you
want to see Christ coming out from the gates
of prophecy in all His grandeur and glory,
¥you involuntarily turn to Isainh.

Isninh was nota man picked up out of in-
signifioance by inspiration. He was known
and honored. Josephus and Philo and 8i-
rach extolled him in their writings, Whas
Faul wns among the apostdes, lsaiah was
aRmong the prophets.

My text finds him standing on & mountain
nf inspiration, looking out into the futuye,
beholding Christ advancing ana a=xious
that all men might know Him: his voice
rines down the ages: “Seek ye the Lord
while He may be found.”

The Texw Sults All Thnes.

“Oh,"” says someone, “that wns for olden
times." No, my heaver. 1 you have trav-
eicd iu other lands you have taken a elrou-
Inr letter of eradit from some banking honse
in London nnd St. Petersburg, or Venice or
Home, or Antwerp, or Brussels, or Paris;
You presented that letter and got financial
bolp immediately,. And 1 want you to un-
derstand that the text, instead ofyheinc ap-
propriate for one age, or for one land, is a
circular letter for all ages and for all lands,
snd wherever it is presented for help the
help comes: “Seek yethe Lordwhile He may
Lo Tound.”™

I eome to-day with no heir-spun theories
of religion, with no mice distinctions, with
no elaborate disquisition, bat with a plain
talk on the matters of personal religion. 1
feel that the sermon 1 preach this momin
wiil be the savor of life nuto life,or ofdmsﬁ
unto death, In osher words, the Gospel of
Christ s o powarful medieine: it either kills
or cures, There are those who say: *I
wonld like to becomie a Christian, 1 have
Leen waiting & good while for the right kind
of influence to come:" and still you are wait-
ing. You are wiser In worldly things than
¥ou are in religions things. And yer there
are men who say they are waiting to get to
heaven—waiting, walting, but not with in-
teliigent walting, or thev would geton hoard
the line of Christian influences thnt would
bear them into the kingdom of God.

Now, you know wery well that to seek a
thing is tosearch for it with earnest en-
desvor. We may pay our debts, we may at-
tend ehuroh, we may relieve the poor, we
may be publie benefnctors, and vet all’ our
!fe disobev the text, never seek God, never
galn heaven.

God Is Not a Despot Bat a Father,

I remark, in the first place, you are to seek
the Lord through earnest and believing
prayer.

Prayer is n warm, ardent, E'Iul.!ng exer-
cise. It is the electric ttery whieh,
tonched, thrills to the throne of God! It is
the diving bell in which we go down into the
depths of God's mercy and bring up “pearls
of gresat price.”

O impenitent soul, have you ever tried the
power of prayer? God says;  “He is loving
and faithfnl and patient.” Do you belleve
that? Yoo are told that Christ came to save
einners. Do you believe that? You are told
that all you have to do to get the pardon of
the ‘goapel, is to ask for it. Do you believe
that? Then come to Him and say: *O Lord,
1 know thou eanst uot lle. Thou hast told
me to come for pardon, and 1 could get "

Sack the Lord Through Bible Study,

Oh, that you might have an altarin the
parior, in the kitchen. in the store, in the
barn, tor Christ will be willing to come again
to the manger to hear prayer. He would
come in your place of business as he econ-
tromved Matthew, the Tax Commissioner.

1 remark, again, yon must seek the Lord
through Bille study. The Bible is the new-
st book in the world. “Ob," wou say, "it
was made bundreds of years ago, and the
learmed men of King James transinted it
bundreds of vears age.” 1 eonfute thnt idea
by telling you it s not flve minutes old,
when (zod, by his blessed Spirit retiansiates
it into the heart. 1f you will, in the seeking
of the way of life through Seripture study,
implore God's light to fall npon the puge,
you will find that these promises are not ons
eecond old, and that they drop struight
trom the throne of God into your heart,

Tlhere are many people to whom the Bible
does not amount to mueh. If “mi’ merely
ook at the outside beanty, why It will no
more lead them to Christ than Washington's
tarewell nddress or the Koran of Maliomet
or the Shaster of the Hindoos. It is the in-
wnird light of God's Word you wmust getor
Cie. Alas, that so many stopat the outside
tdoor of God's Holy Word, looking at the
rhetorical beauties, instead of poing in and
looking at the altars of sacrifice and the
dome of God's merey and salvation that
hovers over every penitent and believing
snal!

O my friends, 1f you mereiy want to study
the lnwes of language, do not go to the Bibla,
It was not made for that, Take “fowe's
Elements of Criticism.” It would be better
than the Bible for that

But if you want to know how to have sin

When people are anxious about their
souis—and there are some such here to-day

prisgp and says: “Here is your pardon.

Do yon expeet
mb to tnke that pardon offered with such s
+volce as you have, with soch an awkward
manner as you have? I would ratherdis than
80 compromise my rhetorieal notions!" Ah,
tne man does not say that; he takes ft! 1tis
Lids Hife.
