The Medical News of last week contains
a large addition to the cholera literature
of the day from the pens of eminent
speclalists. The most prominent article
is by Dr. E O. Shakespeare, of Philadel-
phia, and its points are such as should re-
ceive national attention,

The two conclusions which Dr. Shake-
speare makes clear by exhhustive dis-
cussion are: First, what Tae DispaTcH
has held ever sinee sm incursion of
cholera was threatened, that s complete
safeguard is only to be interposad by the
suspension of Immigmtion daring the
period of danger. The facts which made
this already evident are added to and en-
forced by this undoubted authority.

Dr. Shakespeare’s main point, however,
is the equally strong one that the Na-
tional Government should take charge of
quarauntine at all frontiers. The essay
shows at length that State quarantine
necessarily varies in eficiency, and in the
majority of cases Is not sapplied with the
accommodations and appliances neces-
sary for such an emergeney. It also
demonstrates thai the money loss of a
single epidemic overbalances the cost of
maintaining the best quarantine at all
points of eniry for a century. It points
out that a national quarantine would be
unifarm in its action, and, prop-rly or-
ganized, it would command means of ef-
ficiency impossibie under the present loes’
quarantine arrangements,

ments in the old Point distriet as have
already been secared by the same official
for the eastern portions of the city.

MONOPOLISTIC FLANS,

The investigation of the anthracite coal
combination by a New York legislative
committee, which has been dragging along
for months, evolved some very remarka-
ble testimony from Mr. A. A McLood
on Wednesday. At a hearing early after
the formation of the combination McLeod
testified to the effact that the deal was
not expected to advance prices. On the
contrary it was its purpose to introdues
economies in the production and handling
of coal. This uniform purposs, in profes.
sion, of all monopolistic combinations hav-
ing resulted in the usual practice of ad-
vancing prices abouta dollar per ton, the
occasion seemed a very good one for Mr,
MecLeod to explain,

No one can aceuse him of having do dged
that function, He explained to a degree
that took the breath out of the committee.
It was a misconstruction of his remarks fo
suppose that there was to be no advance
on ihe abnormal and depressed prices of
January, 1892. These prices were pro-
duced by a ruinous competiiion, as Mr.
McLeod avers, with an unusnal recognl-
tion of the purpose of cutthroat wars to
foree a combination. As compared with
the prices of July, 1801, there has been
an advance of 37 cents, and another of
25 cents is ordered. Thislittle addition of
$25,000,000 to the coal bill of the con-
sumers, he thinks, onght not to be ob-
Jected to since anything less amounts to
an actual loss on the production of
coal -

However, McLeod is going to make mat-
ters all right by o scheme which he un.
folded for the first time before the dazzied
eyes of the committee. This s nothing
more or less than the establishment of a
monopoly in the wholesale and retail
trade of New York City. Of course, like
all other monopolies, this will decrease
charges. They always do—when their
prospectus is before the legislative com-
mittee—and McLeod puts the saving to
the consumer at 70 cents per ton. Afier
all the outsiders in the anthracite coal
trade have been wiped out everything will
be lovely. The only reason why the Read-
ing has not introduced this charming little
reform already is that it has been “har.
assod by inimical legislation. ™

A large amount of commentary is pos-
sible on the suggestions of this statement
The first is that in its showing the litiga-
tion is more important than McLeod's
other utterances would suggest. A short
time ago the decision of a New Jersey
court was of no more importance to the
Reading than to the Sioux Indians. Now
it seems to bave hampered his beneficent
scheme of extending the monopoly to the
point where the coal is dumped on the
consumer’s sidewalk. Then, too, if the
scheme contemplates reducing charges to
the consumer 75 cents, why is it neces
sary to awalt a monopoly? The man or
corporation who sells eoal 75 cents per
ton cheaper than anyone else should not
rely on external influences to shut out

I conld not
find the island on which the ruins of the
castle of the Lady of Shalott ought to be dis-
covered, coverad with ivy., The river is not
anywbhere, so faras 1 counld see, big encugh
to hold &n island.

A Walk Beslde thn Sea,

—THE next notable stopping place in
King Arthur's country is Tintagel. We
took & pony trap to Trebarwith, along by
the siate quarries, whers the sea rollsin
finely over s beaoh without a pebble, The
great oliffs stand guard on the sides of Tre-
barwith strand. There is & vast rook out in
the sea, around which gulls are flying. The
bases of the cliffs are black with mussel
shells.

Here we started in upon & walk beside the
sen, along the edge of the steep cliffs. From
Trebarwith to Tintagel, from Tintagel to
the Rocky Valley, there is a winding path,
sometimes unp and sometimes down; some-
times by the ocean snd sometimes through
the mendows amony the sheep. Most of It
easy enough, but here and there descending
the perpendicular face of a gresat blufl and
climbing up again on the other side. There
is nothing finer in England tban this walk
along the cliff tops of the Cornish Sea. You
get the breath of the ocean in your face, and
thie wide renches of it stretching on and on
westward toward Ameriea shine in your
eyes, and the rocks are black and brown and
red at your feet, and the green meadows are
dotted with white flooks, and always some-
whers on the sky line there is the sguare
tower of an ancient church,

—8o0 you arrive at Tintgel, where, in the
story, Arthur was born, and where there are
stjll the ruins of an old grim castle which
they call King Arthur's, part of it on the
mainiand, with the round keep crown-
ing the cliff, and part of it on & broken
island up which youn climb along & precip-
itous path. One reads **The La dy of Sha-
loth™ at Camelot, but at Tintagel “The Com-
ing of Arthnr.” You sit upon a weather-
beaten stone of that old fortress and palaoe,
whioh the Kuights did really live fn—even
Buedaker allows us to believe that—and
look down into the chasm where in Merlin's
day the wave of fire rolled in bringing the
babe, and there read the swory of the “Idylls
of the King,” and you possess therealter an
edition of Tennyson which nobody can buy
in any bookstors, which you will always
read with the blue sky and the blune water
in the wide margin, and she castle on the
frowning oliffs set in for fllustration bs-
tween the pages,

FPast Flotaresqua Places,

—AT Boscastle, whore there is one of the
queerest little barbors in the world, we took
the coach, and thus made the rewainder of
Jjourney through Cornwall and Devonsahire,
which lasted nearly & week, inoluded
Clovelly, the most pioturesque place in Eng-
land, and Lynton and Lynmouth, whiclh
would be most wonderful Iif Clovelly
had never been discovered, and even beside
Clovelly are well worth a visit, and ended in
aride of 20 miles from Lynmouth to Mine-
head through a blinding rain, which made
sight seeing impossible, wrecked umbrellas,
and drenched all the adventurous tourists
who undertook it, dampening everything
except good spirita,

Even in a rainssorm there is delightin
the top of & coach. Nobody has seen En-
gland who has not seen it from a coach top.
The ronds sre hard and smooth, without s
rut, without a hump ors puddis or aditch,
and wide enough for two great comches,
driven fourdin-hand, to pass. There are
highways in the wildest part of Cornwall
and among the moors of the Lorna Doone
county in Devon, which are as good a8 the
best avenne in Pittsburg. As for the worst
avenue—and the name of it is legion—Its like
cannotbe found in English speaking lands
on this gide the Atlantio ocean, Isuppose
there is no thoroughfare on all this island
which is not at least a hundred times better
than a great many well settled streots in the
