The Governor, after expressing the grati-
fication he felt at being present wjth the
League in the opening which it gave'to the
eampuign of 1802, said the issues this year
which were to be settled were made by the
national plattorms of the two great parties,
both of which, without qualification or
equivocation, stated the prineiples which
they represented. He continued:

Two striking questions are raised by the
Eiutrm-m of our political mdversaries. The

ret is ite ndherence to free trade, and seo-
ond, 1t deciares for the abolition of the tax
upon State banks of issne, This tax was im-
posed by Congress to destroy the banks,that
they might sdopt & national money. It is
proposed by the Democratic leaders not
only to go back to free trade, or & revenue
mriff whiob prevailed in this country from
1846 to 1860, and during which,for the zreater
portion of the time, the country in itsa moue-
tary, commercial and business affuirs was 1n
& maost deplorable conaition, but it is pro-
posed ilso to return to the use of State bank
circulition with which to measure the ex-
ohanges of the people. If there was noth-
ing else in the contest but the proposal for
the abolition of the tax npon the Stats banks
and thelr revival, that ought to be snfficient
to defeat the Demooratio party.

Evils of Free Trade Pointed Ont.

Governor McKinley ontlined the evils
which would result from the pro
change, and then proceeded to discuss the
taril question thus:

If the Demooratic party should be success-
ful, and the principles declared at Chic
should be put into permanent forms of lag
lation, we should have the British system of
free trade, whioh would reduce the wages of
thoe laboring man of the United States, Free
trade in this country would be welcomed hy
every European country of the world, by
every eommercial rival of the United States,

and by evm;,' enemy tO our progress and
prosperity. Free jrade would Inorense for-
eign production and diminish domestic pro-
duction in all competing products until
the Iaborer of our country would accept the
miserable wages which are Fald foreign
workingmen, Freo trude wonid encournge
the foreign shop and discourage the Ameri-
can =hop; It would inerease the demand for
workingmen abroad and diminish the de.
mand for workingmen st home; it would
permit the joreign prodncer to enjoy this
greatest and vest market in the world with-
out condition or restraint upon exactly the
samo terms the produocers of our country
enjoy this warket to-day. And do not for-
wet that whatever of our market they take
s a loss 10 our own eitizens and a sacriflee
of the interests of our own labourers for the
nlien und the stranger.
What Protection Is Capable of Dolng.

Free trade—or i revenus tarifl, snch as is
ndvocated by Democratio leaders—wouild
make everything free in this market which
competes with what we produce in this
market, because they sre ngainst protection
in every form, and would. tax only those
foreign products which heve no compe-
tision fnonr own murkets, and which we
cannot produce amonr ourselves. Pro-
tection imposgs its tarills on exnotly oppo-
site prineiples: it permits everything to
come Into this eonntry eXcept luxuries
which we cannot produce at home, and puts
t= tarifls upon those produets from abroad
which come in competition with the
produets of our own labor.

Continuing, the speaker referred at lengtn
to the many advaniages to be derived trom
protection and the evils resulting from free
trade. Free trade among ourselves in 44
Stntes and with 63,000,000 of people and a
ressonable restraint upon those seeking to
invade our markets with competing products
was the dictate of enlightened patriotism
and the doetrine of the Republican party.
The speaker asserted thatall Europe wanted
# Demoeratic vietory, and eited numerons
extracls from European pewspapers to
prove the truth of the assertion. e said
the Demoeratic lewlers for more than 30
vears hnd waged their warfare upon the
Ttepubliean party upon prophecies of fail-
ure of Hepublican messures and policies,
He vould not believe any party eould long
hold publie econfidence which based its
elaims upon the disappointments of the
people. The new tarifl law was viudieating

A TUGE DISTILLERY

To Be Erecled at Once in Bucks
County by Big Liguor Dealers

OF PHILADELPHIA AND NEW YORK.

Over A Hundred Acres to Be Covered by the
Company's Iant.

THE SCHEME I8 A CO-OPERATIVE OKE

‘EPECTAL TRLEGRAM TO THE DISPATON.)
PHILADELPHIA, Bept. 15—Upon the
tract of 103 scres at Eddington, Buoks
county, which has just been purchased from
Mrs. Morris, & wealthy Pottsville widow,
will be erected an enormons distillery for
the production of rye whisky. The plant
will be operated by a new company which
has jt;obeem organized with a eapital of
£3,000,900, and which will be known as the
Philadelphia Pure Rye Whisky Distilling
Company. Nearly every large liquor
dealer in this city holds stock in the com-

pany.

Despite the fact that the organization of
the company hbas been accomplished so
quickly, comsiderable work has already
been done, and the contract for the erection
of the buildings will be awarded at 2 meet-
ing of the Board of Directors to-morrow,
Quite a number of bids have been re-
eeived.

Under the present laws of Pennsylvania
there can be no president of a liguor com-
pany. Aangelo M‘o}yars has been elected
Chairman; Henrv Van Beil, Secretary, and
James Maguire, Treasurer. These gentle-
men, with Samuel Humphrey snd Louiy
Gillams, constitute the Board of Directors.

The Plant to Iie a Mammoth Oue.

The plant will bave a capacity of 30,000
barrels a year, and will probably be in
operation by the first of next May. The
site selected has a large frontage on the
river, and work upon & wharf was begun to-
day. At this point the Pefinsylvania rail-
road is fullv & mile from the river, which
will necessitate the bnilding of a branch
rond, at the oDt of about
£7,000. Negotintions are now pending
with General Agent Latta for the construe-
tion of the road, but nothing definite has
been decided upon. The liquor men are
wavering between building the road them-
selves or allowing the Pennsvlvania Rail-
road to do it, in which latter case the com-
pany would own the property and muke it
unpleasant for any future railroad that
might come that way, particulsrly the Ilead-
ing.
'E!aid a prominent member of the new
company to-day: “There are fully 40
of the largest liguor dealers in this eity
and New York interested in the enterprise,
which will be one of the largest of its kind.
I suppose those 40 firms represent sbout
£30,000,000. All the subscriptions bave
been paid in.

Cannot Fight the Whisky Trust.

“No, we will not be antagonistic to the
Whisky Trust, because the trust does not
make rye whisky. The principal advan-
takes to the stockholders will be in estab-
lishing a home industry, which will enable
nsto economize on shipping. We can prob-
ably secure sufficient grain from the farmers
of Bucks eounty to keep us golng, 50 we
will not suffer from lack of material. Then,
too, we are going to try some new experi-
ments in the manufacture of whisky which
are entirely original, and which, if suecess-
tul, will huve s tendency to revolutionize

things."
Thg: gtockholders will probably control
the whole production. Each stockholder

will virtually be an agent, snd will use
extrn efforts to sell the whisky, because he
will reap a decided benefit from it He
will receive his selling profits, and the
more he selis the larger his dividends on
his stocks will be e meeting of the
board will be held at James Maguire's
office, Third and Noble streets, to-morrow,
and in addition te transacting the regular
business, will award the contract for the
erection of the plant

The principal thing before the convention
yesterday was the speech of Joseph Weeks
He talked on the subject of *‘Creating a
Permanent Dureau of Tax Btatistica” He
said there are two objects of taxation—first,
to provide an income to meet the expenses
of the body levying the tax; second, to re-
strict or prohibit the production, sale or
use of the article or thing tazed.

Chairmau Mercer, of the Executive Com-
mittee, made the report on tax revision. He
did not eondemn the Baker ballot law asa
whole, but denounced many parts of it. He
favored the abolition of the jury commis-
gsion mnd ipstead have the Sheriff and
Connty Commissioners do the work.

A Bection of Glass Fidewalk Over the Neil
Tlouse Easement Gives Way,

INJURING MANY PEOPLE, SOME FATALLY

ISPECIAL TELRGEAM TO THE DISPATOM.Y

Corvmaus, 0., Sept. 15—This seems to
be o calumity week, and the thoussnds of
visitors to the State fair -will have occasion
to remember their stay in the capital city
of the State. A few minutes after 9 o’clock
to-night, just after the display of fireworks
in the Capitol Square, which was witnessed
by probably 30,000 people, the second
serious acoident of the week oceurred in
front of the Neil House bloek.

James Leach, a crippled dwarf, whose
limbs and arms are shriveled up and who
makes his living by attending fairs and
whistling on the street, was entertaining
the crowd on High street, just south of the
Neil House entrance, when the huge jam
of people, consisting of men, women and
children, crowded on the glass grating over
the sidewalk. Without a moment’s warn-
ing a section of the grating, about 8 by 20
feet,gave way and precipitated 40 or 50 peo-
ple to the bottom of the basement. The
people wenut down in the mnss of broken

lass and twisted iron, piled three and four

ee

Ig;hntly there was the greatest excite-
ment. A heart-rending seream went up
from the women and mingled with the cries
of the children and the moanings of the in-
jured.

Assistance Difficult to Rendoer,

A swaying mass of people erowded about
the place, and for some moments the jam
was s0 great that no wssistance could be
rendered the unfortunate vietims of the ac-
cident, Finally the police pushed the
crowd back, stretehed a rope, and the work
of rncuiuﬁ commenced. Those who were
1ast to go down eseaped with slight bruises,
but the unfortunate first were crushed,
bruised and battered wup, many having
broken arms and legs, with ugly euts from
which the blood flowed profusely. In the
heap were old and young, women and men
and children, v

The most seriously injured was James
Leach, the cripple, aged about 30 years
He was unable to walk because of his
shriveled limbs, and his arms were almost
useless at best.  In the fall both of his legs
and left arm were broken, his face cut in a
dozen places, and he was bruised about the
body. His injuries are considered fatal
His home 1s at Pleasantville, Ohio.

Moses Rothschild, German, aged ahout 50
years, received internal injuries that are
considered serious and probably fatal

Others who were quickly hurried away
are badly injured, and some of these are be-
lieved to fatally hurt, Two patrol
wagons and several hacks were summoned,
and the injured taken to the hospital and
their homes,

He mays the
fellow is known as “Sheeny Sam,” one of
the slickest confidence men and bunko
steerers in the country, Since Saturday
Superintendent O’'Mara has been working
up the man’s record in other cities, and the
nbove is what he found.* Von Drandt's
scheme is to merze silver and gold, making

it to represent solid gold and then
fool ecapitalists. He was just tting
rightly started on the investigation of

the man's past life when this unexpected
move was made. It is a wonder to the
Superintendent how the fellow seenred an
attorney, unless it was done throuzh his
Eastern friends. Saturday he had no
money, but vesterdny he was able to put up
£100 forleir.

The svstem under which this man was
released is injurious to the workings of the
city police department. This wmorn-
ing Mr. O'Mara will eall on Judge
Kennedy and ask him to notify the depart-
ment when such ecases eome up. <If he had
known of thia it wonld have been an easy
manner to have held Von Brandt unsil the
necessary evidenee was gathered.
