On Octobers they open their first annualtournament lor the championship or thecity, and the two players making the best
record will represent the elub In the State
tournament in November (Thanksgiving
Day). The following roles have been drawnnp and adopted by the committee to govern
the tournament. They are as follows:

Rule first Each contestant shall contrib-
ute the sum of $1, which shall be expended
by the board or trustees for the purchase ofa suitable emblem, which shall be awarded
to the contestant scoring the highest num-
ber of points in the tournament.

Rule second Each contestant shall play
every other contestant a series of six games,
and the winner of each series shall be enti-
tled to one point.

Rule third In case a series shall remit In
an equal number of games won, or In case all
the games shall be drawn, the contestants
in such series shall continue play until one
game shall be won after the tie, when thecontestant winning the game shall bo enti-
tled to the point for that series.

such series to be contested the games may
be forfeited to the contestant appearing andwilling to play; providod, that the trusteesmay postpone such series of games If it ap-
pears that the contestant Is unable from
sickness or business engagements to bepresent.

Rule fifth Play shall commence on theevening of Monday, October 3, 1892, at 7:30
o'clock, and shall' continue evey otherevening, Sundays excepted, until all the
Berles have Deen completed.

Rule sixth Entries are to be made to theChairman of the Board of Trustees, Joseph
B. Smith, and must be accompanied by theentrance fee, and no entry shall be received
after September 26, 1892.

Rule seventh All games shall be played inthe room of Allegheny Checker and Chess

Oil Producers Want to See Oil Pumped Be-
fore They Pin Their "Faith on the New
Venture No Big TVeBs Were Beported
Yesterday.

There was considerable talk yesterday
among the oil men regarding the new pipe
line to the seaboard which is tobe known as
the United States Pipe Line Company. The
names of the officers who were elected at a
mooting or the stockholders held In Brad-
ford Wednesday and the probable future of
the organization were the general topics of
conversation.

It was' conceded by the majority that
the organization has a business look at
present, bnt until it begins to pipe oil there
will bo many skeptics among even the
friends of the stockholders as to the final
outcome of the venture.

There have been so many attempts of pro-
ducers in the past to build seaboard pipe
lines, which in every case has failed com-
pletely, that even now there are scores of
producers who want to see the petroleum
going through Before they can believe that
an independent pipe line can bo built.

On August 12, The Dispatch published the
full details of the new line. One line is to
be constructed from the McDonald field to
the refineries around Titusvllle, and from
Titusvllle two-line- s will be laid to Bradford
and from thence through the Northern tier
counties to Nowberg on the Hudson river.
There will be two lines nut down side bv
side. One will bo used fort ho transportation
of petroleum, and the other for distillate,
which is partially refined 611.

After reaching the seaboard the distillate
will be put through? a simple process which
will convert It into thoromrhlv refined oil.
and it will then bo ready for shipment toany port.

Robot t Roy, who is interested in the new
line, said that the eost of fuel In the oil re-
gions was so much less than on the sea-
board, that they could thus afford to put
down the line for distillate and save railroad
charges by piping it to the ocean vessels.

Reports From the Wells.
There Is yet only one well in the McDon-

ald field reported to be making over 20 bar-
rels an hour, and that ia Greenlee & Forst's
No. "2, on the Noble heirs' proporty, which is
placed at 42 barrels an hour.

The production of the field is reported by
the National Transit uauires to be 20.500 bar.
rels, which is a drop of 500 barrels irom theday before.

J. M. Guffey's No. 3 on the Shane farm,
which is located about a mile and a half
southwest of Willow Grove and half a mile
west of the oil No. 1 Mcise In the Gordon
sand hollow, has been finished up and is do-
ing 100 ban els a day.

The Philadelphia Company's well on the
Leech farm, in the northeastern end of the
McCurdy field in whioh a big streak of gas
was struck in the fourth sand, has been
connected up with tho gas lines of the com-
pany. A good showing or oil was also found
m the fourth sand, where the gas has been
flowing over the derrick, but after the in-
dications of pll were found no lurtherdiilllng was done.

Mechling & Co. are starting a well on the
Schlrdo farm, in the McCurdy. field.

Boden Sc Co. have made a location for No.
2 on the Crooks larm south of McDonald.
Their No. 1 on this tarm was dry.

HarvoyA Crawford completed a rig yes-
terday, on the Gregg heirs' farm at Gregg
station on the Panhandle, a mile east ot
uakoalo. Thev have a 14 acre lease off the
farm on which the Forest Oil Company got
its big welL

The Lawrence Gas Company is starting a
well on the Robert Geary farm, two miles
north of Midway in Robinson township,
Washington county.

Personal.
Phillip Roth, of Buffalo, a member of the

Kanawha Oil Company, and one of the plon-ne-

oil men of Allegheny county, was in
Pittsburg yesterday. He says he has just
completed a well on the old Roth farm,
located a mile and a bair rrom the limits of
Buffalo, whicn has a pressure of 670 pounds
to the square inch, or over 2,000.000 feet a
day. He intends to drill other wells in thosame locality, as he has over 0,000 acres un-
der lease.
