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A double vill that excited some consider-
able hopes was set down for performance at
the Alvin Theater last night.

charm nnd humor of Dickens' lsnguage.
W. I Thompson of ocourse made
Cobhs ®  fizure that - might have
stepped ont of one of Barnard's illustra-
tions. Mr Thompeon has a mellow vein
of humor which crops out naturally in such
a cohnracterization. The prottiest bit of
“Young love's Dream' is the final tab-
lean. Harry and Norah, the tiny bride and
groom, the tormer with her beloved Ara-
minta, a doll a¢ big as herself, elasned
tight, hiave fallen asleep together in the big
arni chair in the fire light, and, as his father
stoops 1o wake his truant boy with a kiss,
the curtain falls Tt isall very sweet and
pathetic in & pleasant way.

“The Family Circle,”” which follows this

retty little thing, is acomedy of a decided-
¥ tarcieal stripe, written by Alexander
Bisson and adapted by Sydney Dloscofeld.
It would be interesting to kuow if Bisson’s
work is all there; for unless a good deal has
been left ont the French playwright is re-
spouaible for a very thin plot and a mon-
otonous strumming upon one string. Inthe
bright lines, ageasionally wittily epigram-
matic,the bandiwork of Mr. Ilosenfeld is re-
cornizable, and perhaps the humor of the
sitnations is to be credited to him, for it is
too mild in flavor surely to have been com-
unded in Paris. The story of “The Fam-

told, o wmiable, middle-aged narried
folk gli:“ their daughter to a certain young
man, by name Jask Braineed A mischiet.

by proving that Jeek Brainerd has killed his
first wife in a jeslous fit, and is disposed to
make away with wife No. 2in like man-
per. The toundation for this charge is that
snother Brein-d actually did murder lus
spouse, and Jock is mistaken for the mur-

derer. The busybody tells the bride's
father and mother, and they, to
thwart the groom’s allered homicidal
lans, sccompany the pair on  their
oneymoon. Jack is watched every-
where; his preparing pistols for a

shooting match gives color to the suspi-
cions, and his, rather hazily sccounted for,
rehearsal of & speech to be used by him in
& murder case in which he is engaged as
counsel convinees his parents-in-law  that
. they have a bloody-minded Bluelvard to
deal with, The landlady of the boardin
house where the murder was committe
arrives and sdds foel to the Hames, but
eventually dispels the eloud over
by explaining that he is not
the Brainerd who shot his wife. This is
the centrul story, and two or three lesser
love affairs are awkwardly muddled in with
it. The plot is just about strong enough
for & one-aot piece. It is a lunch, and itis
offered as a full dinner. Everybody knows
in the first act exactly how it is going to
end; the mystery is only in mame. Prob-
ebly in the French it had a salacions sea-
soning that made some excuse, if a bad one,
for its length. A naoghty play is apt to be
stupid with the naughtiness left out, That's
how “The Family Cirele" strikes us.

But it is admirably wmeted. Thomas
Burns, who played the Major so cleverly in
“Wilkinson’s Widows” bhere last year,
makes almost a= much fun out of the char-
mcter of Hudson Lorrimer, the suspicious
father. Mr. Thompson had little to do as
the mischief making old man, except to
gay d— inappropriately and impolitely,
but still made the churacier comie
Frank Borbeck’s rendering of the ill-
used hero was natural snd ingratiating.
Miss Kate Mashew's make-up, and to a
smaller extent ber creation of the landlady
of the boarding honse were unigue, A tip-
tilted nose of such pronounced elevation as
Miss Mavhew’s in this part is seldom seen
out of burlesque, but her acting was
capital; a thorongh etudy of a some-
what movel type. The pleasantest
part of the performance to several of the
sotors probably centered about Miss Nan-
ette Comstock, who Jooked anmazingly and
freshly pretty as the bride. Several of her
companions were forced during Act IL to
kizs Lier trequently—15 separate osculato
acts were connted—and the audience evi-
dently sympathized with them, to the ex-
tent probsbly of being ready to volunteer
for similar duty.
