THE RESULT OF A RUNAWAY MARRIAGE

Attorney John W, Shafer yvesierday filed
in the Orphans' Court the answer of Harry
C. Fehl to the petition ssking for his re-
moval as administrator of the late Gamble
Weir. The petition asking for his removal
was filed by Attorners Barton & Barton in
beball of William Weir, Radcliffe Weir
sod Mary Johnston, brothers and sister of
the Iate Gamble Weir. 1In it they state
that Fehl was appointed administrator of
the estate as the sppointee of James G.

Weir, another brother. The petition-
ers farther nsserted that they mnever
renounced their rights to administer

the estate and that the appointment was
illegal and in violation of the act of Assem-
bly. Willinm Weir, it was stated, was the
eldest brother, but is a non-resident of the
State. Radeliffe and James G. Weir are
residents of Pittsburg, but their Interests
were antagonistic to the estate. James G.
Weir, it was ssserted, is a party litigant
with the estate and he or his nominee were
not entitled to administer the estate. There
are also a brother and sister in Ireland, but
the oniv one entitled to the letters of ad-
m st ation was a sister, Maryv Johnston,
of Pi. shurg, ope of the petitioners In
conelusion it was asked that the letters
issued to Fehl be revoked and the appoint-
ment made according to law,

In his anewer Fehl states that the letters
were not improvidently granted, as alleged.
The wonly heirs residing in Pennsyivania
are James G. and Radcliffe Weir and Mary
Joehnston, OF these Radeliffe is indebted
to the estate in a large sum, it is stated,
which Indebtaduess he denies. James G,
Weir is not in any manner indebted to the

estate, but isa ereditor and indorser of
potes in  large soms, and §s  more
interested than anyone in the proper

administration of the estate, and be is not
s party litigant. Mary Johnston, of
Uniontown, the sister, it is stated, is not
capable of sdministering the estate, being
unsegquainted with business and unable to
read or write, and, it is claimed, the appli-
cation now made was solely in the interest
of Radelifte Weir in the endeavor to escape
from his liabilities to the estate, and the
raid Mary Joloston is expected to aey, if
aprointed, in his interest.
