real and rare interest. He pandered pret-
tily to the popular appetite of realism, but
did not allow the wheels of the mill's
machinery to crush or drown the more val-
uable realism o the characters, bo we have
in "The Lost Paradise" a play of
and a story that happens to appeal tp Pitts
burgers just now with unusual force.

When a play
Is successlul royalties pile up very quickly.
I should think that Charles H. Hoyt, the
author of "A Trip to pbinatown." Is getting
wealthy faster than any otber writer lor the
stage. He leaps the largest rewards, be-
cause he manages and. produces his own
plays. If he is not a millionaire now he
soon shonld be, although he spends money
like water-an- d told me not long 'o that he
was not half as snceesstul at Investing
money as making it.

Talking of authors' fortunes Helen
Dauvray, wno has returnedfrom Enrope,

said the otber day; "l think 17. s. Gilbert
Is the richest Dlaywrigbt la the world not
even excepting fardou. He is worth over a
million dollars. Strange to say, he never
goes to any flist-nig- or other representa-
tions of his own works. In fact, alter the
final dress lehearsaL ha never goes near the
theatre where his play or opera is being per-
formed. Mrs. Gilbert, thouzli, a charming
little woman, always occupies a box with
friends on the first night of a Gilbert pro-
duction, while tbe author himself plavs
whist at his club, or take a long ride
through the park."

Alter all we shall not see Mrs. Bernard
Beere, the noted Eugllshactress, for she will
return to London shortly, abandoning her
American tour. If she had be-u- n with
"Adrienne LeCouvreur" Instead of that
dreadful drama, "As In a Looking Glass,"
which Mrs. Lan-tr- y perpetrated first here,
Mrs. Beere might have lared better.
