Changing Eales.

0. ¢, Caylor, who knows more about prac-
tical baseball than all the little eligne who
are trying to ruin the game by gertiog it
baock toward the game of rounders, says:

“] wantto phiat oat one reason why the
ainmond sbould not be eninrged Lf the game
is meant to be enlivened. By placing the
pitcher buek as intended it will give him
mote of & facing position toward first and
third base, and make it all the harder for a
base runner to getaway., With the angle
made more obtuse lie will be able to decsive
the base ronner still more asto his Inten-
tions to efther pitch the Lall or throw to the
base. Now, if three feet be added to the
distance which the hase runner will have to
go the handicap will be still greater, and
base running will be practiesily kiiled.

8ax ANTONIO, TEX., Dee 14—A dis
paten from Carrimo says that two com-
panies of United States ocavalry have ar-
rived there from Fort Melntosh in search
of the Mexican bandits who commitied the
bloody onslaught on Mexican troops at San
Ignacio last Snturday, There is also & large
torce of United States depuiy marshals in
the field, searching for the marauders, The
revolutionists are under the command of
Fusscardo Ramon, known as & notorious
outlax on the Lower Rio Grande. Inan
attempt to arrest him for the murder of an-
other Mexican at Carmego eight years ago,
he killed the Sheriff and three soldiers of
the Sherifi's posse and escaped to the Texas
side of the river.

In the battle st San Igancio Saturday
Captain Seegar and Lieutenant Lopez, with
four Mexican soldiers, songht refuge in a
building from the fury of the insurzents. The
rl-u was surrounded and Ramon set fire to

he structure, roasting the six men slive,
In addition to this it is stated he killed
four other Mexieans in the fight with his
own hand. Mexican scouts in  attendance
st the United States Court in San Antonio
have been snmmarily ordered to the front
to aid in locating the bandite

The sentence of death passed by the mili-
tary court martial st Monterey and econ-
firmed by tbe higher military conrt of
Mexico on Colonel Nievarz Hernandez,
will be earried out next Moopday at suo-
rise. Colonel Hernandez wax tried on the
charge of assisting Catarino Garza to es-
cape at the time the latter made his raid
into Mexico from the United States last
year

THEY 60 IN DEBT.
Tho Way Wealthy New Yorkers Avold Pay-
Ing Heavy " axes.

XeEw York, Dee 14 —[Special 1—The
joint special committee of the General As
sembly on taxstion and retrenciiment met
at the Hotel Metrcpole this afternoon, Tax
Commissioner Thomas L. Feitner told the
committee that State and loeal taxesshould
be separated. A perplexing question,
he said, was that of the assessments
on estates, because the exeoutors often
lived oot of the Btate and could not be
reached. He glso said that the State lost
inrpely by not being able to assess such
E:openies as the Western Union Telegraph
mpany.

Reverting to the gnellion of estates, a
member of the committee asked Mr Feit-
ner what was the personai assessment of
Jay Gould, He replied that lor four years
past it had been $500,000, but for many
vears prior to that it was ounly
£250,000, and Mr. Gould complained not a
little about the inerease” Mr Feitner said
that the dificulty in getting at the taxable
property of wealthy men was that they
always plended heavy indebtedness Hao
said that on one occasion Chauncey AL
Depew had told him that Commodore Van-
derbilt often carried an indebtedness of
$20,000,000 and saved from 5 to T per cent
on his investments by dodging taxes through
the debt

LABOR WINS A VICTORY.

The Office That Prints World's Falr Cata-
logues Will Probably Be U

CHIOAGO, Dec. 14 —Tha dispute concern~
ing the letting of the contract for the print-
ing of the official catalogue of exhibits to
Conkey & Co. is in & fair way to be settled.
The Exposition officials have surprised the
representatives of organized labor by meet-
ing them more than hall way.
The opinion is prevalent that a
settlemnent will be reached by unionmizing
the Conkey establishment. Mr. Conkey
snpounced to-night that he had no objec-
tious to labor nnions, and that be intended
to pay more than union wages io the men
who worked upon the catalogue.

The committee appointed by tne labor
union men met the Executive Committee of
the World's Fair to-day. The mutter was
thoroughly discumed, and the Isbor com-

mittee was requested to present its
charges in writing, which iz prom-
jred to do at 4 o'clock to-morrow

afteinoon. The World's Fair officials have
promised to make the fullest investigation
into the matter, and have promised that it
any official has been mixed up with the lei-
ting of the contract his resignation will be
demanded, and, if possible, the contract
will be annulled.

LAWING FOR SPECULATION.

An Expensive Statute Which Will Canse
the Hoosiers Muoch Trouble.

INDIAS APOLIS, Dee. 14 —The decision
of the Supreme Court, holding the Black-
board law constitutional, will probably give
rise to a Iarge smount of litigation over the
settlement of past offensen The law
provides that half of each fine of £25
assessed shallgo tothe Proscuting Attorney.
In Shelby connty Senator A. F. Wray, a
speculator, mssisted by Attorneys Adams
and Carter, brought suit against the C., C.,
C. & St. Lonis Railroad in 74 paragraphs,
each of which eonstitutes a separate offense,
making the aggregate of §19,000. There are
68 paragraphs ogainst (he Penosylvanis
Company, amounting to §17,000.

Senator Wray's fees in these amounis are
$18,350. Prosecuting attorneys in many
other counties have o equally industri-
ous, and, if the law hold, these claims
against the railroads will find the Black-
board an exeeedingly expensive one

THE TRUST BREAES A CONTRACT,

And Will Be Sued by the Directors of One
of the Distil'eries It Hobbed.

Sr. Louis, Dec. 14.—Steps are being
taken by the directors of the deflunot Cen-
tral Distilling Company, of this city, look-
ing to the enforcement of contraots assumed
by Samuel Woolner, of Peoris, IlL, when
he purchased the plant for the Whisky
Trust. The contracts calleda for the deliv-
ery of sbout 10,000 barrels of spirits at
$1710 per gallon in reasonabie gnantities on
demand.

Some days since stockholders in the old
Central Company who held the majority of
these contracts, demanded the deﬂuq of
some of the spirits, and the trost has failed
to comply, though it has filled orders from
Baltimors, also called for in the contrscts

mentioned.
