WANT AN AMENDMENT,

A Local Committee Can Improve on
the River Commission Bill.

N0t ENOUGH MEMBERS OX IT NOW.

Pittsburg Tistriet Most Important and
Must Te Pepresented.

FXPENDING $1,000000 EACH TYEAR

The River and Harbor Committee of the
Chamber of Commerce, with other bosiness
and river men interested, will heartily oo-
operate in the work of pushing the bill pre.
sented to Congress from Indisoa for the ap-
pointment of an Ohio river eommission,
They will, however, ask for one or two
amendmenis necessary to Pittsburg’s inter-
ests, The Chamber of Commerce had ap-
pointed a committes to assist in drawing up
and presentiog s bill for deepening the
Ohio, but has now rather been forestalled
by the action of Congressman Parrett, of
Indinna

The Parrett bill only acke that five mem.
bers constitute the commission, and it is
here the change will be asked by local busi-
ness men.

L A Government Majority.

In &ll bodies of this kind it is necessary
that the Government have & majority, and
if only five men constitute the
commission, three must of pDecesaity
be United Sustes engineers; while
the remaining two will be drawn from clvil
life. It is mrgued that a elash will oecur in
the apppointment of these two members of
the commission, as each distriet will desire
& representative in that body who will work
for its own interests The river laogth to
be eovered is 967 miles long, wnd it is pro-
posed to divide it into three separate dis-
iriets

The Pittsburg, orn distriet, will ex-
tend to the mouth of ﬁaﬁig Eanawha, 263
miles away. The middle, or Cincinnati,
distriot extends to Louisville, and covers a
dislanee of 337 milex Then the lower, or
Louisville-Evansville, district, extending
to Cairo, is 367 miles long. Should the bill
go through in its present siate, but two of
these three distriets can secure civil repre.
sentation on the commission, and it is
argued some difference is certain to arise in
their appointment.

To Change the Number,

For this reason local men interested are
making preparations to propose an amend-
ment increasing the number of ecommission-
ers from five to eeven, This will give the
United States representatives four mem-,
bers, or s majority of one, while each of
the three disiricts will also bave a ecivil
representative in the body. Pittsburg,
being the upper and more shallow distriet,
is the mest important of the three. That
reason alone, and pot counting her ire-
mendous tonnage, will cause the men hav-
ing the affair in charge to insist that she be
represented. Cineinnati and the lower dis-
triet will also demand that they be recog-
nized, and in order to avoid sll differences
it is altogether likely that these distriets
will heartily combine with Pittsburg in
asking an increass in the number of come
missioners,

A Mississippi river commission has been
in existence ever sinee 1879, while a simi-
lar body was appoipted to oversee Missouri
river improvementis in 185& The commer-
cial interests of the Onio are far greater
than the Missouri; yet her improvements
have been in the bands of really no author-
ized bolly,

’ $1,000,000 a Year.

In speeking of the necessity of sucha
commission, Colonel T. P. Roberis yester-
day eaid the imporiance -of waler as a
means of iramsportation is just being real-
ized, *“Over §1,000,000 iz being spent each
wyear on the Ohio river,” aaid he, *‘vet the
work is so slipshod and patphworky that
the benefita do not compare with similar
work when dome svstematieally. Water
transportation in the United States is go-
ing to engage national sttention more and
more, and the Government tmust take more
eare of her inland navigation. As affairs
have been on the Ohio every Congressman
puts in hisfljttle plea for appropriations for
improvements.  He is interested only in
pleasing his constitueney in securing cer-
tain local improvements, and pavs noat-
tention to the general good.  Under s com-
mission everylfing will be done system.
atieally,and & wonderful stride will be made
no doubt.

“It is said that Congressman Parrett, of
Indians, has secured srrong “sssistance to
push his bill, and if it goes through witn
our amendment this eity will be benefited
more than aov other. Senator Quay is
guoted as favoring the bill, as are also Con-
gressmen Daleell and Stone, and petitions
are being sent to Washington from sll
Ohio river points ssking that there-be no
delay in its passage.”
