Nrw Yorg, Dec 30.—Afier a trial lasi-
Ing 20 days Prof Churles A Briggs was
acquitted this afternoon upon every oné of
the charges of beresy brought against him
by the Committee of Prosecution. When
the members of the Ecelesinstical Court
filed ontof the Old Scoteh Presbyterian
Church in Fourteenth sireet a few minutes
befors 6 o'clock to-night, the jubilant aod
radiant faces of Prof, Briges' partisans told
the whole story.

“Prof. Briggs has been scquitted,” sria
one of them to the reporters who bad been
waiting outside the closed doors, “and he
fsn’t a heretie, afterall™

President Hasungy and the facnlty of the
Union Theological Seminary were es-
pecially pleased with the wverdiet, which
was of such importance to their institution.
It seems that in the last few days there
have been seversl unexpected additions to
the ranks of the Brigge forces, but his
friends made no boasts sod the vote was o
great surprise to the opposition.

How the Several Votes Varied.

There were 128 ministers and elders who
voted on every charge. The strongest vote
for Prof. Briges was 73 in his favor and 49
against him, and hin weakest showing was
on charge ITI, where the vote stood 67 in
his favor and 61 against him on the prineipal
iteme TUpon his doctrine of sanctification,
charge VI, the vote stood 69 to 57, and on
chargs 111, aceasing the professor of tesch-
ing the erraney of the Scriptares, the wote
was 67 to 61, the closest vote on say_of the
charges. e

The voting began s little before 4 o"clock,
snd was finished in Jess than two hours
The first two hours of the session were de-
voted to the three-minute spocches of those
ministers and elders who bad not been
reached vesterday., Not more than half
svailed themselves of the privilege.

There were six roll calls on the wvoting,
one for each of the six charges, and on each
roll call members of the court woted first
on the spoecifiestions and then on the items
under each charge.

Recapitulation of the Charges.

By the vole of the Presbytery it was
decided to split up the charges snd have s
eeparste vote on each offense. Charges1,
2, 4and 5 were each split into two items,
charge 3 ioto three, while charge 6 did not
require any division. In the charges which
follow, the letters A, B and C indicate the
divisions of each of the charges upon which
separate yoles were taken:

TYPHUS IN NEW YORK.

Another Outbreak of the Dread Disease—
The Health Board Takes Prompt Steps
to Stamp It Out—Bundreds of Lodzing-
House Beds Borned Up In & Hurry.

New Yorx, Dec 30.—[Special ]—There
was gn ominous increase in the number of
trplius cases reported to-day, and it begins
to look as if the disease had gained s foot-
hold again, this time among the lodging
houses around Ciintham Square. The health
officials do not regard the outbreak with ap-

rehension, and say they will stamp the
Riluse ont as before.

The first of the new cases appeared nearly
a month ago, in & lodgiog house containing
150 beds,  Since that time a dogen or more
of the lndging-house ;opulninn have de-
veloped the disease and two have died.

Dr. Roberts, Chiefof the Barean, decided
to-day to destrov all the beds in the lodging
house at 194 Park Row, The department
wagons were filled with the material, and it
was taken to the crematory at the foot of
East Sixteenth street, All the cases so far
presented bhave had their origin in the
neiﬁhﬂrhuﬂd of Chatham BSquare, except
perhaps one.

No less than four cases were found among
the patients who spplied at the dispensary
sttached to Chambers Street Hospital. The
dootors there receive a great many lodging-
house patients, and sre on the lookout for
typhus patients jost now. They say the
men who were taken from the hospital to-
dny did not get further than the reception
office, and that there is no fear that the dis-
ease has got into the hospital. There was
also & case at Dellevue Hponplu.l, who ap-
plied there for treatment, and was set in
the sun until be was removed to the recep-
tion hospital.

The lodging-houss keepers who asked the
Health Board to modify its requirements
for ganitary beds are likely to bave their
protest ignored, in view of the present out-
break.

FOERSTEL CAN'T BE FOUND.
