A Wonderful Escape From Desth.

EXPLOITS OF A KANSAS SKATER—SWIMMING
TWENTY YARDS UNDER THE ICE,
NPT
{\- rom the Leavenworth (Kansas) Republican )

We are called upon to record one of the
moest marvelous preservations recorded in
the annals of modern history. The skaters
were merry at the bridge on Monday night,
as were they in almost every other locality
unvisited by calamity, and skillful skaters
glided over the glassy surface, cutting
names, initials, and hieroglyphics with
their engraviog tools, The more nimble
and skillfful played ball and cavorted
around the clumsy amateurs, who, with
half-cracked skulls, blew their fingers and
gazed at the experts.

All at once an exclamation of horror
transfixed every gazer. Amid the crack.
iag avd breaking of the ice one was ob-
served struggling for a hold on the slippery
edges of the ice, which broke off in large
pieces. His benumbed fingers loosened
their grasp, and the unfortunate skater
was carried by the murderous current out
of sight, under the cold and glassy ice.
Being an expert swimmer, and possessed
of great presence of mind, he struck out
vigorously and swam after the manner of
a diver. The fishes gazed at him with their
green eyes and wnibbled his clothes as he
swam through the frigid current, and he,
too, iwagined that grim death was gazing
at bim, but he struggled manfully on, nor
heeded the meddlesome cat-fish which
swam along beside him, as though they
would question him concerning his sever-
aoce with the affairs of the land. He is
almost exhausted, and he lets down and
his feet strike the bottom. He has reach-
ed a shoal.  Pressing his hand vigorously
against the yielding ice, with his feet
braced below, a cracking is heard, and he
gazes along the surface of the ice. To
come through lightly was but a moment’s
work, and bidding his friends—the fishes
—good-bye, he is conveyed to a fire to dry
and warm, baving swam over twenty
yards under the water,

A Self-Starved Murderer.

Lawreuce Sullivan, a convicted mur-
derer in prison in New York city, deprived
of other means of suicide, is endeavoring
to kill himself by starvation: A New
York paper thus describes his condition on
Sunday :

Yesterday’s dawn saw Lawrence Salli-
van, the murderer, confined in the Tombs,
in the same condition as on Saturday—a
ghastly wreck with scarcely a spark of life
in bim. The physician of the prison, Dr.
Nealis, early in the morning of yesterday,
visited the padded cell of Sullivan and felt
the murderer’s pulse. Its beating was
hardly perceptible. Lifting the white
waxen eyelids, the Doctor noted the
watery glaze over.the pupils, and left the
cell shaking his head. The turnkey,
pacing the corridor, noted the Doctor’s
action, and remarked to an acquaintance,
“I guess Sullivan will pass in his checks
before the end of the deal ;” in other
words, Sullivan will die before the sheriff
calls on him to conduet him to the gallows.

While the remainder of the prisoners
were at divine service, efforts were made
to force some whiskey down Sullivan’s
throat, but with very little effect. The

moved his head around in every direction,
so that only a few drops of the spirit went
down his throat. As soon as the keeper
gave up attempting to give him the whis-
key, Sullivan opened his eyes and looked
at him, as if to say, “You thought you
were able.” Not a particle of solid food
has entered Sullivan’s stomach for over a
week past, and five words would exceed
all his conversation with every one, in-
cluding the keepers, his mother, and his
wife, Other efforts were fmade to give
him stimulants, but these also proving
futile, the keepers at length left Sullivan
to his padded cell and his memory.

His mother and wife were in the prison
during the day, and were in the cell, but
beyond that and their praying fot Sullivan,
nothivg bappened to be recorded regard-
ing them. Sullivan did not speak to them,
and beyond the vacant stare of bis eye at
his mother, he gave her no sign of recog-
nition. “As last night came on, he turped
on his bed, put his face to the wall and
lay still. He did not change his position
during the night, and as the turnkey
shortly before midnight threw the glare of
a dark lantern through the barred door of
the cell, the sight of the shrunken, shrivel-
led up body of the man, the caved-in face,
and deep eyes, with the unearthly pallor
of his complexion, made doubly so by the
light of the lantern, made a terrible sight.
