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SPIRIT OF THE MORNING PREBES,

The Dispatch hopes much from the
tinkering of Congress with reconstruction.
The re-opening of the question or the
adoption of any further measures looking
to the control of the elections in the South,
it thinks will cause a re-action in the
North favorable to the Democracy, where=
by the Republicans will lose more in that
quarter than they will gain here. In the
course of a leader headed the “New Ln-
croachment,” through which the above
idea prevails, it says :

The South is, rerhapl, less interested in this
new measure of Federal usurpation—so hos-
tile to publie liberty—than any portion of the
Union. It is hardened to wrong and outrage.
It had reason to hope that a day of peace and
harmony was at hand ; but it has experienced
frequent disappointments, and can stand this
last one. We speak especially ot this State
when we say that we are conscious of no act
which should excite national distrust of fealty
to law or constitution; and while familiarit
with wrong and outrage prepares us for this
fresh measure of injustice, we are none the less
impressed with its unjustifiable and atrocious
character. Can any one be so blind as not to
see its real motive ?

Virginia has certainly been a compara-
tively well-behaved State. Barring certain
extreme partisan measures—the stealing of
a ballot-box, the cheating of a few thou-
sand Republican voters out of their right
to vote, and the establishment of the whip-

ing-post—nothing can be urged against

er, This last is not a “Southern out-
rage,” but an outrage against civilization
and humanity. In his closing article, our
contemporary concludes to resign himself
to any fate that may be in store. He
says :

he Proﬁreu of events after all seems quite
natural, certain amount of oppression is
indispensable to a rouslng of the popular will
—to a revolution of the public sentiment, and
a firing of the public mind to the grand act of
overturning a tyraony. The cruelties of Pha-
roah were necessary to drive the Israelites to
resistance aad flight from Egypt. So is the
manysheaded t{yrnn-y of the countrr grswn
more and more intolerable, so that ultimately
the people may be driven to hurl it from power
and re-establish;peacejand harmony in the land.

Upon the whole, then, we rather like the
hypocrisy of the Republicans, whose ears are
20 ready to.listen to the stories of rebel cruel-’
ties, and we are quite fascinated with the cold
and heartless measure, based upon this hollow
pretext, for giving to the Federal administra-
tion entire control over the elections, which
are understood to be the verdict of the people
upon the administration itself. It is but an
assurance that the revulsion will all the sooner
take place,

We believe everything will come right.
We know we are suffering most terribly,
but still we are not so hard up yet as the
people of Paris, Things will soon work
smoothly enough. The re-election of Pre-
sident Grant next year, will put an end to
all these doubts and fears. They would
be ended now if you would only wisely
admit this inevitable conclusion, which is
as sure to come to pass ‘‘as eggs is eggs.”’
You are now living on the miseries of ima-
gination, and should be on our guard
against dying in the joys of realized hope
when your political millenium arrives. .

The Enquirer is all the time scolding
and finding fault with somebody. Nothing
goes right, Everything is done wrong.
We know plenty of people just like it,
who will have it that things aro always
going from bad to worse,~and they sit
themselves down in sack-cloth and ashes,
and howl over the degeneracy and cor-
ruptness of the times. Their whole life is
a protest against everything and every-
body. They know all the evils we are
suffering from just as well as we do our-
selves, and their sole delight is in keeping
them constantly before us ; but they never
think of indicating a remedy for any of
them,

Our Democratic contemporary loves to
make everybody as miserable as it would
have them think it is itself,—and then
when it has filled them with gloom and
despondency it leaves them in despair,
mtgout offering one ray of hope for the
future, one word to console them, or bright-
en their hearts.

Tt only informs them of what they know
—that they are in debt and ruiued in for-
tune, and tells them how it all came
about; but it does not tell them how they
may pay their debts and retrieve their
fortunes.

We sit and look at. these things, and
make no effort to improve the general condi-
tion. Men in office whistle idly as they gaze on
the scene. The people are told they ought to
be wonderfully thankful that things are no
worse, and that they have not a government
that puts them to more real torture.

ell; now make a practical suggestion.
Give us a “sure cure.” Propose some-
thing that will bring speedy relief,—and
don’t discourags the patient by telling him
that he is certain to die. It is the easiest
thing in the world to grumble, and growl,
and find fault, and say what we would
do, if we had the power in our hands.

The Enquirer should be more practical,
and calmly ‘point out the true path to per-
fect political happiness in this world, even
as our preachers do to perfect bliss in the
world to come, Politics should be reduced
to a mathematical certainty, and regulated
“by the book of arithmetic "—that we
might konow at all times just where we
are, what wo are, and how_we ought to act.
In fact, we shounld have a scale or measure
for the political pulse, that we might regu-
late it as we do the weather by the ther-
mometer—that is, if we do regulate the
weather, or how ?

But the Enguirer, like Pandora’s box,
has hope still left—and we trust it may
enjoy its pleasures— although Louis XIV,
cautioned his countrymen against that
chimera—/%ope. (It would be a good thing
ifithey had either more or less of it now.)
It is consoled with the thought of what is
in store for its hungry Democracy in the
future :

ne consolation to us is, that in their at-
t to compel the Southern States to support
publican ticket, they may repel an equal
number of Northern voters, and gain nothing
by our oppression. It is this fear of the lead-
ers at Washington that affords us eur best as-
surance of safety. The intelligence and the
ood feeling of the Northern masses may not
pregsed too farifor mere party gain.

Aggn the cry goes up—the Northern
Democracy | They are surely coming this
time to save their brethren of the South,~-
and Frank Blair is again at their head,
Waell, just keep on thipking so,—and in
the meantime continue to manufacture all
the Republican capital you can for usein
that section. Nominate Seymour and
Blair again, and run them oa the Broad-
head letter, if you want to see the North-
ern people rally round the Democratic
banner—they would “rally once agaln,”
and no mistake.
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In the matter of lnternal improvement,
the Znguirer is becoming more progressive,

snd says ;

We are {ully in favor of internal improvement,
but our view is catholic and general. In other
words, we want to_see each and every section
of the State reap the same advantage and ben-
efit from the system. We want to sce each
road fostered and cared for by the State, in the
game way and with the same advantages of any
other road in the State, and we are utterly op
posed to amy system that will give advantages
and excludive priviliges to any consolidation of
roads, that wﬁl oppress and injure roads de-
pending entirely on their own merits.
